At five miDutog of one o'clock to-day Mr. Burllngaraeand bis associates arrived at tne east portico

of tbe Senate wing of the Capitol. Here the Embassy
was received by Senators Sumner and Sherman,who gave the members a cordial greettug.detachmeyt of the Capitol police were

drawn up on either side of tbe entrance and saluted
as the Embassy passed. Another detachment,
under Major Corson, formed in advance as an escort.
At the order to proceed the police led the wuy, followedby John T. Brown, Sergeant-at-Arms, then
came the Embassy, Mr. Burlingame leaning on tbe arm
of Senator Sumner, Chth Tajen on the arm of Senator
Sherman, and Son Tajen on the arm of Senator
Hendricks, the secretaries of the Embassy, followed
by tbe Interpreters. In this order the procession
marched to the central entrance and entered the
Senate Chamber. The Sergeant-at-Arms then announcedtbe Embassy to the Senate. The party
then advanced to the semi-circle in front of
the President's desk. Mr. Sumner then introduced
the Embassy to the President of the Senate,
who replied, "I welcome Mr. Buriingame and
feu associate* of the Chinese Embassy to
the Senate of the United States, and
the committee will conduct them to the
seats assigned them." The Embassy were then
conducted to a row of seats running In a semi-circle
around the President's desk. The Senate then took
to recess of twenty minutes, that the SenatorsBight have an opportunity of paying
their respects to the Embassy. When the
party was seated Messrs. Sherman, Sumner
and Dendrieks took their stand immediately
In front, Sumner swinging bis straw hat,
Sherman polling nervously at the buttonhole of his
coal and looking In vain for a smile of recognition
from the wondering face of the foreigner sitting in
front of him. Hendricks seemed to t>e undetermined
whether to laugh or look serious. The galleries were
almost entirely filled with finely dressed ladles, who
appeared to take a deep interest In watohtng the
Celestials. To the relief of the Committee of Reception,who have been individually mentioned, and
who have seldom passed a more awkward experience,
the Senators left their seats and gathered In a
cluster around Mr. Buriingame and the two leadingChinese. Each was severally introduced, Sun
Tajen bowing wlih a quiet face, while his companion,Chih Tajen, of a more enthusiastic temperament,kept his body in a state of vigorous vertical
oscillation for fully twenty minutes. Unlike Sun Tajen,be did not wait for formal introduction, but
grasped a band wherever be saw it projecting and
dipped his head profoundly low. Messrs. Teh and
Fung, the latter of whom speaks English, were
the centre of an admiring Senatorial group, to
whom they cheerfully furnished their autographs.

must rcsu:t in the destruction of social order.

Kesolved, That If protection Is not speedily provided In
some lortn by the national government that the lo.vai and
law-abiding citizens of Texas will be compelled, In the exerciseof the sacred right of self-defence, to organize for their
owu protection.
Resolved, That this Convention have full confidence In BrevetMajor Utsnerai J. J. Reynolds, commander of the district

of Texan, and that to the extent of the means placed at his
disposal he wlii give protection and preserve peace.

The Reconstruction Committee ou the ProposedDivision of Texaa.
The Committee on Reconstruction had a meetfhg

to-day on the bill to divide Texas into three States.
They voted to postpone Its consideration until the
first of December by a vote of live yeas to four nays,
but at the request of Mr. Boutwell this vote was
reconsidered, and farther action thereon deferred
till to-day two weeks.
Report In Relation to the Antletam Cemetery.
Representative Washburne, of Indiana, made a

report from the Committee on Military Affairs to-day
on the subject of the cemetery at Antletam. The
cemetery is not, and never has been except in name,
a national cemetery. The original purchase was
Bolely by the State of Maryland as a burial place for
all who fell on either side at the battle of Antletam.
By a subsequent act of the Maryland Legislature It
was devoted In perpetuity as a national cemetery
for the purpose of the burial and final resting
place or the remains of the soldiers who fell at
the battle of Antletam or other points north of the
Potomac river during the Invasion of Lee In the
summer or fall of 1862, or who died in consequence
of wounds received in said battle or during the Bald
invasion. Under the original act or subsequent legislationproviding for tbe burying of Confederate dead,
but separate and apart from those who had fallen in
defence of our flag, fourteen States made donations
for tlie purpose set foith and appointed trustees.
Whether the states so acting were deceived or not
the committee have no means of knowing: but if
they were deceived it must have been through inexcusablenegligence on the part of the authorites, us
full and explicit notice was contained in the charter.
The committee say that last May a committee of the
Board was appointed to purchase and enclose additionalgrounds adjoining the present cemetery lor
the purpose of interring the Confederate dead therein,in accordance with the law of Maryland, and the
Southern States were invited to make appropriations.The committee do not deem it necessary to
discuss the question whether Maryland acted wisely
or not in making provision for the Confederate dead,
nor do thev deem It necessary to Bay to the States
donating that they were in error, as such discussion
comes too late to remedy the evil; and believing
that the trustees have only been carrying ont the act
of their incorporation in such a manner that it may
give as little offence as possible to those whose
friends, falling in the defence of our flag, now sleep
peacefully In the cemetery, thev ask that the committeebe discharged from the further consideration
of the subject.

Report of the Senate on the Alleged 111

During
the conversation last evening the Presidentrrankly expressed the hope that the
Democratic Convention would have the wisdomand policy to nominate Cha.se, around whom
the conservatives and the constitution lownt* masses
of the couuiry could rally. If this was done he
(Johnson, wou.d do his utmost to insure the siicce.-s
of the ticket, 'ilio Chief Justice thanked the Presidentfor his kindness and expressed his willingness
to accept the nomination on the platform embracing
the living issues of the day.

The House then proceeded to the consideration, as

a special order, or the bill reported by Mr. Eliot,
from the Committee on Commerce, to promote
American commerce.
Mr. Eliot, (rep.) of Mass., addressed the House on

the national lihport&nce of the bill, which provides
as follows:.

of the United Status by the collectors paying such drawbacks
respectively.

boat* or vesoels shall be licensed, and sbaii, In everyother reapect, be liable to the ru'es and regulations and penaltiesnow In lorre relating to registered and enrolled vessels.
Sec. 6. That the provisions of the act entitled "An art

authorizing the Secretary of the Treasury to mane registers
to vessels in certain cases, approved December 23. liVO," are
heret.y extended to vessels built within the United State*,
provided the same were not transferred during the rebellion
to foreign owner*.
nr. Eliot, Having stated that under the present,

system of taxation of articles that enter into shintut.dkngthere are no more ships built in thl*
country, argued that a maritime nation must build
Us own vessels. No commercial country conld be a
first class power unless it built Its own vessels and
controlled its own carrying trade. This was the law
of commercial life; not the law of the United States
only, not the law of England or France only, not the
law of to-day alone, not the law by which alone
Phoenicia or Venice controlled the seiis, but was the
great law of national commercial life, like that law
of Justice deserved by Cicero:."There shall not be
one law for Home and another for Athens, not one
law for to-day and another for to-morrow, but one
enduring law for ail people." It tvus manifest, he
said, that If Congress did not interfere the commerce
of the United Mates would be ruined ami the carryingtrade left in the control of England. He referred
to statistical tables to show that In 1881 one-third of
the whole carrying trade of all the world was done
by American vessels, and that In ism! less than onesixthwas done by American vessels. In isei 472
American vessels had entered the port of London
and In I860 only seventy one. That was coming
pretty near the bottom line. If It went much further
In that direction It would be too late to revive that
interest because lex de minimis non curat. It would
be necessary to legislate to recreate It. The object
nf the npriilinir hill wna fn tint th#> trmlp intu ths*
hands of the men who can build ut> the navy of the
country that they may live and not die.

Mr. O'Neill, (rep.) of Pa., suggested that the bill
In an Indirect manner took the taxes off imported
material used In the construction of ships, and therebyoperated against the Interest of domestic producers, which would require to be equalized by allowinga bounty for the use of domestic materials.
Mr. Eliot declined to argue ti.at point as outside

of the range of the bill. He read a letter from Donald
McKay, the Boston shipbuilder, sta'ing that he bad
endeavored to get up a convention of shipbuilders to
petition Congress, but that he found the gentlemen
whom he addressed had all left the business, and
bad not built a ship since the commencement
of the war. The passago of the bill could
not affect the Treasury, as at present
no revenue was derived from shipbuildingmaterials, there lwlng no ships now built in the
t'nlted States. He did not claim mat this bill
would re-establish the old condition of things, but
he claimed that until the country returned to specie
payments, until prices < ame down and lab ir became
more regulated, something like this was absolutely
needful to rescue from destruction the Interests of
American commerce.
Mr. Mokkkli., (rep.) of X. Y., moved to amend the

second section by providing that in order that Americanlumlter, cordage, Iron, copper, chains and
anchors might be used in the construction of Americanvessels, there should be allowed a bounty equal
to the bra* back of duty on these materials actually
In construction.

Mr. Rlokidhk, (dcm.) of Wis., opposed the amendment,claiming that the bill had steered ciear of anythinglike trinities.
mr. m.AiH, 11i " nii.i ujipirt« »n "m. < imruIngthat the depression in the shipbuilding interest

was not caused by the laws of the country. Was that
the only interest In the country that was depressed t
They had been told that the iron interest, the coal oil
Interest and almost all other great Inteiosts were depressedand mined, but all that grew out of the conditionof the country. The copper Interest, In which
nrt.y millions of capital was Invested, was languishing'and suffering for want of sufficient protection;
and while he should not be asked to mice down the
copper Interest
Mr. Pike, (rep.) of Me., reminded Mr. illalr that

there was but a very small amount of Michigan copperused In shipbuilding, and said that there waa no
desire at all to strike at that Interest.
Mr. Blair said fl at If the copper of foreign countrieswere admitted free of duty for shipbuilding purposesthe copper mines on l.*ke Superior would have

to tie closed, lie quoted from Mr. I'lke'a speech In
the House a.few weeks ago tending to show that be
was opposed to the protection of all Interests. The
proposed drawback on copper was simply a blow
struck nt that Interest, and the arguments in support
of it would apply equally as well against the whole
protective system or the country. He tielleved that
the enterprise of the American, people would remedy
all the present difficulties about oommerce and the
carrying trade, and that there was no necessity for
this bill, which undertook to save one interest by
striking down other Interests that were of equal Importance.He proposed to move to amend the bUI by
striking out the second section. The other sections
be had no objection to.
Mr. Dumas, (rep.)iof Mich., made an argument

against the bill on the same general grouuda as
stated by his colleague (Mr. Blair). He had a letter
read from a Bath, Me., shipbuilder to Senator
Chandler against allowing a drawback on foreign
material. The writer (A. W. Houghton) stated his
objections to be that It would 00 unjust to tboee who
bad invested their money in ships, as the reduction
nv««u iviwvh »'«v ' mt wi MiVH |TTU|P«rVJ JUSl
much m the drawbrftk would amount to, and that
there are more vessels now bnllt and being built
than are wanted.

pending bill, although Its provisions had been published.He would do all he could to benefit the shipbuildingInterest If it could be done without Injua-
tlce to other Interest* equally important. The com-
merce of the country had declined, but the cause of
that decline waa aomething beyond the control of
Congresa. and with the exercise of such energtea a*
had been exhibited In the establishment of the Baltimoreline uf steamships commerce would revive.
He favored all the sections of the bill except that
allowing a drawback on shipbuilding materials.
Mr. Lrnrn, (rep.) of Me., made an argument In

support of the bill. In the course of hia remarks he
spoke of overy article entering into a ship being
taxed.
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Mr. Eldridgb asked whether there watt anvthlag

on a laboring man or the West, from the crown of hw
head to the sole of his foot, that was not taxed for
the beuetlt of manufacturer*?
Mr. Lyncu rwarked that the war, which had

nearly annihilated American commerce, had protectedanil stimulated the agricultural anil manufacturinginterests. and those interests were to-day in a

Hut the American built whip, which had to
pay taxes on all it* materials, was brought into dire< t
competition with a British ship, which hail no such
taxes. There was, therefore, no analogy between
the cases.

therefore interested In keeping up the present depressionin American commerce.
Mr. Brooks, (dem.)of N. Y., addressed the House

in advocacy of the bill, 'l'he tliree great interests of
a country were commerce, agriculture and manufactures.Although American agriculture au<l manufactureswere now in a high degree of prosperity,
there was not now crossing the ocean a single
steamer under the American Hug, excepting a small
and ragged line running occasionally from the port
of New York aud an American line running irom
California to Japan and China. This line was created
and protected noiely by the generosity of congress,
without which U would not be able to maintain
useif against the competition of France and England.It was a mortifying spectacle to see in the
port of New York the flags of Franco, or England and
of the Northern countries of Europe floating over
ships that carried American trade and commerce and
passengers.
Mr. Emiridge inquired why It was that the Englishwere able to build snips so much cheaper than

Americans could.
Mr. Brooks remarked that the gentleman frrm

Wisconsin was roguish and uilsrhlevout) In putting
that question. It was for the purpose of involving
him in a tariff and free trade argument; but he declinedto go inio that question.
Mr. Hakdino, (rep.) of ill., inquired how the line

Ikm ween California and China wan able to maintain
itself.

Mr. Brooks replied that that line of steamships
(the Pacific Mail Steamship Company) had a subsidy
of $600,000 a year for ten years for carrying tne
malls, and that In addition our navigation laws preventforeign vessels from entering into our coastwisetrade.
Mr. Eldridub inquired whether it would not be a

good speculation for Americans who want Bhips to
go to England and buy theinr

Mr. Brooks replied that the laws of the country
would not allow that to be done.
Mr. Blaink, (rep.) of Me., added that then in a few

?ears there would not be a sailor or shipbuilder in
he country.
Mr. Eluridue suggested that plenty of saUoi*

could be got by giving fishery bounties.
Mr. Brooks appealed to the House to reflect npon

the absolute necessity of maintaining American
commerce upon the ocean. He spoke not for or
agaiust copper or iron, not for tariff or anti-tariff,
bui be spoke for the predominating Interest of the
country.the protection of the nag. Unless somethingwas done to protect the commerce and shippinginterests of the country the Utilon flag would
soon cease to be seen on the ocean, except id the
coastwise trade und between California and Chin*.
Mr. Wahiibiikn, of Wis., supported the bill. He

said the grounds for this exceptional legislation are,
as I understand, as follows:.First, that the great
shipping interest of the country, unlike any other
interest, was during the war wiped out and destroyed,and, as a cousequence, the carrying trade
of the country has fallen into the hands of that
country by whose pcrfldy our commerce was
brought low; second, that by reason of the war, and
our Inflated currency consequent thereon, with the
high Internal taxes, high wages and the high priceor articles entering into a ship, it is impossible to
build and sail an American ship in competition
with a foreigu ship: and that in point of fact no
ships beanug the American flag are now seen in
foreign waters, and very few ships are now being
built or can r«e built. In the cities of New York and
Boston there is not a single ship on the stocks. I
believe both these statements are true. I ain unwillingto see Great Britain longer reap the harvest of
her perfidy without at least making an effort to
restore our ancient supremacy on the sea. To do so
will, in my judgment, strike down no other interest.
We huild no ships, and we can, under existing laws,
build none. Consequently the Michigan copper derivesno benefit from shipbuilding, and cannot be
injured if wo pass this bill. Anxious to see our flag
once again floating upon the ocean, and lieilevlng
that tins bill will greatly tend to that result ana
injure no other interest oi this country, 1 shall vote
for it.
Mr. Spai.dino, (rep.) of Ohio, said.1 adopt the

speech of the gentleman from Wisconsin, and lor the
same reasons! will vote for the bill.
Mr. ViKtt, (rep.) of Me., advocated the bill and

stated that he had been informed that oil a recent
vojage to and froui Calcutta there had been only two
American ships spoken, and that a naval oincer had
Informed him last week that on ihe (Treat
highway of commerce between the United
States and Europe, aa he piloted his ship
Iroin Aunupolu to Franco and Luck oguau
they had scarcely met an American ship. Even in
the West India porta American ships were only
doing half the trade they used to do; and the trade
with South America watt changed from eleven American.ship* lor one English to three English ships for
one American. If this bill were defeated the last
blow at American commerce would be struck.
Mr. Hkoomall, (rep.) of Pa., proposed to amend

the amendment of uis colleague (Mr. Morrill) by
adding a provision that the present tantl duties be
increased five per ceut.
Mr. Allison, (rep.) of Iowa, spoke against the bill,

and said that ihe second section was s.inply a propositionto allow the sblpcat penters of Maine to use the
lumber of New brunswick and Canada and
the iron and copper of England and toe
cordage of llussls that they might work some
mouths of the year at building ships. It wan a propositionto strike down absolutely four or Ave great
interests of the country, so far as they could be
struck down by a vicious system of drawbacks.
Why did gentlemen ask for free trade in shipping
when they were not willing to give free trade to the
West? If fres trade was good for Maine, why was
It not good for the whole country V
Mr. tti.Ai.st: explained the dlirerenee to consist in

was that it did not go far enough. American shipbuilderswould not Tie able for many veara, owing to
the high prlccof labor, tocouipete with foreign shipbuilders,and he proposed to offer an amendment
to allow the regisier and enrolment ol fine Iron
steamships of foreign construction to be used Id the
transportation of Western produce between the
mouth of the Mississippi river and the seaboard
cities, provided the ships be owned exclusively by
American citizens.
Mr. Hutlik, (rep.) of Mass., replying to the argumentsof the copper Interests, remarked that the

people of Massachusetts had planted about six millionsof dollars around Lake Superior Id copper
mines, the stock of which was not worth the paper
It was written on. Tne fifteen vessels that were to
be built on the Kennebec river should, under prosperousctrcuuistaucea, be multiplied by ten; but the
difficulty was that the vessel which on the St. John's
rl\er could be built for fifty dollars a ton c«mt ninety
dollars a ton ou the Kennebec or Merrimae. With
that state of things It was impossible for American
commerce to exist.
Mr. A1.1.ISUN, as a means of testing the sense of the

House, moved to lay the bill on the table.
Mr. 1'iKE offered to ameud the bill by striking

"copper" out of the second section.
Mr. Au.iHoN remarked that he would still move to

lay it on the table.
