The Parliamentary Election

Canvass in England.

Christian and Jewish Addresses to
the Sultan of Turkey.

Tlie Canard mail stenmshtp Australasian, Captain
McMicken, from Liverpool the 6th and Queenstown
t lie 7th Inst., arrived at this port yesterday evening.
Her newspaper mail report has been anticipated in
all Its main points by our files to hand by the French
steamship VUle de Paris. The Australasian brings
the special correspondence of the Ukkald dated to
her day of sailing from England.
The London Times, in Its city article, says:.
It Is stated that arrangements are in progress betweenMr. James McUenry, the contractor for the

Atlantic and Great Western Railway Company, and
bis creditors, to the effect that they will accept 20s. in
the iiound by instalments, of which 0s. 8d. Is to be paid
within two years, and that creditors to the extent of
£2,400,000, out of the aggregate of £U,600,000, have
already agreed to the offer, one of the creditors for
about £5,000, who objects to the deed, has taken out
a summons in bankruptcy, but there is said to be no
doubt that the deed will bo legally completed by the
assent of nearly all the large creditors, so as to preventany proceedings in bankruptcy taking effect.
A telegram from St. Petersburg of May 5 says:.
According to the official despatches received from

the frontiers of Central Asia hostilities broke out on
the 1st May between the Russians and Bokharans In
consequence of the bad faith of the Kmir of Bokhara.
On the 2d of May the army of the latter was defeated,and saniarkidu was occupied without resistance,TheRussians capturing twenty-one cannon and
the contents of the Bokliaran camp, aud sustaining
themselves only slight loss.
(This despatch Is confirmatory of the intelligence

received from Bombay and transmitted by special
cable telegram to the Hbrald, but does not substantiatethe reported death of the Kmir.]
Lady Napier, wife of the Commander-in-Chief of

the Abyssinian army, arrived at Southampton Jane
6 in tho steamship Pera, with the Calcutta moils.
The Pans Steele of June 0 says:.
At the moment of going to press we learn that

Halim Pacha, uncle of the Viceroy of Egypt, and
one of his heirs presumptive, according to the Mussulmanlaw of inheritance, has been obliged to place
himself under the protection of the European ConsulsGeneral at Cairo, and to appeal to the sultan
against the persecutions and violences directed
against him by his nephew's government.
The Earl of Shrewsbury died June 5 in bis sixtyfourthyear.

ENGLAND.

T!i« Irish Church BUI Paaitoil in Committee.
( ciieriil Napier in I)un«er.Public KxecuitonMAbolished.
In the House of Commons, on the £th Inst., Mr.

Gladstone's Irish Church bill flna'.ly passed through
committee and was ordered to be reported, amid the
cheers of the members. The London iWtc# anticipatedthat an attempt might be made by some
independent conservative member.notwithstandingMr. DIsrael's statement as to theintentionof the government.to Interrupt the
quiet passage of the bill through committee.The event justified the antiepatlon.
Mr. New'legate made such an attempt by moving that
the House go into committee on the bill that day six
months. The proposition was seconded by Colonel
B. Knox, and supported bv Colonel Archdall, Mr.
Lefroy, 8lr J. Stronge and others.

Mr. Gladstone answ ered these gentlemen in a few
words, whereupon Mr. Newdegate, either struck with
tlx* violation of his political leader's raith, or observingthe utter Hopelessness of his success, said he
would not press It, as the head of the government
was not present. The bill then passed uninterruptedlythrough committee.

Mr. Mill presented a petition from the "Homo and
Foreign Affairs Committee of Macclesiicld," condemningthe Abyssinian war and "murder of King
Theodore," and asking for a select committee to inquireInto all the circumstances. The suggestion
that 8lr Uobert Napier be put ou his trial a la GovernorKyre has been the point of dull jokes in the
Kngllsh comic periodicals: but this would seem to
be the i»t serious embodiment of such an idea.
The Cork Eramimr of June o says:.The new act

abolishing public executions In Kugland Is now in
operation. Heuceforth all executions will take place
within Jails in the presence of certain oitlcors, who
are to sign a certificate of the death of the convict,
which is 10 be publicly posted outside the Jail tor at
least twenty-floor hours alter the execution.

Active preparations were being made all over Faglandlor a general election contest. Candidates were
numerous and the supporiers of the prominent politicalparty leaders animated to an unusual degree.

Mr. Suniuelson, who has taken honorable distinctionsat the London University, son of Mr. B. Samnelson,member for Banbury, Is canvassing Cheltenhamas the candidate of the liberal party.
Mr. Isaac Lowther Bell, the well known north

country ironmaster and coal mine proprietor, conseiitedto stand a contest In North Durham as the
liberal candidate in succession to Mr. Shefts.
Lord Knstaee cedl issued an addres* to the electors

of Northwest K'asex, offering himself as a candidate
in the conservative interest.
Mr. George critfltlis, of Kidderminster, issued an

address offering himself as a candidate lor the
borough on liberal principles.
Mr. It. I'. Long, the conservative member for

North Wilts, will retire, and tne Marquis of Worcester,eldest son of the Duke of Beaufort, be a cauUi.latein the same Interest for the vacant seat.
Mr. Paduiore will not offer himself for re-election

at Worcester. There are four candidates, one of
them a working man, a prominent apostle of temperance.

On Saturday last his Majesty the Sultan received in

private audience, at one P. M., at his Klosque of
beylerbey, their Eminences the (Ecumenical Armenian-Gregorianand Armenian-Catholic patriarchs, a-i
also the grand rabbi, who went to express to his
Imperial Majesty the gratitude of their respective
nations on tiie occasion of tiie recent imperial allocution.In the name of the heads of the Christian
and Israelite communities of tne empire, the iKcum-nlcalpatriarch inade the following speech in the
Creek language:.

siuk.There are two fruits as precious as they
are salutary produced tiy wise Institutions.a strong
arid sure authority, and a mil and legal iliierty of
the i>eople. In fact, In the tnid.-t of a sound legl-ilatinuof a country, we behold Justice, the queen of
virtues, flouru.iiiiia; the head of the State appears
there as the true rather of his hulijects; these latter
form a compact and homogeneous body, considering
that they are like equal brothers, as' children belongingto the same father and king, wltli no iJMinctionbetween thein except their religious faith, interna!glory anil inexpressible gratitude are duo to the
initiative taken by your Majesty, who, in your i^agacityand In your love for your j.ie, has derived the
Jinn will to allow tne latter to participate in the seteniiflcand social progress nccompiiijhna l>jr the most
civilized Htates. Your Majesty lias traced for your
empire and your subject* a new progressive. sure,
liniliant and solid path.that of wise Institutions;
thanks to them the obstacles to all national and
religious distinction will soon be levelled, so
as to form a people of brother* enjoying the
name political rights and working together
towards the prosperity and advancement of the commoncountry. From to-day, most powerful and
magnanimous monarch, your Majesty has revived
the greatness of the empire, and has assured its
tranquillity by the equitable distribution of various
offices and functions of the Htate, to which every
true and loyal citizen of the common country has a
right to aoplre. In consequence of the Imperial munificenceswhich your Maje.sty has granted
and grants dally to all his peoples, 1 come,
as a faithful and humble subject of your
Majesty, in concert with all the heads here present of
the various nations placed by the arm or the Lord
under your paternal authority, to place at the feet of
the imperial throne the Just tribute of a deep gratitude.and I invoke the Almighty, He who strengthens
and elevates nations and their rulers, to grant to
your Imperial Majesty mlong and prosperous reign to
enjoy the salubrious fruits agreeable to Uod, ripened
under the rays of wise Institutions. Amen."
The above allocution was immediately translated

Into Turkish by the First Secretary of the ureek
Patriarch, acting as interpreter, in the absence of
the Mrsna Logotnete, who has been laid up for some
day*.

Hi* Imperial Majesty replied that he Glly appreelatedthe etatementa and wishe* exprexsed by tho
bead* of the communltlea; that his principal obie<:t
and solicitude would not oease to i>e the civilization
of his empire and the prosperity of his poops; that he made no distinction between his M-isHtiiinntiand Christian subjects; that, by appoinMn#
functionaries to the new Council appertaining to
different crouds, It was with the object of ehieidlng
thr imprests of all his subjects ami to make them
fmrtii ipate equally tn tho administration of the
country.

New York, one six-oared gig; Hudson*, or Jersey
City, one elght-oared barge and two six-oared gigs;
Palisades, of Yonkers, one six-oared gig; Vespers, of
Yonkers, two double and one single scull.

REGATTA ON THE MYSTIC.
Throe Exciting Boat Rucen.Uoixl Time and

Crowd* of Spectators.
iFrora the Evening Telegram of yesterday. 1

Boston, June 17, 1808.
An event which formed another important feature

of the day's celebration of the Bunker Hill anniversarywas a regatta on Mystic river, which was attendedby a large and interested crowd. Three races
were In order for single and double sculls and for
four oared boats, and eight o'clock was the hour for
the commencement. The judges wore Messrs. WillardKice, Mallen Parsons, John II. Burrlll, Jr., Henry
L. Haines and John B. McDonald. Their boat, the
yacht Bon ita, was moored In the usual place, near
Chelsea bridge, and the two judges last named were
stationed In the stakeboat near Maiden bridge, a
mile up the river. That the course wus just a mile
long there is no doubt, as it was measured last wiuter
on the ice.

FIItST RAOB.
The first race was for single sculls. For tills there

were six eutrles, and positions were drawn lu the

MKASUKEMKNT RVI.ES.
A very Important meeting of yachtmen, which

was attended by representatives from all the leadingyacht clubs of the United Kingdom, was held on
Monday, at Willis' Rooms, St. James, for the purpose
of talcing into consideration the existing rules with
regard to sailing, measurement, the number of
hands, sails, Ac., allowable in matches, with the
view of organizing a uniform code of regulations to
be observed by the various yacht clubs throughout
tlio kingdom. The chair was taken by Captain Thellusou,Commodore of the Koyal Victoria Yacht Club,
and among the company present were Lord Alfred
Paget, Commodore of the Koyal Thames Yacht Club;
Mr. Arcedeckne, Commodore of the Royai Loudon
Yacht Club; Lord Loudesborougii, Commodore of the
Royal Yorkshire Yacht Club; the Marquis of Droglieila,Commodore of the St. George's Yacht Club;
captain Smith Harry, Admiral or the Royal Cork
Yacht Club; Mr. V. wing, Commodore of the Royal
Western Yacht Club of Ireland; Mr. James Ooodson,
Commodore of the Royal Harwich Yacht Club: the
Hon. u. F. Hale, Commodore of the Royal Korthern
Yacht Club; the Marquis of Exeter, Vice Commodore
of the Royal Victoria Yacht Club; Lord de Ros, Vice
Commodore of the Royai Thames Yacht Club; Sir
Michael Stewart, Hart., Vice Commodore of the Royal
Northern Yacht Club; Mr. J. Llewellyn Turner, Vice
Commodore of tho Royal Welsh Yacht Club; Mr. C.
Long, Commodore of the Prince of Wales Yacht
Club; Mr. T. Broadwood, Commodore of the Royal
Albert Yacht Club: Major Bannister, Vice Commodore
of the Royal Yorkshire Yacht Club; Captain Bennett,
Vice Commodore of the Royal Harwich Yacht Club;

Lord do Roa, the Vice Commodore of tlio Royal

Thame* Yacht Club, in opening the proceedings, said
that the meeting had convened in the hope that
the various yacht clubs might be enabled to come to
some arrangement with reference to the adoption of
a uniform code of regulations. Their chief object
was to promote good sailing, but one great obstacle
that had hitherto stood in the way was the enormous
expense attendant on yachting. The wages and gratuitiespaid to the crews were exorbitantly high and
ought to be reduced. He knew that in many instancesowners of yachts, more particularly of the
large vessels, had declined to compete for valuable
prizes simply on account of the serious Hums they
would be required to pay under the existing system
to the extra Uauds they would have to engage. He
thought a committee should be appointed to considerthe question.
The Marquis of Exeter cordially agreed with Lord

de Ros in t hinking thai the present scale of paymeut to
crews was excessive. He said It was monstrous that
men who received twenty-four shillings a week, and
who lived like gentlemen on board ayacht, with every
convenience and comfort found them, should considerthemselves entitled whenever they sailed in a
mutch to receive an extra gratuity of one pound a head
if they lost, and two pounds a head If they won. It was
a hardship on a yacht owner that If he wou a cup he
should be mulcted to the extent of some £26. by his
men, who were already extremely well paid, besides
having everything found them, and he thought the
clubs would do well to adopt a more moderate scale,
such as that in use among the members of the Royal
Thames Yacht Club. Lord de Ros explained that

Captain hinith Harry said that he represented the

Cork Yacht Club, winch wad the oldest yachting club
in existence, and with them it was customary to give
their men a few glasses of whiskey If they won. and
nothing If they lost. He was iu favor of a uniform
scale or half a guinea, as suggested by Lord Exeter,
and thin he considered was ample, as there were no
men In the world better paid as a class than yachtmen.
The Marquis of Exeter then moved "that one set of

sailing rulei should govern all regattas," and In the
course of his remarks adverted to the difficulties and
unpleasantnesses that were perpetually arising at regattasin oonaMMQM of the various clubs being accustomedto different rule*. He also proposed that a
committee of management should be formed, to be
elected from the Hag officers of the various yacht
clubs, who, like the Jockey Club, should constitute a
llnal court of appeal in all cases of dispute. The motionwas seconded by Mr. Turner, of the Royal Welsh
Yacht Club, and was carried unanimously.
Lord de Kos moved that a committee should be apKolntodto draw up a revised code of rules. The
[arqul* of Drogheda said that there were three

points which it was of vital importance should lie
umbo lied In any new rules for the regulation of sailingmatches.viz., the adoption of same measuremen^the same time allowance and the same sails.

In rc^ily to a suggestion that some arrangementought to be made with reference to the shifting of
ballast, I-or<1 <lo lion stated that by the rules of the
Thames Yacht Club any member detected In such an
act would be Immediately expelled from the club.
After some remarks from Lord Alfred 1'aget, who
seemed to think that a uniform code of sailing regulationsapplicable to all placoa would scarcely be
practicable, the resolution was put to the meeting
and carried, and the task of revising the rules was
entrusted to the following committee:.Lord de Ros.
the Marquis of Exeter, the Marquis of Drogheda,
Lord Landesborough, Captain Thetlnsson, Captain
Legard and Mr. charlwood.
Ipon the conclusion of the actual business of the

meeting a desultory conversation ensued on various
subjects connected with yachting, and among other
topics the propriety of adopting the commercial code
of signals and the restriction or non-restrlctton of
alls was discussed at some leugth. On <he formerpoint the Marquis of Exeter exprossed
an opinion that there oaght to be no restriction,bnt that It would be expedient to
limit the number of hands aboard each yacht
In a match.viz., one man to overy ten tons.which,
he considered, would practically limit the number of
the sails. He objected, however, to the existing rule
which restricted the nnmber of an owner's private
friends on board a vacht during a race. To this,
however, Lord Alfred Paget took exception on the
ground that If the rale was rescinded an owner
would have mo difficulty In finding ten or a do/.en
private friends as good sailors as any paid hands.
Some further conversation took ptoce, but It was
ultimately decided mat the points in question should
be left to the committee, and the meeting separated
without coming to any definite resolution on the
subject. It Is currently reported that a second meetingof the flag officers of the various clubs will be
heidatcowe* during the week of the Royal Yacht
Squadron regatta, when the new rules, as revised by
