Referemce being made to the republican form of
government of Switzerland, the Chinese claimed that
Chinag was a republie two thousand years ago, and
that now It was republican to the extent of having
the form of government desired by the people,

Our MHelutious with Spain and the South
American IRepublies.

The Senate Comuiitee on Forelgn Relations and
House Corumittee on Foreign Affairs have under
conslderation an important question, which has also
been subuiited to the Executive by citizens of New
York, Philade!phia and Boston, relative to our com-
mercial relations with Spain and South Ameriea.
According to the Juw of nations belligerents are
bound to prosceute their wars actively to a terming-
tion and results, and neutral nations are bound to
avold eutering into cominerciul transactions which
may serve to ald elther party. From this statement
of the luw of natlons inference may be drawn that
if belligerents full to prosecute their wars and dis-
continue active hostilities neatral Powers are
relieved from  their obligations of neutrality:
but it scems this gquestion has never heen
raised or acted wpon, and the committees
of Congress which have the subject before them will
probably report at an early day such measures as
will enable American merchants and shipowners to
understand their rights and duties on this question
better than at preseni. The war between
Bopain and the South American republies, which
commenced In 1864, wWas prosecutéd with some
vigor for mnearly two years; but since the
18t of May, 1808, when the Spaniards destroyed
Callao and with it a large amount of American and
Britan property, not a blow has been struck by
either party. This cessation of war for nearly two
years Is held by many as strong presumption that the
war i3 closed and that a'l commerclal rights and
privileges are restored to neatrals, Thia view {8 un-
derstood to be entertained by 8 majority of both
eowmitiees of forelgn aMairs in Congress, and action
will Ukely be tuken adcordingly.

Application for an Extension of the Hoe Patent
for Printing Presses.

The Senate Committee on Patents has given a
hearing to Colonel Hoe, of New York, on a proposi-
tion to extend his patent for printing presses, which
is abbut to expire. The committee has under con-
suderation the propricty of taking from the Commis-
migsioner of Patents the power to extend patents,
and putting it in the hands of a board of examiners,
It is alleged that the power now lodged with the
Commissioncr 18 oo great and afords strong tempta-
tion o partiality and corruption.

These few statiatics, selected becnuse readily ace
cessible, are given to show the immense vulue of
Inter-State commerce, which is without any ade-
quate protection, unless it 18 within the power of
Congress to protect i{t—a commerce which is being

extended and developed with wonderful rapidity as
the vast Territovies of the United States west of the
Missi88ippl are being settied and thelr resources de-

veloped, It seews impoggible that the a/most un-
Kmited comm-ree which is destined to pasd from
the interior of the Continent to the Atl , OF fromn

ocean to ovenn, and which in the near future muy
embrace the commerce between Asia and our own
Atlantic coast, should be subject to the diverse and
connicting rules, regulations and Hmitations to be
ruurlueg by each Stute over whose terri-
ory it will pass; that each Hiate shall have
ower to say that such commerce shall bLe
Hmlm‘l to a single route or a wngle track;
that o change of cars should be made wlen any local
Inierest would be benefited thereby; that competi-
tion should be prevented and power glven to each
State corporation o lmpose such charges upon the
transportation of freight and passengers from State
to State as should be oppressive and burdensome,
ana which would be immihle if competition were
permitted; and yet all t) things are not only pos-
gible, bat nearly certaln to oceur, if this vast com-

The power of the States over
the most mmportant and sacred interests of their
cltizens, for their m%uinl.lon and protecilon, must
then be exergised, subject to the pleasure of Con-
gresd,  The right of the States to regulate thelr own
domestie polley in thelr own way and to protect
thelr own citizens in thelr domestic, personal and
fireside rights, interests and contracts, which I8 the
most exalted and Invaluabie oMee of eivil govern-
ment, bécomes a myth, It cannot be that Congress
poksesses any more right to mpadr the obligntion of
contracts than the States, We, therefore, conclude
that the measures referred to and proposed cannot
be comstitutionally enacted by Congress, and ouglit

Report om the Alleged Fraudolent Sale of
Iron«Cluds.

The joint select Committee on Retrenchment, who
weare by o resolution of the House of Represeutatives
instructed to inguire into the alleged fraudulent sale
by the Navy Department of the iron-cladd Oneota
and Catawba to Alexander Swift & Co. to-day re
ported all the facts and clreumstances connected
with the transaction. It appears that the contract
price for each vessel was §460,000, In addition to
wihich the Navy Department allowed for extra work
and matters not included in the original con.
tract  §101,424 54, making the total cost to
the government of each of these vessels
$021,421 54. The commitiee, after explanations
at some length, say that a8 soon as Swift & Co,
obtained thelr grant from the Navy Department to
buy these lron-cluds, they proceeded at once to look
out for m customer, and in the summer of 1807 made
a contraot with Marques, representing himself to be
an agent of the Peruvian government. It subse.
quently appeared that he had no authority to act for
that government; so one of the firm proceaded to
Peru and there made a contract with the Minister of
Murine for the sale of these two vessels at the prioe
of nmilllon of doliars each. The report states that
at the time the contract was made witn the Peruvian
government Swift & Co. had no right or title to the
vessels, which were stiil the property of thie govern.
ment, Swift &.Co. cmimed to have had an under-
standing with the Navy Department that they
shouwld be nllowed to teke the vessels on
paying o milllan and a quarter of dollars
for the two.  About this time & jolnt resolution was

drawn up and passed by Congress authorizing the
Nuvy Department to contract for the sale of any
fron-clnd for & price not less thun the appraised
value, to be fixed by a board of dve naval oMcers,
The Secretary of the Newvy advertised for proposads,
and the board In the weantime proceedod to New
Orleans, where 8 number of other vessels of the
same cluss wore [yime,  Inimediately on the receipt
of & telegraphie despateh wanouncing the action of
the board the Secretary of ahe Navy lssued an ao.
vertifoment, stating that seafed proposals wonld be
recelved il the 2d of March for the parchase of thess
yessels, among others, A nmd ber of bids were ro.
celved, wilch fallod from one cause or ano ber,
ang I'.inaltly Swift & Co. omeptd to take e
Oneota and Catawaba at §740,000, Thin offer was
submitted to Mr, Lenthall, okier of thhy construetion
burean, by the Becretary of e Navy, and on the
former's seport the vessels were lurn«i ver lo Swit
& Co, for $585,000, The committed =say that
It I8 evident there was an understunding between the
Asaletant Secretary, Mr. Morritt, and agents, gnd per.
haps the Secretary humeelf, that Swift & Co, o howd

bave these vessels, and the wiole matter seen)s to

ships for the purpose of ttting up and turning them
over Lo a forel government in
vice, under a contract previously made, that govern-
ment belng at E“‘ with our own, but in a state
of recogn iligerency with another na
with whom we are also at peace. The ofcers
each depariment of our government and the repre-
sentatives of both of the lomn vernments are
fully informed of the facts, @ question Lo be
golved Is as to the manner of dellvering the ships
10 the agents of the government which has con-
tracted to purchase them withont rendering thelr
present owners criminably liable for a breach of our
neutrality laws, and without a violation of interna-
tional obligations on the part of our own government,
The present laws are suMciently stringent to pre-
serve all the obligations of uuwvernmmh and to
rrﬂ'eut and pun any infraction of the neatral-
ty laws by our citizens, or others within our ter-
ritory, and to protect the Interesis of the govern-
aﬁalmt frundulent combinstions upon the
rt of its oMeers with other parties. The Executive
partment is clothed with mf;h gower to en-
force these laws and to punish for thelr violation,
and the gnestions seem to be such as to reguire
the decision of that degurtmem. In the first instance;
but in the opinion of the commitfee, under existing
circumatances, these vessels cannot be delivered to
the Peruvian government without a violation of our
neutrality lnws. 1t is the duty of the Executive De-
partment, belng so clothed with suthority In the
mim to see to it thut all our obligutions of new-
» both under the statute and International law,
be fully observed. The committee therefore submit
the facts thus ascertained for such action as may
seem demanded and a8k to be discharged from the
further consideration of the subject,

The morning hour having expired, Mr. FARNS-
woRrTIf, from the Conference Committée on the bill
removing political disabilities from certain persons
in the Southern States, made o report In favor of
striking out the names of George 8. Houston, of
Alabmina, and George W. Jones, of Tennessee.

Mr. Beck, (dem.) of Ky., of the minority of the com-
mittee, opposed the report amd spoke of the high
character of the two men who were excluded by it.
He knew no reagon for ILI0 1L were not that Mr, Jones
might probably be regarded as a dan, Uus oom-
petitor for Congress in the district in whichhe lived,

Mr. FARNSWORTH defended the report. Hesalil that
when the Senate sinendment was relerred to the Com-
mittee on Keconstraction that commities naturally
consulted the members from Tennessee as to the pres.
ent condition of Mr. Jones’ mind, und came to the
conclusion from what they sald that until Mr. Jones
asked to berelleved from disabilities It was not worth
while for Congress to tender amnesty to him, He
did not inguire into the Eulona of & man proposed
to be relieved, but he did inguire as to whether he
was with the loyal people of the Unlted States
or wis with the rebels of the South,

Mr. Beck asked Mr. Farnsworth whether he did
not know that every republican Senator had voted to
relieve Mr, Houston and Mr, Jones ¢

Mr, FARNSWORTH sald he dld not know that, but
he did know that all but two republican Senators
hiad voted for the report of conference commit-
tee,  He would relleve a hundred urigadier generals
of the rebel army who had fought untly and well,
who had been original pecessionists, but who now
put thelr ahoulders to the wheel to support the gov.
ernment, rather than relieve any of these Janus-
faced men who stood by the Union until the last mo-
