THE CHIEFS IN ARMS.

Civil War and Widespread
Desolation.

The Last Acts and Bloody Deeds of
Theodorus.

By way of England we have the following speclal
oorrespondence from Abyssinia, dated to the 30th of
April, describing the sud condition of the eountry
resuiting from & general civil war precipitated by
Napler's victory and the death of Theodorus.

The Territorial Condition, Secial and Polltl-
oal=Theodorus’ Roign and Its Fruitse—The
Rising of the Chielw=Civil War—Imperial
Executions nnd Bloody Scengs=—The Hritish
Mareh to the Coast.

TecassE RIvER, Provinee of Wadela, Abyssinta,
ON THE RETURN HOME, April 30, 1868,

The days of the great Theodorus and his relgn of
terror are at an end, but confusion and dire anarchy
are substituted instead. Whatever good results the
English have reaped from thelr expedition to this
most unhappy country, most disastrous does It prove
to the nations of Ethiopia. All seem gathered to-
Rether to war upon each other. Every house is di-
vided against itself. Princes hitherto silent from
compulsion have raised their standards of rebelllon
againat their acknowledged and legitimate sover-
elgns, Vastarmies, collected from the most remote
parta of this vast empire, rally around the lately lm-
prisoned ohiefs and march against the invinecible

Gobazye and his barbarous leglons. The
Eing of Bhoa 18 iIn a quandary. Kassal,
of Tigré, 18 perplexed, and Walkalt, of

the Woclo Gallas, 18 obliged to lower her lofty crestto
ber “falr" Tival, Musteral. Gobazye and his ublguit-
ous General Dajirlz Mushesha only one short week
Bgo were in the full zenith of their power, having
overrun all the country from the Dongrkil to Gonaar,
when, lo! a new actor appeared on the stage in the
person of a late captive chief, named All Furrus,
who appears to be an object of terror and dislike, or
suspicion, to the victorions Mushesha, who pursued
him as far as the Zedjon Galla country, determined
to capture him or die in the attempt. When driven
to bay Ali Furrus, finding himself surrounded by his
former subjects of the Zedjon Galla, pleads for pro-
tection, which 18 instantly granted by those who
have not forgotten former favors, and with a bold
front, almost despalring of success, he turns on his
heel and rfaces his dreaded enemy, Mushesha,

Four days ago the battle took place and victory de-
clared for All Furrus, At first sight of thelr bold
captain of former days the men of Wadela, who
formed the army of Mushesha, deserted him, and
reversing thelr spears charged at full gallop upon
the ranks of Dujoz All, langhing and shouting with
Joy, saying, “‘Hold on, bold Dujoz; we are friends and
countrymen of your province of Wadeln. As the
horse returns to hls manger, the dog to his master's
kennel, or the soldier to his general, so we have
come to serve our loved master and friend, All
Furrus." With shouts of deflance they returned
upon Mushesha’s dismayed army, who, having not
recovered {rom the shock of surprise which this
wholesale desertion created, were easily defeated
and their general made prisonsr., What Gobazye
will do when he hears these ominous tidings
it I8 aimost imposgible to state, bot he
will doubtiess commit some cruel extrava-
gance, us It I sald upon good authority that he
18 a cloze imitator of Theodorus. As the late Negua
has lmprisoned all the legitimate chiefs of Abyssinla
to prevent endless wars, Gobazye and Kassal ex-
hibited but poor wisdom when they alded the Eng-
lish in thelr invaalon of his country; for now that the
King Is dead and all the princes and chiefs released,
their own thrones are thus rendered insecure. Mus-
tevat has claimed Magdala and taken possession of
that fortress, with all her force, amounting to about
twelve thousand wild Galla horsemen. Two other
ehlefs who have been released have fled to Gojam

and Damot, with the hope of establishing a clalm to
some portlon of the now dismembered empire,
Menelek’s brother has betaken himself secretly to
Shoa, with the evident Intent of sowing discord
among his relative’'s subjects and ralse an army to
establish his claim to the throne; and thus the condl-
tion of Abyssinla {8 even worse than it was when
Theodorus ravaged the whole country. It has re-
lapsed into its former state, com| of numerous
petty provinces, contin at war one with another,
There 14 no claimant at present in Abysinia for
THE IMPERIAL CROWN
who professes descent from Solomon—by Queen of
Bheba—though there will be doubtless before long.
Menelek, King of Shoa, sccording to the priests and
sages of Abyssinia, 1s the only one Uving who has a
right to the lmperial sceptre, as he traces his pedi-
# to that dusky and frafl queen who went to
erusalem “to learn the wisdom of Solomon.” It
would appear that the wisest man that ever
lived, not content with his *seven hundred wives,
princesses, and three hundred ¢ biness, " b
enamored of Sheba's sovereign, and to show how
much he was fattered by the visit of so great a
queen give unto her all that her hesrt could degire
even Y whalsoever she asked"; 8o she turned anJl
went to her own country, she and her servants;
and the Abyssinlang look with great respect upon
Menelek now, considering him as the only living
Ineal deseendant of Solomaon by the t{um of Shebg.
But Mepelek, though brave a8 a lion In battle,
prefers his own country of Shoa to the trouble-
some sceptre of royaity over all Ahyssinia.
It requires no great foresight and penetration to
rrecive the approsciing fate of thelr country and
4 Hl-assorted peoples. The late head, though a tyrant,
was sekiowledged to be the only one fitted to gov.
ermn.  Conld he have restrained his mwunlge passion
and compelled hims=elf to endeavor to gain the good
will of the peaple thirty thousand Englishmen counld
not have conquered him, At Senafe he conld en-
#ily have heid the passes, and forbidden entrance by
the warllke hosts of Tigre of Shoa, Bejemdar, Go-

Jain, Duamot, Zedjon and all the Dansbell, Even if
suceessful thers, the English army would have been
surrounded on all sldes by hostile chiefs, Each hill

along the route to Magdals would be alive with his
soldicrs, At the Amba Alegl a severe olush could
have been given them; at Oachangi the Galla horse-
men would plek of every strageler; at Dalantn tro-
mendous cfforts would be made to hnrl the lnvaders

down  the clims; at the Bilchllo the English
would suffer soverely, and at last before
the  Fuilah, Selgsqe,  Sabrgul  and  Magdala
it would be Impogsible to state the result. Instead

of the seven thoussud lukewarm followers which
Thoodorus hivd with him  Afty thousand would have
poared down upon them from the heights. As it
was Theodorus, belng continually drunk, lost his
senses wid instead of awalting his enemies calmly
and pativntly on the helght of Fallah his rash and
misguided apirit. prompted him to send his soldiers
down Lo the platesa of Afoglo, where 450 of them
were sluin, - This terrible aiamﬂ:tef demoralized his
ariiy. und dispirited and dismayed by the roillng,
contluuous lire of the English musketry, with b
brain weakenod by decp potations, he gave way to
the Importunities of Rossam, the serviie fatterer,
and in n weak moment dellvered up all the European
eaplives 1o the English commander-in-cluef, hoping
that such & eourse would prove the means
of reconellintion, Rassam  docelved him; he
broke his plhghted word, and never returned
tw Theodorus, as he solemnly promised, to report
progress, and Theodorus, fearing fmprisonment wnd
eontumely, resalutely refused to lsten to the word
surrender, but retired to Magdala with a few hun-
dred chofee followers and there met his (ate ke a
warrlor,  [luving such an instanee of Augrant breach
of good falth, wiat wonder that he refused to laten
to the promises of the English General,

by his soldiers, armed to the teeth. With proudest
mien he rode utv to where the 4 gtood with
dreadMl anxiety manifest in’ ench countenance,
Two chiefs hastenea to lay hold of the stirrups as he
prepared to disruount, and a deep sllence reigned
around—"suech a sitence,” touse the captive's woria,
“‘a8 1o make the beating of our hearts nuaible. My
heart was in my throat, almost Bauﬂ-l.llﬁ SUrangnis-
tion; my punise beat at rallway speed; 1felt my Knees
tremble, and the awful suspense unoemin:ly
were worse than the shocking reality I witnessed ai-

terwards."!

After dismounting the King walked backwards up
and down the line eyeing us sternly, and a sort of
barbaric m;grmy pervaded every mouon. Seem-
ingly satislled with his inspection he strode
quickly aud nervously to the centre of the line,
and impaticntly throwing his silken toga over his left
ghouldér and pushing his crown from hls brow
backward,probably so a8 to have s clearer view of his
vietim, he hissed through his closed teeth to the na-
tive captives, sa)ing, *Behold Iam going (o slay you,
because I called you and you refused; | stretched oun
my hand imploringly to you, and you r ed me
not; you set at nought all my counsel, and would
none of my rveproofl, Now I will lnugh at your
calamity; ha, ha! 1 will mock a8 your fear comes;
when your fear comes a8 destruction and your des-
truction comes as a whirlwind; when distress and
anguish comes upon you." Then turning to his sol-
diers he ordered them to separate those whom he
named, and after ninety men, women and boys had
been separated from the cocking his platols, he
shouted out, “Now who shall 1 destroy firstt"! (No
answer,) “What," said he sarcastically, are there
none of these princes and warrors of ﬁl.hiopil de-
sirous of ng by the hand of Theodorus, have you
all turned women when the hour of death 1s nighf"

“Hold,” ghouted Ras Ingerta, a Galla eblef; “
anid my lellows are In your power now: but, Kassal,
why did you lie to me; why, oh why was I such an
a88 as to lsten to your subtle words; why did 1 come
and put my head in the lon's jawa? Oh for one
minute neck to neck with yon, Kassai ! 1 would show
you how a Galla warrlor meeta his enemy. Glve me
A Bpear and o horse and meet me lairly and equall
here only for two minutes; I would kill you a
cuarse you, You dave not, dprlwner as I am, with
chirlns on m,{ limbs, I would fight you If you dared
to meet me.”

“No," returped Theodorus, with increasing warmth
in Lis countenance, *you tried to betray me to my
enemles; spy and traitor, you shall be food for the
Jackal to-night. On the léads of all those who have
compasaed me about, the mischief of their own lips
shall curse them. Let them be cast into the five, into.
the dwﬁ) pit, that they rise not up again.” “3trip
these lollows,” said he, “and let them behold each
other's shame, und give me thelr exact number.”
Theilr rags were torn from them, and each man, wo-
mun and boy stood béfore im paked. The number
of those whom he had ordered for execution was
three hundred and elght—two hundred and seventy-
five mep, five women aud twenty-eight boys.

He then said, “Spear the Galla dog! Ingerta,
spear him, 1 say,” and Ras Ourary Eurie, ever ready
to obay Theodorus, leveiled a spear and fung it ot
his breast.  “Thoo hast done well,"” sald the King,
a8 he saw the weapon had qona deep into his bosom ;
but Ras Ingerta prucked it out of the wound and
flung it contemptuousiy at Theodorns’ feet. *‘An-
other one," shouts Theodorus, “spear him again,"
;Edba;: chiefs immediately sank Lhelr weapons into

y.

The wounded chlef stood up bravely, and drew
them all out one atter another, the biood spuriin
from his wounds in crimson streams, when he mﬁ
down and died,

Impatient at the slow pi of the execution,
the Ring shot ten dead with his own hand, and,
throwing his revolver away, he drew his sword, and

towards the trembling prisoners, Eyeing
them a moment, he seemed to clioose one for whom
he entertained a perfect hatred, for he sald to one,
“Ah, your hour has come. 1 am to &
your blood," and, ralsing his sword, he cut his head
off at one hlow, and then drew it agaln across his
abdomen,

Theodorus' face and clothes were covered with
blood and, like a tiger who had tasted blood, this
seemed to Increase his fury. He foamed at the' lips
and his :g:: became bloodshot. After tuhh‘l‘.:F and
cutting about Aifty with his own hand he res ﬁﬁ"
ordered that his chiefs should try their handa, ¥
of them had personal hatreds nst the u?uves.

Sosaying, while she yet bent
with her face to the gguna. with his whole might
he dellvered a blow which almost severed ber in two.,
Horrible as It may seem, & child gushed out of the
womb, and several of the European women sickened
and falnted at the sight.
boy prince, son of one of the rebelllons Gover-
nors who was still at large, was next killed by a
sweeping biow, which took his head and left arm off,
In about an hour and a half from the commence-
ment of the wholesale execution the massacre was
mmg:ted, and as fast as each one had been siain
the 1y was carried to the edge of the clif and
thrown down a helght of fifty feef or more. At the
bottom of the ¢l were several great rocks seatterea
here and there, and these were covered with bralos
and blood, A ghastly heap of corrupting flesh was
all that was left of 308 human souls, who but shortly
before had been the friends in capmll{ ol the Eorg-
8. The human shambles contalned pools of
blood and gore in several places nearly a foot deep.
Theodorus having mastered his passion as the
work of death was ended, turned to the

EUROPFEAN CAPTIVES,

and in a most urbane manner informed them that he
would do the same to them If the English General

i1 not Usten to reason. Even his dear friend Has-
sam should die by his hand unless peace could he
mude, Theodorus would most certainly have carried
his threat into execution If English diplomacy had
not been too much for him.  Hassam, when the
King's envoy arrived with the news that a battle
had been fought between the English and their
people, requested that he might see the King. Theo-
dorus gindly consented, hoping that he could gee lils
way through the deep gloom which surrounded him,
When Hassam was admitted belore him Theodorus
got up and embraced him, eutreating him to sa
what had best be done, e wily envoy replied,
“You are an llinstrious potentate; may you live for-
ever." The English want nothing but the Europeans,
When tltc‘ have got them they will go away. Ile
scouted the iden that Napler wanted him, and
ar‘med ngainst the inconsistency of such n bellef, In
this mannes and by such ¥
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spear, shield, sword and a brace of pistols, stood up
before one of the priests who represented the King,
whose soldier he was, exclalming, “I am the King's
slave, The King 18 a warrior, 1 also am & warrior,
Behold in me the King's strong soldier !
slain men."  On this e raises his arms as if in the
act of spearing some one, and exhibits the virile
members of which are the trophies of vie-
tory, The King then praiscs him for his valorous
deeds, and another one succeeds him, who relates,
in like manner, the mighty deeds done by him. The
night following such a victory is worthy to follow
such a day, i8 & night apent in the grossest de-
bauchery.

The Title of Valuuble Property in Litigae
“tion,

Before Judge Blatchford.

A very Important real estate case, involving the
title to the lesse of certain premises In Broad street,
certain real estate in Wall street, certain real estute
in New street and Exchange place, certain real cs-
tate on the corner of Broadway and Thirty-second
street, and on the corner of Brondway and Thirty-
third street, has been declded in this court.

The following i8 the opluion of Judge Blatehford:—

BraTcarorp, J,.—My conclusions in this case are

1. This court has Jurisdiction to award the rellef
sought by the plaineims,

2, The plaintifs have joined the proper partles as
defendants to the suit,

8. These four pleces of property—namely, 1. The
lease of the Broad street property; 2. The Wall street
property; 8. The New street and Exchange place
property; 4. The Broadway and Thirty-second street
propert—must all of them be decreed to have been
coparinership property of the firm of Ezra K. Good-
rich & Co., and as such o have been personal estute
and not real estate.

4. The plalutifs, by bringing this sult after ex-
hausting their remedies by judgment and execution
in their suils in the State court, have scquired a lien
preference or priority to be first paid out of the pro-
ceads of said four pleces of property, to the exclu-
sion of the other creditors of Ezra Goodridge &
Co. (MeCalmont vs. Lawrence, 1 Metcalf, C. C. R.,
242, 256; In re Allen, 1 N. Y, Leg. Obs,, 115, 117; Day
vi, Washburn, 24 How,, 352, 360; Adler vs. Fentou,
1d.

UNITED STATES DISTRICT COURT—SRIMINAL CALENDAR.

Internal Revenue Cases—Sentences on Pere
sons Convicted of Violating the Law,
Before Judge Blatchford,

At the sitling of the court Judge Blatchford or-
dered that Willlam Heltman and Peter Fallance
should be put forward to receive sentence, Counse
for the prisoners moved for a mitigation of punish-
ment, and stated various grounds on which he ap-
piled for the merciful consideration of the court,
Judge Blatchford listened patiently to the arguments
of counsel, and then addressing Willlam Hellman be
brieny reviewed the charge of which they had been
convicted, that of carrying on the buslness of distils
lers In a house or place where other business was
carried on, and without paying the special tax re-
quired by law. The penalty on conviction provided
by the statute was a fine of §1,000, or two years' im-
prisoument. 1t scemed to be too genceral an impres-
slon that persons had a right to commit frawds
on the government and to violate the law with
Impunity—to do in those cases of violating
the revenue law the same s they do in
any ordinary business of life, The jury who tried the
case had heen called upon to say that the community
should not labor ander that impression,  They bave
gl g0 and the court wounld support the law hy
which a healthy state of pablie opinion would be
maintained, and violatlons of the law shall not Le
committed with impunity, 1In consideration of all
the circumstances arged In their beholf, and havimg
regard to the recommendation of the jury in refer-
ence to Fallance, the sentence of the court would not
be as rigorous a8 the law would admit, The court
couldl not impose the penalty of fine and imprison-
ment—it should be one or the other. The fine conld
not be more nor less than 1,000, and he (Willlam
Heltman) should pay a fine of $1,000 and be commit-
ted to prison and held unti that Ane should be pald,
In the ease of Peter Fallanee, his Honor sabd that in
consideration of the recommendation of the jury le
would stspend the sentence and digeharge him, with
the understonding that the sentence was not re.
moved, but only suspended, and Hable any time heve-

THE ALLEGED PHYFIE MURDER.

Coroner Schirmer resumed the inguest on the body
of Jacob Phyfle, who dled from injuries received on
Monday night by belng struck on the head with an
axe.
