During the Race.
The return race between Walter Brown, of Portland,and J. Tyier, Jr., of Boston, which has been

quite a topic of conversation in boating circles for
the past few days, took place yesterday afternoon

*'. *"* * . » ><* Plnaion Viul<«a Tvlnp at.UU (.ue Duuauu, IUC i.lj » .wun, v.v>.Itsclose beiug declared *he wiuuer. Four o'clock
had been fixed as the hour for the benlnnlng of
the contest, but as oarsmen, like all ordinarymen, propose without having the
power of disposing, the managers wore unable
to carry out at least oue part of their programme,
the storm ana the rough water being the disagreeablecauses. As early as two o'clock crowdB began
to assemble at the El.vxlan Fields and along the
shore adjoining the course that was to be rowed
over, while tugs, small steamers and rowboat* came
aboat on the river eingiy aud in little fleets of
ten and twenty. By four o'clock there oould
not have been less than four thousand per

Theu began a
scene with which Hoboken has often before been

in the twinkling of an eye nearly one-third
of the crowd on the ground had become active
participators in the bow. Several of the Hobokeo
police, who were present In citizen's dress, drew theii
clubs when the "scrimmage" first i>etrun, and after
T7a i n Iw a ftAm tit I n hp tn OMnariit.M t hrt r.mnhntnntfl nlfltwl
tliem vigorously over tlie hearts of the roughs.

into battering rams against themselves, while chain
and all sorts of Improvised weapons were brought
into destructive play. Seeing themselves almost
powerless In the midst of the crojrd, which closeu Id
on them from alt sides, they drew their revolver*
and one Bbot was discharged, lmt fortunately withoutdoing any damage. "nils had its etfect. At the
report of the pistol the crowd broke Into pieces as ii
shattered by the lightning which was Hashing in
the clouds above them, and in a few minutes the
police were masters of the Held. During the lull
they seized upon and took to the lockup one man
who had been prominent in the disturbance, keeping
his ruffian friends at bay the meanwhile with theii
cocked revolvers. By the time this scene ha<l ended
the sky had become a clear blue and the waters ol
the river comparatively calm, when the crowd
sauntered down to the shore to wituess the race, the
contestants' boats being plainly vlsiblein thedislauct
waiting the word to start.
