In abort,
the pgeneral objeot +of f(he misaion
appears to be to firmly establish and perpetn-
ate that co-operative peace policy towards
China which this - distinguished ambassador
was mainly instrumental in inaugurating some
few yenrs ago. But the queation remains, how
are the Weatern nations to reapond fo this ap-
peal for a generons and enlightened polioy, and
what can be done to carry it out? Mr. Bur-
kingame cannot fail to do much good in his
eloquent efforta to instruct us on the condition
and wants of China, and to rally that “‘strong-
eat thing on earth, the enlightened public sen-
timent of the world,” in hebalf of justice to
China; but we suppose he ia something more
than a missionary, and that, as a minister plen-
ipotentiary, he has come to give practical
effect to the sentiments he utters through the
usual form of treaty stipulations.
Assuming this to be the case. or that if the
Embassy should only have initiatory powers
at present the result must be that in the end,
the question arises here, are the people and
government of the United States prepared to
admit China into the family of pations on the
same footing with other nations of the civilized
world? That this country is in favor of a
peaceful and friendly policy, and that it ear-
nestly desires to extend its trade with that vast
and populons empire, there can be no doubl,
Indeed, Mr. Burlingame, when our Min-
ister in Chins, and the government
al Washington have shown that the United
| States desired to reverse the old policy of force
towards China and e establish & peaceful and
co-operative one. The American people and
government do not wish to use force, do not
want to make conquests in Asia, or to break
up or weaken the government of China, On
the contrary, they will respect the rights and
territorial integrity of that empire. More than
| that, they will cordially respond to the offer of
reciprocal advantages in an enlarged trade and
freer intercourse with the Chinese. [In these
things there s loubtedly a disposition to
! treal with China on the same footing as with
| the most favored nations. So far, we appre-
hend, there would be no difficuliy in making a
treaty.

civil rights and equality under the law, fhere
is still & repngnance to putting them or any
other people of what are called the inferior
races on an equality with the Caucasian race.
With regard to the Chineae or Mongolians this
prejudice is very strong in California. They
| have not had the protection of the laws as
| other people bave, and in many cases they have
been trested in an atrocious wanner. The
immigration of these Chiness has been very
large, and il is estimated there are over fifty
thousand in California.  The number would
increase greatly if they were protected and
hind the same privileges as other foreigners,
but to this the Californians are opposed. There
might be a very large emigration to other
parts of the country as well, were such pro-
tection and privileges conceded to them as
other foreigners can claim. There ia no doubt
they are as peaceable and industrions as any
other people, and their labor might be made
valuable in promoting the wealth of the coun-
try ; still, the gquestion arises, will our peopla
conqner their prejudices and can the federal
government extend to the Chinese the protec-
tion and rights in California extended Lo other
subjecta or citizena of (riendly Powers? Will
it be practicable to provide for this in a treaty
with China if demanded ?  And would such a
treaty be superior to the local laws of the
State ?

We do not know if thia question has arisen
between the Embassy and our government, but
if it has not it may arise at some time should
the United States and China enter into the
same relntions that exist between the friendly
Powers of Christendom. If this should be a
point in the negotiations for a treaty, and our
government should atand ount againat it, we
may lose important advantages, There is no
doubt that England, France and the other
Powers of Europe, which have oo prejudices
or dificulty about races, wonld make treation
with China on the broadest and most liberal
principle of reciprocal protection and rights to
the aubjecta of each. In the case of such g
question ariding ahall the Unitad Stalss be
excliuded from the advanl wgea of a trealy b

almost unlimited offered to us, with four hun-
dred millions of people and the richest country
in the world. Shall we neglect the opportu-
nity?

At a late hour yesterday afternoan the
House of Representatives passed the new
Tax bill, and it now goes to the Senate
for concurrence. According to its provisions
the tax on whiskey is fixed at fifty centa
for every proof gallon, sud all apirits in
honded warehouses must be withdrawn within
six months and pay a tax of four dollars per
barrel in addition to that of fifty centa per gal-
lon. The system of honding is abolished, and
henceforth the tax is to be paid at the distil-
lery. The tax on tobacco is fixed at thirty-two
cents for chewing and snuff; five dol-
lars  per thousand for cigars, cigarettes
and cherools, and twoe dollars and a half
per pound and twenty-five per cent ad valorem
on foreign cigars, this latter being a reduction
from the present duties. Contrary to what
was expected, the bill is *not devoted exelu-
sively to whiskey and tobacco. The tax onm
banks is alao regulated. This is fixed at one
per cent per annum on private deposita, three
per cent per annum on public deposits, and the
balf of one per cent per annum upon the capi-
tal employed by banks and hankers. A strong
effort waa mada to levy a tax upon the interest
roceived by the national banks fromf the bonds
held by them, but it lailed.

The Park for the Sammer.

The Park, the pride of the cily, is now
in all its summer glory, The trees, the
shrubbery and the flowers, the mall, the ram-
ble, the lakes, the musenm of animals, the hall
of atatuary, the playgrounds, snmmer houses
and refectories, the terrace, the bridgcs, the
hills nnd bollows and shady nooks and corners,
make the walks and drives and sails and reat-
ing places of thia gratefnl summer retreat
aronrces of naver failing recreation and whole-
some enjoyment. It ia especially so because
of the admirable reign of law and order within
the charmed circle of these beautiful grounds,
and hecause of the perfect sense of peace and
seeurity which visitors of all races and condi-
tiona-—men, women or children, equestrians
and pedeatiiana, on foot or in cartlagea—Ifeel on
enlering those inviting gates.  For this we are
directly indebted to those faithiul guardians,
those quiet and polite men in gray, the Park
keepers, as our fellow citizons and the thou-
aanda of welcome atrangers mingling with them
in these public gardeas will cheerfully teatify.
These Park keepera, therelore, ought (o be at
least ressonably paid for thelr services; but
two dollara per day for twelve or even eight
honrs of their aervices is hardly Gsir,  In truth,
the Commisaioners ought to e aahamad of it,
and they should make it more without another
word on the subrect,

Another thing,  Dodwaorth'a band on Satur-
days, in the afternoon, ia a great treat ; but we
think that during the sommer we might have
mugic alao on some other day in the week, as
they have in Washington. We preanme that
the city railroads would be glad for this pur-
pose Lo assume and pay without chaffering the
expenses of the Upited States Marine baud
from (Governor's Isiand, or thal of the receiv-
ing ship North Carolina, and would have no
objection either lo meot the cost of an ocon-
aional featival of some singing amociety in the
Park, inasmuch as every railroad line con-
cornid i getting rich from the Park, and
would reap an immenss profit from thess enter-
tainments, We sulunil thesa hinta to the Com-
misaioners, respecling the Park keepers and
the music, and the railroad companies, and
particularly that this good old maxim, appli-
cable everywhere, ought to be a fixed law in
the Park, that the faithfal servant should be
well paid.

Tor News viom Mexioo. —The newa from
Mexico published in this morning’s Herarp
shows that the rebellion in the State of Puebla
is masuming alarming proportions, General
Alatorre, who succeeded Genaral Porfirio Dinz
in eommand of that district, has been called
to the capital for consultation and is to take
command in the field, The preas is still be-
rating President Juarez, his Cabinet and
Romero eapecially. The Amaorican legation
received a share of their attention. There is
every likelihood that the present rainy season
will find the ftierra caliente all ablaze with
revolution. Some of Romero’s financial policy
ia laid bare in & communication to the English
bondholders. A notewortby item is the an-
nouncement that suicides are becoming fre-
quent in Mexico. Im a country where the
taking of other psople's lives has been s
froquent and common, it may be looked upon
as a favorable change that the greasers now
turn 4o taking their own lives.

She has played in all these pieces at
New York, except the last four, which were
represented in Havana, and one, “‘Jean d'Arc,”
a scane from which was given at Chicago.

We need not repeat the eulogies which we
have constantly bestowed upon Ristori ever
since, at her first appearance in New York, she
awakened public enthusiasm by her transcend-
ent genina. Our opinion of the versatility and
the intonse power of her genius has been uni-
veraally endorsed. Even the obacuring veil of
a foreign language could not hide the pro-
diglous talent of the most gifted and mont
acoomplished living actress; and our Amerlcan
public bas exhibited in its turn the romark-
able talent of apprecintion for which we have
always given it credit, Our people seaand ad-
mire instinctively genius of the highest order.
They are yearly becoming more capable of con-
forring fame a3 well as fortune upon Lhe very
best artists that the Old World can produce.
Ristori, indeed, brought to thia country a name
celehrated thronghous Europe; but she wonld
have won here only & mere ‘‘success of
curiosity."” as the French call it, had our people
been incapable of doeciding that she worlhily’
sustained her brilliant reputation.

Moreover, certaln circumstances, independ-
ent of the personal merits of Ristori, have con-
tributed to the immense success which she has
won. Her firat arrival in New York was
opportune.  She came st a lime when, after
an oventful and peculiarly unlucky career,
[talian opera, as an agency to promote a taste
for entertainments of a high order and to
multiply the refining influences of elegant
aocial life, had utterly failed. Our readers
are familiar with the history of the vain efforis
to eatablish ltalian opera in this city—a his-
tory almosl entirely of losses, disaster and

ruin, from the days of Palmo through
those of Patti-Sanguirico and Fry and
Maretzek (excepting the briefl period
when we congratulated ourselvea that

his early promise might mot prove de-
lusive); and the Havana troupe, under
Marty, from the Tacon, when asuch names as
Salvi, Marini, Badiali, Boasio, SteManore -and
Todesco did not prevent a loas of lorly thou-
aand dollars: and Hackett, who lost twenly
thousand dollars even with Grisi and Mario;
and Ole Bull, and Marelzek sgain, aad Ull-
mann, and Strakosch, down to the dark days
of folly and impudence on tha part of Max
Maretzek and his one hundred and ninety-nine
and a balf stockholdera, who fall into a silly
struggle with the press, resuliing fatally but
oaturally enough for the Italian opers and its
self-constituted supporters.

At thia desperate crisia in tho affsics of the
Italian opera, and at a moment, too, when the
legitimate drama seemed to he at its lowest
ebb, Ristori arrived in New York amd inangu-
rated a healthy reaction against the depressing
influences which threatened the American
stage. Her consummate acting at once opened
the eyes of the public and enlisted their sym-
pathies. High dramatic art was again in the
ascondant. The theatre, which, in ila degrads-
tion, was fast being deserted by persons of cwul-
tare and respectability, was again thronged by
them. The entire community has been sup-
plied with lofiier standards of taste by thrs ex-
cellent impersonations of Ristorl, whose p arify-
ing and elevating influence will direct!y and,
we trust, permanently affect the Arjericau
atage.

It detracts nothing from the bpaerits of
Ristori to add that her success, vzhioh has
aided in the reconstruction, as it we re, of the
American stage, is also largely due, to the skil-
ful and energetic management of Mr. Grau.
