Tbe tax on chewing tobacco and snuff is thirty-two
cents and ou smoking tobacco sixteen cents a pound,
as originally reported from tbe Ways and Means
Committee. Cigarettes, cigars and cheroots are

taxed at $5 per thousand. The tariff on foreign
cigars is $2 W) a pound and twenty-five per cent ad
valorem, or a reduction of the present duty.
The sections on bank" and hankers provide that

there shall be a tax of one-twelfth of one percent
per mootb upon the average amount of the deposits
f money, other man public money of the United

Slates, subject to payment by check or draft, or representedby certificates of deposit or otherwise,
whether payable on demand or at some future day,
with any person, bauk, association, company or

corporation engaged in tbe business of banking; and
a lax of one quarter'of one per cent each month
ou the average amount of all deposits of public
Money in their possession to tbe credit of tbe
Treasurer or any disbursing ofllcer of tbe United
Mates; and a tax or one twenty-foortb of one per
cent each month upon tbe capital of any bank,
association, company or corporation engaged In tbe
business of banking and on tbe capital employed by
ay person in tbe business of banking beyond tbe

average amount Invested in United States bonds,
and a tax of one-siith of one per cent eacb month

any bank, association, corporation, company or pera«n,including as circulation all certified checks and

And be It further enacted, Tbar, whenever it shall be duly

made known to tbe President that any citizen of the United
-Kim baa been arrested and (^detained by any foreign
Morarnment, In contravention of the Intent and purpose of
this act, upon the allegation that naturalization In the United
Mates does not operate to dissolve his alleglanoe
to his native sovereign, or If any citizen shall
bavo been arrested and detained whose rt-ieaw upon
demand shall have been unreusouaably delayed or
refused, It shall be tbe duty of the President forthwith to reportto Colore*", if In seaslon, all the clrcnmstanoi-s of any
Hucti arrest and detention, and any proceedings for tbe releaseof the citizen so a. resUyl and detained, tii.it Congress
may take prompt action to secure to every such citizen of the
