A Quarter of a Million P
on the Streets.
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Festivities ill the Afternoon
and Evening.

THE PROGRAMME FOR TO-DAY.

The Pchuetzenfest was formally begun yesterday,
and it was, Indeed, a grand success. The pr occasion
was one the like of which Is not often seen a nywhere
tn the world, and such as perhaps only N ew York
could produce. Great credit is due to the Committee
on the Procession, presided over by Colonel Krebbel,
for arranging the whole In such beautifa'. mann"r
and with true artistic taste, and no less pra ise should
be given to General Franz Sigel, who as i:hief Marshalknew so well with his assistants how Ui carry
out the plan prepared by the committee.

It is needless to say the whole German p opulation of
JJew York was aglow wltii enthuslaar.i yesterday.
Nothing of the kind has ever been hitherto witnessedto this city. From early morning th* Bowery
and all the streets leading therefrom weie alive with
crowds, and the air was perfectly Oiled with the
notes of preparation for the al»-at)so»Uiug procession.Flags of a'.l nations, -devices, mottoes,
evergreens, a thousand tokens of rejoicing were u>
be met on every hand, but inoro especially along
the line of "the Bowery, which was literally covered
with pay and gau<'J bunting. All along the rout? of
the procession pt-.iple or both sexes and all ages
began to assemble (rum early morning and lalil
under centrilmtkm every doorstep, stoop and prominentprojection.
The women appeared to predominate ami babies

Oaptain John F. Gerdes commanding, and Assistant
Marshals Captain O. Lurssen and John Horstnann
made an excellent show. First came a splendid

vul,General Franz Sigel, with his hat off and his
horse cavorting in true military fashion. Ills receptionwas very enthusiastic, every head on the reviewingstand being uncovered, and one of the soldiersof the war was not forgotten by the representativesof a grateful people. After the General cumo
the standard of Chief Marshal, staff officers

These
marched twelve abreast, and presented a pleasing
and endless variety to the eye.

THE MAYOR'S MEDAL.
Mayor Hoffman delivered to Mr. Ottendorfer, at

the Everett House, this morning, without any formal
ceremony, the medal which he caused lo i»e prepared
as a prize for the ttchuetzenfest. It la a beautiful piece
of workmanship and of artlstical design. The medal
Itself Is of gold, round in form, and bearing the inscription,"Third National American Shooting Festival,in the City of New York, lbt>8. Presented bv
John T. Hoffman, Mayor." It Is surmounted by an
eattle and rests on a target held between nags and
emblematical designs. Attached to it Is a light blue
silk ribbon, by which It Is to be worn on the breast
of the wluner, the pin l»etng concealed by the well
known emblem of Roman Uctors, a bundle of staves
bound together, with the motto, "Concord." It will
be one of the most valued prizes to be shot for at the
festival, more on account of the memories and recollectionsit will recall than for its intrinsic value,
which of itself Is great euough.

THE EMBARKATION.
At the foot of Eighth street all the civic organizationsembarked on the three steamboats and three

barges in waiting for thein; the emburkatlon of the
many thousands was so well arranged beioreliand
that every commander of a sub-dlvislou knew the
place he was to occupy and the boat on which to emharkwith his company. Amid cheers and the enliveningmelodies of the numerous bands the steamboatssteamed away and up the river towards Jones'
Woo<l, while the military, placing themselves under
thp orders of General Burger, as commanded by
General hhaler, returned to Tompkins square, where
they were dismissed to their re»i>ectlve armories to
leave their muskets and ether accoutrements belongingto the State, and, having been provided with
tickets of admission, they Jolued their families ami
proceeded to the Woods. The Chariot of Triumph,
under an escort of sharpshooters, was driven up
Scond avenue to the Jest I'latz. Wh n Uie boats
arrived at the Jones'Wood do.the grounds were
already crowded, and on disembarking the sharpshootersand their friends were received with a salute
of lifty guns, the report of which was occusianaliy
drowned by the tremendous checra of tne iuiiltita<u*
assembled.

AN ABSCONDING CASHIER OF THE WAYNE COUNTY BANK
TURNED UP. '

rrrom the Baltimore American. June 29.]
About the middle o'f last week policeman Stone, of

the Middle district, observed on one of the wmirves
uf this city a man whose eccentric conduct induced
the officer to take hint to the Middle district station,
The fact being reported by Captain Mitchell to the
police authorities hero.the man maklnit certain
statements.a telegraphic despatch was sent to SuperintendentKennedy, of New Vork, at whose request
the party, who represented himself as Beardsly van
Alstvne. cashier and proprietor of the WtfHCounty
Bank, at Lyons, state of New Vork. was taken on to
that city on Thursday. The New York papers, no-
tlclng Ids arrival, s,ate that in March last he Is allegedto have absconded with a large amount of
bonds and other securities, and the bank was found
to be Insolvent and ruined in consennence oi
sundry speculations, all the depositors being
the victims. Two gentleman named Warren
had f'22,000 deposited, and Mr. A. I*. Warren
placed the (*ase In Superintendent of Police Ken-
nedy's hands, who notified all the police bureaus In
the 1'nlted States. Mr. Wa ren sued out a writ of at-
tachment against fa,700 In troid e<>ln and some
Jewelry which was found In the possession of the
prtooner, ttoe mum bring IiuhM ow to ttt tariff
by Kennedy. Van Alstyne is a native of New \ork,
and Is between thirty-five and forty years of age.
Before his disappearance lie Is said to have been a
fine looking, healthy man, but M Is now a mere
wreck of his former self. He states that he lost
f ">0.000. his Individual fortune, by the failure of the
bank, and his uncle lost f&o.ooo. He also stales that
all the assets of the bank were swallowed up by illadvisedschemes of speculation, and in this dilemma
he used tlie funds wliii-h had been lelt wit tne t>:uik
for safe keeping. After leaving Lyons he went to
Xew York, where he raised a loan of ffi.ooo on tlie
credit of the hank, and with this money In his pos-
session he took passage in a sailing vessel for Brazil.
He arrived at Klo Janeiro, but remained there a few
clays only, taking passage in a sailing vessel again
for Baltimore.

Strauss ran up Iteacon street, then down
Somerset street to Howard street, when he was
arrested hy officer Bated, on his way, ffndlnii a close
pursuit, he threw away the package, which was
recovered. Strauss Was taken to the .second station
and committed.

By interroirntlngthe negroes it wits ascertained that Wlli'aiiishad stated to some of them that he had
shot these young men, assigning no reason what- [
ever f«>r the deed, lie had left the neighborhood i
before the discovery of the murder, and rouid i
not be found, although search was made diligently
In every direction. Wi Hams was a negro ol very '

bad character. For some time past depredations .

have been commuted upon (lie plantations in the trletnlty, and suspicion pointed lovtrdi WUUaiaa as
the guilty party. It Is surmised that these young
men went to his house to look for stolen goods": that
t\ie dog attacked them and was shot; that Williams
then shot and killed them. These are mere surmises,
but as no reason can be given for the murderous
deed thev are probably correct. The murdered ner-
sons were young men of from eighteen to twenty
year* of age.
A coroner's inquest was held over the remains on

Bundav, tint no facts were elicited save that Williams
huil acknowledged having ^h»>t the men.

When the
failure took place the father-in-law presumed he was
involve 1 by endorsements on his son-in-law's paper
to about lio.ooo. Nut a closer examination Into the
financial operations of the young man bv the banks
and private parties holding his paper snowed a fsr
different condition of airairs than was dreamed of
by any one with whom the young merchant had businessconnections.

it appears that he had been In the habit of preparingthe notes on which he desired to secure his
father-in-law's endorsement In a peculiar manner.
hay the note was for four or five hundred dollars, he
would leave In the bo<ly of the note, where the sum
was stated in full, ampie room to write in. before the
specified amount, other figures, tils father-in-law
would endorse a note of Ave hundred dollars; but
afier the endorsement was procured, and before the
note was negotiated, the amount would be raised by
the enterprising grocer to twenty-five, thirty-five
loriy-flve aud In one Instance he got it up to eightyfivehundred dollars. He did this by simply prefixingto the sum named in the original note an amount
necessary to bring the note tip to his wants, lie
would write thirty, forty or fiftyWore the small sum
named In the note wlieu submitted to the endorser,
and thus get thirty-five hundred or flftv-tlve hundred
dollars, as the case might tie. He had no difficultyIn negotiating the notes. His reputation as a businessman was good, ami his known relationship to
