News of the Servian Assassination=Fall in the
Funds=Slnughter by n Lunntle=Prince Na-
polron’s Visit=—An English Naval Oflicer in
the Imperial Scrvice—American Torpedoes
io Crete.

CONSTANTINOPLE, June 16, 1868,

On Thursday last we were greatly surprised by the
announcem:nt that the Frince Michael of Servia
had been murdered the previous evening. Although
the clreumstances attending the murder afford ample
evidence that the crime was comimitted for no politl-
cal purpuse, ita announcement caused a sudden fall
in the funds here from 43 to 40, and, notwithstand-
ing the guiet and peaceful natore of the news from
Belgrade, they have not recoversd more than Y
since. This unforesecn relapse cansed great conster-
vation among the “bulls" of the Hourse here, who,
ancouraged by the recent unprecedented rise In the
five per cent consols siluded to in my last, were con-
fidently expecting to be able to sell at 60 ere
long end had already made large trans-
sctions at prices in advance of London and Paris.
The consequence was that some of the speculators
were not to be found on Thuraday, and the Bourse
waa thrown Into such a state of confusion that it
was closed on Friday morning for the purpose of
wettiing the accounts of the survivors,

A horrible Incident occurrad at Treblzond o few
dnya since, which spread consternation thronghout
the whole clty. In the space of & few minutes only
seventecn vietims fell under the knife of a madman,
Four were Killed on the spot, ten mortally wounded
