Captain Tanle.v, it appears,
bbtainod evidence to the effect that tnejiarties Implicatedin this charge had gone to the office of a specialTreasury agent on Broadway, and were there
bt'cn to make oath before that officer, In company
villi a person who is now said to be under lndlctanentat die Instance of Collector Bailey. It is furtherreported that the men wno swore to the affidavitswere paid a certain sum for doing so. SubsennenMvthose persons were taken before

LiommissKinor Osborn, and on completing the
affidavit.-. aud the sworn testimony a warrant was
pi ocured against the Collector. The movements of
fhe parties were closely watched, and as soon as
