Yokohama, June 4, 1808.
Political news in Japan is exceedingly difficult to

obtain, and when obtained is not often very reliable.
One day we read that the rebellion Is at an end, and
the next this is contradicted by a statement, which,
in its turn is declared to be erroneous
within the next twenty-foiy hours. One thing
is oertain, however; the Mikado hasundoubtedlypossession of the principal citiessuchas Osaca and Yokohama. The iate
Tycoon has surrendered at dfscretlon. The terms
were rather hard. He had to cede all his private
possessions north of Seruga, disband almost his
entire army, surrender his navy and seclude himselfat Mito during the pleasure of the Mikado. All
these conditions have been fulfilled, except that

the Mikado's; but instead of doing tills that officer
left Jeddo with the whole fleet and has not been
heard of since.
Yokohama was formally taken possession of on

the lltli ult. by a Daiinio In the service of the Mikado,
whereupon the "Allied Army of Occupation," consistingof English and French troops and rrussian
aud American marines, was called oif, the marines
returning to their vessels.
But notwithstanding the successes of the Mikado

the political troubles of this country arc far from
having arrived at a complete settlement. Although
here is a good deal of dissatisfaction expressed by
the Ty coon's followers at what tlicy call his ignominioussurrender, his friends have by no means desertedhtrn. Several of the Northern Daimios 'are
said to have formed a coalition and have placed an

army iu the Held stronger than any that backed
the Tycoon. Aid/.u, the most daring and
truest friend of Stotsbashi, heads it. 11c refuses to
recognize the proclamation of the Mikado, and has
averred that if he bo deserted by all he will continue
to fight by himself for the Interests of the late Tycoon.To him are now joined Kanga-uo-Kaml. the
most powerful Daimio In Northern Japan, and
Hernial, only second to Kanga. Had these two
Princes joined the Tycoon In the early stage of the
troubles the result would have been vastly different.
However, quiet and resigned as the Tycoon pretends
to be to the present condition of affairs, the signs
are at present much more In Ins favor than they
ever were before.
Two battles have already taken phtce. both resultingin 'he defeat of the Mikado. Ou the lt'th of

May fighting commenced ai Oyania, a few miles
northwest of Jeddo, and the Mikado's iroops had to
retreat and give up a strong foitress formerly the
property of the Tycoon. At Ylnshi, on the 17th of
May, Aid/.u attacked a large body of the imperial
troops, routed them, captured three hundred prisoners,among whom were two Daimios, and beheaded
them all. lie has now taken up a strong position
hiitoinnnin,I .In,1,1.. fho Vfllroiln-a

Tins will give
Aldzu an ouportuuity of iuurctiiug on to O.aku. now
the residence of the Mikado, an i that place once in
his possession the Mikado will hav" to accept,
Instead of dictating terms. Another thing tnat

promises success to the Tycoon lies in the fact that
the people arc getting aroused and desire his return
to power. It Is well known now tha' all the retainersof the Tycoon's faintly have armed themselvesand hBve sworn to defend his rights with
their lives. Although the Mikado's troops have
possession of the fortifies;>011* around Jeddo the
citv itself lias uot been molested, but is still in quiet
possession of the Totugawa (Tycoon's) family.
Kangu iio-Kauil, who has already left the capital
with ait his retuiuers. hus dared themtcoccnpy
Jeddo. and has given warning tnat he will hold the
Mikado hitusclf irsponsible for any harm being doue
to the place. This demonstration has struck terror
Into the hearts of the Mikado's party. Another event
bus happened which complicates stlil more than
ever the condition of affairs, but which promises
well to the Tycuou ami the Northern Dalmtos.
The High Priest of Kioto, who seems to occupy a

position, as regards the rumrs of Japan, very similar
to that held by the l'ope towards all sovereigns in
Europe during the early ages or Christianity, has
Issued a proclamation warning the Mikado that lie has

Already 'he Mtka in ha* ri ifo-ued
proclamation punishing with de.i'h any nativethat take* to Christianity, and It

these clrtuiusiantes, which are pieut to almost
everybody here, tin course of her l.ntaiinn Macs
ty's Minister has bi en somewhat riinarkaue. the
Tycoon resigned the laitvr pait of January, before
the flrst week In May i» past Pir Harry i'arkes deliversbis credentials as M.nisler ai credited to the
new government. Three months is acuroeiv anindenttime for his report to have reached Knirlaud
and a reply to have been received. But .^Ir
Harry slates that he foresaw what . was going
to happen some six months ahead, and wrote
on m advance for his new credentials. This is possible.But there ! one circumstance to tie taken Into
ootialdetatlon. The isouthem Uatinios are greatly in
debt to England. the laitcr country ha\ mur supplied
the in with ves«ea and munitions of war. Had the Tycoonremained securely In power thi* debt would have
looked rather shaky. Consequently, it was to the
immediate interest of England to rBise a disturbance
In Japan, provided tnere was a Cham e of the SouthernDaimloa being able to come out ahead. IWhetner
(fee sagacity of the English Minister will stand the
test of lime aud events remains to he seen. As far
as present Indication* go he had better give an immediateorder r»r a uew set of credential.
The person of the Mikado has been dcscrllied as a

dull, stupid looking man. wito might, be any age
from eighteen to twenty-fli e. Yon can scarcely credit
the gross state of ignorance in winch he has been
reared He has been «o mewed up at his old palace
at Kioto that it ta aatd to be a positive fact that he
never saw a green field, the aea or even a river until
he left that pla< e for Osaka. It Is said that .latsuma la
trying to make something of htm. hut a person who
has reached man's estate totally without education
or mental cultnre, grovelling only m the enervating
Inxnries of anclt a demoralizing existence as his
must have been, can hardly be expected to turn out
anything very great. Besides, 1 very much doubt
whether his uresent conn Uiors will overexert themeeivcsto make a man of him. considering that In his
present condition he is too easy and useful a tool.

mot. fltt la erroneous. captain Brown, commanding(be Stonewall, drew what money he requiredon himself, payable to the Hawaiian
rousnl ut jflKonansa, betng unwilling
to allow any other government but the united states
to have any claim upon the vesael. The drafts
have been honored, and therefore the Japanese are
not indebted to anybody for the Stonewall except to
the united states and Capialu Brown Individually.
All the oflicem and crew have been paid off. Most of
them return home in the Cluuu.their passage and
forty-five days' extra pay having been paid thein accordingto the terms of their contract. I do not think
it will be vtry long before she will again Oy the
Japanese Hag.
Another event has lately occurred In Japan which

seems signlrt'-ant Of a closer relationship being about
to be cultivated with other countries. The Japanese
government has always placed the greatest possible
diirioulties In the wav of any of the people leavrug
the country. But within the last throe weeks two
companies of emigrants have left the country under
contract to work for a certain time for regular
wages. One of these, consisting of four hundred
men, lias been sent to Saigon on a contract to some
1 hitch merchants. Another company, consisting of
eight hundred men, left here some ten days ago for
Honolulu, having been engaged by the Hawaiian
government for a period of three years. It seems
that these expeditious somewhat frightened our
sinni American plenipotentiary, who immediately
issued a proclamation, warning American citizens
from engaging In the coolie trade. If wo can induce
borui jkte emigrants to go to America I cannot see
what there is to be frightened about, eveu if said
emigrants be Japanese.

It Is true he does not strictly adhere to
St. Paul's Injunction for bodily castIgation, thinking
the apostle dealt too largely in metaphor; nor
does he believe in that blind and slavish
devotion that Catholics pnt in their priests,
well knowing they are far from being immaculatein their own lives, while yet he has in his
Church the gorgeous display, all the poiup aud ceremoniesof the new law as practised in the Roman
Church.
With the Ritualist Lenten devotions are not distractedby the craving of a hungry body,nor the sweetnessof holy comunfnlngs In prayer with his Cod

on Sabbath, embittered by weekly appeals to his
empty exchequer.
The money required by him|for the necessities of

his family is not extorted from him on pain of nouadiutttanceInto the Church by some fat sexton or
eroaky churchtnousecollector, to purchase expensive
property or supply some burly sluvedrlving priest
with the choicest dish, the best vintage and the
flnMt flavored cigar. The Ritualist, believing in
apostolic simplicity, despises all extravagance and
blind, ignorant devotion to men who often prefer
drawing forth, in God's name, money from a poor
man's pocket to pourlug fortli words of comfort
Into a dying soul.
These facts arc exercising a powerful Influence on

the American Intellect, ana shall eventually, if not
counteracted by a wise system of priestcraft, be the
greatest enemy Rome encountered since the thundersof the Vatican fcii harmlessly on the devoted
Reformers. In the coming conflict tlie Koman
Church will have the advantage in the age, SbilltJ
and experience of its generals, after piloting the
bark of Peter for near nineteen centuries, wtule tie
Ritualists will have as faltniul aides the progressivespirit ol the age and every opponent of intolerance.
The Pope has Issued no bull against them as yet.

Certain it is. Ritualism is sure to have a beneficent
effect, and, while the old religions established by
thefathers of this oountry cannot suiter thereby, it
will overawe many unscrupulous priests from'imposingtoo much, by inventing rubrics and ceremonies,on the credulity of the people.

It is certainly encouraging to note
how instantaneously and how widely these acta
of intolerance call forth merited reprobation.
Christian sentiment Is now more easily shotfked
than formerly by uri over rigid denoniinationall«m,
and sectarian discipline is found siiillcient to silence
protest from leading men In the various guilty
churches. The HrraUl of Proof, after commenting
on the manifestations by other Christian seels of
what tt terms --a kind of spirirual slavery," says that'
the same evil appears among the friends in the proscribingof a particular dress as the costume of the
order. In the West, It says, each member of the
society Is left free to follow the dictates of Ida own
conscience in this matter: but some of the Kastern
brethren retuee to tolerate ouch laxity. They even
venture on a species of persecution in order to enforcetheir views. The latest example of

body; but, they must bear the blame until they are

formed Its organization last. It has 12 synods/MS
ministers, l,01o churches and liH.Otsi members.
There are ten other synods not connected with anv
of these, having 623 ministers, W44 churches, anil
109,000 liiemlx-rs. The entire number of our ministryts 1,750; our synods, 5u: 3.112 churches and a
membership of a third of a million. Tnese branches
differ somewhat. We all receive the Augsburg Confession.The General Council receives also the
Formula of Concord, the Apology of the Augsburg
Confession and the eateclilsm of Luther. We have
more liberty. Yet we stand firmly, determinedly
upon the faith of the Bible and apon that venerable
confession whlclt is very dear to us, and which does
not eontain infHTeresles which are ascribed to It.1'

Special honor in the society was given to
those who gleaiied larger amounts. One little boy
gleaned, head by head, three pecks, others one or
more bushels. The toial amount of wliest gathered
by the society that season was thirty bushels, furnishingthe school with a tine library from in sale.
Even richer schools might take lessons from this in
raising money for benevolent purposes.
