LoxNpos, July 17, 1868,

In the House of Commons last evening Lord Stan-
foy, the Secretury of Foreign Affairs, made an im-
portant statement in answer to a question asking for
tnformation.

A reply he said had already been sent to the United
States government on the matter of naturallzation,
{he substance of which was that the British Minlstry
was ready to nccept the American view of the ques-
tion. He, therefore, thought a misunderstanding be-
tween the two nations impossible.

Lord Stauley also stated that in his reply he had
declined to wake a treaty at present, as the Royal
Qonunission i3 still considering the gencral subject,
and for the additional reason that time will not per-
mit the passage o1 & bill at the present session of
Parliament,

Feninn Convicts and Foreign Citizenship,
Loxpos, July 17, 1888,
¥ 1o the House of Commons last night Mr. Mill asked
the goveruinent what dispositlon was to be made of
the Fenlan prisoners Warren and Costello, who were
arreated after effecting 8 landing in Ireland with the
alleged purpose of exciting an Insurrection, and
whether the government intended to mitigate the
sentence of lhose Fenlans who had already been
tried and convicted,

Lord Mavo replled that there were no pecullar
features in (e cases of Warren gnd Castello which
would lead the government to depart from the usual
course of the law, Some delay, however, had been
caused in the proceedings, owling to the necesalty of
procuring evidence from the United States to show
that the accused were closely connected with the
Fealan orgunization in that country. In reply to the
second purt of Mr. MIl's question Lord Mayo sald the
time han riot yet come for the revizion of the cases
of those Fonan conviets who were now  dlling out
the terms o/ Hielr sentences.

President Salnave had proclaimed himself Em-
peror and was fortifying the capltal. He had issued
a decree banishing all those who had sought refuge
in the foreign consulates. Three days' warning was
given them, at the lexpiration of which time they
were to be treated the same as bandits. The Carda
Surcoup had arrived and taken sixty of those refu-
gees on board.

On Friday, the 10th, General Faubert surprised
the town of Bivance; bus troops left the Fort Bizoton
and repulsed the rebels, capturing some arms on
the field. Salnave also sent at once some reinforce-
ments from his strongholds, They continued to
attack the rebels during the whole of their retreat
and finally withdrew inside the walls of the city for-
tifications, which kept up & continuous fire on the
besiegers' camp.

On the evening of the 15th inst. a serioos riot com-
menced at Millican, on the Central Rallroad. It ap-
pears that a mob of about twenty-live negroes, led
by a white school leacher and! a negro preacher
named Brooks, attempted to hang u man pamed
Willinm Halliday; but the white citizens interfered
to prevent the execution, and, headed by the
Sheriff and the agent of the Preedinen’s Bu:eaul
attempted to  suppresa  the mob, The resul
was the death of ten or twelve negroes. Om
the 16th insi, the numbers incieased on both sldes
and skirmishing ocourred during the day, the esii-
wated nomber of casualtles bemg twenty-iive, A
small body ol troups arrived late last night and dis-
ereed the rioters after Killing three negroes. The
