NKWrOHT, July 20, 1*08.

past two or three days, and the winter aspect of
dcadness that has so long prevailed about certain of
the rooms in the hotels is fast disappearing, thanks
to the freaks or the thermometer in big cities.

BEDFORD 8PBM

Bbdford Sprinoh, Pa., July 20,1868.
Bedford Springs has almost a national history,

for it has been the Mecca of hundreds of our
statesmen *and politicians who came here to seek
a remedy for the ills which seem to attend men in
public life, it has also been the rendezvous for
many a gathering of the wlre-pnllers, and more than
one "slato" has been made here under the cool
khade of Tussey's Mountain. The Pennsylvanians
make it a regular resort every summer, but many
prominent southerners, whose names are famous in
.wa u IUB UUU UVIUUV.I ntlVy |WUVItO (IJiU

notorious In the record or the rebellion, were its
constant visitors until the beginning of the war.
It still retains something of its old manners. It is
a link between the past and the present. As yon
stroll about the vast grounds among the roomy cot-
tages and beneath the old silver-leaf poplars It is oh
easy to fancy that you are in Virginia as it was ten
years ago, and the illusion is more perfect when
you Hurt yourself waited upon by venerable darkles,
who yet retain a great deal of that peculiar, respect-
ful iutimacy which characterized them during the
existence of the ''institution,'* and who may
be seen "toting'' in the most affectionate
way some of the more lnllrm valetudinarians
to the spring or to the dining table. The
voice or the past is ever heard. Every step recalls
the gay Hotspurs, with their "poker" playing and
whiskey drinking.the wild spirits who easily caught
the spark of rebellion from their cralty leaders and
were afterwards lound, afoot or In saddle, the dare-
devils of the Confederate service. But all is changed
now. The place has been "loyalized," so to speak,
and the society and sojourners of the present day
are, with few exceptions, those who took part or

sympathized with the government.
The journey to Bedford Springs is one of a most

unpleasant character. Leaving the Pennsylvania
Railroad at Huntingdon, the traveller is slowly
drawn over a branch railroad (the rate is about ten
miles an hour) to Mount Dallas, where he 18 tran-

shipped into a stage of the old-fashioned sort and
jolted about eleht miles over a mountain road to the
Springs. On the way he passes through the littlo
town of Bedford, au early settlement of the country,which gives name to everything in the vicinity, and
which was also one of the many headquarters of
the lamented U. Washington. One legend hath it
ihat he '-located" his ottlce there (he was a surveyoranil engineer) wuen he returned after tho battle in
wnich Braddock was defeated, ami another salth
that it was his headquarters when he came down
to look alter the suppression of the Pennsylvania
whiskey rebellion. Whichever 1b correct, it is very
certain t hat the spirit ot rebellion which was born in
these mouuiains then hus not died out, for the very
descendants of these same opponents of the old whis-
key laws are now copperheads and were rebels during
the war as far as they dared to be. The feeling of
isolation at Bedford Springs is almost complete. The
place is buried iu the mouuliiinsmiles from anything
like a city. The Xew York and Philadelphia papers
are thirty-six hours old when they arrive here. The Im-
mediate situation Is on the dividing bridge bet ween
(lie Kast and the West. The peaks tliat look down
ilpou the valley in which the hotel is situated are the
highest points of the Allcghuntes. The little stream
01 water at (he door ih a branch of the Juniata, and
ll0W:i downward and westward until It reaches the
Ohio. Across the ridge and almost witnln a stone'£throw is another little stream, the waters of wht.ch
run eastward until they tlow into the James an;j the
Atlantic.
The hotel.it has no name and no rival.Vs a large

collection of buildings, capable of accommodating
over live hundred people. It is siiualOd In a llat or
level bottom between the mountain/, The central
structure, the main one, is of brick, large and com-
modious, with tine old-fashioned parlors and dining
room and a large hall for dicing. it Is here the
usual nlghilv hop takes pUce.
