Roire received his education at Bury ML Edmund's, at
Winchester and at Trinity College, Cambridge. The
degree of Bachelor or Arte was conferred on him at
the age of twenty-two. and in the name
year (1812) he was elected a Fellow «f
Downing College. Four yeara subsequently ta
1816, he was licensed a barrister; and la an

exceedingly brie' time he acquired a large practice,
aa much by the learning and soundness of Judgment
he early dlaplayed In the solving of exceedingly abstrusequestions of law as by his perseverance. He
was a man, In political aa in Judicial matter*, of enlargedmind, and early espoused tbe liberal side,
aiming always at the extension of the privileges of
the people, hla cardinal axiom being that there
should, in the matter of government, be no difference
between the poor and the rich, the weak and the
powerful, at* all were necessitated to bow i»efoie the

; majesty of the law. It was not. however, until
