The steamer Java
took out $187,000 In specie and tlie (iermanla (yesterday)$-00,000. The gross clearings amounted to
$6o,4'J5.uoo, the gold balances to $2,018,788 aud the
currency balances to $V-20a,507.
The railway share market, after opening steady,

was hammered about noon, and Rock Island and the
Northwestern shares yielded more than one per cent,
but subsequently the decline was recovered aud at
the close there was a good demand lor the leading
shares at advancing prices. Money was in superabundantsupply at three i>er cent for loans on governmentsand three and four on miscellaneous collaterals,and the banks have large amounts of surplusfuuds In their vaults. The semi-stagnation of
trade results in an almost entire absence of applicationsfor discounts, and hence lenders have to rely
upon Wall street for the employment of their Idle
capital.
Government securities have been extremely dull

all day, but there were no stocks offering, and prices
were without material alteration from those current
at the close last evening. The July investment de-
inuuu nas not yet been felt, but wuen it is tlie
natural tendency of prices will be upward. The
Sub-Treasurer in this city will be ready on tUc 1st
proximo to exchange the compound interest notes

with a'.l those associated with them In the action
excepting Mr. Cisco, the treasurer, are said to
have gone out of the jurisdiction of the court in
order to avoid an investigation, and this reluctance
'a undergo an examination has been unfavorably
commented upon by the public In view of the peculiar
relations which are known to subsist between the
-Credit Mobiller and the Union Pacific Comoauv. As
the latter corporation la In receipt of heavy subsidies
from the government for the construction
of an Important public work, the fullest
publicity should be given to Its affairs,
nil I, therefore, this attempt of the directors to
escape a judicial Investigation Is to be deprecated.
The directors, by withdrawing from the Jurisdiction
of the court, have exposed themselves to unpleasant
legal conscquences as well as excited suspicion that
the allegations of the plaintiff in his complaint are

true-; In which case the matter is one calling for Congressionalinterference, aud the sooner a receiver Is
appoiuted the better for the public Interests.

continually harassing the enemy's "working partis,"and appears to be a very Morgan In hi* way.
Ills ant exploit wan to make a daring raid on a
"job" and carry otTa ton hour contraband u.ider the
very eyes of the boas. The captive* arc released on
giving their parole never to take nn a trowel against
the '"Union," and are provided for out' of the
strikers' fund.

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Kettoratlon of Order.Particular* of (bo Riot.
[From the Galveston Civtllan, July 21.J

We regret to see that exaggerated statements still
have currency lu relation to the late negro riot at
MUUcan. We have, ad yet, seen but one cool and
clear statement or the mots.that written by G. A.
Wheat, Mayor of MtlUcan. He (toes back to the
origin of the trouble. Mouie mouth* sln"e I'arwon
Itrooks, Colored, who la the registrar of Brazoa
county ami a minister, organized the negroes into a
military company. They met every Saturday, from
one huti'lred to two hundred strong, armul, and
were regularly drilled. This not only gave uneasinessto the citizens, but led to disorders. Mayor
W eat called upon Captain ltaudlett, agent or the
Freedmen's bureau, wuo condemned the organization
as one uot well calculated to produce amicable relationsbetween the two races, and ltwuad unorder
that no further military demonstration.! should be
allowed. No regard was paid to the order, but the
absence of Captaiu K. from the place prevented ins
knowledgo of the fact, and the military organization
was kept up. Previous to the riot a rumor, which
proved to be unfounded, was started that a freedmanhad been hanged without law in the Brazos bottom.The negroes weie greatly exeited and threatenedto hang the parties charged with having hanged
the negro, who was uot hanged. On the morning of
the 16th Captain "liarvy" was despatched by I'ars.iu
Brooks with an armed force that "a« regularly
marched through the town a la mililiiire, en routefor
me river oouoin insearen or me oooyoi ineir menu,
ami when they arrived at the suspected premises
tiiey numbered seventy-three, unarmed and mounted.They met wuh aoine white persons in the bottom,and were quite insolent aud imperative as to
what ihey would do in the event they found the
body. About three P. M. news came to the toWn that
the ne.rr-HH contemplated violence; some of the
white ladies and children deemed it prudent to come
into the town for protection; the citizens, to the
number of about forty, were soon armed, mounted
and on the road to tlic bottom. Deputy Sheriff l'atilloand Mayor Wheat thought It advisable that they
should go with the citizens and use all the power
vested in tl ein by the law, as well as their,personalInfluence with both parties, to prevent any collision.
They suggested to the white -men that they should
be allowed to hold a conference with the
freodmen aud try to influence them to lay down
their arms and return to their homes, which propositionmet w Ith the approval of all. The deputy
starlit and .Mayor were in front, and passim? through
a thick wood a sudden turn in the road brought
thetn within thirty steps of the head of the column
of me tre,''linen, Captain Uarvy in front. The
oitl. ers ut ked him, What does all this armed
doitiou.-trutlon mean?" aud before he could reply a
small nemo, who was some sixty steps in his rear,
at aw allele m the left, in an open spao In the road,
discharged his gun: the llrlug then commenced.
The sheritr-uid Alaior ordered both parties to desist,
but the freedmcu lied in such liable that the thing
w;i.-> over and all were out of sight in less than two
minutes, he captain of tiie negroes was Killed on
the spot, two others were left dead and some three or
four wounded. The citizens returned to town and,
learning that many of the freedmen who were iii the
tlgut were then in Freedmantown aud that oth r.-i
were congregating, and thiukiug that there iiilglu
be further trouble, requested the Mayor to take one
citizen and hold a conference with I'arson Brooks
aud learn his intentions, aud if possible come to
some understanding by which the thing should be
settled. They did so; "the parson was surrounded by
a rabble who were clamorous for war; ono man
die* his fcuUeld on tiie Mayor and would have shot
if not prevented. The Mayor used all endeavors to
Induce the parson to mect'u delegation of white men
and come to an understanding, which ho refused.
The Mayor then returned to the citizen* and told
them "that light it was." It was now about seven
P. M.; pickets were placed out and arrangements
made to hold the mailer in cheek until Sheriff Neill
should arrive from liryau, a despatch having been
sent turn to come down aud arrest the parties.
About 'ilglit o'clock In the evening l'arson Brooks
sent in a delegation acceding to the proposals of a
compromise, tome of the citizens met liiooks aud
agreed upon terms by which the freedmen, indl-

nruis, aii'l that there should be no turther demonstrationson Urn part of the whites. Here matters stood
until the tram arrived from Bryan having Sheriff
Nelll, with a posse of about one hundred men, on
board. They were met on the platform at the depot
and ar wred that all liiitg* were amicably arranged
and that their presence was not required, and urged
to, and did, return that night. The sheriff,
ho *over, deemed It advisable to remain that night
to lnveatigat tii i m itter. He did *o, and eaii.v the
next morning despatched bis deputy to see Parson
lirnokn The deputy found him at his headquarters
with au armed sentinel at the door, twenty or thirty
men aad arms In abundance. The parson then and
there declined to comply with the terms agreed
upon. Soon the Maj or sunt a negro to ask him to
meet Captain ltandlett, sheriff Neill and the Mayor.
He did not comply. News <vme in that th> freedmenwere collecting; a large number of horses and
mules were sloleu from the premises, and somo
negroes a serted that the blacks had sufficient force
ic. and would, attack the town. The Sheriff sent
the locomotive bark to liryau for volunteers, and
about one hundred and fifty came. The negroes
saw the utter impracticability of success and desisted.Many have returned to the farms and Say
that from this time out they have no desire to do
military duty.

lie was appointed register in bankruptcy. You perceivehe was not a sutler of the common sort. (JeneralSp"ncer was formerly clerk of the Iowa Senate,
lie is t native of New York, a man of most popular
mm)tiers, of fine appearance and of decided ability
as a business man. While h's iricuds do not say hat
he is eminent a* in orator or as a statesman, theyleel very Mire thai Ills talents, which lire of a practicalorder, .nil give him a highly respectable position
in the Senate. The election of cm pot-badgers liko
Pl> ncer will not detract much from the dignity of
the S"nitf.
