Richmond,
RinmoND, Augnst 6, 1898,

Agreeably to previons announcement, which had
been heralded through the city papers for several
days past, the citizens of Richmeond et (s even-
Ing, at the corper of Grace and SBeventeonth streets,
to witness the raising of a SBeymour aud Blalr nag.
A pole 115 feet high bad been previvusiy ruised by
the democracy of Jemerson ward, and o platform,
anique and peculiar, erected upon the roof of a
small wooden bullding, was propared Gs the stand
from which distinguished speakers should hold
forth to the maltitude. By six P. M. the sircets sor-
rounding the ediffcé upon which was the stand and
an open space between It and the market house
were thronged by @ vast assemblage of the “'great
unwashed.”
Beveral gentlemen having s national reputation
were announced to addresa the meeiing, among
them Henry A, Wise, of anti-Know Nothing amd other
fame; Colonel Robert Ould, late Confederate Com-
missioner of Exchange, and Colonel Mirmaduoke
Johnson, conservative nomines for Congressman at
large, At the hour above mentioned Colongl John-
son called the meeting to order ln stentorian tones,
an undue exerclse of a good Ker's fnngs being
required becuuse of the great height of the stand.
Cheern greeted the preliminary remarks of the
orator, and wmid the most tumrultnous nppinuse the
Nag wad holsted to it lofty summit and dung to &
strong and stirring breeze.
