of the Saratoga races the least interesting of the
terlee thus far. The aun shone tu a sort of fitful
effulgence Just shout the time duy ought to of Is supposedto break, but hid his head end, as if disturbed
from a heavy slumber, relapsed into sleep once more.

Clouds rumulous, grayish-white, with white flukes
sadinir across Miem and heavy, even to the sight.
with moisture, covered the iky; the wind from the
southeast touched the cheek with a cold kiss and

alghed' among the tall trees with the noise of a tumult;
where the earth was dry the dust eddied and whirled
In little maelstroms; the breeze flirted with the early
fallen leaves aud rattled at casements; everything
felt sad. seemed sail and made everything dull and
atupld.for of all dull things the dullest is a wet'day
*t n watering place.

CLOUD VS. CROWD.
The stewards of the track kept back the races half

an hour lu the hope thut the weather would clear,
and a brief, very brief, spell of sunlight shone like a
radiant brush from a riff in the clouds just as the
horses Game upon the course. Kain had already
fallen in a few showers, or sprinkles, rather. It was
anfllcient to check the ambition of the ladies, a few
hundred only of whom dared to put the threatening
aky to a test. They made their own little reservationin the grand stand perhaps a brighter sceuo
from the absence of so much competition as they
had on previous days. Tho toilets, and many of
them were very elegant (even for a rainy day), were
a contrast to the denser mass of black cloth; for

The track was in superb condition to-day for fast
running, and capital time wob made lu the thgee
Wfcs that took place. The attendance was not as
large as on any <>t the previous days, but thla was
ccasloned by the lowering appoarance of the

Weather at the time of starting from town for the
course. Those who were out had a great treat, however.Th* three mile dash between James A. Connollyand Pat Malioy, and the mtlo and three-quarter
race between Stonewall Jackson, Sundown and Oilfoybeing events that will be long remembered by
those who witnessed them. The first event on the
card was a selling rare, with the usual allowances
for value. Two came to the post, one from the
lerorae stable, the chestnut filly Clara Clarita,
four years old, by LaplJist, dam Madonna,
and the other, the chestnut filly Spotted Fawn,
three years old, by Ducallon, dam by Commodore,
belonging to D. McDaniel. They were entered to be
old for {COO and fourteen pounds were taken off
their regular weight. Clara Clarita wus the favorite
at about two to one. She won the race very handily,
and was sold to Jaines s. Watson for $010. This was
a prelude to the great racing. The horses for the
three mile dash were then called and pool selling set
In heavily, the backers of Pat Malloy paying a slight
advance for their choice over the backers of Jaines
A. Connolly. In & $1,000 pool Malloy brought $j'J3 i
and Connolly $475. This was about the state of the
odds until the horses were mounted. Pat Malloy
carried foor pounds over weight, the owner of the
coll not being able to find a Jockey at the right standard.and so close was the race at the finish that
Ills' ilefK? waa iludbated to this additional
weight by a great many racing gentlemen.
Tat MiUoy tg a three year old and he
contended w Ifli one 6f the very tiest four year olds in
the land, and u pound of overweight should not have
been thrown away. The race was gamely contested
from beginning to end, the horses crossing the score
at the finish of the first mile head and head in l;4e "t,
agd at tnd conclusion of tlie second tulle they were
