The rights of the
nation cannot be exercised Ly any one person, or
Any nnmber of persons whatever, except by au-
thority eonferred by the nation. All the powers of
Congress are derived from the constitution of the
Uunited States, aud all of It acts, whether intended
to  operate within  or without 18 limlia,
whelhvr over the conquerors or the mnq‘um.l. rest
upon no other lexitimate anthority, The laws of na-
tluns cannot change the organic law of the con-
yuerors.  ‘The orgunie law of the United Btates con-
iers no executive or judicial power on Congress; ita
exereise of cither I8 ere usurpation, binding upon
no person whatever, If the will of the conqueror be
1mf;ftlm only law of the conque e peopie the same
Inw requires that will to be legally declared.
