subject before General Rosecrans left the citj, but
the letters of Instruction were not delivered. These
are now being prepared and when the General returns,which will be In a few days, they will be confidedto him. Nothing of a reliable character In regardto the nature of the Instructions can be ascertained,although tt In said that they will be favorable
to the Juarez government without going to the extentof actual Interference In Mexican affairs.
Mediation Between Brazil and Paraguay.
It Is said that Geuoral McMalion, the new Minister

to Paraguay, will be Instructed to use his bent errorts
to restore peace between that republic and the allies
now waging war against her, the United States governmenthaving heretofore professed its mediation
t«> that end.
The Political Cnmpnl«u.Radical Pronppcts

North and Month.
All the advices received here recently from the

South represent carpet-baglsm as on Its death
bed. With the exception of Florida and South
Carollua all the Southern states are conceded ns
certain to go for Seymour and Illalr. The radical
organizations In the reconstructed regions are
dwindling away rapidly, and defection has reached
their very stronghold with such alarming results
that the carpet-bag heroes see nothing but ruin
ahead. They have discovered their great weakness
in the very sjiot where they looked for an impregnabletower of strength. The negroes whom they relinrlIlium no itinii* rirrlit acm t\f nnu'nv hatra

disgusted and proclaim that the white radical In a

greater enemy to them than tlio white rebels who
were lately their masters. The most Intelligent
blacks, therefore, have iletermlned to join hands with
their oM masters and thus drive away the capet-bag
adventurers from the South to their native element.
This repudiation of radicalism by the colored citizens
is overwhelming the republican leaders of the South,
and consequently tliey are beuiuniug to realize that
they have been caught In their own trap. Several
shrewd republicans who have just returned from
different parts of the South admit that
Sambo has turned the tables upon them completelyand that now their only hope of
success is in the North. This last hope seems not to
have a very firm hold of them either, Judging by the
manner in which they write to their friends in this
city. The correspondence sunt here from different
States In the Kust aud West by radical stumpers and
managers is of the most desponding character. They
sdinit that Pennsylvania, Indiana and Ohio are lost
to (irant and Colfax beyond redemption, and oue of
them declares that Illinois will go the same way unlessthe strongest efforts are made to save it.
J.oeran's defeat as Congressman at large from the
State Is spoken of as certain, but the electoral ticket
it is urged, may be carried by clever engineering.
The innst sanguine republican I have seen here from
Colfax's State only figures up a republican majority
of three thousand in Indiana. This republican is
one of the most shrewd and influential politicians
in the State of Indiana. In fact the impression is
very general here now that Seymour and Blair will
be elected by a very decisive majority, not on accountof anv (Treat nonnliiritv of their own. but be-
chuso the people of tlie country are determined to
have a change anyhow.
Serious Aspect of tbe Internal Revenue

more constantly before (he country than the conflict
of purposes between the Presilient, Secretary
McCullocli and Commissioner Rollins. of the Internal
Revenue Hureau, and yet the affair is far from i>einjr

ol the national business will be a serious derangementand complication in the assessment and collectionof the government revenue. This failure
will soon tell In it* effect npnn the country and
somebody will have to rentier up n strict account for

the examination, it is not our to s«e what object Mr.
Cobb bad la view in making this special report,
which was not made on behalf of the committee,
but solely on his own responsibility. Whatever may
have been the object of the report, its effect Is to reliPVflfrom aiipuuillainta in,!, uhi.iola vhn

have committed these frauds, and leave them free to
carry on their profitable schemes until the committee
see proper to finish the inquisition and pronounce
them either Innocent or guilty. Let the chairman
of this committee when the members are once more
assembled for work, place upon the witness stand
one of its own members who had much to do with
preparing the aforesaid special report. Let him be
questioned about the carriage ride he took on the
15th of July in company with his principal assistant
In the Investigation, and a prominent c!erk In the
Second Auditor's office who is charged with being
the chief of the corrupt ring; how it came about
that the judges went on a frolic with the accused
ana enjoyed themselves so highly that one of
them was too much indisposed to attenu to
his duties the next day. Let him ascertain
who offered the fl0,000 for the suppression of proofs
of frauds, and whether the offer was really accepted
by anybody. The member on the witness stand
should also be Interrogated as to why the report of
one ol the experts made to the committee was not
included in the renort made to the House of Representatives,especially as the expert reported that
ample evidence of fraud and corruption had been
discovered, and cited In detail fifty-three cases In
which fraud was perfectly plain. Your correspondentwould offer these sujncestlons to the com-
mittee lu order to simplify their tusk as much as

posslbll, and to assist them In their eiforis to expose
fraud and corruption wherever they may lie found.
Another suggestion may prove of value to the

committee. The c'erk in the Second Auditor's
office, who is chief of u section which has charge of
the claims when completed and ready for payment,
should he obliged to testify. The commit'ee will rememberthut he was summoned and that lie appearedbefore the committee, but before he was examinedhe whispered a tew words in the ear of the
chairman, alter which he was discharged as a witness.It having been represented to the committee
that his tes'inion.v was important, he was again
summoned, but the summons was never obeyed.
Ills testimony is regarded as important, for this reason:.Thaiwitness can tell how a large number of
claims that were examined and marked "O. K." for
settlement Wi re "pigeon-holed" in his room, where
they were permitted to lie tor weeks and in
some cases for months. When (lie chilmnnls wrole
to Inquire the cause of delay In their settlement tliey
were furulshed with one or the dozen "red tape"
replies that are kept on hand in the oitlee ready
printed and which are ho Irigetiionsly worded an to
give the Inquirer no satisfaction whatever,
while tliey do not entirely destroy hope.
About the time that the paticnce of the
claimant Is exhausted he is mysteriously
1? notified by some disinterested person in this city,
who is u pure philanthropist and in consequence a
friend to soldiers, particularly colored soldiers, that
if ho desires to have his claim settled at onre he
would do well to employ the aid of a well known
Arm of claim agents of this city. And, Strange to
say. when the clalniui# or his agent complies with
this advice the claim Is promptly settled. That witnessknows how often claims have been taken out of
their regular turn and stamped in the register's room
for immediate settlement. He should be examined
by all means.
Then the inquiry might be made why the testimony

given by one of the second auditor's clerks in regard
to the suppression of Information from the Bureau
of Colored Troops was not Incorporated in Mr. Oobb'H
report. It Is recorded in full in the stenographer's
manuscript, from which the report must have been
made. One of the committee asked the clerk why he
favored the colored claimants so much as to grant
certillcates that they were entitled to |300, when the
evidence was accessible that they had been
slaves and their former owners had been paid
#:ioo for llieui. The clerk replied Ineffectthat the colored troops fought uobly,
and he 1relieved Ihev were entitled to
as great reward for so doing as the white troops.
Me did not approve of the Injustice of paying a part
of the soldier's bounty to the man who once owned
blm. lie wan tlien asked by what aulhoritv he presumedt<» destroy the record of colored soldier* furnMiedby the Adjutant General's office In reply to
the question "Whs this claimant n slsvet" The answertrlven was that he was Instructed to suppress
the evidence by one of his superior clerks, ineniioninsthe name. Tills, one would naturally suppose,Is Just the sort of Information that Congress wishes
to Ret ami to obtain which the present committee
was appointed. Why not. let Congress aud the people
Kuow it?
Another matter worthy the attention of the CommitteeIn their future explorations is the following

a.ftfrm.tr coincidence in the settlement of these
claims:.A large proportion of one class of frauds
that have l>een discovered were In the claims of soldiersof the Sixty-fifth, Sixty-seventh and Slxtyilgfcthcolored regtments, ami these eWM were
nearly all pienented iij one ttrrn of claim agents.
One statement made in the letter on nil* subject,
published on the ifcth lust. sliou'U l»e corrected. The
order of the Secretary of Wsr requiring
M daia showing ttint the owners of colored
soldiers who tiad been slaves iiad been iwid
by the slave claim commission to be entered on the
muster out rolls was (riven in the ca-e of the second
slave claim commission, not the flrst, and the entrieswere made opposite tlie names of Western
soldiers, while they were not made upon the rolls of
troops from Marvland and lielaware. Whether there
was, in this neglect, any design to favor the oegro
claimautsor any set of claim airenis. is for the committeeto ascertain. Certain II is that those clerks
In the Adjutant General's office whose business it Is
to furnish Information whether there is any evld"tice
in the office that the claimant had li^en a slave
rarely. If ever, looked further than the rolls for such
evidence.

Circle*.Government Outrages on Citizen#.
A Crl»l« at Hand.

Poirro Rico, AugiiPt 8, l8«s.
It is a long time since I wrote you uiy last letter.

Unavoidable circumstances have been the cause of
my long silence.
The state of this Island Is every day more and

more alarming to the Spanish government, and such
Is the discontent of the people that au outbreak may
come when it is least expected, because the
K<>vi-iMilium, msieau 01 trying xo gooine me

pains and palliate tlie evils we liavo suffered
of 'ate (hurricanes, earthquakes, Ac.) and their consequences,is only doing precisely the contrary, as
if bent oii increasing our miseries. The system of
taxation is changed and a kind of income tax is substitutedinstead of the old system, nine per cent on
the gross receipts to be paid now, six to the governmentand three to the municipality. It is Impossible,
in the wretched state of the country, to pay such
enormous taxes: but we must pay or sutler our

property to be contlscated and sold.
The uew Governor General, 1'uvia, Is o good, a

very good fellow; he allows us to gamble; lie is the
first gambler iu the island, and speuds many an
hour at the monte tablo every day. He patronizescock lighting, and permits and invites us by
public circulars to gratify our native fondness for
this barbarous pleasure as many (lavs in the week as

we choose. All this under the pretext that the
calamities that have visited us of late must be forgottenand the fear of those that may come must be
allayed. Knowing our natural meekness of temperamentand the mildness of our character (the lamb on
the escutcheon of the island being a very appropri-
ate emblem), tie is trying to harden our souls ami
strengthen our temperaments. To thin en<l lie has
introduced bull fights among us, an amusement
hitherto unknown in thin i«lun<l. The Inhabitants or St.
John's were treated to several realmrrlila* in one of
the neighboringtowns. The most aristocratic young
men of the city were the torero# of the occasion; the
bulla real and true ones, and It in siud lu the officialpapers that the scions of our best families acquittedthemselves splendidly and desevred tlie congratulationsof Our delighted (Joveruor.
Perhaps you have read in some I'arls papers that

the naturalist and historian (?) from Porto Itico, I).
Joae J. de Acoata. has just liberated six slaves he
owned. This gentleman is one of those who w ent to
Madrid about two years ago to obtain from the
mother country liberal reforms for this island aa
well as Cuba, lie Is a Spaniard at heart, though a
native of the Island, and does not believe In any
progress for this Island if severed from Spain. We
did not know that lie owned so many slaves. We
had a right to think by his antecedent* that lie had
none. A man who "lias talked so much against
slavery and who played so conspicuous a part In
Madrid, protesting against the continuation
of the institution In this island, Ac., who had
a right, we say, to expect that such a
