¦very train last evening eame Heavily freighted

with delegattona to (fee Soldiers and Sailors' Con¬
vention, besides Hugo numbers ofenthusiastic repub-
¦onns who came aa spectators of what Is deemed to
ft* the greatest display that has yet been made to
Pennsylvania. To-day was devoted chiefly to ar¬
ranging the disposition of the delegates in hotels and
tSSlding houses. ? portion of the afternoon and
evening waa occupied In hearing an address ofwel-
.mm from Mayor McMlchael and the speeches of
several prominent republican soldiers. To-morrow
.he grand procession oomesenff, in which It .is ex¬
pected some twehty thousand men will participate.
Of course, every city in the Union is more or less

Uerqtsed over the question of the Presidential sue-
Mdon, but there is certainly none In which such
*Mp seated interest.In fact, positive excitement.
Prevails over the issue aa in this city of Philadelphia.
Vfee republicans speak confidently of carrying the
eity; the democrats are equally sanguine of being
victorious. So tar no serious rencontre has taken
place in the streets between the opposing organiza¬
tions, though they Jostle each other in the streets
.ally. In fact, with the exception of a slight scrim¬
mage near the Preaa office a few nights ago, matters
have gone along smoothly.
tA display of unoommon courtesy occurred yester¬
day when two of the rival clubs passed each other
en Oheetnut street. The democrats took off their
hats to the republicans and the latter observed the
same polite token of recognition. But there is a
very wide spread excitement as to the result of the
canvass here. The chances are exceedingly close,
and If anything in favor of thtf democrats. To-day
Independence Hall was the great centre of attrac¬
tion. The country people thronged inland around it
through the whole fore and, afternoon. Chestnut
street was alive with

*

all conditions of
people.* Flags waved from every elevated
building and the newspaper offices of the republican
¦tripe were literally a mass of bunting. Forney's
.Press office was so bedaubed with old faded banners
eC every known and unknown nationality that it
looked rather like an old rag shop. Somewhat be¬
fore three o'clock in the afternoon the people began
to assemble in Independence square on either side of

n long avenue, wiiioh was left vacant for various
delegations to march up through to the speakers'
stand.
About five thousand persons all told wem assem¬

bled when the speaking began. Mo great enthusiasm
waa manifested, as the occasion seemed to be a lirtie
premature.to-morrow being the principal day.ror
any overwhelming outburst.

MAYOR M'MlCHABL'a W81.COM B.
A little after three o'clock Mayor MeMichael ad¬

vanced to the front of the platform and, nllence being
restored, spoke aa follows:.
Soldiers and Bailors.Standing tn tbe shadow

Of tl>ls venerable edifice, near to tbe consecrated ball
In which the foundations of onr republic were es¬
tablished, on this hallowed spot where the Declara¬
tion of Independence was first publicly proclaimed,
and so surrounded by these tokens of vindicated
nationality, I profiler to you, in behalf of the loyal
people of Philadelphia, who reverently cherish the
union that you manfully defended, an earnest and
heartfelt welcome. Tuat welcome has already
been expressed In the booming or the cannon
that announced your arrival and in long
processions of jour former associates, by whom

¦suae that enlivened your progress: in mute but
eloquent emblems that sparkled with memorials or
your merit; in masses of sympathizing men and
women that surged along the streets over which you
passed; In radlani smiles that were showered upon
you and loud resounding huzzas that still linger !u
your ears. And, tn comparison with these, anv
words that 1 might utter would seem tame and
spiritless. Happily, however, even apart from these

midst of your tolls and sacrifices mocked at and re¬
viled you as hirelings and ruffians- they who would
have left you to starve in squalid prisons, and al¬
lowed your dsad comrades to rot unbnried where
they fell, and withheld from their widows and or¬
phans means of scanty subsistence.they now dare
So charge you that you falsely pretend to be soldiers,
and that the ob]ect of your visit is to perpetrate the
worst political crime of which freemen can be guilty.
Insolent audacity, unparalleled effrontery, 1 scorn
to waste breath on such cainmny. Let the universal
acclaim with which you have been greeted, let tho
glowing testimonials of admiration and respect
which have been t.us da/ paid to >011, lei tlic'iovern-
.rs and ex-Oovernors or loyal States who unlto in
this celebration, let the delegations of eminent
civilians who have come from distant places to do
.on honor, and above all let your own mutilated
forms aud your scarred visages and your own swell-
Inir bo om* in which imperishable memories of suf¬
fering aud success in the past are mingled with sen¬
timents of Just indignation In the present, and pur¬
poses 01 stern retribution in the future, be an all-
sufficient answer.

For me hundred thousand veterans of the war
whom yon to-day welcome to your far famed city I
thank yon for your kindly greeting. The name of
your noble city Is cherished by every boy In bine
who survives the war, and your people enshrined in
their hearts. The loyal bands who hurried to the
defence of the capital when treason first flashed its
lurid light across the Southern sky drank at your
fountains, ate at your tables and received your
heartfelt "God speed;" and the list bronsed veteran
of the war returning to the horn* he had preserved
partook of your boundless hospitality. we stand
to-day in a sacred presence. Here were born oar
liberties, and the clangor of yonder bell proclaiming
toe liberty of America blends in our memories
with the echo of the guns of Gettysburg. Maintain¬
ing that liberty, it is fitting, th«, that to-day weshould gather nere and join with yon la the highresolve that the battle born and battle saved libertyof onr country shall b«i passed to our children unim¬
paired: aye,imore than this, let usreaHze that we are

a privileged generation. To ua hubeen given the
opportunity to perfect the libertywhich oar fathers
exhibited. Already by the grant victories of our
our armies have we established the absolute safety of
government from armed attacks. Whether from
within or without, it remains for as to so entrcnch
the liberties of qur country by righteous and just
constitutions ana laws that equal tnd complete free¬
dom, Justice and civil rights shall prevail through
the land. If I know the temper of our grand old army,
If I read aright your presence here, my comrades,
you will never, never cease your efforts until the
absolute freedom which you enjoy here In Philadel¬
phia is secured to every good citizen of the republic
in every hamlet of the land, be he mlUlonnalra^or
common laborer, educated or tgaorant, wnlte or

are now at the height ct the battle of principles:but now we meet the same foe in olvil garb. Added
to the rebel army of the South Is the rebel army
North. During the war the "Boys in Blue" whipped
the one and the loyal North whipped the other. To¬
day the allies are joined. To-day every copperhead
north who Maaed his hate at the very sight ofa "Boy
in Blue" marching to the front, the rioters of New
York city, the hotel bnrnera, the St. Albans murder¬
ers, join with the unsubdued treason South and, con¬
stituting the so-called democratic party, are forming
their line for November's battle.

REMARKS OF (IENKRAL BTRN-SfDE.
The meeting at Independence square was presided

over b.y General Burnside.* Be returned thanks for
the honor which had been paid him, considering It
the greatest that had ever been conferred upon
him, At the close of the war it wu his Intention
to retire from public life and engage In bnslnesa. Up
to the time of thl§ political campaign he had given
his attention to It. Re now found it his duty, as a
friend of his country and aa a patriot, to give all tha
necessary attention to It. All his most energetic
efforts were directed to promote the interest*
of the country, and he sincerely believed
that its advancement wan certain to ensue
from the election of General Grant as Presleent of
the United states. During his services In the war
he had occasion to take cognisance of certain lino
operations which were going on while quartered at
Cincinnati. He discovered that treason was ripe, a
movement, bavins been put forward for the purpose

or discouraging the soldiers from lighting the cause of
ttie Union. One of the heads of this movement
was Vallandigham, and he (General Burnslde) took
occasion to arrest htm.(cries of "Bully for yon."Home people had characterized this action us cruel;
yet he relemfd some aoo persons who had been in-
duoed to commit treasonable acts, Influenced bytreasonable speeches. Mr. Sovnionr condemned his ac¬
tion lu that case; butMr. VaUandigham was one of the
chief apostles of the great democratic party that
bominated Mr. seytnour at the late convention in
New York. The speaker concluded by observingthat In taking part in this campaign he was influ¬
enced by the motives which guided him dnring the
w*r. Ue was with the multitude heart and soul In
this movement, and he hoped and certainly be¬
lieved that Grant and Colfax would be eiscted.

The following speech was matte by General Bar-

kvb in tiehalf of the "boys in blue":.
urateful to Almighty God for being permitted to

assemble in this sacred spot, we, ttae representatives
of mlillous of Union soldiers uiu sailors who foughtagainst treason in the recent war, reverently renew
our obligations to a rescued republic and a pnrifled
constitution. Gstbering here in this great city, pre¬
eminent among those communities distinguished lot
their generosity and loyalty tn the darkest hour* of
onr national troubles, we do not come aa par¬
tisans. We meet to prepare, to discharge new
duties devolved upon us in a new crisis more perilousthan the conflict from which we have Jnst (emerged,
and to call upon oar late comrades in arms to co¬
operate with as against our old adversaries.in¬
flamed by the same passions, led by the same lead¬
ers. exalting in the same name. These adversaries
are now projecting another oonspiracy.seeking to
recover by violent and dishonorable Beans what
they had lost in their resort to arms. We assemble
in the internets of psaoe alone. We propose
no plans or war. noght by oar own suffer¬
ing* and bv the sacrifices of onr slaughtered
brothers, we keenly appredale the value and neoee-
aity of peace. We know tfiat this great peoplethrough all thetr interests long for repose; yet we
cannot deny that the present peril of toe republic la
even greater than It was la the darkest hours or the
rebellion. In such an emergencyno Union soldier
or sailor can hesitate. He wUl remember that Horatio
Neymnorie as emphatically a leader of a new rebel¬
lion as Robert K. I<ee was of the old. He wtll remem-
beiftliat Horatio Seymour was nominated byaCou ven-
tion entirely controlled by the officers and politician*
who plunged the country into the civil war.
He will remember that the revolnMonsry part
of Ui>' democratic platform waa devised and
diewed bv a rebei General as a condition
ot rebel sapport to the democratic party.

.JLTl£li5M,e arouse righteous rejent-men*, there are others <hat inspire noWe gratitude.We fsel that we are indebted to the republican partyfor standing by m without flinching, through all oar
penis and privations, for voting us reinforcements
and bounties, and for conferring pensions upen the
widows and orphans of our fallen oomrades, for
organizing and controlling the great sanitary
hnd Christian commissions and a thousand of
other noble agencies of patrlotio benevolence;
for building cemeteries tor the illustrious dead; for
relieving au branches of Industry from taxation; for
enforcing by constitutional prohibition the perpetual
rejection of the rebel debt; for consecrating by con¬
stitutional guarantee the payment of onr own
national debt. Including pensions and bounties to
oar soldiers and sailors; but, more than all, tor
responding to onr earnest appeal by nominating our
beloved leader. General Ulysses a Grant, as their
candidate for President. In view thereof of these
hostile preparatlans for a new rebellion, with pro¬
found sense of oar obligations to our country and to
the republican party, we oall upon every citizen
who wore the Union blue, whether on land or
sea, to cast his vote in the coming election for
the Union State tickets and for Grant and Colffcx.
And further to mark alike the sincerity and efficiency
of onr solemn declaration, we Invoke our late oom¬
rades in arms to set apart the election day a* a
period of unremitting exertion and unoeasing vigi¬lance/ And we hereby formally announce that oa
the 13th day of October, in the States of Pennsylva¬
nia, Ohio and Nebraska, there shall be observed
among onr oomrades a general holiday.

The vlrtoiy
on the 18th of October will be Sheridan's victory or
Plve Forks, marshalling the way to Grant's tran¬
scendent triumph on the Appomattox in No*
vember.
During the evening a large number of speeches

were made from the different stands. The meetingadjourned at an early hour to proceed to the Union
League House, where a serenade was given and
several addresses were made. The throngs of stran-

Sra then dispersed to their quarters to be ready foe
e procession in the morning and the parade at

night. *

Chestnut street was thronged throughout the
evening. A number of arrests were made of per¬sons engaged In exciting a disturbance in the neigh¬borhood of the square by shouting for Seymour and
groaning for Grant.
The New York delegation arrived about Ave

o'clock, just after the adjournment of tho meetingIn the square. They created a great sensation as
they marched np Chestnut street.
Some members of the Washington delegation state

that when abont ten miles north of Baltimore a partyof men entered the car where they were singingGrant campaign songs and made an attack on a col¬
ored man who cboered for Grant. The boys in blue
resisted the attack, when they were In torn
assaulted and several Injured; but they Anally suc¬
ceeded in driving the roughs out of the car, when
one of the latter fell between the cars and was prob¬ably killed. Fifteen roughs from Baltimore have
been arrested who assaulted the boys In blue on the
cars. I

CITY POLITICS.

Democratic Union General Committee.
A meeting of tbo Democratic Onion General Com¬

mittee was held last evening, which was fully at¬
tended.Smith Ely, Jr., In the chair. The proceedings
were marked by a very warm exhibition of feeling on
the part ofmembers as to the standing ofsome of those
taking part therein. It appeared that a similarity of
names of persons present claiming to be members of
the organization with members of the Tammany
General Committee led to frequent mistakes and
to some charges as to the impropriety of those par¬
ties being present at the proceedings of an opposing
organization. The mistakes were humorously laughed
off, however, and the work of the committee was har¬
moniously brought to a close. The first business in
order was the report of the Committee on Contented
Beats. The report of the committee was adopted.The next business wu the reception of a report on
the appointment of a permanent executive com¬
mittee. From the various Assembly districts recom¬
mendations were sent In In favor or the person
having the majority of votes In the district for
election to the Executive Committee, and in this
way the committee was appointed so far as the
several recommendation* were in order, but through
some informalities several districts were not pro¬
perly represented, and consequently the appoint¬
ment or the permanent executive committee was
not completed. No further buxlnetw being Wore
the committee, the meeting adjourned.

Ninth Cengrea^onal District.
At a meeting of the delegates or the German

voters or the Twelfth, Nineteenth and Twenty-second
wards, held last night at Watschel's Hail, 342 West
Forty-second street, after some debate, General Wil¬
liam S. llUlyer was unanimously nominated for Con¬
gress. Resolutions were adopted pledging the un¬
divided fiunport of the Germans of the district to
General Hillyer, and to hold three mass meetings,
one in each or the three wards compulsing the dis¬
trict.

Mcflellaa'a Military Career.
The Philadelphia Age (democratic) publishes the

following interesting and concise as well as truth¬
ful account of General McClellan's military career:.
Our townsman. General George B. McOlelian, has

returned from Europe, and to no man does the
country owe a more cordial welcome. There la a
national reparation dae to McClellan. The com¬
mand of the army was snatched from him In the
momept of victory. He was proscribed and villlfled
by the radical clique, who then seized the direction
of the war, and in their ignorance turned It
to a long course of humiliation and defeat.
But everv later event of the war proved a vindica¬
tion of McClellan. It was not a little army, depleted
at will by politicians, ordering away whole divisions
of it at their oleanure. which finally prevailed in the
long contest. It was the mighty force of the North,
with the sole command vested, by an act of Con-
press, in a lieutenant-general that did at last mil
down upon and crush the South. Contrast this with
the case of McClellan, appealing In vain to Htanton
for even ten thousand men.answered with notice
that all recruiting was stopped by "pressure" from
politicians in Washington !
On the 3d of Angtuff, 1M2, McClellan was recalled

from the peninsula, where, without ree-nforcemcnf,
he had fonght the gtorlons battles of Williamsport,
Fair Oaks and the "seven davs" that ended In vic¬
tory on Malvern Hill. Tardy McClellan he was
called, bemuse in four months he had not taken
Richmond, llut a urcat army was afterwards con¬
sumed and renewed in a campaign that lasted not
only "all summer," but all autumn, all winter and
the spring or the next year before the flag of the
rutted Stales was planted in Richmond.

McClellan. it was said, was a general of the spade,
because he put up fortifications around Washington.
Even here time vindicated him. In the very last
months of the war McClellan's fortifications did
actually save Washington from capture!
We say that the later events of the war have en¬

hanced the reputation of McClellau in dissipating
all the cavils of his enemies. The Kiorlos of South
Mountain and Antleuun, where ho rolled back inva¬
sion froiu the North, were above all cavil.

McC'lellaa was endeared to the democratic party as
the representative of their idea of prosecuting the
war to restore the Union, and to assert the legitimate
power of the federal government. This was the
doctrine proclaimed at the beginning of the war in
the Crittenden and Johnson resolutions. In adher¬
ing to It McClellan provoked the hatred o f the radi¬
cals, and retained all his favor with the democrats.

T heir respect for him should find expression uaw
in a hearty welcome to his home.

At present political excitement is running retf

ilgh In all part* of the State, and the effort* of the
democrat* to gain over a good portion of the negro
voter* have so exasperated the unprincipled leaders
of the radical party In certain counties,
particularly in Davidson, that they are de¬
termined, let the consequences be what they
may, to prgvent the oolored man from ex¬
ercising his freedom of choice without a
struggle The conservatives are well aware of
this determination and are exerting themselves to
their utmost so to act that no plausible excuse for
trouble will be given those who to earnestly desire
to create bloodshed, that It may be profitable to themin a political point of view. 1 have myaelf assisted
at negro club meetings and heard the white
leaders command the members, under pain of
their Ugh displeasure, to carry about them
at all times and in all places revolvers or other fire-
arms. The result has been what was expected.
Not a negro procession marches In the street but Is
armed. The riot in this city last night was a fatal
illustration of tbls truth. The procession, which
was the direct cause of It, was headed by one of the
Police Commissioners, named Sparling, who did bis
best a few night* previous at the head of a gang of
ruffianly blacks, to break up . rival political
meeting. **' »̂ 1

There were In the procession fully one thousand
colored men, nearly every one of whom had been so
plentifully supplied with whiskey that he eould
hardly tell which was the lighted end of bis torch.
They marched by twos through the principal streets,
and amused themselves by yelling and screech¬
ing as ttfbugh every man's existence depended
npon the result. Wherever a colored man
was met who was known to be adverse
to the radicals, and who was unfortunate enough to
be without friendly protection, he was at onoe pelted
with burnt-out torches and made to fly lor his very
life. They seized upon one colored man whom they
met in Vine street on horseback, and on the mere
supposition that hewas a conservative threw torches
In his face and placed several under the horse, all
the time endeavoring to pull him from his seat, pro¬
bably to execute the threat that was made by many
of their number, who cried out to "bang the damned
rebel."
The sidewalks along the largest thoroughfares

were densely thronged by motley crow ds of negro
men and women, the men being of those who do not'
affllate with the radicals. The processionist* while
passing through these crowds did not attempt any
violence, but confuted themselves with yelling and
screaming out death to everv "nigger" who didn C
believe In the gospel as laid down by the Parson
of Knoxvllle. All along the route nearly every
private house was closed, the lights ex¬
tinguished and the shutters fastened. These
indications on the part of the citizens to do
all that they could to preserve order In¬
censed the blacks, who considered the whole thing
as a downright Insult offered to them by Inferior
beings, and so tne unfortunato houses had to suffer
for their masters' *ake. Whenever a torch .becameunfit to be safely handled it wa» flung against the
Bides of the buildings or against the windows, and
in somo instances Koraan candles were aimed at the
roofs, the drunken rabble yelling and screech-
In* In the most fearful manner every time
tho torches or btUls thrown struck the
houses, once or twice It seemed as though the
shingles of two or throe buildings would take fire
from the amount of burning material that «m
thrown upon them; and as little flickering flames
began to appear here and there a spoilt of triumph
would rend the air as though It were meant ss agwet.
lng to some favorite candidate. In each Instance a
slight wind that prevailed extinguished the fl^uue*,
much to the disappointment of the processionists,
many of whom could be heard londly swearing that
the "damned town ought to be burned anyhow."
The procession paused Cedar street, In front of the

Capitol.with Aluen, the Mayor, lolling back In a
barouche, smoklug a cigar and with his foet stuck
up over t\ie dash board.without any serious dis¬
turbance occurring; but as It crossed Cherry street
and the head of the line debouched Into the Market
square the crowds on the sidewalks grew more and
more deuse and the yells of the processionist* and
those of the opposition negroes along the curbs
more and more deafening. In the m'dst of the gene¬
ral hub-bub a negro, crazed with liquor, who was
standing In the crowd, but a few feet from your
correspondent, drew his pistol and fired it off.
but not in th* direction of the procession, as the
ball struck the side of a house behind the man who
fired the shot. In a second shot alter shot, in quick
succession, was fired from Uie ranks of the proces¬
sion- but nearly every one, as eould be seen by the
blaze from the plscoU, was d scharged In the air,
the negroes evidently being so frightened that they
never thought of dlr> . tin; their aim in any particu¬
lar direction. Several shots, however, were sent
direcclv luto the crowd on tUe sidewalks, and these
were immediately responded to by a volley from the
negroes on the curbs. *Tn the meantime, while tne firing was at Its height,the utmost confusion ensued. From the moment tho
first volley, or rather succession of volleys, was fired
the negro men and women in tbe street* scattered in
aU directions, shrieking and crying out for help.Several fell in tnelr hurry, aud other* In the general
rush fell over them, until at certain street corners
there were plles-ao to «peak-ofhuman beings rollingabout and yelling "murder'' at the top of ihelr voices.
The negroes In the procession were not a whit less
frightened. Dropping their torches, banners, trans¬
parencies, flags and mottoes, they broke into frag¬
ment* as though a regiment of cavalry were at their
heels. As tbev ran down street* and alleys theycontinued to discharge their revolver* at random
tome in the air. others against the houses they passed
and others among the crowds fleeing before them,
while several attempts were made to lire the awn
Ings of some store* In Cherry street.
About 300 of the most desperate and drunken of

the proceesslonlsM, after the "scare" had somewtffit
sudslded, rallied round one of tbelr leaders and made
a charge Into a saloon where several per¬
sons had fled for safety. The doors wre barred
against lham, and straightway the windows were
broken In with atones, and volley after volley was
poured In through tbe broken panes, while thosefrom within on the ground floor and others who had
taken refuge in the upper itorie* returned the Ore
with Interest. The police, to their credit be It aald.
exerted themselves to their utmoet to repress the
flglH: but they were butahundful in the midst of
the desperadoes, and several of them were severelydealt with before quiet was restored.
just as the rioter* were on the point of entering

the saloon en rruiuw two companies of United Htatcs
troops were descried coming down tho street with
fixed bayonet*, and then another stampede took
olace. every negro running wherever he thought he
could find shelter, all of them, however, continuing
to fire off their pl*tol* through everv street through
which they passed. Quiet having been thoroughly
restored detachment* of tbe military were HtaUoued
at the police headquarters and at the Capitol, whllo
others w«re held as pstrols in the vicinity of the
scene of the riot.

. _ .. __i;p to midnight several bands of the negroes who
had been In the profession roamed about the town,
threatening to burn the city to the ground, but they
were finally dispersed by the police. Pour persons
were badly wounded during the fight, and oun
negro named t'add«n. has sln<*e died of the wounds

had made an attack on the white*,
at several of them had threatened to do, a fieaiwl

desperate from renewing the riot.
