GENERAL LA MARMORA—INS CAREER—RECENT REVE-
LATIONS IN PARLIAMENT,

Alfonso i La Marmo the most consplenous
Itallan sinee Cavour, was born In the province of
Pledmont, 7 noble parentage, and s utx;ly ears of
nge. He v reared in the Academia I.Lrl.are of
Turin, and - iered the army of King Carlo Alberto
as lentensot of cavairy, At the disastrous battie of
Novara in 1849, whien forced the abdieation of that
soverelgn and crastied to the und Itallan aspira-
tions, La Marmors acquired the reputation that he
has sluce steadily boroe—that of a brave and stub-
born, but incompetent fighier, Notwithstanding
this incompeteucy, #0 ovumistakably dispiayed, he
was enabled not only to retaln his position in the
army nnder the snum«lin‘i; and present king, bt Lo
rse, by dint of unegualied conrage and energy, o
the military and political emi e has el
of inte years. Cavour know well his defects, yet
Cavour could do no better than to Uft bim up Nt
chief command as War Minister under his adminis-
tration, and wake him the armed representative of
the “lallan yuestion" in the face of Burope. Ace
cordingiy he was sent, In 1855, with 15,000 troops, to
the Crimen, where he was ennbled to veatilate the
cross of Savoy on the plains of Tehernaja, though
lumicting very little damage upon the Hussiaus. '-an
the campalgn of 1850 he was reduced to the status
of un autowaton, nominaly commanding oue wing
of the alllod nrmy. Marshal Niel and Napoleon 111,
wers o well acquainted with the Itallanlssimo
general to allow him any real coutrol over his 60,000
wen on such an mportunt feld us that of Solferino,
After the Villafranca La Marmora reap-
pears prominently in 1864, bolh as Prime Mimster
and tienerallssimo st the same time.  In the begin-
ning of that year he formed the alllance with Pros-
sia to expel the Austrisns from Veoeta, and io fur-
thierance thereol u plasn ol com was forwarded
to nim from Berlo for the guldance of the Italan
forces, Blsmurck belng anotber believer in ao-
tomatous, Higbiy indignant at this Bismarckian
rm-edln;—munuug 10 s recont revelations—the
tallun general assumed the respousibilivy of entirely
disreganiing the wise lustrucilons drawn up by
Moltke, and the resuit of this neglect to follow the
Prussian pian was the disaster at Custosza. He
binudered headiong into the very heart of the famoua
Quadrilateral and allowed the Austrians o enclose
lim in thelr steel trap at lelsure, and while the batile
of Custozza manifesied an lmprovement in fightl
on the part of the lalian soldiers, 1t only mﬂﬁ
once more the wmilitary incapaeity of their mar-
tinet comupander. Sloce that fight La Marmora has
been assldoously engaged in exp'alnivg away lis
defeat; and the revelntions and recriminations he
bas Ded it in bis power to make in the Florence Pur-
llament In re Lo the overreaching ambition of
Prussia, and the plans, policy and treatment inficted
on him by the terribie Count, appear Lo have been o
seothing baim unio himsell aod his coantrywen.
