N. Geodale, who has spent much time among
the Indiana for the purpose of asaisting them in be-
ing furnished with hand machinery and materials to
enable the Indian women to fabricate a portion of
their own blankets, is now Lo thia city. He reporta
that while there i8 liltle disposition among many of
the Indian tribes to cultivate the flelds, there is a
growing desire among the squawa to engage in Indns-
trial pursuits. There i8 alarge increase in the manu-
facture of sugar, sorghum, syrup and gloves
and mittens, for the production of the ma-
terials of which the women do all the work.
They exhibit much taste and Ingenuity, both as to
design and coloring, in the fabrios which they weave
by hand loom, and are apt scholars, and are perse.
vering and Indusirions, Mr. Goodale, in his repre-
sentations to the government, says the men will
soon appreclate the walne of the manufactured
blanketa, &e., a8 articles of sale, and this will stimu-
ulate them to grow the wool, they being flted for
the pt 8 life. 1 ugh the efforts now being
mnde to encourage such induxtries it is belleved
that New England manufacturers will, at no distant
day, recelve large supplles from the Indian tribes,
who now have a precarious and uncertain depend-
enoe on the chase.

Indisn Schoels.

Statistics in the office of Indian Affairs show an
increase for the last year of twelve schools, twenty-
nine teachers and fourteen missionaries in the Indian
country. The amonnt contributed by all religious
societies for education was sn inorease over the pre-
vioua year of ouly $1,184, while the increase by Indl-
vidual Indians for the same purpose during the same
time amounted to §3,208.

Mincrals in New Mexice.

Mr. Arny has with him gome extraordinary speoci-
mens of gold, silver and copper ore, which had been
discovered in the San Juan, Santa Fe, Cimaron and
Ute Creek reglons. He says that the conntry I fiiled
with the richest ores In the world, but that they
cannot be developed so long as the Indian tribes are
permitted to ravage the Terrilorios as they are now
doing. The Indians expressed to him their willing-
nesa to dispose of this country and go on & reser-
vation outside of the settlements, but positively de-
clare they will not allow the whiie men in thelr
country to mine or settie till they have & treaty with
the governmeont and the country is opened for set-
tlements under the law.

Baptiem of the Heir to the Greek Throme,
