There Is a very limited movement of
currency westward, and the fact of the national
banks having made up their quarterly returns In¬
spires confidence In a moderately easy money mar¬
ket at this centre during the remainder of the year,
Jo far as It Is dependent upon the influence of natu¬
ral causes. The stock market was firm, and for
Pacific Mall active and excited, the fluctuations hav¬
ing been from 110* to 125, notwithstanding the
publication of Mr. W. H. Webb's card In the
morning journals denying the rumor of his in¬
tention tok withdraw the opposition line to
California. The present movement In the
atock Is speculative, and after the rapid advance It
has experienced It Is likely to react violently, the
ahlef object In view being to force the "shorts" to
.over, and thts has already been almost entirely
accomplished, the fright of the bears having largely
stimulated the advance. Tho dry goods trade was
languid during the day, but prices were without
material ohange.

UTE&NiL REVENUE HATTEKS.

The New Internal Revenue Law and the
Germtui Clftr .yr«nufactnrere and Tobacce-
nlate- Their ^inealtlee Under the Law-A
C hance ^poeed.
®ve- (Since the passage of the new Internal Itcve-

^«ne law, with Its cumbersome and Intricate pro¬
visions in regard to the collection of the tlx Imposed
on manufactured tobacco, and seeking to preT«fit
fraud on the revenue by illegal manufacture, all
branches of the tobacco trade have been In constant
commotion. There was a meeting not long ago in
this city of the National Fine-cut Tobacco Associa¬
tion, where the question of how best to comply with
the law without injuring the trade was fully dis¬
cussed. A similar association of manuiacturers in
this State met Hhortly afterwards with the same ob¬
ject In view, and now the German cigar manufactu¬
rers aud tobacconists have also taken the subject In
hand. They have formed a Protective Union of the
Taxpaying Cigar Manufacturers and Tobacconist",
and have held several meetings already for the pur¬
pose of perfecting their organization. None can be
a member of it unless he proves to a committee ap¬
pointed for that purpose that he is honestly striving
to live up to the law, that he has paid Uls "special
tax," or license fee. and has given the requtred bonds.
The former meetings were, to a certain extent, only
Srellmlnary, but yesterday afternoon the proceed-
igs were much more interesting.
The meeting took place ut the Steuben House, on

the Bowery, and was presided over by Mr. Charles
G. Glebel, of Brooklyn, Mr. A. Schorke officiating as

secretary, both being the regular o Ulcers of the
union. Mr. S. Blum, on behalf of the Executive
Committee, submitted, in the German language, a
declaration of the objects and aims of the union, pre¬
ceded by an Introductory preamble, which was as
follows:.
Whereas, lha present Revenue law, at the instigation and

In the lnterebt ot a few capitalists, who, to the detriment of
the small manufacturers and tobacconlsta, strive to obtain a

monopoly, contains clauses which luteri'ere more or less dis¬
astrously with a large part of the trade of ci^ar manufac¬
turers and tobacconists anil threaten to endanger its pros¬
perity; and whereas the taxation ot the raw material, leaf
tobacco, furnishes the only means to obviate these disas¬
trous consequences to the trade, and that this can be ob¬
tained through a joint movement to that cffect of a majority
of all cigar manufacturers ; and whereas uuder the new law
It Is a mutter of supremo necessity. In the interest of our
trade, to prevent by joint action aud mutual support every
evasion or the tai and to protect ourselves against enactions
by revenue officers ; and fluaUy. whereas while the interests

of manufacturers will thereby he advanced, the condition of
the worklnguian will also be bettered, and the honest manu¬
facturer aud workman are entitled to our full ami just sup¬
port;
Therefore this Union has made it Its object to unite all the

taxpaying cigar manufacturers aud tobacconlsta into one
association, and to call Into being similar associations with
the like object In other pans of the country, or to join such
associations if they already exist, that with united force we
may exert an overpowering Influence at the uexi session of
Congress to have tno tax Imposed on leaf tobacco eventually,

by convincing argument and eff ective petition, to remove all
the obstacles to the trade now thrown in our way by the pre¬
sent Revenue law.
When this had been read and commented on by

Mr. Blum, Mr. Porscli objected to that portion which
proposed a transfer of the tax from the manufac¬
tured tobacco to the raw material, claiming that
while heartily favoring the proposed change he be¬
lieved it as yet premature to euter into the move¬
ment. lie was followed by Mr. llacth, who went at
length into the history of previous efforts made to
have the tax imposed on leaf tobacco,
bow delegation after delegation had waited
upon the Ways and Menus Committee of
Congress at Washington, but that it appeared that
the at tual and honest manufacturers were generally
ignored by the authorities, but that greqd.v specula¬
tors could always llud a willing ear. tie then re¬
ferred to some of the uiost obnoxious provisions of
the new law, that so-called "turn-In shops'' are to be
abolished , that the officers themselves are yet very
remiss in the execution of the law, and that the holi¬
est manufacturers must take the matter in hand lor
their own protection toprevent "blockade breaking"
or unlawful manufacturing, and he urged the a,>-
pointment of committees to confer wiui Courrus-
sioner Rollins as to the (rue and fair Interpretation
of the law and to prevent all harassing and arbitrary
decisions, and alto to huvc the local officers com¬
pelled to enforce the law strictly without favoring
anybody. Mr. Porscb resumed and again insisted
that the movement towards a change In the law was
premature, but lie failed to convince a majorliy of
tboso present, and the propositions as presented by
Mr. Blum were generally acquiesced in.
On motion of Mr. sciiouski-., a committee was ap¬

pointed to prepare the draft of a circular to be sent
to the trade throughout the country, stating the In¬
jurious eiiects and injustice of the new law and call¬
ing lor the formatiou 'of similar societies to this
"union" in every Male, with a view of jointly influ¬
encing Congress for a change. The following were
appointed this committee:.Charles O. Olebel, ».
Mum, A. HcUorske, J. 11. G. Voiimera, Ueury M.
Ractn and Henry l'lctsch.
