But It Is said that General SJchcnek Is hi favor of
paying the war debt. Its there any man opposed to
paying tiie war debt that didn't oppose lite war debt
in the beginning? And why did .ic oppose the war
debt? Because without money the 'var conld not go
on. Because that without money wo were bound
band and foot to the enemy. Because without money
the neck of this nation was laid upon the block, aud
(he rebel slaveholder stood over the head of the na¬
tion. axe in hand, readv to siulte it off and scatter tlic
nation and divide It up into lragments, and he be
left in peace to enrrv on his iniquitous system of
slavery to the end of time, with all its horrid circum¬
stances. Show me a man or a newspaper that is op¬
posed to pairing this war debt tnat did not resist the
war from the beginning. Show me a man that Is in
favor of repudiating the debt of this nation that did
not pray, if he dared to pray to Almighty God at
all, that did not pray* against our armies; against
our victories: agalust our cause, Rnt, by the blessing
of God, the prayers or the wicked aval leth not. (Ap¬
plause.)
The prayers of good men, like our clergyman here,

who lifted up their voices to the l.oril God Almighty,
to girt) up every aim to save this nation as the last
hope of freedom, as the last hope of rell/ious liberty,
went op, arid these men turned to pra>ln*r, too. il.it
onr preachers ouiprcacliod theui. oiir soldiers »u:-
fought them, our generals oatgeneralled thetn and
they laid down their arms. (Applause.) But. way
not pay the war debt? Two reasons only can
be given:.One Is, that the war debt was
tne uteaus of overthrowing the rebel Ion. Next to
tlic brave courage of our soldiers, next to the bayo¬
net, next to the cannon, next to the sword, next to
the stout hearts that wielded them, and, above all,
the Lord w lio gave us victory, next to all these. I
say, was the war debt. No natlou can carry on a
war without money. The Bible tells us that who
goes to war mu.«t bear the expense. It was in olden
time as now. War requires public expenditure of
money.
Our public treasury had t»eeu left emDtv by tlio

thieves that were there before, anil the demands
upon It were greater than uny other government
could ever have met. Our government did just what
every ci\ iU/.od nation In the hour of its extremity
wouid do. It was compeUnd to ask for a loan of
money, we did not appeal to the Kothschllds and
Barings. We had no credit with them. The rebels,
with Klrijr Cotton, were »ll powerful. It Is
not gem rally known, perhaps, bnt it was
known in oillei.tl circles In Washington, that
a imu-e In London that had beeu dealing to
the extent of millions of dollars with our credit, be*
lieved our cause so hopeless that on the sacred Sab¬
bath day their agent presented to the head of the
Treasury Department a bill tor a small balnaoe that
was due them. A special nie?scnjfer was sent out
from Kngland to draw a small balance against us,
and so eager was lie, so confident that our govern¬
ment would be broken down, that be presented Tils
bill on the Sabbath day. (A voice."And took Con¬
federate bonds with It.'") You are right; they w. re
in alliance with the cotton Interest. The words "Co*.-
ton is King" rang through the land.
Be 1ore the war broke out it was procinmed by a

8011U1 Carolina senator that cotton Is king, ackn wl-
edging no government, acknowledging 110 Lord of
Hosts, but trusting to slavery and to cotton they pro¬
claimed to ail the earth that cotton Is knur, and for¬
eign agents were negotiating upon their stock of
c< 1tton at the very time when every bank In Loudon
was shut lu our faces. Our eovertiincnt then bor¬
rowed money from 1 s own citizens. Suppose It had
borrowed from Jew, or Grand Turk, or barbarian
Slates, or wherever they could get mono/. It was
borrowing money as at the list extremity. It was
as a poor man borrowing five do lars to save his
tiousi bold furniture from execution bv a hard credi¬
tor. It was a loan ma le lu our hardest extremity.
Kow. what do yon think of a man who troes to a

Mead, or a neighbor, or acquaintance, or stranger,
and mvs, "Here, I am in an extremity. My house¬
hold goods iye about to be taken from my wife and
Child"; or, "I want help in order to have bread tn ray
household ; loan me five dollars, or tea dollars, or
one hundred dollars. "And suppose the stranger, or
friend, or kins»n.in, or neighbor loans him money In
iiii* extremity, and ho then turns round »nd attempts
to < heat the creditor out of the debt, to clpttw Mm
nut uf the interest, or swindle him out of any por-
tionofthe piinipid of the debt. What would you
thills of such n. inanv (Voice."Not ranch.") Not
much. He would be kicked out of all decent society.
Well, this is precisely the way I understand this

It was made with some of you, perhaps: made with
