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Fobt Wallace, Kansas, Oct. 3, I8#n.
The opening of iho present Indian war ban been

attended bj one of tbe most daring, heroic and
decisive expeditions which have jet charac¬
terised oar Indian hostilities. Surrounded by
vastly superior numbers, without food and shelter,
¦Hob away from Quocor, starving, wounded and sick ,

tbe proud and merciless warriors of the rialns were
defeated by a little band who knew their only chances
of ltfe were In looking death In the face and contest-
log with htm the meed of victory. Tbe expedition
of Colonel Forsyth and his trusty band will ever be
remembered, and the annals of tne frontiers will net
fall to record their almost supernatural bravery. As
bo detailed account has been given of this he¬
reto achievement I will tell the story from
the scouts themselves, who are now lying here re¬

covering from their fatigues and preparing fur
another hunt after redskins.

TUB SCOUTING PABTT AMD ITS DIPABTCKI.
During the latter part of August Qeneral Sheridan

determined that a thorough scout of tbe country
lying towards the north, between the Smoky Hill
and the Republican Fork, should be made in order
ts detect the movements of the large body of Indians
who had committed the depredations and massacred
the settlers along the Solomon and the Saline. For
this purpose he directed that a body of scouts
should be organized. Betweeu forty and fifty picked
aien were selected. Host of them were old frontiers
Men and many veterans of the late volunteer army,
¦am* coming from forts Barker, Ellsworth, Hays
and Sheridan, and a few were men wno escaped tbe
massacre on the Solomon and the Saline. No
better body of men, in view of the hazardous
duty, was ever collected.hardy, muscular men,
¦©customed to every variety of exposure and
hardship, and a majority dead shots. At tbe earnest
solicitation of that gallant young officer, Brevet
Colonel George A. Forsyth was appointed to oom-
ntaud the party, and was accompanied by Lieutenant
VFeA. H. Beecher, of theThird Infantry, whose repu¬
tation as a scout was unequalled In the army. The
command aa organized comprised forty-six men.
The name which the party assumed was the Solo-

Men Avengers, In allusion to the massacre on that
stream. On August 27 the party left Fort Hays, the
point at which they were organised, and moved di¬
rectly north, crossing Big Creek, the mnddy branch
sf Solomon Fork and Prairie Dog creek, striking tbe
Beaver creek and thence south to Fort Wallace.
During the entire journey no Indians were seen, al¬
though several old trails and abandoned camps were
discovered. The country was filled with game and
the buffalo roamed over the plains in vast herds, aud

gave ^indication* that they had recently been
%. At Fort Wallace, this point, the party refitted, and,with the same officers and men, again started. It
was on the morning of September 10 that they
moved out of the Tort upon the open plain, towards
Bherldan, the terminus of tbe Union Paclflo Railway,
the Southern road. But a few days before a desultoryband of Indians bad visited the vicinity of Hberidau
and killed a Mexican, who was herding cattle. Tbe
trail of this party, which led to the north, was fol¬
lowed for a distance of thirty miles, but the Indians
sad disappeared. The next day, September 11,
Colonel Forsyth took Custer's old trail and campedthe same night on Tbickwo^d creek.

asrriNO on thk trail.
On September 12 a small war party of Indians was

discovered moving towards the settlements, but
were considered not worth following. Forsyth
therefore pushed en, reaching tbe Republican river.
Be crossed that stream, discovering a recent trail,
and the same night camped on the north fort of the
Republican.
The next day, September 18, the course was dne

north, following the windings of the north fork,
and by night again struck the Republican. Tbe
aext day tbe party struck a trail, which they fol¬
lowed for three days, reaching the Delaware fork of
the Republican.also called Bobtail Deer creek.
During this time no Indians were seen, bnt the indi-

. cations were growing more decided, showing that
they were approaching the Indian camp. Tbe trail
was broad and freshly made, and tbe plain was cov¬
ered with traces of an Immense number of animals
having passed that way.

SUDDXN APPEARANCS OF THI RKDSITNP.
On the morning of September 17, before the For¬

syth's had mounted, preparatory to leaving camp,
tne shouts of "Indians, Indians," were given by tbe
¦en. The scouts were Immediately ordered to pre¬
pare for action. About twelve of the savages ruBhed
upon the scouts, yelling fiercely, firing and waving
their blankets, with tne Intention of creating a
¦tampede of the stock. Seven animals were thus
driven off. The remainder were seized and retained.
Tbe scouts, after some brisk firing, drove the sav¬
ages back. Orders were now given to sad¬
dle the horses, but berore the command
was entirely compiled with the whole vidn;
Ky of tbe place suddenly swarmed with Indians.
The position occupied by the scouts was greatly ex¬
posed. Tbe valley was covered with a high glass, un¬
der cover of which the sharpshooters of the Indians
were enabled with comparative ssfety to approach
from all quarters within easy range or the scouts. In
tne middle of the Delaware fork, about twenty rods
distant, was an Island formed by the channels of the
river. At the time, as is the characteristic of the
majority of the Plains rivers at this season, onechan-

Kwas perfectly dry and tbe other had but a narrow
muI of water but a few lnohes in depth running

In It. The position, however, had the advantage or
an open space for some distance around it, and
under any circumstances of stealth the savages
could not get within twenty rods of tho position
Without being seen.
There was but one thing to be done and that was

for tbe scouts to abandon their dangerous and ex¬
posed ground and retire to the Island. The order
waa given, so closely had the savages pushed tbetr
advance line and so hurriedly was It necessarily ex¬
ecuted In order to avoid being overpowered or cut
off, that tbe few rations the men had were left on
the ground of the old camp; also about thirty pounds
of bacon and twenty pounds of salt. At the time the
Indians appeared theee few supplies, the last that
were on band, were about to be distributed, and the
Intention was to push on regardless of this threaten¬
ing scarcity of food, not wishing to return without
accomplishing something. Tho Indians csptured
these supplies and also one panier containing all the
Biedlcal supplies with the party.

PREPARATIONS FOR TBS F1SHT.
Upon reaching tho laland the scouts tied their

horses to a few stunted trees on tbe laiaud. The
men dismounted and were stationed about the
Inland, while a few to positions along its edge.
When the savages discovered themselves foiled in

lighting upon their own ground 260 young warriors
were dismounted to act as sharpshooters, while at
least 6oo veteran warriors under the direction of one
of their bravest chiefs made preparations to attack
tbe island. The mounted savages, their faces daubed
with war paint, disrobed themselves of all unless
trappings; their bodies were bare to the waist, tnelr
isrinngi and a clout about their loins alone covering
their nakedness; shields and arrows and qulvera
were Ibstened to their persons; and, their rifles In
band, they formed for a novel experiment in their
system of warfare.a 'direct charge. The old
chief at their head turned to address the savageband, the old men urged the young to
deeds of valor; the big mediolne man, who
beld the tribe nnder the Infatuation that
he had the power to charm their Uvea, rode aboot
the Held, beating bla drum, exclaimlug that "the
White man's bulieta*would melt before them." So
confident were ths savages of the capture of the be-
leagured band that the women and children were
bretight dowu to see ths conflict and began their
chants of victory. Some danced hideously upon tbe
surrounding hills; others crowded closely upon tbe
raar of the warriors, ready to follow them In tbe
work of blood and spoils.
These were breathless moments on tbe laland. Ths

day was bright and cheerful. More than 700 savagea,
mounted and on foot, waited upon the plain the sig¬
nal to launch themselves upon the sturdy forty-six
men whom they confronted. The anticipation of tbe
streams of blood about to run and the aoatps
to attest their heroism stirred the savage
breast to fury. A few Isolated shorn were flred. The
women chanted victory; tbe old men repeated the
days or their youth to excite the emulation of the
young; the medicine man. frantic with excitement,
shouted find beat bis drum; the chief, wltb tne-
claws of birds and animals, tbe coronet of feathers
and the eagle l>eak upon his head and ail tbe In¬
signia of command, nhoutcd; Instantly, with one
fierce, responsive shout, across the plain plunged
the. frantic warriors. From the Island came uot a
Whisper. With, yells and violent gesture* on came
the savage horde. The msdlcine man drummed and
shouted nls incantations; the chief looked tbe per-
senlfi'-ation of hellish design.

TBI INDIAN ATTACK AND RKFCtAt.
It was now nine o'clock In tlie morning. A

few moments broke tho stillness of the
Island. As the savage Hue cainc within range
tbe quick rifles of the scouts picked their men.
Suddenly a wall of Ore rose between the savage host
and the steady scouts. Many a warrior and horse
feu to i he dust. Furiously the savwes yelled re¬
venge. but their reply waa death. They quivered,
and for a moment astounded at the opposition,
halted, and In an instant staggered back. Within
ton feet of the advance scouts the savage dead and
wounded were lying. During the oharge the Indian
sharpshooters also poured In some heavy shots,
which fortunately were fired high or the havoc would
have i>een certain defeat to the scouts. In this or¬
deal of Are' and confnulon tbe little band
on the laland also suffered. About the first
perstm hit wss Colonel Forsyth, a ball
strtting htm la ths nppcr part of tlie
leg. He ekcialmed "l am snoti'' Not three min-
ntes Infer a »>»ii struck tbe lower pari of the left leg

s short distasse below tbe knee, producing a ocm-

poond fracture and breaking the bone. He eooll?
wtl'l, "I am shot again, and my leg is brokeu." Ap¬
parently tu the tame voile; Lieutenant Beecher was

wlijp'fc In the hkIo, the ball passiu? through and frac-
H"* Uw spine, from which he (lied. Doctor Moorow
w» shot in the head and died three days alter.
The three officers were now wounded two mor¬

tally. The Indiana, notwithstanding their losses,
were beut upon another attempt. Colonel Forsyth,
wootided as ha w«, continued tne ooiumaud, giving
his order* through Abner s. tjrover, or as he
U kuown aniouf his comrades, "Sharp (Jro-
ver." drover's experience, during and determi¬
nation lilted hiti for the desperate work still
to be executed. Orders were given to the
scout* to impixva the lull in the conflict
by digging rifle rota. Butcher and jAckkitivet* were

larged It suttlaeuty and then drew Colonel Foray h
Into It Here the Colonel remained suffering from
hia wound*, but constantly issuing ms ordera, wulcti
were promptly exerted by Ms trusty scout Urover.

ATTACK KB.NBWED AND UPFUIU.
The men were pntty well covered l>ehlnd the little

.and hill* they had thrown up, when the Indiana
itave signs of again attacking the island- The sav-
age leaders made the same efforts at lucltinir the
young warriors to annihilate the white men. The
women lent their encouraging word*. The chief,
from an elevation near the Island where be could i>e

^ hone, and with a bearing of
authority aud persuasion In his native tongue ad¬
dressed hia warriors. "Young warriors," said he,
'*® ,*r® many anu the whites are few. The white
bnllets are almost til gone. All now that is needed
u one more big run to uring the whites in."
The old men whooped at these words of the chief.

When partial quiet was restored drover, unilerstaud-
!n* "i?. h*niruage ahd what the chief had said, shout-

'o the chief, Hello, old fellow, what doyou think
nowf lhls is pretty tough, ain't lty" The chief,
soiuowhat surprised, looked in the direction of the
Island and replied, "Yon speak right straight "

meaning that the scjut was correct.
elf.Teu 1°'clock the savages were again ready

5^ w ^ shouting aud brandishing of weapons
dashed upon the isitud. The men, better protected,
were enabled to Are with greater precision. The
Indian Line again reeled, and the warriors dashed
back sullenly out of the reach of lire. Another
charge was made almost immediately, but In neither
did the savages dismay that determination evinced
in the first. They were evidently badly crippled.
The scouts fought as bravely as ever, losing two of
their number killed.

Falling u> accomplish their purpose the savages
commenced firing upon the horses aud mules tied to
the trees. This was a question of time, as It was
dangerous to got within too close range for tear of a

pullet from the Island. Early in the afternoon the
last animal was shot down and as he fell a young
warrior Jumped up and shouted with an air of satis¬
faction and lb good English, "There, their last d.d
horse is gone."
Between two and three o'clock a large body of the

Indians 'renewed the attack in their own style of
warfare, riding around the Island In a circle, each
time coming nearer and firing or dropping them¬
selves behind their horses as opportunity or neces¬
sity sesmed to dictate. This was the last hostile
demonstration in force for the day. Firing from the
sharpshooters, however, kept up until eigbt o'clock
in the evening.

.ntfjjjff?1.*®.1 * Fo«Jth found his situation to be
fm/thinff but cheering. The savtured were hi ill
around him. Himself was wounded, his lieutenant
dead and his surgeon barely alive, two men had
been killed and seventeen were wounded. He was
without transportation and almost out of food.
There was but one thing ty be done, that was to
get messengers through to Fort Wallace. This was

a last act of desperation, and to attempt its execn-
£>n. *7° experienced young scouts, Stlllwell and
Jrudeu, volunteered. fcrawTing off the Island, with
nothing but their trusty rifles with them, they were
soon lost in the darkness. Those who remained
now prepared for a siege. The pockets of the sad¬
dles on the horses were searched aud all the ammu¬
nition brought In. More substantial sand defences
were thrown up. The night was warm ana pleasant,
the wounded were comparatively easy.
During the night, in the stillness of the air, from

the savage camp the songs of victory were heard
toned to the mournful strains of sorrow. The dead,
who were the evidences of the disasters of the day
were receiving the last offlces of the llvlug and the
wounded and dying received the tokens of commis¬
eration and sympathy.On the following morning, September 18, at the
dawn of day, the savages came dashing toward the
island, in flie evident anticipation that the white
men had left during the night, a well directed vol¬
ley, In addition to teaching them the contrary, occa¬
sioned several redskins to bite the dust as a conse¬
quence of their temerity. During the day two wells
were sunk which afforded water. The next thing
was something to support life until aid could be had
from the fort, at least eighty miles off. There was
now scarcely a pound of food left, and that day was
sure to see the last morsel consumed, and poor pros¬
pect ahead. The savages were still present. During
the day there was some sharp shooting, bul no one
hurt, as the sandworks were a complete protection.
The same night It rained heavily, which caused great
suffering among the wounded.
0n .¥e * few savages were seen peeping

over the tills, but a few shots drove them off.
About three o dock In the afternoon twenty-
flve warriors appeared on . hill opposite the
Island bearing a white flag. Orders were given
to shoot the fliat person wflo came within range
One of the men shouted out to keep toff; "this is no
Indian peace communion." The object the savages
protended to have was to carry off three of their
dead who were lying upon the Island. When they
discovered they oouid not take advantage in this
way they retlrejl. s

TO* KXTKRAT OF TH» SAYAORB,
It was evident that the savages bad enougn of the

light, and firing liavlng ceased several of the scouts
made a reconuolssance to the old camp. Here thev
found some coffee pots and out of the sand picked a
few grains of coffee. This was like a gift of some
benevolent spirit who seemed to watch over the de¬
voted band. Fires were made out of the Indian
arrows lying around, and a refreshing stimulant of
oo(Tee was given to the wounded, whlcu seemed to re¬
fresh their energies and gave a new lease of strength
to endure their privations and sufferings. Fires
were also, built In the trenches, and the scouts, as an
alternative between starvation or horseflesh, cutfrom
the dead animals lying around large quantities of
meat, which they Jerked after the fashion of the
Indians, and thus secured a supply of food for seve¬
ral days.
The same night two more messengers were sent to

seek relief. These men were Donovan aud Plyly
While the scouts were preparing against an enemy
more powerful than the red man, the death wall of a
few lndlaa women was sgain heard, home otlter
warrior dying of ills wounds had gone to the happy
hunting ground.

sirrrraiNos of tor rand.
Four days had passed. A few shots were exohanged

with a party left to watch the movements of the
scouts. The main body of the Indians had now re¬
tired, The well men having now some respite In the
danger* by which they had been surrounded turned
their attention to the care of the wounded men. The
wounds, which bad become very painful from ne¬
glect, were rudelr dressed. Soup was made for them
and the little coffee sull left was also served. A
shelter was constructed which protected them from
the wluiis. on the 21st two Indians were seen at a
distance. The scoots occupied themselves In col¬
lecting saddles and bridles so as to have then readv
for transportation when relief came.
On the Xid the wounds of the men commenced to

.bow signs of protracted neglect. Maggots Infested
them and premonitory signs of mortification set In.
To render the situation of the party Mill worse, the
presence of the dead animals abont the island was
grown intolerable. The sixth day had come, anj
still no relief. The Jerked horse meat was well nigh
exhausted. I'nder this trying situation the com¬
manding officer called his men aroand him. He told
them they knew their situation; that there were
those who were helpless, bot ihey must not expect
aid too soon. It might be difficult to get to the fort,
or there might be some mistake in lindiug the way
The men were as true as when thev started, and
they resolved upon remaining together and await
relief or starve.
On the seventh day the Jerked horse meat was out.

The animals from which they had taken their supply
were now a mass of corruption. There was no slter-
natlve. What la aot preferable to the insidious
march of such a death. Hunger is a great sharpener
of appatlte, but starvation has no bounds to the
limits of Its oravings. From the remains of the horso
strips of putrid meat were taken and eaten. The
.Act of this offensive diet was nauseating. An
effort was made to improve the flavor by pourtag
gunpowder upon it, but with no remit. The meu
allayed hunger a* far a* possible in this revolting
way. and trusted with a last hope for sucoor before
their isst streagth was gone.
0n ,h.e .,or"ln* of September u the snn rose with

unusual brightness, and the solitary plain, receding
in ail directions, seemed to possess unusual interest.
Across its dim distances the eyes or the utue band
wandered, wondering what the next moment might
bring to view. Towards nlna o'clock several dark
moving objects were dlM ernlblr on the horlron. The
question was, were they savages or the messengers
of relief.

RH.iar AT SAND.
As time Wnrre on Brevet Lieutenant Colonel L. H.

Carpenter, Assisiant Burgeon Fitzgerald, United
Slates army, accompanied by the second scout.Don¬
ovan.who was sent out for relief and thirty men,
could bo seen approaching, aud as Uiey discovered
the little party dashed ahead at the top (.peed of their
animals and were soon In the midst of thoss who
saw in their presence the first ray to cheer the termi¬
nation of thslr sufferings.
Tha next day Hrevut Colonel H. c. Tlankhead

arrived from Port Wallace with an shundatn e of
supplies for the wounded and well. Colonel Brlsbin,
Second cavalry, also reached the camp.
As soon as the more immediate wants of the ra¬

il* v<d scouts were satisfied aud the wounded had
their wounds temporarily dressed. Colonel Rank-
head assumed command and commenced the home¬
ward march. The severely wounded were put Into
smliulanc.es, and those slightly, as well as the well
who could not he remounted, were plsred In wagons.
Several days march without an e\ent worthy of
note found the rescued and the rescuers safely hack
at Fort Wallace.

Interestlag letter frvm Brmhln.
fJeuerai Brfrbin, writing to a friend In St. Louis,

under due Hnpte ruber a, aay*:.
I pot bere ttiln ' forenoon, After it ino*t fatiguing

inarch by daj and niptit. By order of oeneral T»r»«l-
lej, we preaaed forward to the relief of Colonel For-
.yth, of uaneral HUarnian'a itatr, whu waa sur¬
rounded by Indiana on the morning of the 17th Hint.
He tella me that, as fee wa* at breakfaat on tbat
morning, about a doeen Indiana auadeniy charged
through hi* ramp. *tainpeding and captnrlnp *ev«n
feaad of horaea. lb a few uiontaa afwiwaxd* a large

body of savages, dressed with feather* and painted
tor war, were seen coming down a ravine on hla
left. Having a bad position, Colonel Forayth fell
back a few hundred yards to a little island in Dry
creek, where the iuou began throwing np sand
breastworks with their bands. Before, however,
they could make auy shelter, fully ttoo warriors
charged them, and killed all their horses and
several men. The Indians fell back a little
way after the first charge, and the Indian
women and children appeared on the lull,
chanting the war song, dancing, clapping their
bauds. and apparently encouraging the warriors to
renew the attack. The Indian* evidently intended
to make a Fort Phil Kearny affair of it and the
mos* skilful and determined 'lighting only prevented
them from killing every man in Colonel Forsyth's
command. Colonel Forsyth fell at the first Are, re¬
ceiving a ball In the right thigh, and one in the left
leg, breaking it below the knee. Two companies of
Indian Dog soldiers presently advanced to the at¬
tack, supported by three hundred warriors, princi¬
pally Sioux and Cheyenne*. For two hours the
battle raged with great fury, the Indians charging
the little xand breastworks repeatedly. Hundreds
would dash np ou ponies, and having got near the
works suddenly throw themselves off on the

Eound, lire and sneak away in the tall grass. Find-
g they could not carry the works by charging, the

hills and raviues were tilled with sharpshooters, aud
then Indians on horses would ride through the Tort
in a circle to attract the atteutlon of the besieged,
and as they raised up to Are, ludUn sharpshooters
would pick them oft
By noon on the first day the Indian women

changed their war song to wailing for the dead, and
one woman was heard exclaiming, "On, my child!
my child!" The battle lasted all <lny, Lieutenant
Beecher, Fifth United States infantry, being mor¬
tally wounded by a ball in the back and dying a few
hours afterwards in great agony. Before he died he
repeatedly begged to be snot and put out of his
misery, while attempting to drtvs the wound of
Colonel Forsyth Dr. Moore received a shot in the
head, fell and expired almost lustantly. On the
night of the 17th Colonel Forsyth sent out two scouts
with directions to gel through to Fort Wallace if

Sosaibie aud secure assistance. They found watoh-
res on all the hills, but by crawling ou their hands

and knees aud travelling only at night they on the
filth day reached Fort Wallace, 110 miles distant. Gen¬
eral Sheridan ordered neither money nor horseflesh
to be spared In rescuing Colonel Forsyth and his men.
Coionel Carpenter, Tenth United States cavalry, at
once started with a company, and Colonel Bankhead
set out with one hundred men from Wallace. General
Bradley nor blmseir knew anything of the affair until
the evening of the 2Ath, when a scout reached us,
aud 1 immediately saddled Max's and DoneV com¬

panies, tieooud United States cavalry, and started
for the scene, fifty miles distant. At three o'clock
this morning 1 met Colonel Bankhead, who was
marchlhg with all his might for Forsy'h. At teu
o'clock a scout met us and told us that Colonel Car¬
penter had reached Forsyth yesterday.
The attack was made on the nth, and on the l«th,

19th, 20th and 'ilst there was fighting. Forsyth t>ad
with him sixty men, all scouts, hardy frontiersmen,
who fought desperatelg, killing and wounding manyof tho Indians. After the first day Colonel Forsyth
subsisted his men on horse meat. Colonel Carpenter
found them eating putrid meat, and in a tumble
condition, the woutmed having been eight days
without food or medical attendance. To-day we are
burying the dead and caring for the sick and
wounded. Dead Indians lay within fifteen feet of
the breastworks, and the stench from their swollen
and bloated bodies and the dead horses is terrible.
Out of the sixty men in the fight Colonel Forsyth
lost five killed and sixteen wounded. The bodies of
all oor dead are too much decomposed to be re¬
moved. Colonel Forsyth Is doing well and will
recover. This Is the hardest Indian fight we have
bad for years, and reflects great credit on all en¬
gaged. Coionel Forsyth revalued command of his
men all the time, lying on his back and giving or¬
ders. To-morrow we will remove the wounded to
Fort Wallace. The Indians lost a Chejeune and
Sioux chief. The Sioux also lost their great medi¬
cine man, whose drum and shield were captured by
Colonel Carpeuter. ......

I
Brevet Major General Georur W. Getty, Command¬
ing District of New Mexico (through Major General
Sheridan, Commanding Department of the Mis¬
souri).
General The joint resolution of both Houses of

Congress, approved July 27, ms, embodied In Gene¬
ral orders, No. 09, from the Headquarters of the
Army, Adjutant General's office, under date of
August 14, 1888, das already been sent you, and is
again herewith enclosed. By this resolution I am
authorized and requested to use the most efllcleut
means my Judgment will approve to reclaim
from peonage the women and chudren of the Navajo
Indians now held In slavery In the territory ad¬
jacent to their homes, and the reservation on which
the Navajo Indians have been confined. By the four¬
teenth amendment to the constitution of the United
states no peison can be held as a slave in any part
of the United States; but as the language of this reso¬
lution is restricted to the "women ana children" of
the Navajo Indians, I infer that the Navajo men re¬
strained of tiielr liberty, either as slaves or as peons,
have full protection under a former law, and are
construed as perfectly able to take care of them¬
selves without our assistance: but that the women
and children so held as slaves, or as peons, need
the friendly assistance of the officers of our govern*
ment.

I am not lawyer enough to say how far the
steps to carry ont this act of Congress, ap¬
proved by my "judgment" and executed by my
military subordinates, should override the local
laws and customs of New Mexico; but inas¬
much as New Mexico and Colorado are Territo¬
ries of the United States, and Congress has the
constitutional power to make "all needful rules and
regulations respecting the Territory or ether property
of the United States," 1 infer that my power is suffi¬
cient, and that you inay proceed to execute the in¬
structions herein set forth, and abouid resistance
occur In any case consult the United States District
Attorney, if at hand, or report the case for mj spe¬
cial consideration.

In the first place convey to the Navajoon them¬
selves the substance of fnls laW, and of our pur¬
pose to execute it In a spirit of fairness to theiu
and In Justice to the women and children afffected.
If they as a tribe, or any or them in their private ca¬
pacities, wish to search for missing women or chil¬
dren supposed to be held In bondage, you may per¬
mit them to make search and provide for it out of
the moneys held by you on account of the Navajo
nation.

in like manner if yon know or learn of the where¬
abouts of such women or children, or If any officer of
your command obtain such knowledge, you or they
may act In the nsture of guardian to such women or
children till they make election to remain where
they are or to renoin their tribe. In which c«se you
may provide for their removal out of the money held
by you as described.

ir any woman be married away from her tribe,
she should be permitted to have free < hoice or ac¬
tion. If unmarried and held as a servant, the offi¬
cer should explain to her her rights under the law
and leave her free to choose, satisfying hluiseif that
she receives wages and understands her true tost-
tion. »

If children, male or female, under the usual a«o«
of manhood or womanhood, fx- held a* slaves, peons
or servant*, tliey should be deal: with according 10
their ag<' and Intelligence. ir old .n<>uifii to ronn a
reasonable judgment of tlielr own Inwrest*, theyahoald be allowed to choose their own course; but If
too young or too obtuae the officer should himself
judge or their true Interest*. If on Inquiry th'ir
parenta can be found and If they claim the reatitu
tlon of their children, sach restitution muni be made
without rorther question.
When children are heM not a# aiaies, peona or

servants, tint at achool or in good families with ibe
nanal care of other children, with reasonable cer¬
tainty of being improved In tbelr condition, the cane
abouid be apecially reported to you, and you maytake from tbe person or persons lo charge of such
cilld or children an obligation to educate and rear
them to maturity, with toe right then u> reloiti tlielr
tribe If no Inclined. In this caoc you should furnish
the party or partlea so holding tne child or children a
written permit to be tbelr warrant for so holding the
child, and ahouid report the caso to the agent of tbe
Navajoes, that the knowledge thereof may reach the
parenta and cblefi of the tribe and tbeir cowwnt if
possible obtained.

It may be well ror you to give publicity to tbla In
New Mexico, In Knglisb and npauish. and to feuest
all parties holding women and children supposed to
lie of Navajo origin, to give prompt not'ee thereof to
the nearest cotuinaudlug officer, or to youraelf, thai
the r.aa»> may lie at once examine*! Info ana decided.

All expeuaes arising under this order you may
charge to tbe appropriation of $joo,ooo for the bene-
01 of the Navujoes, suttlecl to your contro,. (KM
the agent ahonid consent to allow the expanses to
come out of tbe appropriation of $1A0,U00 ror the re¬
moval of the Navajoee, which wan clearly intended
to cover the case.

instructions please communicate the same to me ror
ntv consideration, and after n reasonable time re¬
port u> me your acta under this letter tbat I may
communicate the same to the Congress of the Cnued
States.

In tbe
progress of the cross-examination of Margaret Wink¬
ler, tbe Uerman domestic in tbe Gamble family, much
was adduced that contradicted her testimony on the
direct examination. While she was upon the
atand her examination was temporarily suspended
in order to give one l)r. R. Bogert, a nephew of Jus¬
tice tiojrert, an opportunity to testify to the
contents of a bottle which he furnished tbe pros¬
ecution and was shown Margaret Winkler the pre¬
vious evening, which she recognized as looking like
and smelling like the liquid given to Mrs. Gamble by
Mr. Gamble the Saturday preceding her death. The
defence proved by Dr. Bogert that In the presence of
himself, the court interpreter, Mr. Elchoff, and the
counsel of the prosecution Margaret Winkler
had been questioned about the contents of this same
bottle before she testified to its alleged similarity in

smell and color to the liquid she saw and assisted
Mr. Gamble In giving the deceased woman, and this

in contradistinction to Margaret Winkler's testimony
that neither before nor during her exami¬
nation had she ever said anything to any¬
body or anybody said anything to her, or in
her hearing or in her presence, regarding the
color or smell of the liquid drank. In addi¬
tion to her testimony, Margaret Winkler was
the cause of some considerable excitement imme¬
diately after tbe adjournment of tbe court, as before
she could leave the room after her examination had
rested, constable Demurest, of New City, Rockland
county, stepped up to her and arrested her on the
charge of larceny, the execution of the warrant in
bis possession being purposely stayed until she

The many harrowing circum¬
stances in which individual* were placed, the heart¬
rending manner in which they met with death,
the many self-sacrificing efforts to rescue people
from impending destruction, will undoubtedly All
many a page of history and give food to tho
Imaginative Held of romance. Always contributing
in so far as It lies In the power of the press to tne
sources of history and to a truthful account of the
events of these tremendous visitations of nature on
the South American coast, the following experience
of an eye-witness of the destruction of the city of
Arlca, in Peru, is published from the statements as
made by htm at the Hxhaui office yesterday, it
will be recollected that the city of Arlca was entirely
destroyed.that mummies, who had been hid in the
rooky cllffH for, probably, more than a thousand
years, were suddenly exhumed, or rather exposed
to the eye, and that It was here where the two
American vessels-of-war, the Wateree and tbe Pre-
donia, came to grief, and that a Peruvian Iron-clad,
the America, and a merchant vessel, the Chanar-
sUla, were also lost.

Tula belief
laHtcil only a moment, fur the thumieriuir approach
cf a heavy sea bore was soon noticed, ami a minut*
alterward* & nea wall of perpendicular heigtit. to tn«
extent of from forty-two to fort.v-dve feet w.tsseea
approaching. capped on the top with a fringe of
bright, glistening roam.wb ch had been mix: iken for
the tinwn of quiet. This bore of the sea struck the
Fredonia first, the Cbanarsilla next, then the Ameri¬
ca, with inch force that these vessels were roiled
over like top* and they were almost broken up'into fragments. The force of this watery torment,
may be judged from the fact that the screw of the
America, weighing two tons, and the beav.v compo¬sition niern po*ts were broken otT and neither of
them were seen any more. The Wateree wan al*o
struck and her paddle box and storerooms on thestarboard side completely taken away in a second of
time. The Wateree owed It to her lightdraught that sue was uot utterly destroyed,for as soon as struck she had water
enough to float and righted again. Four morn
waves or bores came after this, but were neither of
such force nor so heavy as the first. After th«
second wave nothing was seen of the other vessels
for a time. But once the America hailed the Wateree
for assistance to save the oitieers ami crew, when
another wave came and the America, lying on the
side, with her deck to the sea, it swept off a largenumber of the persons on board, of whom twenty
men and a few officers were picked up by tha
Wateree. The Fredonla was ail broken up and In
the morning nothing but floating unn>er could be
seen of her. Two men of the Fredonla had lashed
themselves to the stem, and at dawn the stem wan
seen firmly grounded In a perpeudicular position on
the beach, the two men alive and still bo.ind to It.
They were taken off and brought to this clt> , where
they are now well cared for.
As Instances of tbo force of the current rustling

upon the chorea, our informal stated that the heavy
columbiads mounted on the ba%ry of San Jose, about
two miles north or A rlca, wc4 washed away and
carried a distance of Irotu five tw six hundred yard*:
the heavy Iron columns of the Custom House ut
Arica, about two tons in weight, were strewn about
within a distance of a thousand yards Horn the
building.
Other interesting details were also told by the same

gent leman. At one place of the coast the sloping
mound of earth was washed away by the current to
the extent of about loo feet, laying bare the almost
perpendicular side of a rock, into which had been
hewn niches, and In each niche wa* found a well pre¬
served Feruvian mummy, one of which has been
brought to this country to be added to the collection

of curiosities In the Smithsonian Institution at Wash¬
ington. A Madame Alleo left Artca the morning oi
the earthquake on horseback and was overtaken on
the road by the first shock. The ground opened be¬
neath her, the horse sinking and burying her up to
the hip. The loose sand ol the soli saved her, and
fourteen hoars later she was rescued without injury.A ouster of Dr. Bllllnghurat, of iqulque, was In the
alto, or wooden balcony, In the upper pai l of (he
house, with tne doctor's two children. The lower
part, built of stone and adobe, wus carried away by
the water, while the wooden structure floated out to
the sea, when, two days after, they were picked up
by a steamer of the British facillc Navigation (k>tn.-
pany, fifty miles from shore. The doctor and tke
rest of his family all perished.
From the l.'tth to the 10th the shocks continued

with comparative short Intermissions, and their re¬
currence gradually lessened, and when our informant
left the sue of Arica, on the 29th of August, none
were felt on that day. The survivors of the Inhabit¬
ants of the town lived on the hills In tents, which
presented a picturesque appearance, being built of
calicoes of all shades and patterns, of blankets, old
skirts and the like. The stench from decomposed
human and animal remains was almost Insufferably
and a number had been burned, and oijjy 420 were
burled up to the date left. A disposition being mani¬
fested by some of the natives to rob and plunder.
Captain UllJls, of the Wateree, offered to protect
the property, and on the 14th of August he even or¬
dered to have two or three shots fired at the roblwrw;
but the prefect of the district declined to accept nu
assistance, and after that the natives came from the
Interior with long trams of mules to carry off the
plunder.
