the elections on Tuesday. The consequence 16 that
when the actual result becomes known it will be
discovered that It was ever discounted and the
premium will react upward. It I8 needless to say
that the same men are “bearing” gold now who were
*“bulling” it at 150, and that no changes of & material
oharacter have occurred in the meantime to cause
4this wide fluctuntion. There was nothing to justify
the advance to that point, and there has been little
eluce beyond speculation to produce the de-
cline, Both the rise and the full have proved
disturbing to trade and s grave publie evil by un-
seiting values, and the only galners have been
the speculators, who would like nothing better than
to be able to cause o len per ccot Auctuation in gold
every day, It is a mistake to snppose that the inter-
ests of the country are any more promoted by s
specalative fall in the preminm than by s épecuiative
mise, for both are temporary and equally damaging
o the business community, who require stability in
the swndard of values, without which trade becomes
no less huzardous than speculation. Itis po sign
that the public eredit has improved because the pre-
mium i8 nearly twelve per cent lower than it waa
three months ago, and it affords no evidence that It
will not be a8 1mnch higher in three months to come,
supposing that any disturbing element 1s at work,
eltier at home or abroad, in the meantime. The
customs recelpts al the port during the week slightly
exceeded $2,760,000, or but little more than the aver
age loss of specie by the olty banks. There was an
actual borrowing demand for coln from the bears
And rales favored the lender.
