A rainy morning threw a damper over tlie spirit*

of the turfmen congregated in this city, and feara
were entertained that tlie trotting would have to be
postponed tor the day, but at ten o'clock a change
in the weather took place, and In a short time the
crowd began to move towards Cranston, The at¬
tendance, notwithstanding the gloom, waa large.
The track was in very fair condition, the rain at
Narraganset Park not having been so heavy aa In
the town. Three trots were on the card. The first for
horses t hat never beat three minutes,which had closed
with twenty-five entries; the second for boraea that
had never beaten two mlnutea and twenty-seven
seconds, which closed with ten entriea, and a trot for
horses that had never beaten two minutes and
thirty-four seconds. In the first trot fonr came to
the post.Frank Booth, Bep, Shawmut and Prank.
Tnis was a great disappointment to many who were

induced to attend to witness a trot in which so many
borsea were to start together,

A horse show, or rather a series of contests with
fast nags for premiums offered by the Agricultural
and Horticultural Society of Westchester county,
came off at the Fair grounds near White Plains yes¬
terday afternoon.
The first trot was free to ail horses that had never

beaten three minutes prior to September 1, mile
heats, best three in five, in harness. Premium.First
horse, |6o; second horse, $25.

J. W. Williams entered black mare Mary Williams.
J. L. Byder entered bay gelding Lantern.
L. Daniels entered bay gelding Sting.
J. Vincent entered black horse Billy Wallace.
J. Butler entered bay horse J. Butler.
Peter Namee entered bay gelding Unknown.
The two first heats were won by Lantern in 2:43.

Sting won the third und fourth heats in 2:42 and 2:44
respectively. On the fifth heat Unknown came in
first, but owing to some alleged unfairness on the
part of the driver Sting was declared the winner of
the heat in 2:42 ana of the race. Billy Wallace took
the second prize. Between the third and fourth
heats Bome one cut the cord which fastened a blanket
to the seat of the sulky drawn by Lantern, so that
when passing round the corner the blanket dropped,
whereupon one of the drivers complained that
Lantern had not carried the prescribed weight. The
latter, therefore, refrained from further contest, not¬
withstanding his first prospect of winning the race.
The second race was f.ee for all runniug horses,
mile heats, best two in three; prizes $30 to first aud
(20 to second horse.

The Fourth Ward Registration Difficulty.
fflcCorc&n'a Name Entered on the ItcKfetry
ltolls.A Precedent for Ohstreperoua or

Ignorant Iimprrton.
Yesterday morning the case of the People of the

State of New York on the relation of Joseph MeCor-
gan against George A. Morris and others, Inspectors
of Kegistration of the Fifth district of the Fourth
ward, came before Judge Cardozo, at supreme
Court, Special Term, yesterday morning. 011 the re-

turn of the writ of mandamus granted on Tuesday.
As reported In yesterday's Herald, the respondent
Morris, had declined. In his otllclal capacity, to ad¬
mit the name of McCorgan, the applicant for regis¬
tration, on the rolls. Morris, who is a republican
and a lawyer. Insisted that McCorgan, who was uat-
rallzed October » and applied to be registered on the
13th, was not entitled to registration unless he had
been naturalized at least ten days previously.
McCorgan, through his counsel. Abraham R. Law¬

rence, Jr., and Assistant District Attorney llutch-
lugs. on the same day presented the matter l<efore
the Supreme Court, and upon McCorgun's ailiUavlt
setting forth the Tacts Judge Cardozo granted a writ
of peremptory mandamus requiring tho respondents
to receivc and duly register the relator's (McCur-
gan's) name and to .make return of their execution
of the command before Hie court yesterday morning.
The respondent, Morris, appeared yesterday morn¬
ing, and after a brief discussion of no material Im¬
portance the court allowed an adjournment until
three octock In the afternoon, to enable Morris to
amend his return to the writ.
At three o'clock the amended return was pre¬

sented to the court and Hied, and in it Morris set
forth that he acted in good iaith in excluding the re¬
lator's name, basing hut action In the matter on two
sections of the statute which had never yet been
judiciously construed, and that the relator's name
had now been Inserted on the lists of registry.
I'pon Judge Cardozo becoming aware <>r this state

of facts he reudeied the following decision, limit
gratifying the reiiactory inspector bjr placing"*
judicial construction'' on the sections of the statute
referred to '. 1 have looked into the papers in this
matter. It is evident from the return that it was not
the intention of the Registers to do any wrong.they
simply uiiniook the law. H was not necessary that
the appln an shomd have l>een a citizen for any par¬
ticular length of time when he sought to have his
name registered. It Is enough that he was a citizen
then. He must be a citizen for ten davs when he
oners to vote, but luat is a matter that l»eioag* to the
Inspectors of ttlccllon to look to when the vote is
offered. The Keglsters having compiled with the re¬

quirements of tho nianuamus, and not having been
guilty of any wilful wrong, the matter is ended, and
there will is? no further proceedings on the writ."

It is but fair to state that William Harris and Joseph
Elliott, two ol the inspectors, were willing to have
McCorgan's name registered when lie applied
originally, and that Morris and l'atrlck Mack were
the two who declined to register It.

CRIME IN FRANCE.
From a recent statistical return in France it ap¬

pears that on the 31st of December, 1807, there were
I,010 convicts in the galleys at Toulon. During the
year of 1867 1,12* fresh convicts were entered against
1,700 that were removed. Of the 1,010 convicts there
were t>85 condemned for various periods, and 131 for

a aril tabor for life. The crimes of the convicts are
divided as follows: 465 were condemned for theft,
1«7 for murder, 112 for rape, with violence, 40 for
assassination. 45 for Incendiarism, 10 false coiners,
10 for poisoning, 5 for cutting and stabbing, 8 for
parricide, 2 for fraudulent bankruptcy, 1 for bigamy,

l for military crime and 138 for combinations of vari¬
ous crimes; 561 were single, 377 married and 70 wid¬
owers; 528 could neither read nor write, 318 could
read and write Imperfectly, 170 were well educated
and ft had a superior education. The trades and
professions were divided as follows:.'273 gardeners
or farm laborers, 151 laborers, 38 servants, 37 shoe¬
makers, 23 drivers or coachmen, 19 herder?, itf
bakers, 10 clerks, 48 fl.shermeu or sailors, 41 weavers.
24 tailors, Ac.; 731 were Catholics, 260 Mahometans,
28 Protestants, 3 Jews and 2 iiiiidels.
