The death knell of i iVe prize ring lu this country

Urns at lenglh pealed 'forth In unmistakable sounds,
and perhaps the man,'y anxiously awaiting the result
.f the grind glatllato.rlal contest will regret to learn
that the heroes of W ie hour are safely caged within
the wal.s of a prlac.n without having tested their re-

.pectlve merits, tlhagrlii lias now supplied the place
of expectation, and while every sjieotatoi admired
the brief exhibition of gameness of the combatants,
few quitted t'.e scene or action without reclines of
sincere regret. Tor it was the unanimous opinion of
all present ttyit had the police not made their ap¬
pearance a more determined battle would not
have been registered In ihe records of the
ring. Ktitt resting under the influences oi

pri!VlouB<l*<*ptions, the many who had congregated
-within tt*e limits of Lynnfield were, up to the last
moment, doubtful lest the contestants ny accident
should tiot appear; but when, amid the assembled
congregation of those who had come far to witness
the engagement, two castors were successively shied
Into t!ie ring a reelirg of excitement ran through the
trow) scarcely equalled by that even Incident to
the international contest between lleenan and
Bayers.

It is unnece ssary to recapitulate the various clr-
snmstances prior to this engagement. The public
Lave been pretty well informed upon all matters
yelative to the proposed fight between the two com¬
petitors for the championship, and while during the
whole course of events the gravest suspiciou as to
sincerity has Justly been aroused, not a few will
feel extremely disappointed at the Inglorious
term. nation of a contest that, for the short time it
lasted, gave evidence of Deing perhaps the most
brilliant pugilistic encounter that has taken place for
years. Without further dilating upon possibilities
It would be well to procced with a description of the
men:.

BIOGRAPHIES OK TI1B MEN.
Josfpu Wohmai.d Is a native of Poplar, In the East

End of London. lie Is In Ins Twenty-sixth year,
stands six feet in height and usually fights at about
IfiO pounds. lie was brought out by Jack Hicks, a
noted light weight of that place, and or him
matched ogalnst a darky rejoicing in the
title of Jeui Mace's Wolf. The light came
otr on the -Oth of May, 1863, and lasted four
hours and tweuty-tlve minutes, during Which time
lis rounds were fought, when darkness came on and
tin; referee stopped the affair, both men being ter¬
ribly punished. The fight was not renewed. After
this battle Mace was so pleased with Wormald that
he entered into arrangements with him to travel
with a circus and set-to together, which proved of
great advantage pecuniarily. Wormald was next
matched against Andrew Marsden for £100 a side;
but his backers forfeited £80 rather than run the risk
of losing £100, owing to Joe not taking proper care
.f himself. This led to a rupture lietween Wor-
mnld's backers and himself, and to punish lum Hicks
¦latched George lies, of Bristol, against linn, a no¬
vice six feet one and a half Inches high, weighing
17.% lbs. This Hine, although very neglectful in his
training, Wormald was lucky enough to knock Ilea
.tit of time after lighting twenty-four rounds lu two
hours and eight minutes. Tnis tight came off June
IS, 1H04, and was for £26 a side. Tills led to auother
Butch with Mai-sdru, which was for £200 a side aud
the champion's »>elt, which Heenau aud layers
fought for. In thin afTalr Wormald was the victor in
eighteen rounds, lasting but thirty-seven minutes.
The fight took place on the 4th of January, lWtf,
Which event made Joe Woruiald champion of Eng¬land. Mace, getting Jealous of his quondam friend
and fellow traveller, lu the endeavor to retrieve his
.ri<u<M.u:i, losr in ttie match with Joe Coburn,
which was to have taken place in Ireland on. the
4th of October, 18M. cnalienged Wormald forthe
belt and £200, but here Wormald again showed
t<> bad advantage by forfeiting £120 to the scientific
Mace, on the loth of September, is««, owing to a
mrlotis Illness brought on by various kinds of ex¬
cesses. He was then matt lied against O'/laldwln, and
the latter not appealing at the appointed place to

Edward O'Baldwin is a native of Waterford, Ire-
tend. twenty-sli years of age, stands six feet seven
lucbes In his stockings and weighs 203 pounds. He
fc Known as the "Irish Olant," and on his first ap¬
pearance crested anj thing but a favorable itupres-
.ion, Andrew Marsden laying htm out In three
rounds, lasting exactly three mluntea and thirty
seconds, for £M> a side, October 21, 1863. The giant's
.ecoud trial proved a far different affair, for on

{hla occasion the great O'Baidwln defeated George
lee after a game and decisive battle of three
rounds in Arty-seven minutes, for £M a side,
on February l», 18'Kt. As will be perceived, Wor.
maid has fought and defeated both of O'Buldwln's
opponents. The great Hibernian's third engagement
Was In auother trial with Marsden on the 26th of
April, 180*1, for £100 a side, when O'Baidwln turned
.he tables and conquered the Englishman In eleven
rounds, lasting but sixteen minutes, terminating In

a general onslaught with bottles, stonea and clul*
.u the Irishman by the "Nottingham roughs, " who
never dreamed of their man losing. O'Baidwln Im¬
mediately afterwards came out with a challenge to
flgbt either Mace, Wormald or Marsden for fToiu £200
to £6oo a side and the champion's belt. Previous to his
second meeting with Marsden the Celt also challenged
Jem Mace for *1,000 a side. It was not until after
tne battle, however, that particular attention waa
paid to his challenge; but having appointed a place
if meeting. Mace agreed to find an qnxqyin tfi

After great delay Worinald forced the. fixating, and
after a very clever feint shot out his leit ou the
(iiant's nose, which staggered him a little
aud produced a stream. O'Bauhvin sml.ed
good bumoredly and hopped about nimbly,
worinald being verv anxious to repeat the dose,
attempted to follow up his last adventure, b;d
in forcing O'ilaldwin Into (lie cast corner of the ring
he was stopped ny a blow in the ribs, which, how¬
ever, partially glanced oil .Still forcing the Giant
Into the corner Wormaid feinied, to which
O'Haldwin gave but little heed, and after
spending a few seconds lu vigilant scout¬
ing worinald dashed out his lett, and,
tiiough he succeedcd on the Clant's ivories, he was
countered on the jaw bone by a very severe blow.
Some counter hitting succeeded, when the men
clinched and Wormald slipped down amid great
cheering.

The combatants returned to their corners, and.

as they were seated and getting ready for the next
round, the excitement ran very high and
a terrflc engagement was Justly looked
for. O'Baldwin's friends cheered him lustily.

after the arrival of the police. Both pugilists were
handcuffed and conveyed to Lynn, where, having
been arraigned, they were committed for further
examination. The disappointment and vexation
of the crowd was tremendous. Many had
c >me a great distance to witness the engagement.
Unqties'lonably, had the light proceeded. It would
have been one of the most terrific ever fought in
tli. s country or elsewhere. Both men showed the.r
determination and pluck, and It Is unfair to surmise
as to who would have carried off the palm. Thus
cuds the great prize fight.
The police in Lynn, in appears, became suspicious,

owiug to the number of vehicles which passedthrough the town on Thursduy night, and laid their
plans accordingly. Their raid upon the crowd
was as sudden as It was unexpected, and tho man¬
ner in which the whole matter was accomplishedstruck the assemblage with wonder. It was cer
tainly a dangerous state to fight In, but clrcutn-
etauoea compelled it.
Wormald and O'Baldwln were taken before Justice

Newall, of Lynn, and ordered to give bonds in
$5,0 )0 each for appearance In January next, and in
deiault were remanded to prison.

It Is ihoper to state, however, and tiie
fact should lie appreciated by the merchants and
business men of r.lio city, who have the greatest in¬
terest in the lnalntenauoe of a militia organicatton
wutca ». cures Hie metropolis from the possibility of
violent disorders, that, the First division is on the
whole a magnificent body of troops, of which anr
government or people might be proud.

A PRISONER FOR LIFE ESCAPED FROM STATE PRISON.
( liarlea K. Gilbert, (be New Britain (Conn.)

.llurdeier, at Large,
{From the Hartford domain, Oct. 27.]

Charl s K. Glinert, seutcneed to State Prison for
life for Hie murder of Henry Cadwell, In New
Britain, In ISfll, escaped jesterday morning. Ha
was oue of two engineers employed at the prison.
Both were taken into tbe yard at ten minutes past
Ave o'clock to start the fires for I iieir engines, which
are situated on opposite sides of the yard. The over¬
seer. who had them la charge, stepped across the
yard to let out a dog which Is kept on the premises,
and as soon as he was yu( of t&g way Gilbert
managed to escape over the wall by using a work¬
bench and a si* foot stepladder, which enabled him
to catch hold of the capping of the wall and
spring over. It has always been tbe custon at the
prison to let out the engineers about three-quarters
or an hour bofore the other prisoners are taken Into
the shops and before the guards are on the wall, re¬
liance being placed upon the overseer to keep a close
watch upon them. Gilbert, when ho left, had on bis
prison clothes and wore no hat. He got over the tact
wall, toward the river, and was followed some dis¬
tance by the dog, whose barking caused an alarm to
be given and men at once started In pursuit. Cap¬
tain Willard, the warden, promptly offered a reward
of Ave hundred dollars and before eight o'clock had
bills struck off and circulated lu this city. Gilbert
was described as twenty-eight years of age, height
five feet eight and a half inches; eyes gray and hair
light. In a very short time news of the cscape was
circulated throughout the neighborhood and by
noon a large force of men, properly armed and
equipped anu hailing from Wcthersflcld, Newlngton
and New Britain, was In pursuit. At a late hour in
the afternoon the pursuers bad met with no success.
It was the general Impression in Hartlord, where
Gilbert is well xnown, that IX he managed to keep
out of the way until dark he would certainly get
clear. He Is a vory sharp, active fellow, and, this
being a race for life, he wil! resort to desperate mea¬
sures before permitting himself to be captured. If
he struck for the river It Is possible trial lie crossed
over, the channel being narrow at that point, though
it is generally believed that he would work around
tow ard Rocky 111. I and make his way to Cedar Ilill
mountain, the topography of which he Is familiar
with, while the route that way would take him by
t!ie residences of some of his best friends, whose
help he would seek to rid himself of his prison gar¬
ment* and get into proper disguise to facilitate lils
escape.

ATTEMPTED MUR0E3 IN CONNECTICUT.
The Would-be ArmaasIn Hired to Do HIm

Work.
[Froiu the New liaveu Journal, Oct, 28.]

Met ween three and four weeks ago James uorman,
an old man who lives in the village of Westvdle,
while returning to Ids home one dark night, was sud¬
denly set upon in the darkness by a man, who
kuocked him down and beat him In the most horrible
manner, and finally left blm lying on the ground,
supposing blm to be dead. Mr. (ionnan, though ter¬
ribly beaten, managed after a while, with great dlf-
Uculty, to get home, where he was taken care of.
lie, as soon as he was ablu to do so, made complaint
at the police otllce of the assault, and police detec¬
tive Holler wus set to work to ferret out the rascal
who made this attempt to commit one of the most
cowardly of murders, lie succeeded on Friday
last In arresting a man named Patrick Leach,
who was committed to the lock-up. Leach,after being arrested, made a statement about tbe
case, which was In effect as rollows:.He said that
Thomas Gorman, of Westvllle, entertained a spiteagainst James Gorman, who Is related to him, on
account of some family difficulty which occasioned a
suit for divorce between Thomas Gorman and his
wife, which was tried last spring before the Superior
Court, but which was finally settled upon such terms
that Gorman's wife went to live with him again, and
that Thomas Gorman agreed to give him (Leach)
$1,000 if ne would kill James Uorman aud burn him,
and that In pursuance of such an agreement he has
already paid hltn $S00 of the fl.OJO, and that he
(Leach) made the assault lor the money paid. Leach
firmly avers that this is the cose, aud says he will
swear to It. He was arraigned before the city Court
on Saturday morning, when the hearing of ttie case
was postponed, and he was required to furnish
$5,000 bonds for his appearance. James Gonnan
had his face badly mangled, and he still bears the
marks of the murderous attack made upon him.
