THE BOYS IS BLUE ON THE IABCH.

An ImmenM and enthusiastic conconrse of dtl-
mum ametnbied wltbin and without the Cooper Iuatl-
toslaut evening, the occasion being a Joint demon¬
stration by the Grant and Colfax Ciub, the Union
Kepublican Presidential Campaign Club and the
Griswold and Cornell Clnb. The Interior of the largo
hall presented such a scene as has not been wit¬
nessed at any previous meetiug of the campaign, on
attractive feature of the assemblage being the pre¬
sence of a large number of ladies. Never before,
excepting, perhaps, the Grant demonstration of the
fail of 1807, was so large a concourse assembled In
the building, and the sceue outside was lully equal in

point of numbers and attractiveness. The display of
.reworks on Aator place wus one of the finest of the
whole campaign, embracing a number of fixed
pieces, representing patriotic themes and subjects,
while rockets and Koinan candles were discharged

in volleys. Several handsomely decorated platforms
had also been erected on Eighth street, from which

a number of speakers addressed the various audi¬
ences assembled around thein.
At precisely balf-past seven o'clock Charles S.

Spencer appeared on the stage Inside the lull, ae-

couipauled by Kufus F. Andrews, these gentlemen
being Presidents of the Union Republican and tlie
Grant and Colfax Clubs respectively. After the ren¬
dering of some music by the baud
Mr. AKDitKwa called the meeting to order and

stated that this was the last of a scries of meet.u is
which had transpired in this institute until on Tues¬
day evening next they announced, from telegraphic
despatches received by the operators on this plat¬
form, tue election ol Grant and Colfax and Griswold
and Cornell, lie was happy to bo able to say that
all the speakers who had been announced to speak
were present, excepting the one-legged hero of Get¬
tysburg, aud ho would be here, but he might be some¬
what late in arriving.

A Voice."Tureo cheers for General Sickles," and
the suggestion was heartily responded to.
W11.LUM ltoss Wallacs wits then introduced and

recited an original " Patriotic llyinn," which wus
received with applause.

A magnificent basket of choice (lowers was placed
on the desk, which emitted the most delicious odors.
It was subsequently presented by Mr. spencer, in
the name of the donor, a florist oi this city, "to the
next Governor of me Mate of New York, to carry it
to his wife." Cheer upon cheer followed this happy
"hit."

RKMARER OP E. OEI.AFIEfD SMITH.
Mr. E. Dei.afielo Smith was introduced and ar¬

raigned the democratic party of the present day for
Its disloyalty to the c mntrv. That organization,
started bv Jefferson and Jackson, was in favor of
eqnai rights, discountenanced oppression, was op¬
posed to caste and always for inc country. The
democratic party shoutef "constitution, constitu¬
tion," till some good men were tired of the word.
'J'ltey forgot that tue constitution did not make the
nation; the nation made tue constitution, and by the
blood oi her sons It bad been defended, purified and
perpetuated in spite of treason In the Mouth and
treachery in the North. (Applause.) Mr. smith
denned the duties of the Executive as marked out in
the constitution, and said that when General Grant
declared that he should have no policy of h's own
to enforce agalnat the will of the peopte he proved
liluiaelf a better constitutional lawyer than Andrew
Johnson or Horatio Seymour, (Kenewsd applause.)
The texttof the constitution furnished no support"!*)democratic theories and pretensions as to the power
of the President or the supreme Court over the
rebel communities. Jurisdiction over the rebel
Suites was in tue American people, to be exercised
through the American Congress. The military
gov eruments established for a time in the .South found

a prevalent in the trcuiiffent of ourgovernment ofthe
conquered Mexican feirltory. He maintained that
tue laws or reconstructon were not unconstitutional
nor vo:d but they were tound d upon the very rock of
the con»tl)ution. and from that Gloraltar statesmen
snouul defend them.

Major General Sick i.km on rising was received

with protracted cheering. He mid:.Mr. President,
ladles and gentlemen. I, too, like my friend Gover¬
nor Grlawold, waa not quite prepared for thin honor,
for I expected, as he did, that o«r duty in thin vicin¬
ity to-night would terminate with an address to the
"Boys in Blue," who are assembled in thousands
oUiHide this hall. Bat I share with him In his ap¬
preciation of the honor of appearing before so
iuucu of the valor, the Intelligence and the beauty of
our great city. I have shared with you the pleasure

of listening to onr patriotic statesman and honored
citizen, who la to be our next chief ma¬
gistrate of the empire State. Like myself, In for¬
mer years we were in the democratic ranks,
sustaining the principles of Jackson, of Jetferson,
of VanBurcn, of Benton and of Silas Wright; but
he and 1 and thousands of others when Buchanan
told us that tne government had no remedy lor
treason but compromise; when Set mour told us that
it was a matter of great doubt which would be the
greater calamity, successful rebellion or triumphant
coercion, then with Grlawold, Lux, Dickinson, Logan
and thousands of others we ga>e up for party what
was inent for mankind. (Applause.) 1 have been
speaking to the audience out-ldo of the peculiar
features of this remarkable cativaw. The demo¬
cratic party seems never too weary in presentingItseif to the country In protean shapes. Governor
Seymour has taken the stump in the West to recon¬
cile tne West to Blair; Blair lias taken the stump in
Mew York to reconcile New York to Seymour. Gov¬
ernor Seymour Is making a series of publ'C
addresses, in which he succeeds in ad¬
vancing the measures of somo of his most
distinguished supporters. For example, tie has
become exceedingly luminous of late upon the very
unfair and unjust distribution of greenbacks in this
country. "I'heKasi has more tuuu tho West; the
Nortit has more than tiie South." And a candidate
for the Presidency makes ii a serums argument in
opposition to General Grant that we of New York
have got more cash than weare entitled to have. Has
Governor ^si.vmour toigotien who it. was that made
the apportionment of national bank currency in the
country ? Huh lie forgotten the name of the states¬
man at i he head oithe treasury Department when
the national bank system was created i If mv mem¬
ory serves me, the name of that statesman was Chief

J usl ice Chase, and, if rurnor Is true. Chief Justice
Chase was Seymour's rauilKlate for the Presikenoy;and the onlj reason wn.vlChiei justice Chase did not
receive the nomination was because Governor Sey¬mour's desire to have it. for himself win strongerthan his desire to gi\e it to Chose. (Laughter.) I
Hunk ii is very unkiiid. Indeed, It. Is cruel, nor only
to disappoint tho Chief Justice of the nomination
wnen he lelt a perfect reliance on the promUe of Seymour that ho alioald have It; but that now
he should go to Ohio and charge upon the disap¬pointed Chief Justice all the troubles and perplexi¬ties that seem to embarrass the good state of Ohio.
.Not only that, tho Secretary of the Navy, the vener¬
able Mr. Welles, i& understood to be an ardent sup¬
porter of Governor Seymour for tho Presldencv, and,
astonishing to relate, the Governor goes out West
and Indulges in tho most mysterious and un¬
compromising Insinuations agauist the fair fame
and integrity of the venerable Mr. Welles. He in¬
quires with peculiar Significance what Mr. Welles
has done with all the niortey he has had t (Laugh¬
ter). What Mr. Welles nasdouc with all the shipsthat he bought (and we know he lias bought a good
many)? With a significant iflance ho intimates that
there is something very wrong and damaging in Mr.
Welles' record. It is very *ard, indeed, upon Presi¬
dent Johnson's administratiou thai alter doing all
they can to retrieve ' the fallen and dis¬
pirited fortunes or Seymour.after Presideut
Johnson hunseil with great delicacy and disinter¬
estedness even refused to fake Seymour's place on
the ticket, It is very hard and ungrateful ior Sey¬
mour to go abroad aj<> denounce President John¬
son's administration, it is a somewhat, novel atti¬
tude for me, perhaps, as u defender and apologist of
President Joiinsou's administration, but really 11
touches me to the quick to see the Counnnnder-ln-
Chief of the armies of the United states misrepre¬sented by the democratic candidate for the sue-
cession; and therefore It is that I avail injscirof litis
occasion to protest against the glanderous accusa¬
tions that Governor Seymour is making against his
friends, President Johnson. Secretary Welles, and
Chief Justice Chase. 1 stUd a moment ago that
great changes had come over the democratic nartysince ray.friend urlswold and 1 belonged to it; and 1
was never more adtnonls' "d of this than in rending
a few days ago a democratic speech. 1 had ine
pleasure to read in ttie WorUl (lor 1 always like to
look at that paper to see what the enemy is doing- It
Is a military habit you knJW) a speech mado
In advocacy of the nomination of a very worthygentleman for a high Judicial station In our city. I
will venture to give you tho three principal points of
the speech, because you will thereby get a very clear
Idea of the characteristics and qualities ihat must
commend a Judicial candidate to tho democratic
party as It Is now organized lu Tammany jjaii. The
first achievement, of the distinguished lawyer was
that he had proved to the satisfaction of flic Coarr or
sessions that lager was not beer: his next remarka¬
ble feat was to convince the Superior Court, Mr.

a single motion,made by this learned advocate two
hundred indictments found against democrats for
violating a criminal statute, the precise nature of
the motion made by the advocate was not des¬
cribed.

of this candidate for high judicial honors was that
he convinced the Supreme Court of the First Judicial
district.a court remarkable for lis learning and for
Its courage.that a citizen had Just as much right to
arrest a policeman as a policeman had to arrest a
citizen, (laughter.) Tlase three points constitute
sound democratic doctrine, ami under these circum¬
stances yon will appreciate the difficulties and em¬
barrassment* Governor Griswold and I have In
training any longer In that organization. 1 have
recently, as perhaps some of von know, been mak¬
ing a short tonr In the interior. I found my old
democratic friends not a little embarrassed in the
country as to their present political status. One of
the first salutations 1 met In Blnghamton was a
cheer from a man. a reliable democrat, who
sung out, "Hurrah for Seymour or any
other man !" I'pon Inquiring of him as he
came up to me with a friendly grasp of
the hand for "atild Inng syne" I asked him
why he had made thw singular addition to the nsual
form of the cheer.

Order from the Superintendent.

TUc following order (No. M:5) li is Just been ismntM
by Superintendent Kennedy, dut'-d October 81:.
General Order No. 477 is in full force dining the

approacliing election. You are required tu govern
yourself uuil your command in conformity there¬
with.
The statute provides that It is "tho duty of tlv>

Metropolitan Police force, at all timed of the day and
night, within Hie Metropolitan I'ollce district, and
tho members thereof ore accordingly hereby there
unto empowered to espeela.ly preserve tho public,
peace, prevent crime. detect, and arrest offendere,"*
ic., Ac. Ami ihe statute further provides that "the
several members of the police force shall Imve power
and authority to immediately arrest, without war
rant, and to t:ike into custody any person who shall
commit or threaten or attempt to commit, in the pre¬
sence of such member or within tils view, any breach
of the peace or oifence, directly prohibited bv act of
the Legislature."
The Revised statutes prohibit fraudulent voting,

and for the crime provide exemplary punishments,
rating the offence from misdemcaiiur to felony. You
will therefore Instruct, the numbers of your com¬
mand to use due diligetieo lor tile discovery of <;very
offender against the election laws, and to arrest and
hold every person who may vote or attempt to voto
illegally; and in case any such persona are arrested
by virtue of the warrant of a Hoard of Inspectors ot
Election tliey shall be held at the station house until
¦'after the final canvass of the votes shall bo com
pletcd," as provided by the statute.
The members of the iorce have no duty to perform

more importum than the protection of tne ballot box
from fraud and violence, and tncy are especially
urged to a vigilant, and effective exercise of their
duty in the premises. Let every person who has been
fraudulently registered be carefully looked after, aim
every one who may in any otb> r h ay attempt to steal
a vote be properlv taken are of.

InlaTorable Report of the Wheat Crop.
Heavy Crop of Ont«.Corn Injured by From
Bad Drouth.Cotton sliorr.I'otmo Crop
Deficient in tbo middle and Wt-Mlern Slatw
lairge InrrMue in Ihn Hnirar Product.

WASHlXOTON, Oct. 30, 1868.
The Department of Agriculture has issued report*

o( the condition of the crops In Oc ober, which state
that the fall promise of the early summer has not been
icalUed in the wheal, harvest. The lucrease of are*
over that of last year in Its effect upon aggregate
production is nearly neutralized by small diminution
In some of the principal wne.it -growiug states in
yield per acre.sotiiat the increase in th.- total quantity
ss shown by October returns is scarcely more than
three per cent, and that is obtained mainly from tho
Pacific cooai. The averages from October appear to
¦how a decrease in production in Maine, New Hainp-
thire, Mnssachuu tts. Connecticut, Now Jersey. North
Carolina, south Carolina, Georgia, Alabama and
Texas, the latter having only half a crop. The other
States indicate an lucrease.la most of those cast of
the Mlsslsnlppl very siight.In Minnesota thirteen per

I cent, Iowa Jix per ccnt, Missouri eight per ccnt,
Nebraska thirteen percent, Kansas twenty-three and
California twenty-five per cent. Many places In dif¬
ferent part* of the country, especially In Marylano
and Wisconsin, report a disappointment in the yield
of grain in threshing. The disappointment, how¬
ever, Is sometimes In other directions.
The oats crop Is light In the Eastern, Mldd'eund

Southern Atlantic States. Were is uot a lud average
In Michigan, Wisconsin and Iowa, lu the other
states tho product Is above tho av< rage, tbo largest
Incr aec being twenty-one per cent m Nebraska. In
Wisconsin the dell :lency la nine p.;r edit.
Considerable injury from irost to Hi corn crop i«

reported in Northern Indian. i, illli oi.s. Iowa and tho
more northern latitudes. In some portion of Iowa
an estimate of two-fifths of soft corn is made. Front
Sottthern Indiana, southern Ohio, Went Virginia ami
Pennsylvania core* complaints ofimmatnii y in con-
sequence oi wet weather, and few accounts of Injury
Iroiu drouth ire received. No general or very severe
droughts have been tonortert. i iso lotai produ t will
not be wiiat vas hoped in the early h a#<ci or what
l« nceiled for the onntry, with a rapidly I rca.-ing
population, hut somewhat tarter lu qu.tntily t'ian
last year, which was a season peculiarly aiveM to
corn production.
The area of cotton i« «omewhat leas than la.-t year.

In southern New England, New Jersev, Delaware,
the Oulf Mates and California potatoes are reported

a full average crop, with a deficiency of ten per cent
In New York and Pennsylvania, from three t" seven
per cent In the Southern Atlantic states aud ennes-
we, twenty per cent in Illinois, ten per cent In Iowa,
eleven per cent In ludlana. flltcen per cent in Ohio,
sixteen per c»ut In Michigan und a greater or le».s
reduction in other Western states.
Returns from Louisiana indicate an Increase of

twenty-two per cent over last year in the sugar
cane.
The amonnt of old wheat on hand Is somewhat

less than usual throughout the country. with the ex¬
ception of the cotton states, which have a higher
average than last year. This remark will not apply
to Texas, where tne granaries are unl.ornny empty.
The quantity left over In Wisconsin is relatively
somewhat lower than in the neighboring States.
The stock of beeves In preparation for market Is

larger thau last, year west and south of New Jersey,
except In'lndlana and Illinois, which States consti-
tufb an important beef.producmg section. The de¬
ficiency la Illinois is placed at two per cent; in Indi¬
ana at live per cent. The coudttlon of the rattening
