A correct view of the coudilion of public affairs lo
New Orleans cannot be presented without an ex¬

planation of the relations occupied toward* the pub¬
lic by the agents of the actual State government.
The city of New Orleans In, like other clued In the
country, a municipal organization, it poeseaaes a
charter, grained by the state, and which In some
particulars has always been alterable by the Legis¬
lature, but the right of the city to control its own po¬
lice force bad up to thi9 year been secured by con¬
stitutional guarantee. It was so under the constitu¬
tion of iMH. lwj and 18C4. The people of the
city rcgnrrt this riitlit as imprescriptible and not sub¬
ject to revision or destnicilnn. The constitu¬
tion of i*«s, however, omitted this guarantee; and
taking advantage of the omission, the Legislature
passed an act placing the entire control of the po¬
lice in the (lands of a partisan Hoard of Commis¬
sioners, appointed by the iioveruor, and uniting sev¬
eral continuous parishes under the name author-
'V' L nieasure *u!i adopted in dtili'-uice of
the wishes or the people or Kow Orleans, and
really lu defiance of the wishes of a large majority
of the people of the state ; for it must be remem¬
bered that the constitution of ls6s was formed by a
Convention elected by a minority of the registered
voters, mid that by the opprossive rulings and the
fraudulent services of the Hoard of Registrars,
nearly half of the white people of the State had
l»een disfranchised. It w»» sufficiently Irritable that
the right of local self-government, always hitherto
enjoyed by tlie people of New Orleans, was thus
disregarded, and the conduct of the Hoard of Police
Commissioners tended to aggravate the difficulty
and to exasperate the public. Their first act was to
double or nearly double the police force, thus
addiug greatly to the enormous burdens already im¬
posed on the city; and they took care, In
making their uew appointment, to select ne-

almost exclusively, indeed, a ma¬
jority of the metropolitan police last week were
negroes -negroes without intelligence or capacity,
and many of them vicious and turbulent. A police
tnus constituted could uot prove efficient, It could
not even fulffi the ordinary routine duties of such an
organization. Its existence was regarded as a per¬
petual menace to the public, and Its membors were
viewed rather as enemies than an protectors of
property and guardians of the peace. Hence, when
the difficulties of last Saturday nlifht occurred, the
police were found to be utterly powerless, ttriii the
task of preserving order devo.vea upon the citizens.
