Bfrom the late contest, from a local point of view,
not only very diversified but very important.

The Mayor of the city ia the Governor elect, and
people are asking each other, Are we going to have
an election for Mayor? Of course the general feeling
la that we shall have an election by the resignation of
the present Incumbent. In his desire to accede to
the will of the citizens on Buch an important matter
there can be little doubt, and the question of succes-

aorship Is one of the most thoroughly canvassed and
discussed in political subjects.

THH MAYORALTY
looms up the most important as regards the suf¬
frages of the citizens from the fact that the present
encumbent or the office Is the Governor elect. Who
Is to be his successor ? That is the question. The ring
can answer it, or think they can, "and hereby bangs

a tale." There are many aspirants to the fat office-
fat not only as regards the control of the kitchen fat
of the City Hall.but the fat which oils the wheels of
the Tammany machine. The present dame Leonardo
of the kitchen has been removed and exalted to the
kitchen of the Executive house at Albauy. So much
for him; he has succeeded In his ambitions, but how
la it with the ring, of which he was the great con¬
necting link ?

TAMMANY BXPOSED.
Often the seeming perfection of our Ideas is the

overthrow of our hopes.the very success
of Tammany has precipitated a crisis it was
hardly prepared to meet. The success of
the Gubernatorial move lias left a vulner¬
able point that the river Styx itself could not
have protected, and the heel of the Tammany
party is exposed in this way. It now devolves uponthe Governor elect, the present Mayor, to resign in
the broad day lact of his election to more exalted
office aud leave In the hands of the people the new
duty.that of electing his successor.

WHY THE MAYOR DOES MOT RESIGN.
This Is a question which few of the voters of the

eltv could auswer if left to them. We answer for
them. It Is because that just at this crisis Peter
Bismarck Sweeny, the Mephiatopheles of the ling,
the chief manipulator of the slate and oracle of the
kitchen, is laid up In ordinary from an attack of elec¬
tion sickness, and nothing dare be or possibly could
be done in his absence. Bismarck is as much a ne¬
cessity to the ring as the ring is to Bismarck.

THK MAYORAL CANDIDATE.
But now arises the question, who shall succeed the

"respectable" gentleman that now holds the office
of Mayor, and Is destined to go to Albauy? Who will
take care of New York in his absence? Of course
Tammany rings In here again, but her chimes will
fall to ring In a Tammany successor. Tammanyhas floated on a high wave, but it will be assuredlyatranded on the return ebb. Though now apparentlyIn the heyday of its success, it never was nearer its
overthrow. The Tammany ark has reached its Arra¬
nt; but no dove of peace shall ever speak of safety
to the party. The successorship to the Mayoralty Is

a question that engages a great deal of public atten¬
tion, and here again comes in the working of the
ring before referred to.

THE RING
on the Mayoralty question is not all a ring.at all
events there Is not the right ring all around. The
first Idea would naturally be tnat George Washing¬ton McLean, the head of the Street Department,
would be the man should the present incumbent re¬
sign and leave it to a popular vote of the next char¬
ter election. But the Prime Minister Is sick. Peter
Bismarck, succumbing to the latigue of the Mayor¬
alty election, has retired to his "Biarritz" for a brief
period, and the Mayoralty and ail other small mat¬
ters of the sort must await his return to the braves.
That Mr. McLean would be his favorite for the May¬
oralty there Is no doubt. But there are other men
talked of for the candidacy that would leave Mr.
McLean's election in doubt.
In the opposition line comes Mr. John Kerr, the

well known brewer and railroad manager, a man
Who has not only the greatest Interest lu the pros¬
perity of the city, "as which of us should not," but
Who Is personally Identified with some of Its most re¬
quired down town Improvements. Mr. McLean
wouid bring to the discharge of the duties of the

« office great experience and the confidence
s fellow citizens. Mr. John Kerr will be a seri¬

ous antagonist should the question be left to the ar¬
bitrament of the people. And here again comes in
the question, is the present Mayor and Governor
elect going to resign ? Will he leave the questlou of
his succession to the people, who have not only
elected hint to his present office, but have elected
him to the higher office which he is about to fill?
Will he, In the face of a popular verdict by
which he has been so much bcnetlted, deny to the
people the right of passing another verdict as to
who shall succeed him aa to the chief magistrate of
the city. The people will not be eatlslled with any
ring arrangement which will deprive them of this
high privilege, it Is hardly to be supposed that the
riug would attempt it, but the Bismarck of the nng
Is absent from its counsels, and until he Is restored
to his health and the ring no definite action can be
taken.

THE PROBABLE CANDIDATES FOR MAYOR.
First among the candidates spoken of as likely to

succeed the present Mayor, is Mr. George W. Mc¬
Lean, Street Commissioner. It Is enough to say that
BiU Tweed "wills" it, and wnen Bin Is on the track
It will take a mighty big "bill" to "check" him, and
BIU himself wauta to he checked straight through to
the Street Comnilsslonershlp; and so of course he
endorses McLean for the Mayoralty. Another candi¬
date not so strong or powerful Is ex-Senator Chand¬
ler; but he would not have the ghost of a chance as

against Mr. Kerr, should the latter run for the office
as an independcut candidate or run as the nominee
of Tammany Hall.
The trouble about the Mayoralty is that by the

election of Hoffman as Governor the ring is left ex-

Bied. The key of the whole Tammany position is
the hands or its foes and the great stronghold

Bight be taken at any time. Here is the dilemma
that Tammany finds herself in by the election of
Hoffman, by which she otters herself the first breach
In its defences for the assaults of the foe. The
Mayoralty has been the MolakolT of the defences of
the ring. That stronghold surrendered leaves the
hitherto invulnerable riugopen to assault and con¬
sequent discomfiture. The tlret great necessity,
therefore, for Tammany will be to appoint, a subser¬
vient tool to succeed the present lmcumbent of the
office, so that he may be a mere instrument in the
hands of the ring, as the present incumbent, his
predecessor, has always been. The opposition to
Kerr or to Mr. Chandler will be, therefore,
very great. But here presents Itself the tlrst
chance to break up the power of the ring. The re¬
publicans eannot contest with the demixrais singlo
handed the control of the city; but now, on this
vexed Mayoralty question, they can o<iiublne with
the rnlmi democracy, and with a combined and
.nited eiiort detect iamrauriy in tue election 01 a
Mayor. Should they do so the election of Hoffman
as Governor will be the severest blow the party has
eaoountered.

The .Mayor is an incumbent of an office, like the
Big Judge, but the latter cannot and ought not to be
guided by the same rules that may guide the Gover¬
nor elect, whether he may resign now or at another
time. Mr. Justice Connolly owes a deep debt
of gratitude to the citizens of New York,
but more particularly to the voters of his own dis¬
trict, of his own ward. His election by their suf¬
frages to the Registership of this city and county
leaves a vacancy in the Fourth Judicial district
(Yorkville Police Court). It Iq. therefore, Incumbent
on the "Big Judge" to resign at once and leave it to
the cltiaens of the district to elect from among them¬
selves a successor, and not leave it to the appoint¬
ment of the Governor. This is a duty Judge Con¬
nolly owes to his fellow electors more than any he
could think of, and it will not do for him,
above all men, to ignore the just right and privi¬
leges of the people.

Bin Ball Notes*

The chief Interest In the base ball world In this
vicinity at present Is centred In the meeting of tho
State Association, which will be held .in the Assem¬
bly Chamber at Albany on Wednesday next. Ar¬
rangements for the meeting have so far progressed
as to insure beyond a doubt its entire buccesa. Tho
Association In the Empire State should be the empire
association of the country. Here the national game
was originated ami here It flourished when It was
entirely unknown In other parts of the Union. Tho
clubs of New York State generally are solid organi¬
zations, and the delegates which will represent them
at the National Association at Washington will rep¬
resent no "paper" clubs. It will not be out of place,
therefore, to refer at this time to matters connected
with the Association which will prove of in¬
terest to the fraternity in the State of New York.
In the first place, the Recording Secretary wlU be

on hand at the Delavan House on Tuesday afternoon
to attend to any delegates who may arrive. From
eight to ten A. M. on Wednesday he will be at the
Slate House to complete any necessary arrange¬
ments, so that the meeting may be called to order
promptly at eleven o'clock.
The chamber will be in charge of officers detailed

to allow none on the floor but those who may be pro¬vided with ticket# by the Secretary.
The oiTlcers and committees will be ready to reportIn the morning. It Is proposed to devote the morn¬

ing session to these reports, the collection of dues,admission of members and the appointment of a
special committee to report any needed amend¬
ments or additions to the constitutive and by-laws.The report of this committee, the election of officers
and the transaction or any new busies which may
come up will occupy the afternoon.

If the members would avoid all Inclination to ora¬
torical displays and technical or too strict parliamen¬
tary quibbles, the entire business can be disposed of
In one day. Not that we objcct at all times to ora-
tory and strict parliamentary discipline, but as
"time is money" to clubs as well as to business men
it behooves the members to do all in their power to
expedite the business and thus insure harmony and
success. We would not counsel unseemly haste In
any business that may come up, but as there can be
no doubt that all matters which may be presented for
the consideration of the Association will be fnJly and

A Mil© Dash Between the Maid of Hoaor
and II Travatare far One Tfcaaaand Dol-
lam.The Former the Winner.The Scenee
la Harlem Lane.Fine Display of Trectlaa
Horses.
A match for $1,000 between Mr. Belmont's Maid of

Honor and Mr. Leonard Jerome's II Trovatore came
off yesterday afternoon at Jerome Park, and, In
accordance with the general expectation, was easily
won by the former after a somewhat uninteresting
contest. Indeed, the result of this race was re¬

garded with certainty, so that, beyond the mere ex¬
hibition of speed, the race was witnessed with little
interost. The day was miserable in the extreme,
being damp, foggy and bitter cold. Save a half a
dozen members of the club and about
as many more interested In the event, who
alwayB relish sport, even under difficulties,
there were very few spectators present. The course
was bleak and dreary looking and very heavy, there
being a sufficiency of mud to test the pace and
strength of any horse. Considering the adverse
aspect of affairs, the race and the time in which it
was completed evoked admiration, for, although but
little doubt was entertained as to the final issue of
the contest, the pluck, energy and determlnedness
of the unsuccessful competitor wero heartily com¬
mended. The race was announced for half-past two
o'clock, yet few symptoms of the event were visible
at that time, and the number of arrivals at the club
house were very limited. Moreover, the sound of
hammers echoed mournfully, for the stands across
the way, not long since thronged with the beauty
and fashion of the city, were now being quickly
covered to insure protection against the storms of a

rapidly approaching winter. Forewarned, forearmed,
and perhaps ere the wooden battlements shall have
t>een adjusted the icy sleet will strive iu vain for
ingress. Shortly after three o'clock about a dozen

Seutlemeu plodded their way towards the weigh-

The apparent certainty of the result warned ven¬
turesome young men not to be iured by the large
inducements held out. Some little difficulty was ex¬
perienced in getting the competitors off. the Maid
being slightly obstreperous. Finally, however, the
contestants got off after a pretty good start, II Trova¬
tore rushing to the front in excellent style, and gain¬
ing a lead of over a length to the turn, which was
steadily maintained for nearly a quarter of a mile,
the pair going at a rattling pace. At (ho quarter,
however, the Maid was seen to lessen the distance,
and approaching the club house hill was only
half a length In the rear.

Sales from merchants'
stores are therefore merely nominal. ,

We have three men-of-war in port:.English gun¬
boat Dart and Spanish gunboat (iuaduana, in station
here, and French gunboat D'Estrees, Commander
Dcuvarennes, which iutler left this morning for Mar<
Unique. It is much to be regretted that, with tha
war here likely to continue for some time, we have
not an American man-of-war constantly In port.
