TEE SPANISH REVOLUTION.

The Leaders for a Monarchy,
the Feopld for a Republic.

TIio Election CanvatM in
Euslnud.

The steamship City of Parti, of the Inman line,
Captain Kennedy, from Liverpool and yueens-
town 2uiti ult., arrived at this port yesterday with
mails and despatches up to tbe latter date. Our
.pedal correspondence, detailing particulars of late
telegrams, which aibo arrived by tbia steamer, will
be found of interest.
The Military Committee of Vienna baa agreed, on

the representation of Baron Ueuat, that the army
should be maintained on the war footing ol soo.ooo
men. Many members of tbe committee were at first
opposed to tbia, but reasons given by Baron lieust,
under tbe pledge of secrecy, Anally convinced them
of iia necessity. The A'«»u> Free iress states that
Harou Beust, wbile alluding to the friendly relation¬
ship between Austria and all the rowers, declared
that, in view of the possibility ol a conilict between
Prance aud Prussia, Austria was obiiged to remain
armed for the protection of her own neutrality.
The demolition of the walls and fortifications of

Barcelona lias been decreed in consequence of the
Increase in Uie population of the city.

Tile resignation of Marshal Niel, and consequently
the preponderance of the peace party ui the French
Cabinet Is again i allied of and the likelihood of Gen¬
eral Lebceuf being appointed In his place.
On Sunday night, juh ult., it Is said an armed

body ol Insurgents forced an entrance into the house
of ilr. William Wigmorc, of llallyrodick, Ireland,
aooul twelve miles from Cork, and took three guns
ami sjuie pistols, with which they decamped.

SPAIN.

Form of Government Yet Undecided.-The
reader# for a Alooareby, the People for a
Republic.The Abolition of ttellgioae Pen*
.ions.Slavery Question.Trouble la tlte
Ministry.

Madrid, Oct. 36, 1868.
Doubt and uncertainty still reign in all political

circles of Spain. The provisional government boa
yet given no sign or calling together the Cortes, with
wnlch rests the decision as to the form of govern¬
ment to be selected for the Spanish people. The
government has now been iu power nearly a month,
and sufficient tl.ne has already elapsed to enable it
to perfect the necessary details by which a free and
universal expression of the will of the people could
be obtained. There is certainly no reason why an
election should not have been called before this,
if the right of suffrage u to be enjoyed
by all citizens it certainly requires but little
preparation to enable the voters to ex¬
press their choice at the polls. The universal
wish of the majority of the people has been
clcarly shown through the Juntas, and that wish is
for a popular decision as to the iorm of government
to be adopted. The people do not want the pro¬
visional government alone to decide so momentous

a question, however able and patriotic it has proved
Itself. It Is a queJtlon that rightly belongs to the great
mass of the population and not to the few who }ust
now hold the reins of power. Perhaps it Ls on account
of the very Importance of tho subject that tho pro¬
visional government hesitates to take the first steps
towards a solution. The people are rcouy to select
the form or government unit best suits Uielr aspira¬
tions and deairea, but the provisional government,
holding different views, halts and hesitates
and loses ground dally. The pet scheme
of Serrano and Prim cannot readily be
given up. Tney must have a constitutional mon¬
archy, In which the King and "the power behind the
throne" are ever} thing and the people, as hereto¬
fore, nothing. The people are not ready for a repub¬
lic, say tho leaders In the provisional government,
and so they must put up with a constitutional mon¬
archy until they are prepared by education for some¬
thing better, lint how they are going to carry out
their designs without coming In contact with the
people is a question that undoubtedly occasions them
many doubts and fears. They must see, as every
seii-nDIe observer clearly sees, that the republican
element is growing with a rapidity and strength
that will soon overwhelm every otner party
in Spain. All these delays in giving tne people

a chance to express their wlsaes strengthens and
doepens the democratic spirit among hm masses.
While Prim and Serrano are holding on to power
and writing letters to French journals in winch they
advocate a monarchical form of government, the
democratic leaders are organizing, consolidating
and increasing their fonres. The advouatesof a re¬
public are stronger to-day than ever before, and
more than one man who never before dreamed of
any other than royal ruleri now believes that the
people can govern themsolves. The country has sur¬
vived for almost a month without a uueen and has
rather thrived under the deprivation, a hundred
republics have flourished at the same time on
the peninsula and the people have ueithcr
sut each other's throau nor committed any
other atrocities. The republican experimenthas been exceedingly sat factory, and people
are quite willing to try it still further,
and I am pretty sure that thcr will soouer or later
succeed in their wishes, even Ir two or three gener¬
als should desire otherwise. The democratic party
exhibits more life and vigor than any other existing
organization. They have the ablest journals In the
country, and they have entered Into the canvass
with h dash and Judgment that their opponents do
not display. Tho union liberals, at whose hoad is
Serrano, are now holding the defensive, and the re¬
sult will be vastly different from the \lcolea contest.
The progreasistas are likely to oreatly reluiorce the
democratic pariy. It Is easier for ihein to take a step
In advance than to fail back, so they are pressing on
closely in the footsteps of the democrat s. Singu.arly
enough, the democrats are Hurling aa ally where
they little expected. The Carlist* are mov¬
ing for a republic but not for the best
motives. They wish to buiid up such a
form <>f government merely to knock It down sacaln
in order to show the pimple that oaly a monarchy
fouude l on divin" rlg'it i* a lapted to then wants
and can give them the h ghest fianotness.

Perhaps this public recogni¬
tion of a noble act of negation will In¬
duce others to go and do likewise. At all
events many will have a chance of following their
example without much loss to themselves, because
there will be but very little money in tho treasury to
pay them for their services. All the ordinary source#
of Income to t ie state have been given up by the
Ministry, and how the government is to be run Is a
question that will soon demand solution. There is
no money In the treasury at preseut, ail having been
expended by the revolutionary Junta in paylug and
feeding its armed volunteers.
Tue Qamtte continues to print a long list of Juntas

that have dissolved themselves. Some of them are
Important ones, but many are little affairs that
amounted to nothing. The Grand Junta of Barcelona
stlil hold* its sessions and makes and enforces de¬
crees. The provistouai government Is not at all
pleased with this example and tho general situation
of a:fairs In Catalonia. Those sturdy Catalans, the
must advanced, intelligent and lndependeut people
In all Spain, having gained a quasi Independence,
are by no means ready to relinquish their
power aud submit to the sole direction of
the provisional government, which has monarchical
tendencies of too decided a type to please their re¬
publican notions. The government lias requested
and Indeed ordered the Junta to dissolve, but tho
latter declines to do so for the preseut, as It has
certain matters on hand that must be properly com¬
pleted belore It can surrender Iti power. Catalonia
has many manufacturing interests which it desires
to protect, and aa the .Ministry are free traders the
Catalans propose to keep on a tariff, und, if neces¬
sary, to maintain the Junta until the government
assures theniAbat the free trade doctrines will not
be enforced In their province. The Ministry will
doubtless accede to the wishes of the province until
the junta is dissolved, when a uew order of things
will be inaugurated. The roots of a republic are
deep in the suit of Catatonia, aud at no distant day
we shall see such a form of governmeut established
there, if a monarchy Is again created in Spain Very
ErogresBive and determined fellows are those Caia-
ins.
The abolitionists held an immense meeting hero a

few days naro. in which many of the ablest men in
Spain participated. There were a number of
speeches made of great force and power. Some ol
tne speakers favored the immediate abolition of
slavery, while others, and with them went the vast
majority of the assemblage, urged ns the true policy
the declaration by the state that all children here¬
after born should be free and thereby arrive at the
end by gradual and less expensive means. This was
declared the sense of the meeting, and it will doubt¬
less control the direction or affairs In the Cortes.
The meeting was somewhat enlivened by the de¬
velopment on a small scale of a women's rights ele¬
ment, which Is possibly one of the many fruits of
the ia'e revolution in Spain. Two ladies read poetic
effusions relating to the subject before the meeting.

which did not fall to have its legitimate effect
nDon the susceptible audience. Mrs. Perry, a Span¬ish lady, wue of the Secretary of the United States
Legation, bore off the honors or the occasion, al
though her competitor wan a well known actress,
and so Mrs. Perry was unexpectedly brought for¬
ward and amid plaudits declared president of a fo-
inaie abolition societr yet to be formed. All oi which
was very pleasant, but it has been asked by some
people how it happens that the wlfo of a diplomat
should appear anu mingle In the politics of tills
country? Such a thing Is against all rule* and tra¬
dition of the diplomatic service, and it has natur¬
ally caused a good deal of unfavorable criticism In
the circles that take interest in diplomatic affairs.
The withdrawal of the commission of the secretary
here for this and other reasons would be a greut re-

I lie) to Americans and a decided benefit to the rela¬
tions existing between the United States and Spain.

It is no longer a secret that there already exists
secret troubles In the Ministry. Mr. Ajrala, the Min-

i ister of the Colonies, feels inclined to resign because
the claims of Montpensler, of whom he is a warm
adherent, are not properly considered by the Minis¬
try. Mr. Flguerola, the Finance Minister, also
threatens to resign if his free trade policy Is not en¬
forced in Catalonia. Andalosla and other provinces
on the coast, where the people are inchned to revolt
if the duties on certain goods are abolished. I pre¬
sume these little difficulties will soon be arranged.
A couple of Englishmen sent out by the British

Bible Society have arrived in Madrid and commenced
their labors of distributing Bibles among the people.

At prew-nt there Is but one ruling body In Spain-
like provisional government, of which Serrano,
Prim. Topete and other heart* or tbe revolutionary
movement are the members. The position of this
government bM been strengthened, not merely by
tbe dictation of its rivals, the Juntas, but also by
tue frank recognition which It has already received
from several irreat Powers. Tbe United States, as It
was roost natural to expect, hastened eagerly to be-
slow the right hand of fellowship upon the new re¬
publican Mate. and Mr. Seward's recognition was
flashed through the Atlantic cable a day or two after
the provisional government rose on the ruins
o( (jneen Isabella's rule. Kugland and Prance
were Homewhat lens speedy; but neither Power

made it recognize a d* facto govern uieut setup bv
tbe Spanish people. rtanctionCd'and strengthened

This Is prettily put; but
does it not seem as if tbe provisional administration
were seeking to bring about a prejudgment of the
very quostton whiohlthas deoiared itself unwiyiug
to prejudge? The Juntas were silent on the subject
Of ths future role, for the sufficient reason that the
question had been, by universal consent of the
country, referred to another tribunal.a tribunal not
then and not vet in existence, the constituent Cortes,
which wiil be elected by manhood suffrage. If,
aim I the genera' sll»nce, "eloquent and authorita¬
tive voices" declared for republicanism, the reason¬
able infereiK e suieir was, thatiliese voices re^re-
s^uied the snaat mass of the nation.that the nation
had only oue Wish, wntch it was not time to utter,
bnt which some impetuous patriots could not
resist the temptation to clothe In words.

nationally recognized, even w th eagerness; that for
some time to come the work of reconstruction must
l>e done, as that of demolition was accomplished, by

a republican government. After all, shame for the
past and desire to slime in the future seem to be
stronger foiees iu Spanish breasta than Instinctive
loyalty; and there may be no slight potency in the
temptation of showing, by cleaving to the republi¬
can idea, that the Spanish people yet lives and is
able to pursue a tree, vigorous and moderate couiae
of political life.

FRANCE.

Spanish Affairs In the French Capital.French
Journalihim and Npaniih Statesmen.Jules
Simon and the Society of Writer*.Parisian
Goaslp.

Paris, Oot. 26, 1888.
The new map of Europe and Qeuera^Prim's letter

to Monsieur de Glrardln are- the two productions
which most interest Parisian politicians. The
former shows that France has no reason to com¬
plain, even after the changes on the other side of
the Rhine, much less warranted also in expenditure
on excessive armaments, for she Is more powerful
by alliances and free in her movements than ever
when possessing vast territory. The conduct of the
French Cabinet, as regards Spain, cannot be too
highly appreciated; there is not so mnch as a desire
expressed respecting the future Spanish government
and any allusion attributed to either the
Emperor or Empress is instantly denied. Thus,
a report spread a few days ago thaf the
Empress had a preference for Don Canos and would
support uis pretensions to the title of king, but an
official paper contradicted this by saying "that the
Empress wished it to be known she entertained no

project distinct from that of the government of
France."
The letter writing from statesmen, or men of the

day in Spain to French journalists is deeply to be
regretted. However reticent the writer and however
flattering the tribute to the power of the press, still
tho principle of controversy on which these commu¬
nications are based leads far away from the will of
Spain. The French may be proud of this acknowl¬
edgement of their Influence, but diplomatists are
earnestly gratified that General Prim should havo
concluded his letter to the Libert£ with the assur¬
ance that it is his last. Notwithstanding these
objections Oeneral Prim's views testify solid good
sense. He opposes his practical Ideas to projects
which do not at first sight appear to possess that
character, and holds up the principle he has not do-
parted from of letting Spain speak for herself. If. de
Glrardln's new idea or giving the highest honors to
the greater genius is only a tucory. A new tyrannyit would prove In the end, even if such a political en¬
gineer oonld be found, ft is generally thought the
task or constituting Spain will be carried through
snccessiully when the first period of anarchy is
pasted over, when the people have been directed
and have been led out of che ignorant unconscious¬
ness in which their best energies have so long
rusted.
The state of the Marquis de Novallches is still con¬

sidered hopeless. Don Carlos is now quite located
at Purls, having taken up his residence at No. 14
rue Clieveau Lagarde: and the Qneen of Spain, at
Pau, Is said ro be tired or opening letters containing
offers or chawaut to be sold all over France. Prince
Napoiuon only stopped four days In Paris on his re¬
turn from Italy, ana Is now amain ta London. It is
said in the xaUms that he must have laid a wager for

a golden velocipede with M. F. de Lesseps that be
win go over more iniles backward* and forwards
than this other incorrigible tourist.

Soch te (U s Gtnu, de iMtrea met after much wander¬
ing also from place to place last Sunday, In order to
decide whether or no the resignation of Jules Simon
as President was to be acccpted. This most honora¬
ble and liberal orator explained the motives whloh
had prompted him to renign. They ware founded on

a division among the ineinl>ers of the association,
some of whom had pronosed and advocated a "tom¬
bola," for whtoh thoy had begged for funds at Biar¬
ritz. Jules Simon was indignant at the whole thing,
and great animation among the majority followed
bis explanations. He was forced to resume his seat
as President, and 1 must add that moderation was
certainly not the order of the day. "Intemperance
of tongue" reigned for five Honrs, and that Iq
French, among writers, can be fancied.

She is much younger, her
voice ts fresh, clear aud powerful, her play in this
new piece excellent.
The militia have been uselessly excited about a

To-night we have
telegraphic newa that an earthquake baa
been felt In New Zealand, but no detail*
are glvtn. Laat Friday, at the same Urn* at tbe
earthquake In Liverpool, similar phenomena were
obaerved in tbe oouoty Mayo, Ireland. Mir William
Wilde atatea that ba beard a load, rumbling nolae
In tbe groand. several respectable inhabitant* of
Newton felt tba aame shock. Mr. Bourne, who had
been out hunting, telt the ground shake violently
under foot. Ihe vibration liisuvl Ore seconds. Cap
tain and Mta. Perry, living near Mallow, board the
rumbling and aaw article* okitihk iu thou- room.

Hut this "right little, tignt little island"
has i>een shaken before, and why not now f There
was a urnoio earthquake here in 131m. In 16iu au
earthquake Id London shook down part of the old
St Paul's cliurch aud tlte Tenile church. As late
as 1»62 a slight shook Is recorded as having been leit
in tlie northwest of England. lit-. .Somervlile, who
has thoroughly investigated the subject, testifies that
ashtauvas ^5 distinct earthquake* have occurred
In the British Isles, aud though thjy have ati been
very moderate that Is no security against their re¬
currence. on the night of the 7th of April, 1750,
thousands of persons slept out of doors, In the parks
and in their carriages because some lunatio had pre¬
dicted that there would be an earthquake on the 8th
of April. The people would be an much frightened
now as then it anything serious were to occur,
aud consequently the journals cast cold water on
the report! of the recent Iruti earthquakes, which
were lacts, nevertheless; and they ignore the shock
felt at Liverpool, whlcli was a fact also.
The other day one ol the Post OiHce detectives sent

for uie and informed me that he bad discovered a
new money order swindle, which may possibly be
attempted in the United States. The perpetrator,
who is uow in custody, pretends to be a foreigner,
has ha!f a dozen aliases, aud has made a comforta¬
ble livelihood for a long time out of his invention,
li s plan was to purchase a Post Offlee order for a
small sum, and having obtained the order he
would go to the place where it was made
payable, ascertain the time for closing the mails,
1c., and then commence operations by run¬
ning up a little bill at the hoteL Then
by means of some chemical preparation he would
remove ail the writing from his Post otHce order, nil
up the blanks with a large sum, wait till the Post
Office closed, induce his laudlord to cash tue order.
which seemed perfectly geuulne.and then leave by
the next train. He was arrested: by mere accident,
at Aylesbury and brought up to London. He claims
to be a French officer, formerly belonging to the
hussars. He Is evidently an old offender, and so
keen aud so swift of foot that extraordinary pre
cautious are taken to prevent his escape. The de¬
tectives have not yet learned what process he uses
to extract the original writing from the money
orders; but It is easy to see that his process will be
available for many criminal teats unless it can be
detected and counteracted.

It is to be hoped that the theatres In New York are
not suffering like those of London from theclecttons.
All tlie managers are complaining. The Princess',
with Bouclcault's "After Dark," is the only house
winch Is now doing a paying business. "Monte
Christo" is a terrible failure at the Adelphl. It has
been cut down to less than half its original length,
but nothing can save it. The bright gleam at the
London theatres is the decided success Of Miss
Minnie Hauck at C'ovent Garden. She made her
debut In "Somnambula" on Monday, and her
triumph was immense. All the critics are loud In
her praises, and. though some of thein do not like
her singing lu the last act, they agree In saying that
the rest of the opera was perfection. Mapleson Is
the manager, having leased the house from Oye.
Mr. Lawrence Barrett is here, engaging people for
California. Miss Kate Helgnolds Is starriug at
Exeter. Mr. J. S. Clarke will soon appear at the
Strand. But the elections kill all profits.

Bitter Animosity of the Tories Against Their
Opponent*.Almost a Riot in Rugby.
[From the Manchester Examiner, Oct. 28.]

The tortus of Rugby have achieved the unparalleled
feat of ' forcibly ejecting" D>. Temple, the distin¬
guished head master or Rugby school, from an elec¬
tion meeting held in the Town Hall, for the purpose
of heating addresses from that veteran champion of
"Protestantism," Mr. Newdegate, and his colleague,Mr. Bromley Davenport. We candidly admit that
"scenes" at election times arc only too common in
this country; but we always had an impres¬
sion tnat this sort of rowdyism had Its
limits somewhere. The Rugby tories have
convinced us of our mistake. According to
their creed no species of brutality is gross
enough when perpetrated in the sacred names of the
Church and Newilegate: an<1, by logical sequence,
no indignity is too great to be heaped upon a man or
such exalted reputation as I)r. Temple, always pro¬
vided, of course, that his politics be not of the same
shade as their own. ah the most prorvlnent man in
Rugby.although the Revising Barrister did strike
off his name from the burgess roll.Dr. Temple went
to the meeting to hear what the conservatives candi¬
dates had got to say for themselves, lie says bo had
no lutection of speaking, and he certalnlv did not
make the attempt. Butlt would seem that the very
presence of sucn a man Is a standing reproach to
the blind old torylsm professed bv Mr. Newdegate
and his more devout followers. At all events a cer¬
tain section of the meeting which counted strong
arms and lungs, whatever Its deficiencies in other
respects might be, resolved to tarn the doctor out.
We are told that a lot of bellowing Idiots surrounded
the doctor, hustling aud yelling with all their might,
and when tins ..constitutional" exercise had gone
on for some time two or three persous, "apparently
farthers," made a rush at the head master, seized
htm by the collar and amid the frantic shouts of a
portion of the meeting, and stimulated thereto bv
some of tho "gentlemen'' on the platform, thrust
him from the room with great violence. It was a
monstrously pretty feat, no doubt, and deserved all
the wild applause which it drew forth; but it is well
to bear In mind that Rugby is not all England. It is
just possible that outside Rupby Dr. Temple will
meet with something like sympathy. Even Mr. New¬
degate was no Inconsistent as to express nw deep re-
rret at what had happened aud to Insist on or.
Temple being readmitted. One mav conjecture
thm this act, so penitential In appearance, would
somewhat dash the overflowing exuberance of the
tories. But It must be admitted that it tailed to
bring forth works meet for repentance. Mr. New¬
degate, with his chairman, shook hands with Dr.
Temple on his reappearance, bat one of the re¬
splendent ornamenU of the party, a bright, particu¬
lar star of the platform, shouted above the din of
battle, "I tell Dr. Temple It is an outrage upon the
privileges of elections to corns here and jllsturb the
meeting as be has done." This is pretty cool con¬
sidering that the doctor had not opened his mouth
ana declined to do so In the way of controversy,
even when brought into the meeting under Mr. New-
degate's protecting wing. We reel we should be
doing an injustice tn wltnho ding the name of a per¬
sonage who manifestly deserves so well of his party,
and we say without further reservation that he is
none other than the Hon. Charles Lennox-Butler.
Aud, further, we should be doiug an injustice to this
most honorable gentleman if we did not add to the
above specimen of his oratorical and logical genius
that he clinched the dispute with Dr. Temple by
vociferating."! say it is something more than a
mistake your coming here.it la a crime."

Intimidation of the Working Classes.
The recent attempt to coerce, through their em¬

ployers, the working class voters In Blackburn, has
received a fitting response. On the night of the 26th
nit. an Indignation meeting was held, and was at¬
tended by opwarils of 3,000 people. Resolutions
were passed eondemntng the attempt made to force
the working classes Into support of the tory candi¬
dates, and In favor of the liberals. It was deter¬
mined to form a worktngmen's protection society,
and some subscriptions to the fund necessary for
this purpose were hauded in.

Npeeek mf Mr. Mllivr Ulbara at Ashton.
Mr. Mllner (Jlbson, M. P., met his constituents on

the night of the 38th uit., at the Aahton Town Uaii,
and was most enthusiastically received.
Mf. Olbeon said many of tbe newspapers were

complaining lately that the countr> was getting a
surfeit of political speeches, and probably he might
also come under their censure for repeating what
others might have said; but n was unavoidable. and
tbey must remember that great political troths
ought to be repeated again ami again, In order to
make an impresslou upon that solla and dense mass
of prejudice which Ary know too often existed in
tills country. (Cheere.) One of tbe great questions
which prcsned most urgently at the present Utile
related to what he would call the dangerous con¬
dition of Ireland, which Lord Stanley couieated was
the question of th^hour. All Englishmen must
feel that the ttmo hn come when they could no
longer bear that tbe chronic discontent which ex¬
isted in Ireland.putting the kingdom to vast ex¬
pense, and operating as the constant cause of
anxiety and apprehension.should continue. The
one great question necessary to be dealt with.lie
did not say the only question.was the question of
the Irish Church. (Cheers.) They wished to see re¬
ligious equality established In Ireland and an end

Snt to the odious principle of religious ascendancy.
Sheers.) Speaking as a Protestant and a member of

tne Established Church he expressed his strong
opinion that the Protectant religion was not pro¬
moted by the maintenance of the state Establishment
In Ireland. Tbe cry that was raised that by tbe dis¬
establishment of the Irish Church they would remove
the great security against the spread of the Influence
of tne Human Catholic Church, the ory was an old
one; it was commenced at the time of the Catholic
emancipation In M26. (Hear, hear.) It was a false
and unfounded cry than, and he contended that it
was so now. Mr. Ulbson then entered at some
length into the history of the Irish Cnurch, for the
purpose of showing that as tbe endowment* bad
been transferred by tba State from the Roman Catho¬
lic to tbe Anglican Church In Ireland at the time of
tbe Reformation In England, it was now equally
oompetent for tbe state to take away the endow¬
ments she bad conferred. He contrasted the
policy adopted towards Inland in respect of
the Anglican Church with the policy adopted
by William III. towards Scotland. Tbe people or
Scotland rebelled successfully against ine previous
attempts which bad been made to oppose an Angli¬
can Church upon tbem, aud he believed the people
of Scotland would rebel again If It could be con¬
ceived that the attempt should be repeated. (Cheers.)
Tbe Irish rebellion was unsuccessful, and the Irish
Cbnrch remained. Tbe consequences tbey knew had
been that .Scotland was united In the closest bonds

of friendship with England i the population wa* con¬
tented and prosperou, while Ireland was chroni¬
cally disaffected and had ma le no progress. He ar¬
gued that the adoption of the policy advocated by
Mr. Gladstone would go a far way towards making
Ireland what Scotland was. He crltlolsed at some
length recently (tOblliAM reports and recommenda¬
tions of the Irleb Church Commission. He said
If the tithe rent charge was to lie iiald to any
parties In Ireland in respect of religions objects
It was violation of tbe principle upon which tiiat

»iltho rent charge was originally granted not to ap¬
propriate It to the locality lb which it was collected.
He ridiculed the idea of that being called a "Na¬
tional Church" which would be, If tilo commission¬
ers' recommendations were carried out, muddied np
In a f >w corners of the eountry.

do with the franchise at an. The abortion of these
causes, the adoption of tlie ballot, and the large re¬

Elete H>e work of reform. Mr. Ulbson concluded
y saying there was a determined itrungle going

on between the two grt&t political parties
In the state. What might i>e the result be
knew not Whetner the prestsut tdtulnlstratlon
was to continue la office, or whether it was
to be replaced by another executive, be could not
tail; but of this be was quite sure, ihat experience
proved that the practical uttional policy of England
must be based upon the principles of the llueral
parry.

tween Ireland and England; and he believed,
further, that their legislation, guided, as It must be,
by the liberal party generally of this countrv and tne
opinion of that country, would tend to the happi¬
ness and prosperity of this country and raise our
nation among the nations of the world. (Cheers.)
Mr. Uibson answered some questions, and the meet¬
ing concluded with a unanimous vote of confidence
In the right honorable gentleman.

Kevcrdy Jobnson'a Departure from Idver-
poel.

Tne American Ambassador, whose visit to Liver-

Sool liaa inspired general satisfaction uud conti-
ence, left Liverpool tor Loudon on tlie 27th uit. on

tiie previous evening the Ambassador was enter¬
tained by the Mayor at the Town Hall. Though the
proceedings were Btrictly private, the substance of
Mr. Johnson's reply to the toast of his health has
louiul publicity. liis Excellency confessed tiiat he
had felt very much Interested as 10 ttie kind of recep¬
tion which be should meet with in Liverpool, and he
was very much gratified with the cordiality and
warmth with which he had been received, ana with
the manifestations of irieudsliip aud esteem dis¬
played toward ine United Stated. He expressed
a hope that the important commercial rela¬
tions between Great Britain and his own
country would increase and prosper to a still greater
extent. So far as his own influence extended he
would do his utmost to preserve hat peace aud good
understanding between the two countries which
were so essential to the development aud extension
of trade. (* Hear, hear" and cheers.) He had come
over to this country with the intention of pursuing
such a course oh he believed m his heart would be
for their mu.ual beuetlt. If friendly relatlous be¬
tween tiie United states and England were continued
the trade between the two countries might be in¬
creased two if not four fold. The growth of cotton
nnder the free labor system would be larger than
ever, and English manuiacturers would flourish In a
corresponding ratio. (Applause.; lie felt convinced
that all existing differences would soon be smoothed
away, and though a change of government was
spoken of in England he believed that all matters
now pending between the government of the
United States and that of England would, If such

a change took place, be adjusted before Lord Stanley
retired from office. He had never met a man more
thoroughly industrious than Lord Stanley, lie fu'.iv
anticipated that his (Mr. Johnson's) policy would
meet with the approval of his own government, but
If he was not so lortunate he would accept the result
with Christian fortitude. He also expressed a hope
that tho way in which differences lnstwcen this coun¬
try and the United Slates were being settled would
teach the world that war, with its many horrors,
might be avoided by a little honest diplomacy and
an earnest desire on both sides to do what was right
and just. Some remarks had been made with refer¬
ence to the share which his predecessor, Mr. Adams,
had had in the preliminary stages of these negotia¬
tions. He (Mr. Johnson) was glad of an opportunity
of most cordially and gratefully acknowledging the
admirable manner In which Mr. Adams had con¬
ducted tho delicate aud diillcult negotiations with
the head of the English Foreign Office.

Reception of Lord Napier at Portsmouth.
Lieutenant General Lord Napier, of Magdala, ar¬

rived at Portsmouth on the 27tb u;t. from London on
a briei visit, on the invitation of the Mayor aud mu¬

nicipal authorities, and in fulfilment of an engage¬
ment entered into to that effect soon after the gal¬
lant Ueueral's return to England from Abyssinia.
Lord Napier arrived at the Landport railway ter¬
minus by the train due at llfty-eight minutes past
nine A. M. from Waterloo, and on alighting from the
carriage was received by Mr. N. E. Davies, Mayor of
Portsmouth, and Messrs. Alexander, Emanuel and
Wells. A guard of honor of the Second Hants Artil¬
lery Volunteers, under the command of Lieutenant
Colonel K. Gait, was drawn up on tne arrival plat¬
form, with the band of the Sixty-seventh (South Lan¬
cashire) Infantry. The morning was fine and a great
crowd thronged the station aud Its approaches to
witness the arrival of the conqueror of
Mogdala. The Second Hants artillery, drawn ap
as a guard of honor, ilrst, apparently, attracted
Lord Napier's attention on stepping out from the
railway carriage, as, immediately after the Introduc¬
tion or the Mayor and Aldermen In waiting to re¬
ceive him, he spent Bome minutes In making a close
inspection of the men In front and rear of tneir line
as tliey were formed up on the platform, and at the
close expressed, as a soldier, to their commanding
officer his approbation at their appearance, on lx>rd
Napier arriving from the railway station and taking
his seat with the Mayor on the raised dais in the
centre of the hall, all present rose and greeted him
with enthusiastic and continned cheering, much, ap¬
parently, to the embarrassment of the object of their
ovation. When silence had been restored the Mayor,
addressing Lord Napier In a very neat aud brieflyworded speech, welcomed him to Portsmouth in the
name of himself, the municipal authorities and tne
inhabitants generally. The General responded in
appropriate language, and the ceremony of the pre-
seutation was brought M a close amid the cheers of
the people.

Mary's Human
Catholic churcu>. On making this discovery she
picked up the child from the oold noor, wrapped It
In her shawl, and without further delay took it to t he
home af her parents, ou entering with her preciouscharge the old folks were astonished to ana an in¬
crease so suddenly to their faun! v. However, after
they had fully realized the ooudttlou of tblugs, tne
benevolent Mrs. uoodwln, who had beeu the mother
of a large family, took the HUIe Innocent lu nor arms
and Immediately began to take oil the dirty clothes
in which it was wrapped, fn a short time after the
little fourdltng was stripped, well washed, clean
clothes put ou it, and after partaking of a good sup¬
per of new milk from a bottle, It was put to bed, and
there soundly slept till moruiug.
For many weeks Mrs. doodrm took caro of her

little charge. During this time we child grew to tM
quit# a beauty.so much mo that all who saw her pro¬
nounced her such. .Some would have adopted her
had not Mr. and Mrs. uoodwln become ho attached
to the child that they had made up their minds to
adopt her tncmselves, notwithstanding the larire
family tney had of their owu. Uut sometimes "cir¬
cumstances alter cases," as they did iu this instance.
They were obliged dually, in consequence of havlug

a sick son. who wanted all their attention, to aban¬
don the Idea of keeping It, and so made up their
minds if they could und a panto to bring it up iu

a respectable manner, and give It a good sound
education, both ui religion aud school, they would
part with it. It so happened, aftor six moulds had
passed away, a respectable married lady from Ohio
who had no child of her own was visiting tue city
aud applied to Mrs. Ooodwin for the foundling. On
her promising to fulfil to the letter the requirement*
made by Mr. and Mrs. Goodwin they very reluctantly
gave U her.

teeuth precinct who arrested John Keilly pa Hundej
morning, charged witn violently assaulting and chol^
Ing to death his wife, Mary Ann Reliljr, appeared
before Justice Dodge. at the Jetlerson Market Police
Court, yesterday morning, and gave In evldeno*
during the preliminary examination held the follow¬
ing particulars:.
He was informed about half-past ten o'cloak

A. M. Sunday that a mysterious death had
taken place in the rear house No. 79 Ninth
avenue,^ and upon the secoud door of that
dwelling be round Mrs. Keilly lying on a bed, and
that life was extract. On examination tie discovered
a. ^ ot

bl°od beside her, while the bed¬

clothes were perfectly saturated with it. presenting
a revolting apnearance. Opon the neck of the dead

woman were found black and blue marks, as though
she had been seUed by the throat and strangled I#
death, because of these circumstances odloer
Knoliman felt It his duty lo arrest her husband. Mb
Keilly, which he did at once and oouveied him La
the statioh house. ' .

Subsequent to the narration of the foregoing par¬
ticulars the court asked the aconsed what he had la
bay In relation to the charge, wnen Keilly made the
following statement:.

"I deny the charge made against me; I did not lay
my hands on her; on Saturday night 1 went home
from Pike's distillery, where I am employed, with
ten dollars, my week's wages, of which 1 gave my
wife nine dollars, leaving but one dollar to myseuL
We both left the house together after supper, but
separated at the door, she going to a furnishing
store uud I to a hardware establishment; there!
purchased a stove, to b« paid for when sent home,
and she, as 1 afterwards ascertained, bought two
shirts for me. 1 got back home first, but when
she came In she was beastly druuk, so mock
so, she could hardly stand up, and finally ah*
fell on the tloor at mil length, and In doing sol
struck her head against the table, where she laid tor
some time; 1 locked the door to prevent her going
out; when she recovered somewhat from this state
of stupor she got up and attempted to leave the
room, but finding the door locked she commenced
calling me all the vile names she could think of and
acting so badly I was really compelled to open the
door and allow her to go out in that frightful state:
at this time the children and 1 went to bed; during
the night l awoke and found my wife lying on the
lioor, apparently more Intoxicated than wnen she
leu in the evening; 1 then put her to bed; when I got
up in the morulug she was still sleeping, and with-
out awaking her 1 went to the distillery, where

1 remained about two hours: when I got home I
found my wife still in bed and was competed to get
my own breakfast. After this I went to a neighbor's
and remained a little while, durtug which time one
of my wife's friends, who had gouo to her room to
give her a cup of tea, found thai she was dead, when
she came to me lustantly and informed me of the
fact; 1 immediately went for a physician and re-

rirted the circumstance to the station house, when
was arrested; ray wife has been a hard drinker lor

two years; whenever she had money she would get
drunk, and about two months since she had the de¬
lirium tremens so badly that she nearly died.

After this statement, given with apparent sincer¬
ity, the Court committed the accused to await the
action of Coroner Kcenau. who held an imiue-t upon
the remains of the untortnnate woman. Under the
dliection of that ottlclal Drs. Kuox, Morton and
YVooster lleach made a post mortem examination oa
the body and found that death resulted from apo¬
plexy, which was thought to have been hastened by
intemperance. The evidence, however, showed that
the deceased had been beaten by her husband, and
the Jury found that she "Came to her death by apo¬
plexy. superinduced from excitement from being
beaten by her husband, John Klley, on the 8th day
of November, 1888." Tho accused will be required
to Klve bail to answer any lndictmeut the liraud
Jury may find agaiust him.
