Hy ctfMe despatch we are informed that Rossini,
the gn i.t Ita.iau composer, died yesterday 111 l'aris.
For home time past his health was exceedingly
feeble, and las death, therefore, will occasion no
very gi<cat surprise. Rossini was born on the 29th
of hVbruary. 1792, at Pessaro, in Italy, ills parents
were exceedingly humble, being poor strolling play¬
ers. From au early aire the future composer gave evi¬
dence of the great talents which afterwards ren¬
dered Idv name one ol the iuo»t famous In the musi¬
cal W4.rid. Hi" tine voice, when he was quite a
child, attracted the attention ol' a musical professor
of hoingt.a, named Tesaer, who ottered 10 lakehlm
BTuiis lo las school, which offer was accepted. Ue
made greuv progress iu Id* studies and a'tained con-
sulersble proficiency in the art of singing and play¬
ing tl>c piano. At the aire of fourteen he bade adieu
