
LECTUBE3 LAST Fj.OHT,
Lectin mm Earthquake*- -By Dr. J. J* W*

At the usual -weekly meeting of the Polytechnic
Association ot the Arjerlcan institute, hold that wo
»ing in room No. SU, Cooper Institute, Professor OIL
man presiding, Dr. 1. J. Edwards read an lnterooting
paper on earthquakes. Having briefly considered
the physical facte and condition of the earth he pro-
needed to show that all oar earthquakes and volca¬
noes resulted from tne action of Internal fire. It
was doubtful whether a correct idea was generally
formed as to the earth's component parts. Bat be¬
fore dilating upon that, the theory of earthquakes
must first be developed, as follows:.That the earth
to kept In Its parts by the reciprocation of attraction
and repulsion; that the earth Is not a molten
mass in its interior, although it may once
have been; that the heat of the earth is not
sufficient to account for earthquakes, nor for the
phenomena which are necessary for the vegetable
and animal life on Its surface; that the laws which
govern the sun and the^planets are universal laws,
and that to know the laws of one Is to know approxi¬
mately the laws of the whole, and that the differences
are only of degree and variety, and not fundamental;
that a meteor or crollte is a planet, and, conse¬
quently, its component parts indicate the structure
ofjthe earth; that the sun Is the fountain of our mo¬
tion and our lire; for that heat, light and electricity
are solar emanations, directly or indirectly; that the
new scientific laws of the corelallona of lorces and
tho conservation of forces are the Key to tbe cause of
earthquakes; that the earth scores up any
superabundance of heat or light in their
corelution to electricity, and that eariaquakes
are caused by tho discharge of th>s superabundant
electricity In Its endeavors to equalize itself over the
earth or to discharge Itself into the surrounding at¬
mosphere under the sitme laws as the Leyden jar.He having reviewed the Igneous condition of the
globe, in tho coarse of which lie quoted from Baron
von Kelchenbach's great work on the subject. Cer¬
tain physicists asserted that it was impossible for
the earth to be magnetic throughout its mass If It be
Igneous fusion lu Its interior, as it was knowu from
experiment that great heat was incompatible wita
the presence of magnetism in bodies. That objection
was only important so long as tho whole contents of
the planet were regarded as a law. It was generally
admitted that there was an Igneous condition of
the earih.-at any rate, under the world's crust.
although it might not reach far into the
Interior, and as the earth in cooling off found vents
volcanoes would seem to be easily accounted for. It
would be well to draw attention to a tact not much
knowu, that in all seasons of the year very few days
ever elapse without an earthquake occuriug iu some
part of the world where it could be recorded. Earth¬
quakes did not throw up mountain ridges, although
they might cause large districts to suddenly sink.
Tne number of asteroids which come near the earth
In the space of a year must be computed to be many
thousands of millions. These asteroids in approach¬ing the earth have motion, motion becomes
heat, heat becomes electricity; that elec¬
tricity is added to the store already out in
tne earth, which store we receive eternallyfrom the sun, the moon and all the stars.
Having explained the mode In which electricity maybe turned back again into mechanical motion, he
proceeded to state that it was very evident that
where a few rays of light, polarized by a particular
angle of reflection or refraction, will produce pecu¬liar effects so marked and prominent, similar to
those of eclipses, with a seldom failing accuracy, to
within the hour out of the twenty-four, it was verv
evident that millions of rays, receiving the same
polarization in the same angles, will produce the
same peculiar effects on a more extended scale, no
matter whether they are polarized by reflection
from a comet, a distant world or a looking glass.Han is as much a planet to tuis earth as the moon or
any of the asteroids. The same laws that apply to one
apply to all. It had now been shown througn the argu¬
ment mat the universal action of electricity, when
some five and thirty years ago Mackintosh and others
showed the electrical theory of the universe, and
Black well wrote upou the applications of tills univer¬
sal electrical theory to man and to all things living,
tho world treated them with disrespect. Those
times are passing away. It had also been shown
that the eari It receives its share of the universally
perracing electricity, and how under certain circum¬
stance it throws off i>b superabundance. Man is af¬
fected similarly, as also are some other living beings
by the same a, cut acting under the same laws.
Tuere are differences of degree and variety, but
these differences are not fundamental. Ex¬
actly as the earth drives about and throws down
ctturcnea, steeples, houses, chairs, tables,
and other small matters, so there are occasion¬
ally human individuals so overcharged with
e.ectricity as to do In u proportionate degree exactly
what the earth does. 'I here are human earthquakes
as well as telluric ones. The lecturer concluded by
itatiug thai inasmuch as the greater part of the
paper was composed of quotations Irom others
in- was not responsible for them, though he heartily
concurred In Uiein, believing electricity to be the
cause of earthquakes. During the course of the 1.--
tun ,he speaker was Interrupted by several of the
audience who considered his views on tho matter
lalmctous. A discussion ensued, in which Dr.
i arnelle and Professor Yanderwcyde took part, the
latt r holding thai the immediate cause of eari.i-
quukes was steam. Alter an interesting debate the
meeting adjourned.

TilE STAFFORD PAVE1JT.
IHectlng of Seventh Avenue Property Owners

In Opposition to the Meheme.
There was held last evening, at Mlllemann a Hall,

corner of Seventh avenue and Tweaty-slxth street,
a meeting of property owners on the Keventb ave¬
nue who arc opposed to the laying of the Stafford
pavement on the avenue.
Mr. 1'etcr Dolan called the mooting to order, and

stated that Its object was to devise means to oppose
the action of the Common Council, which pad
Authorized the laying of the pavement. A year ago an
effort was made by tiiq Common Council to bavo the
Klcolaon pavement put on the avenue, but, by the
legal opposition of the property owners, the project
full through. The Injunction that had been sued out
agatuat the Common Council In regard to the Mcoi-
son pavement was now on appeal before tho SU-
preme Court, General Term. There had been already
an assessment committee appointed, and mere war
but little doubt that funds to defray the expenses or
the legal proceedings would be collected, the a*ae*s-
nieuthaving bum tixod at five dollars a house. The
Stafford pavement was only an experimental pave¬
ment, and would cost, if laid, at leas*. $tuo or $*oo

«er house, or $10 per square yard. It was an out¬
age to Ignore the rtgbta of the property owners as

the Common Council had done In the matter. It
was a well known fact that the resolution passed
over the Mayor's veto had ocen passed by a ple^o
of -snap" strategy, and that a false representation
h«d been made By the "ring" to the enect that the
property owners were In favor of the laying of the
pavement, and that several of the Common Council
had iieen proven to be large holders of tUe stock of
tue Stafford Company. It was high time that the
Common Council should be made to understand thut
properly owners had rights which should be te-
spec ted.

Mr. c. 0. Bhnrragar said that the upper part of
Seventh avenue was unlit, as yet, for aoy
pavement of a permanent character, as it
would require en Immense amount of work
in the way of rock blasting to pat It In good
condition. Not one-half of Seventh avenue was at
present sewered, and ho, for one, waa not willing to
spend a cent on an* pavement until sewers were
plac ed in those parts of the avenue where there were
no sewers st present All the property owners
would be willing, he believed, to do tnetr utmost to
Improve the awuue la every way they could, for it
was their Interest to do so; but they would not be
cheated and fooled that other men might grow rich.
Tho Siailord pavement was a Job tiiat should l»e
knocked in the head, and no man who felt any In-

5 .co H"n °f ltle avenue would hesitate
to fight the -ring, tooth and nail, In ihla one oftheir new schemes of Villainy.After detailing a certain number of collectors to
go the rounds of the property holders and collect
'he necessary funds required to defray the TTiniW
w the ojiposltlou, the meeting adjourned. i

GERMANY.

The PrnMtna LeiUatare-Wu Departwienf.
PreparailM far the Findunu'i Ceatar-
]>aalah Pluck.Danger to Yo«m Adopted
Citlceto-A Hit at Pino IX..Provincial Ad-
ministration.Bow at Preoden B.Ian
Arrogance.

BERLIN, Oct. 24, IMS.
By a royal decree, dated Baden Baden, the 16th

Inst., and countersigned by Count Bismarck and the
other seven ministers, both Bouses of the Prussian
Diet are to assemble on November 4 in this city, it
has been noticed that BimUar decrees convening
the chamber were not countersigned by the
Premier, and this gives rise to the belief that the
Connt Intends to take an active share in the pro¬
ceedings of the Diet Many rumors are afloat con¬

cerning a tall deficit and an increase of taxes to be
demanded by the governnf^nt It is said that
Baron Yon der Heydt offered to group his budget
figures in a way that the deficit could be as easily
found as a needle in a pottle or bay, but that
Couat Bismarck ruled against scch legerdemain and
demanded a straightlorward course in the shape ot
a loan or new taxes. No doubt exists as to the fact
of the War Department being the cause of enormous
droits on the Treasury and the subsequent deficit.
Whenever the Military Gazette is in ecstacles over
some new improvement in the military line it Is
sure to cost the £tate a few millions
extra. Ono of these costly inventions Is tho new
material for fortifications, already meutioncd iu
it previous communication, though not consisting of.
as erroneously supposed.Iron blocks, but of
heavy plate, which, embedded iu solid masonry and
presenting no other than a convex surface, is per¬
mitted to weaken or neutralize the effect of hostile
projectiles. "Let us employ it in all our land and
coast, defences," says that journal, "and then our
works will be invincible. We must also havo it for
the protection of our butteries and in the construc¬
tion of turrets, for even if the enemy should gain an
entrance by surprise we need only to close the pow¬
erful Iron doors of such works, In which cose our

gunners would bo secure and could not bo forced to
surrender except by long siege and hunger." The
casting of the huge iron plate alluded to in our last
Inspires tho Military Gazette with an Immense deal
of pride, making it exclaim:."Nothing liko it lias
ever been attempted in either America or England,
and though It was ut a late moment when Prus3'a
entered Into tho monitor plate construction, it has
at once taken the lead of all other nations." We
doubt that the poor German taxpayers will enjoy the
idea of this prominence. They are more likely to
curse this prospect of iron fortress walls, bulwarks,
bastions, turrets and the like, which will be no less
expensive than that other urgent proposi¬
tion of the War Department concerning tiio
fortifying of railroads by transforming stations,
crossings, bridges, tunnels, Ac., into so many mili¬
tary strongholds. What a glorious Idea 1 Instead of
building new railroads.so much noeded in all sec¬
tions of the country.to fortify tho old ones for mili¬
tary purposes I While thousands of square miles in
Germany are yet without proper means of communi¬
cation, millions of its citizens suffering (as in East
and West Prussia) from the want of such promotion
of aprlculturc and Industry. It is londly announced.
'No more railroads I" While billions are needed to
complete the railway net of Germany the cry is,
"Fortify them 1" anil if beyond the enormous expense
of the standing army a single dollar can be saved
It must needs be invested for future war purposes.
Yes, war and nothtn r but war. Under such aus¬
pices, in perpctnal danger from foreign foes, livingin a country always armed to the teeth, it would be
proper lor the iuhabitauts to do something for their
own safety. Why should they not, as in times of
yore, surround their dwellings with walls and
ditches, parapets and lntrenchments, or, duly con¬
sidering the danger lrom Krunp's and Ziindnadel's
blue pills, explosive and non-explosive, one to :ioo
pound missiles, remove from their exposed cities
and villages and take up, in digger Indian fashion,
lodgings In subterranean hovels. Indeed, there
is no longer safety above ground. They
ought to live in casemates, procreate children
in bomb-proof beds and rock them in monitor-plated
cradles. Then the Prussian Chauvinists, who do not
care whether the country is ruined or not, may cry
out:.Come on, you French, or other enemy, und find
us well prepared Heo how we are fortified; what
armies we have to oppose to you; how every railway
bridge, crossing or station is u fortress; how our
convex iron walls arc impregnable to your shot, and
how our people, even happily stowed away in sub¬
terranean wigwams, snap their fingers at vou I

Before finally dropping this picture it ought to be
added that a new kind of ordnance, an eleven inch
gun, has been tried by the liuuish government ou
the island of Amak, near Copenhagen, und turned
out quite successfully, its shot regularly penetrating
the heaviest monitor targets. At the close of the
trial an experiment was made w:tii the new Swedish
dynamlt (ail improved nltro-glycerine). The large
e.oveu inch ordnance wus charged with ordinary
powder anil then loaded with a grenade filled with
dynamlt. It burst at the first discharge.no
doubt on account of the dynamlt having taken fire
too soon. No casualties occurred, as precautions had
been taken In the expectation of such an event-
prudent Danes.whose State treasury is Just good
enough to pay for Remingtons and e.evcu-lncb ord-
nances.
?a Important decision has been arrived at

by the Ministers of War and the Interior regarding
the loss of citizenship of Prussian minors resident
abroad.

Hence It lollows that
young emigrants to the United States, who, unac¬
companied by their lather, hare declared their inten¬
tion ol becoming citizens, would, if ever they hap¬
pened to step upon l'ruesian territory, be still con¬
sidered Prussiau subjects.

It Is carious enough
that henceforth these administrative omclals shall
be exempt from the usual examinations, though
other classes or citizens in Prussia, such as knack¬
ers, physicians, apothecaries, mldwtves, surgeons,
sea captains, mates, phots, Ac., are compelled to
submit to them in order to obtain permission to ply
their trade.
Though Russia is really on the most friendly termB

with Prussia, it has lately puDlished a ukase con¬
cerning the surveillance of Its oistoniB regulations,
which does not at all savor of great regard ror Its
neighbor.

llere Russia arrogates the right of hostile pursuit all
over the lialtic Sea, which, if rfssei ted, would open
the way for abuse and great trouble. The Konigs-
berg Chamber of Commerce has already petitioned
the Prussian Ministry for relief against this ukase.
The handsome and aristocratic city of Dresden has

bad, last week, a little emeute within Its walls, tho
work of a few hundred public porters, who, without
occupation and the means of living, had been mad¬
dened by the injudicious action of the police.

Tho consequence
war a strike and rebellion on the pari of the porters,
aided by the seam of the city; the .windows of the
h.iid contractors' houses were smashed,.other out¬
rages committed and the police were quite unable to
quell tho riot. They called for the assistance of
the military, and with their aid upward of one hun¬
dred arrests were made, not before the tumult had
occupied three consecutive evenings and consider¬
able damage had been effected.
