The Cabas Filibuster*.Uneasiness of the

Spanish Minister.
It would appear that the Spanish Minister Is con¬

siderably alarmed at the published reports of flllbus-
terltur preparations In this country to assist the
Cubau Insurgents to gain their Independence, for he
has recently addressed to Secretary Seward several
communications on the subject. In reply to one of
these letters some days ago Mr. Seward assured the
Spanish Minister that every exertion would be mado
by the Ontted States government to suppress any
attempt to organize forces or forward assistance to
the rebels In Cuba, and that the Attorney General
had given the United States Marshals in the
principal spaports Instructions to prevent
vessels leafing for such a purpose. On Friday
last Mr. Seward again Informed Sertor Gonl that
In his belief there was no good cause for uneasiness
about the movements of sympathizers In the Cuban
rebellion, and that he, Mr. Seward, gives no oredit
to the many reports concerning filibustering expedi¬
tions. Information has been received in this city
from an otllcial rource in Cuba stating that the Insur¬
rection has not attained the strength and importance
that it was at first supposed to possess, and the Cap¬
tain General feels very confident that he wtu tie
able to suppress It within a few months' time. The
letter also states that a number of the wealthiest in¬
habitants of Puerto Principe have offered the Captain
General a large amount of mouey to aid In putting
down the rebellion.
Jell Davis Trial.Speculations as to the

Flnnl Disposition of Ills Case.
It is pertoctly well understood iiere that the trial

of Jefferson Davis cannot and will not take place
to-morrow. Mr. Davis could not possibly get to
Richmond to be present at his trial to-morrow, and
If It bad boen intended that the trial should begin so
soon he would have been notified In person. As this
was not done it Is fair to presume that tlic govern¬
ment is no nearer ready to enter into his trial than
It was a year ago. The term of the Supreme Court
of the United States is so near at hand that the Chief
Justice would not be able to preside at Davis'trial;
besides, Attorney General Evarts is still in this city
and does not expect to go to Richmond to¬
morrow. It is believed that t^ie trial will
be again postponed until somo d'fty in next
term. There are those hero who think that
the cxJTesident of the reliel Confederacy will
never lie tried, that the case will be postponed from
time to time nutil some other method of disposing
of it shall he round. Some persoas of the legal pro¬
fession are of the opinion that General Grant will re¬
move the whole difficulty by recomraonding Con¬
gress to pardon Mr. Davis ami let him go. If this
should not be done, It is confidently believed that
some other means of avoiding a trial will bo discov¬
ered. It lias been seen that In certain cases whore
the government has been concerned the prosecution
cau make common cause with the defendant, as ex¬

emplified In Stanton vs. General Lorenzo Thomas
and the Government vs. John H. Snrratt.

Schenck is believed to be
quietly working for the position, and some say when
the time comes lie will develop a degree of strength
not at present realized by his competitors.

Secretary Browning coincides with Secretary

MoCulloch in his opinion that I he reports of depart¬
ment aud bureau officers should not be published to
the country before they shall have hern submitted to

Congcess. He expressed to-day his regret thst the
reports of the bureau officers of- his department
should have so far forgotten the respect due to the
President and to Congress as to permit their reports
to go to the public even before the report of the
Secretary has been completed. The Secretary does
not see the force of tne argument that the publica¬
tion of extracts from the annual reports, or even the
reports themselves In extmm, does not destroy those
documents for the purposes their preparation was
intended to subserve, but, on the contrary, by
coining all the sooner to the eyes of members of
Congress; those legislators have so much the more
time to consider and digest them. The worthy Sec¬
retary had no better argument to offer in support of
his opinion than the old time-honored plea that It
was not the custom In the early days of Uic republic.
He has evidently fallen behind the age.

Kedlstlllntlon of Spirit*.
It Is understood thai the secretary of the Treasury

docs not Intend to Issue any circular publishing the
opinion of the Attorney General In regard to the
question whether distillers of bourbon wldskey have
a right, under the late Internal Revenue law, to re¬
distill ihelr liquor to raise It to the strength of proof
spirits without being liable to an additional tax.
Distillers will be permitted lo avail themselves of the
benefit of the opinion of the Attorney General, and
will no longer Ire assessed an additional tax for re¬

distilling, as was formerly the case. The action of
the revenue authorities iieforo this question was do-
clded had tire efflirt of closing thousands of stills,

ARTILLERY EXPERIMENTS AT FORTRESS ITCHOE.
Review of the Troop* at the Pordvwi.(!m.
linutttion of the KxpeHunul Artillery
Flrlny,

tiring.which consists of Major General J. C.' Rar-
nard, President; Cenenila Wright. Tower and Nul¬
lum, General C. B. Reese as Secretary.did not re¬
sume operations until ncurly uoon to-day, i* I bey
were engaged in cousuitutlon upon the resuiita
effected the day before. ,

For the eutertamnient of the large number of
prominent officers who were here for tno purpose of
witnessing these experiments Major (leneral W- F.
Harry, commanding the artillery hcIiooI, held a re¬
view of the troops under his command at ten o'clock
this morning. Maior (leneral A. A. Humphreys, Chief
of F.nginecrs United States Artny, being the senior
officer present, reviewed the troops, af'er which the
ba'lulion was made to execute tho various move¬
ments of the drill. At eleven o'clock the party,
which had been increased by several now arrivals,
among whom were noticed General Rodman and
Colonel Mordccia, of the Ordnance department, pro¬
ceeded up the bench to the scene of their recent de¬
struction ami commenced making arrangements for
demolishing tee target on tho extreme right
of the iTdo next the bay. This target in
peculiarly constructed and id the result of a
number of Improvements. The emtuasurc is about
three feet square, a hriek parapet on one side, a
brick arch overhead aud a stone pillar on the tight'side. The face of the target is about fifteen met
high, by ten or twelve feet in breadth. Tills is com¬
posed of twelve Inch wrought iron of the finest
quality, while just above and below the em bras 'iro
is a heavy irou plate, six or seven inches in thick¬
ness, immediately in the centre of the target. T he
sides of the target are each supported by upright
pillars of wrought iron, twelve by fifteen incho* iu,
thickness, to which the front plate of the target is
firmly riveted, the whole being supported by!
masonry of the most solid character. The first, shot'
struck the target on the left hand side, near the em-'
brusure, making a deep hole In the irou aud crack-'
lug one ol the upright posts in he rear which sii|>-
ports it. The second was a conical snot and struck
the extra lower plafe near the corner, knocking the
corner off and glunclng off and doing some damage
to the stone piliur. Tho third shot si ruck the lower
extra plate lu the centre, breaking It in two uml also
some heavy rivets with which It was fastened to tho'
main plate.
