SPAIN.

Demonstration In Fmver of a Republic.Effi¬
ciency of the Democl-acy.Espartei Change
for the Throne.Prim's Circular to the
Army. Demoralization of the Troops.
Changes In the Educational System.New
Taxes and RJoto.

Madrid, Nov. 8,1868.
The great political campaign to decide on the

proper form of government for Spain has opened
with a good deal of enthusiasm and general excite¬
ment. In the mode of carrying It on the Spaniards
sec 1:1 to have adopted, to a certain degree, some of
the well known features of an American campaign,
and one reels almost at home where one sees torch¬
light processions carrying banners covered over
with party appeals to the lntell.gent voters, who are
Implored to support the democratic party
and vote for a republic. The democrats
are using tliia kind of machinery very generally, and
as the masses In the cities are for a republic there Is
no trouble in getting tip very respectable demunsti-a-
Uons m point of numbers and enthusiasm. Almost
every night one may see these processions marching
through the principal streets, headed by a band and
cheering for the republic, while the people on the
sidewalks respond to the crlea with increasing spirit.
The loud cry of" Wva la republica," hoarsely shouted
out by hundreds of voices under the Prince's Club,
haa a very agitating effect on the nerves of the old
hidalgos and grandees who nightly aasemblo there
for discussion or cards. They are getting
very nervous, and have at last recognised
the possibility that ont of the revolution
may arise the republic.a form of government, it la
needless to say. that has nothing in it attractive or

promising to them for the future. The democratic
organization is unquestionably the most complete
and oer.'ect of any yet formed, and It is making ac¬
cessions to its ranks dally, even from men who did
Dot believe In a republic six weeks ago. The leader*
are, tor the most part, young men of vigor and
bruin", not afraid o? hard work and Intensely deter
mined, a/id the systematic and earnest manner in
which iher have inaugurated the campaign hae
had a very depressing effect <m the fossils
who are trying to shape the public will
in favor of a constitutional monarchr. The
monarchists are as yet divided into two
parties, the nnion lllierals and progreisistaa, but
they will coalesce in a few days sua present a solid
front to the democracy, backed by ail the influence
.t the provisional govrnmeut. Already the leaders
of the union liberals, progressists* and two or
three more that were once honored leader*
in the democratic party hare agreed to unite the
parties and, sinking minor dlferences, make com¬
mon cause for a monarchy. There can be no ques¬
tion as hi the feasibility of uniting the union liberals
and progre.-Miistgs, hat as for the late democratic
howlers who have endorsed the movement being able
to cirry over anv other support-re trom their
party beyond those, who. like themselves,
nave got or expect otllce, no one believe,for a moment that it ib possilile. Nefior Klvero and
the so-called democratic chiefs who are to sign the
manifesto of the monarchists are already as dead
aiul unpopular among the democrats as men well
C.111 be. Without any resolution* or public measures
the entire party lias cast them off, and to-dav the
rauae lest citizen in Madrid looks with indignation
and disgust at ihetr efforts to trade off the princtpus
of the party for office and place. Loners from Se¬
ville, Cadiz, Earcelont and all the principal cities
¦ute t it at the great democratic inovemoni advances
splendidly, and that the rtwrtlon In the capital lias
produced no split in the par. .. Meanwhile while all
tbcae organizations and preparations are going on
not a sylinbie is heard concerning the time when the
e.eclion will be called, it Is understood that tne call
is proposed but that the government la still in doubt
as to the proper time to issue It. It. seem to be
the general impression tbRt the election win occur
some time In December, the present month having
lueu showed to advauoc too far without the pro-
cbunatio u ,ng tasuad. wnatever delay there is in
tids matter is owing to the desire of the governmentto so arrange thing* that the democratic party can¬
not po**!bij carT.v the C01 tea, The exercise of the
right of suffrage so grandly assured to the peoplewill lie found to t>« so hedged In on
election day that the voters will be able
to vote for a monarchy and the properaort of candidate*. The Influence of tha

as Cortes as it can select itself, and no other. With
money and patronage and repression it Is riot
doubted by the enthusiastic members of the govern¬ment that the right tickets can be elected to a ma¬
jority of districts in ttpoln.

throne, it Is in the range of possibility that Espar-tero might be selected to wear the crown for a few
years. In order to give time for other combinations
or the erection of a republic. The manifesto I have
alluded to will at all events have the effect ol plac¬ing the name of Espartero before the peopleand will canse them to Inquire Into his antecedents
and datmB for the post he aspire* to. In no other
way can I see how the least results can flow from
the movement.
The union liberals bave Jnst made a counter de¬

monstration to the democratic affair on the day of
the anniversary of the death of the sergeants snot hy
the merciless ODonnell. On that occasion, yon will
remember, General Pelrrand, who led the revolt
which occasioned the execution of the sergeants,
made an oration at the grave and called upon the
soldiers and people to untto in forming a republic in
order that tne martyr blood may not have been
¦pilled in vain. The oration was eloouent and Its
effects very great, especially as it induced the
soldiers to discuss the form of government under
which they were to serve. It made many
converts to republican doctrines, and was
a powerful aid to the present democratic
movement. Singularly enough, the occasion seized
by the union liberals to make a counter demonstra¬
tion was the anniversary of the death of the very
man who pot these soldiers to death, and who was
while living one of tne greatest tyrants that Spain
has seen for many years. The first anniversary of
Marshal O'Donnell's death was celebrated by a mass
In one of the chnrches here, at which assembled
Serrano, Topete, Olozaga. Revlro and a nnmber or
prominent generals and civilians. Noses were
counted and the result was eminently satis¬
factory to the union liberals, as they had
drawn in many democratic chieftains to the fold.
General Prim was said to be ill on the occasion
and did not attend. He had many roasona to re¬
main away on Such occasion. O'Donnell would
have shot Prim if he could have caught him, and
when he ahot the sergeants he made some remarks
concerning the Prime Minister of War more vigor¬
ous than complimentary.

....The speech of General Pirrand has elicited from
General Prim a circular addressed to Captain Gen¬
erals, Ac., In which ne practically says that It Is no
part of the soldier's business, be he high or low, to
meddle In politics. They must obey orders,
and that is quite enough for them to
attend to without giving a part of
their time to the discussion of the
form of government to be adopted or the persons
who shall administer it. This is tolerably cool from
a general officer who has been corrupting and de¬
moralizing the army lor the past ten years. Hitherto
General Prim has been the teacher or the very prac¬tices ho now so warmly forbids. It Is a good thtng
to be consistent, but It depends altogether whether
that consistency will beneflt one or not, whether It
la closely observ ed. However, there Is no doubt that
General Prim's circular insisting on thorough disci-
pline among the troops is based on gool
grounds. The army is unquestionably more
generally demoralized than ever before, in
consequence of the corrupting and debauch-
tng influences that have been brought to
bear upon it by successive military chieftains plot¬
ting for place and power. Is it wonderful that men
should lose under such circumstances that esprit rte
corps without which an array soon iiecomes a worth-
leas armed mo'it As long as tho Spanish army is
the instrument employed to overturn governments
and place ambitions soldiers in power it. is useless to
expect of it anything like the highest discipline cr
efficiency. The Spanish army to-day is in a state
that gives the government n« little trouble, tor in
case of blows.au eventuality looked upon as almost
certain by everybody.it livery doubtful whether the
army would not divide and take opposite Bide*.
Democratic agetita are by no means idle In doing
their share in bringing about a split In the army for
the coming day.

. . ......Admiral Topete has also issued a clrculnr to the
navy urging obedience on the part of officer* and
men. This is the burden of his cry, and he dwell*
upon It 90 strongly that one is inclined to ask what
does tt slgniry. Has that dreadful contagion of
republicanism reached the ships? are the Jack tars
inclined to disciun politics and advocate mentor
what is tho trouble in the navyf Something is going
wrong, 1 am afraid, among tne men qf irou hearts.
We shall see. .

Sefior Zorrilla is hard at work on the educational
system of regenerated SpalD. He is turning out
and potting In professors, changing the course*
of study, abolishing tbU style of school and
creating another, and In fact turning up side down
and Inside out the entire educational system that
existed up to the time of the revolution. Ilia decrees
are bewildering in number, extent and detail. Ho
will yet be compelled to establish a high Inst'iu-
tion In which venerable professor* ami teachers can
be educated up to that lofty point when they can un¬
derstand the Minis- r's Instructions, and be able to
harmonize all their conflicting detail*. The Minister
means well, hot 1* going ahead a triile too fast
even for these revolutionary tune*. It has lieeu dis¬
covered by actual trial ihat by his new system of
medics to be pursued in the universities the students
must spend ten hours each day in the lecture and
recitation rooms. At that rate the young men
will go over a good deal of ground IX they can stand
the wear and tesr long enough. Ten branches of
utudy taken up in one day 1 Yet the decree la Issued,
aud the woruour protcasors nnd weary students
rau*tt watt until itie matter coraci around to the Min¬
ister's attention in Its proper turn. The Cortes will
undoubtedly correct all these evils by perfecting the
crude scheme.* of the Minister. '

The orator Caste liar, said by the Spaniards to be
the most accomplished orator In Europe, was to
lutve given au address In the Opera House last Fri¬
day u.gut on the ..Demands of the Day." He is an
ardent democrat and a fiery speaker and
can undoubtedly Influence the masses. More
than 10,000 people applied for tickets, though the
opera House can scarcely hold more than 2,000. A
largo number of tickets were issued, but before sun-
ec the theatre was filled by a noisy crowd, who
wore determined not to make way for any <>ne. Con¬
sequently the oration was postponed until a future
ilay, w hether by or lers of the government or by the
wish of ncfior Cast*;liar U not quite sure. As there
was some danger of a demonstration the govern¬
ment took some precautions, which were happily
nut needed. The speech Is looked forward to with
gjvat interest, a* Mr. CasteUar will doubtless developtk>* programme of the democratic party.

ENGLAND.

England and the Halted Mia tea.
The Pall Mall Qazette of the 11th lnst. states that

tho convention between England and the United
State* for the settlement of outstanding claims was
signed yesterday. Ajtlule four of the treaty runs
thus:. .
The Commissioners shall have power to adjudicate

upon the class of claims referred to In the ofl'eial
correspondence lietween the two governments as the
Alabama claims; bnt before any of such claims are
taken Into consideration by them the two high con¬
tracting parties shall fix upon some sovereign or
head of a friendly State us an arbitrator In respect
of such claims, to whom such class of claims shall
be referred in case the Commissioners shall be nnable
to come to a unanimous decision upon the same.

When we stated a month ago that Lord Stanley

and the Hon. Reverrty Johnson had come to an ar¬
rangement respecting the Important question of nat¬
uralization, and a few days later that an agreement
had been come to for referring the claims of citizens
of the two governments to a Joiut commission, we
were careful to point oat that arrangements of this
kind made by envoys of tke United States required
rooro than executive confirmation. The remark Is
equally applicable and more Important with refer¬
ence to the agreement now said to have been made
to refer to a European sovereign the essential ques¬
tion of the liability of the British government for
losses Inflicted on citizens of the United States
bv the Alabama. We know of no better way of ob¬
taining a solution of such a question than that which
the Ministers of the two governments have adopted;
bat It must be remembered that whereas, If Mr.
Johnson represented a constitutional monarchy, the
sanction of his goverment would suffice to ratify an
arrangement of this kind, as Minister of the United
Htates his action will need to he confirmed not only
by Mr. Andrew Johnson and Mr. Seward, but by the
Senate at Washington, it has already been stated
that Mr. KcverUy Johnson has bill powers to settlo
all matters in dispute between the two countries, but
this must be understood of such powers as the Presi¬
dent can confer. In this view of the case the state
of opinion In the United States Is possibly deserving
of more attention than It has received.

THE COLCHMJS, OHIO, HORBUB.

Farther and ^Startling Particulars of the
Burning of the Central Lunatl; Asylum.
Frnntlc Conduct of the Mhnlaee.

[Columbus, Ohio (Nov. 19), correspondence of the
Cincinnati Commercial.]

It has been the custom for soma wars past to have
social dauciug parties at the Central Lunatic Asylum
for the benefit of the patients. Invitations were
Issued to numbers of our citizens to participate and
so bring the sane In contact with the Insane. Of
course ouly the most tractable of the Inmates were
allowed to be present at these parties. The amuse¬
ment hall was one ot the handsomest in the State,
being painted and decorated m gilt and bright
colors, and all of the surroundings were calculated
to attract the wandering thoughts of the poor shat¬
tered minds of the putleuts. There ib do doubt that
these parties have been productive of much good
and It was seldom that anything occurred to mar the
enjoyment of tho eveulng.
Last night at half-past nine o'clock the dancing

room was tilled with pat Ients and Invited guests, and
all was going pleasautlv, when the terrible cry of
fire was raised by one of the attendants, and passed
from one part of the building to auother, and soon
reached the amusement room. At first it was sup¬
posed It was but a small affair *, the alarm was
sounded and measures taken to extinguish the
flames, great care being used to keep ah knowledgo
of the fire from the patients. The flames spread
rapldiy, and before the engines reached the place
several of the sleeping rooms were In flames. Then
the work of desolation and scones of horror began.
At soon as possible the patients wcro taken from the
burning rooms to the auiusemt nt hall, v\ hero attend¬
ants were ready to suppiy such as needed them with
various articles of clothing.

It was with difficulty that mauy of the most vlo-
leht patients were rescued. The general panic made
them perfectly frantic. They danced, sang and
howled like fiends, waving their hands and laughing
as the flames approached them. All the efforts of
the attendants were unavailing. They seemed to
have forgotten the faces of those around them and
refused to leave their rooms, and at last it was found
necessary to call upon the citizens to take them by
force to other parts or the building.
At eleven o'clock the amusement liall presented a

strange appearance. Such as had participated iu
the dance were arrayed In all the tluery tli.it only the
insane person knows how to contrive. One wornau,
partly naked, executed a fancy dance on top of the
piano, and it was with difficulty that clothes were
put, on her.

Others paraded the hall with sheets folded in tho
shape of shawls, and seemed perfectly quiet and
happy. Others were quarrelsome, and needed con¬
stant watching. Others wept in silence, not seeming
to rare whet her they lived or died. One eldorlv lady
insisted on comforting all the ladies and kissing all
the gentlemen present. Several stood near the door
and mace constant efforts to escape.

In the upper hall of the eastern wing a sad sight
presented Itself. Here laid the bodies of tho six un¬
fortunate women who were suffocated before they
could be rescued, their pale faces blackened by the
fire and smoke, looking horrible In the uncertain
llcht of the burning rooms. Most of the faces of the
dead wore a look of determination, and did uot
show signs of great Buffering, although the face of
one of the younger women w;¦* distorted, her mouth
l>eing twisted aud her upper lip somewhat buruci.

At midnight It was found that the fire was gaining

ground, and all hopes of saving any portion of the
building wcro now given np. Then a second scene
of terror began. The most violent patients were
taken from the amusement hell to the detached
hospital some distance northeast ot the main
building, it was lound neeT«ary to can on tho
police to take charge of some of thorn. Their outcry
was most pitiful to hear. Conveyances were pro¬
cured na soon as possible, and mosi of the females
taken to the Deaf and Dumb \«ylum.

t p to this time the male i atlenti had been compa¬
rt: ivrly quiet; but as the dcvonrlng e ement an-

. ... -fipilproached them they became frantic, and many calk
through Ibelr strong-barred windows to the crowd
not to ahum'on them; but with tliuosl superhuman
ellurts all were saved and taken to the Deal and
I)i mt.

TIIK SCKKX AT 0X1 O'CLOCK
was one of general confusion. The ground In front
of the building was strewn with every ooncelvaljie
atttr'.o of clothing, bedding, furniture, ,Vc. thou¬
sands of persons, voung and oh', were there, many
of them doing much to save tbev: rlous articles from
ruin. As might bo expected, the sneak thieves wcro
enjoying a carnival season and many articles were
stolen.
Ihero was one of the female attendants going

from place to place, wringing her hands and iwfcing
tnsuy If thoy had seen lmr trunk, and In answer to
the vailed words of consolation offered only said,
..oh r.ordy, ail my winter clnthei are In that trunk,
and among them my very best silk dress with the
Pompadour waist.

One man who insisted upou he'ping to remove the
valuables from the upi»er portion of the hntlding
w»s found rushing down stain staggering under the
welrot of a huge bucket of coal, and only rame to
his ven«es when he bad salelv deposit^ his precious
load among the bedding, near the outer gate.

o'clock still another curious sight was presented.
The frightened pupils, hurried from 'heir beds to

SEVERE SfORH 09 THE ATLANTIC*

Arrival of (bo fctraoiabip William P«a«-Slie
Jinronmrra a Terrific Unle.( nbina Stove la
¦nil .Flooded.Three of the Hbln'n Men SerU
ously Injured.The Boat*wain Killed.
The steamship William Peirn, from Loudon and

Havre to New York, with sou passengers on board,
arrived in port on baturday, after a very trying voy¬
age of seventeen days from Havre and twenty-one
from London, fine encountered a terrific storm In
nild-occan, which lasted for ceveral days, doing
alarming damage to the saloon cabins and fatally In¬
juring the boatswain of the ship. The crew behaved
with great coolness and fortitude, and the captain
stood to his post unremittingly through the whole of
the severe ordeal.
No'incident or feature In the weather unusual to a

November passage of the Atlantic occurred during
the first five days, except, perhaps, the prevalence of
rather more than the usual number of sharp, ugly
squalls of short duration, producing but little in¬
convenience. Bat on Tuesday, the 10th of Novem¬
ber. a storm of wind with rain set in from the
northeast. Daring the whole of that day the storm
steadily increased In violence; but the ship was kept
on her course under the most of her soils
and the fall power of her screw, and, except the
occasional tremendous plungings and rollings of
the ship as she yielded to the force of the surging
waves, she bounded merrily along with everything
snag and all on board comparatively comfortable,
but with more or less of apprehension as to what the
night might bring.

It was hoped that the storm might somewhat abate
at sundown; but they were disappointed, and the
night closed in, adding Its thick darkness to already
existing terrors. The officers and crew were all on
duty, while In the first and second cabin saloons.the
former situated midships and the latter aulte aft-
subdued conversation among men, with slirhs that
bespoke the anguish of fear with aTewofthe women
and children; and thus the night wore on till eleven
when all retired to their staterooms in the cabins
below.
Below these still were the 433 steerage nassen»pr*

that all the day and night had been kept there owing
to the Impossibility of moving safely on deck amui
the ceaseless raging* of the storm.

'

There was little sleep that night, but manv a
silent prayer was oilereu up to God. Morning came
without the slightest apparent abatement of the
gale. The condition of the ship was as yet perfectly
sound, except the foretopsail, which had been blown
Into shreds and which still hung fluttering from the
yard.
Owing to the still increasing ftiry of the tempest It

had been thought prudent during the night to put
{he ship about, which was done successfully without
¦h'pping a sea, and the morning found them hcadimr
towards Kngland with steam only sufficient mSher "head on" and give her steerage way and vet
they were drifting to the southwest from three to
Ave miles an hour.

All day of the llth the fury of the tempest was un¬
abated. The strength of the gale would lift large
masses or foam from the crests of the great wavea
and spread them over the entire length and breadth
of the ship, drenching everything and everybody.
The ship behaved admirably, with the exception of

ber dreadful rollings. Anolher night closed down
around them with, If possible, still Increasing ter¬
rors. The howlings of the tempest, the intense
darkness, the tremor of the ship us the seas broke
against her sides, the orders of the officers, the re-
spouses of the men, the tnunp of those on deck, all

At about six A. M. on the 12th, and berore the
passengers had left their berths, those or the first
cabin were aroused from their vigils bv a tre¬
mendous crash on tbe starboard side of the ship and
the rush of waters down upon them. AH. of "ourse
was consternation and dismay until the extent of

<,an,Ker V°"la 1)0 distinctly ascertained.
They had shipped a heavy sea that stove in about

J*n dlulug saioori above, aud the water.
Hooding the floor, win making its way through the
openings for ventilation and light to the cabin below!
1 he cabin being a water-tight compartment of iron
all around, except the compauionwgy or staircase
and where the water had gained entrance, the
water could not pass lower down into the
ship or make its egress from the cabin. The
only way to dispose of It was by a lino of buckets
up and down the companion way, and until this
was done the water occupied the entire floor of
the cabin of thirty-four state rooms and a small
ladles saloon to a depth of froiu one to three feet
while the rolling of the ship would alternately throw
up the water on either side to a much greater depth.
Only strong uien could staud up against this swav
aud current of water, so that all the women and
children were obliged :o take position in the upper
berths until tlie water. In part at least, could be
removed. As soon as men could do this it was done
anil battens were nailed over the openings through
widen the water had entered.

In the upper berths of the flooded cabin could be
seen every phase of fear, terror, despair and restg
nation, and yet others that seemed void of ail those
qualities of mind but the latter.
One gentleman, Mr. Coyie, of Detroit, Michigan, a

blind man, conld not move ltom his berth if lie
would, i here were two feet of water on his floor
and his wife would not move i/she conld, unless her
flusband could go with her; and a young indv Miss
Bolton, would not go a step unless her friendi couid
go too; but all were resigned and even cheerful.

It was tue intention speedily 10 remove the wafer
from 1 he cabin, rendering It lit for Immediate rcoc-
inpaiion; hutvberore this conld possibly be done
and the storm mill raging with unabated furr a ni-
tle bi lore nine A. M. auotacr tremendous sea broke
over the slap's side at precisely the same Dlacs
as liefore. Th-s time nearly ien raixlJto
leugth of the saloon's side were smashed in
There was a cra.li ot umbers, tables and Crocker?"
and a moineutary smothering of steam and fiynig
ashes from the glowing stove a* it weut whirling
trom the centre of the saiooa down amomr he
dibrls into not less than three feet of water which
now covered the floor and winch, with everv roll of
the ship, was surging into the cabin bei.w. And
now, hs the cabin was deluged with & greater flood
than before, another and u greater terror w as pre¬
sentedto Its occupants, and de-pair with some had
taken the place of fear. The water was several feet
deeper than before. The necessity was now pre¬
sented of removing the women and children through
the flood ot waters up the companionway and along
the deck of the ship to the aft or second cabin
saloon. The strong men of the ship had tins dutv to
perform, for lew others oould stand upon the slto-
pery footing.

H

The first to leave tho flooded cabin with his wife
was George E. Algar. lie got to the loot of the
stairway, holding to tho hand rail, neck deep in
water, with Ins wife upon Jus back, eliuulng to hi*
neck. At the next roll of the ship they were out of
the water and had gained the deck. At this moment
there were those who, having no one to care for but
tneiiifieivcs, seemed ail the more anxious to be con¬
veyed to a place of safety, whilst others, full of true
heroism, wouid not go until tiie more heiph ss were
usHieicd out. This rait was particularly shown in
tue mother of nine litue children; she would not go
ami leave her children behind; thov could not go to¬
gether. for each must be carried singly. At last
when nearly alt others had gono, the mother con¬
sented to go If slio could take her youngest with her
And upon the promise of another noble-hearted
man. Miss Hannah Stevens, that she would remain
with the other children nil tho last bad left the cabin
Having reached the aft saloon with her joungeut
child she took her station at the open door and th re
stood counting ber children, one. two, three, as one
by one they arrived until aeven of tbe nine had been
counted In, but aeelug nothing of tbe other two
cried out, aa ir In bitter agony, "But where, oh,
where, are the twtna f" in a moment more and the
twins and their old grandmother, with the hie-
hearted woman who had stood by them to the lust,
wero all In, whon the door was momentarily closed.
And now of thoeewiio seeded assistance the blind
man And his wife were yet behind, not that be felt
neglected, boi ho would not claim nor would lie
receive assistance until ail more helpless than him¬
self had been assisted out. He was tae last to leave
the flooded cabin.

't he baggage of the flret cabin passengers In tbo
flooded cabin wan a wreck. Trunks wen; smashed
or soaked apart aa though made of paper, and every¬
thing that remained within, such as was not broken
up, was utterly ruined, so far as salt water can nun
anything. Literally, the first cabin passengers
lost everything, th# aecond cabin and steerage
noiht.- g.

Early on the morning of the shipping of tbe first
sea. when the ship was rolling fearlully, a lady sent
one of the stewards In nrgen: haste to Captain nil-
lines, tto-n on deck, desiring Ms innnMtaio presence
at) r stateroom. Ho came at once, because it was
at the request of a lad v.
"I a?n a Spiritualist, Captain Bllllnge." said

the lady. "1 have had a revelation from
a spirit friend, who says. -when sign* arise
lighten the ship;' in other words, yon must
throw your cargo overboard to save toe ship."
'Jhe captain Inquires, "Who la the suirl*. that prof-
fers this advicef Was he a seaman r" "1 must not
tell you. captain, who he was; but it Is none the less
true, yon must throw your cargo overrsiard.you
mint lighten the ship." "And is this all for which
you called me from niy post of duty r" astcd the cap¬
tain. "les, captain." "Then," said the captain,
"ted yonr spirit friend that I snv he is a u d
foul," There was no farther conversation on that
subject aud no cargo thrown overboard.

In the second cabin was another lady, an ancient
maiden, who, from the very commencement of the
s'orm, was sure all were to be lost, and every roll of
the gcod ship only served to convlnre her of Its cer
tamty; so she prepared for the eveur. first she put
on her best silk bonnet, gathered np quite s package
of ber boat apparel, filled a bag with other fine things
and hubtr It on her arm. and In one of her capacious
pockets a half dozen small articles of table crockery,
and finally, taking her umbrella In band, sat
anxiously waiting the sinking of tbe ship, tin being
asked wnat sheinteuded doing with her umbrella at
the bottom of the sea. she said it was her intention
to wade out If sb# had to go alone, and she might
want it.
a single instance of coolness was noted with one

of the p.mongers of the second cabin, Haaing ren
dered essential service in removing the women and
children from tna flret cabin, and when the storm
was raging with the greatest fury he sat quietly down
and shared himself.
Among the few gentlemen paw»entrcre In the first

cabin whose acts may be recorded wun honor wsre
two (huiwaii jvwtts, brothers, Otto and buttav PoiU.

who, though only fourteen and sixteen years of age,
aa>l for the lint time In their Uvea on the ocean or a
steamship and unable to *peak a word of English,
acted throughout as though they Iriew no fear or
even suspected that great dangers were thlc'tcnlng
ground tnem. They both had a helpug hand at any
moment for any one, old or young, >vho needed it.
The same praisa is due to Mosrs. Crosble and
Greeves, both of whom were constantly ou hand and
unwearied In their exertions.
When the second heavy sea broke over the ship the

boatswain, James Kemp, und two other men were

engaged in canvassing over and battening down the
break itiMhe saloon's side caused by the ttat sea.
The sectwd sea broke over the guards and tell
directly upon them, crushing them U the decic und
driving them aft with resistless force, whllo the
greater mass of the wave went entitling into the
saloon. The boatswain was driven with terrible
force against a bunker, breaking his leg and crush¬
ing in his stomach, and though strong hopes were
entertained through the whole da; of his ultimate re¬
covery, yet at ten o'clock In the evening, in the pres¬
ence of ills sorrowing shipmates, lie died.
At about eleven o'clock ou the morning of Thurs¬

day, two hours after the second sea was shipped,
another came upon them at the |ort side, arid rush¬
ing aft struck the t second cabin\ saloon with great
force, l>nt doing no injury. On the inside of tills sa¬
loon were both the first and secoiti cabin passengers,
rouged along ou both sides of narrow tables '.hat
were bolted to the floor. There Ihey sat, with arms
stretched across the tables, hoMing to the opposite
side, and thus supporting themselves against the ac-
tlou of the terrible and ceaseless soilings of the ship.
About noon thev had a gleam of lunshlne that at fit¬
ful intervals reappeared till four s'clock iu the after¬
noon, when the wind, the rain, the storm-cloud und
the hail had greatly lessened. .At eight o'clock In the
evening the wind had nearly ceased and a beautiful
night of starlight succeeded.
At three P. \l. of Friday, November, 13.a bright

and beautifnl day.the sbroudea body of the boat-
Bwatn was brought 'midships, and there, with
officers and seamen standing Around the corpse,
the burial service was read >.v the first officer,
the ship's speed was Blackened, for a moment the
propelling power was stilled, ani they gave 10 the
great deep all that remained of one of their best
seamen and their best loved eiiInmate.the boat¬
swain. Tears stood in the eyes of the captain and
crew of the William Penn, for the boatswain was a
favortte with every one.
Of the other two men lnjure4 one had an arm

broken und the other a severe iturt inflicted on the
splue and a terrible cut on the head, and though at
limes delirious, lie yet lives.
Captain Dillinge exhibited a perfect self-control,

coolness and intrepidity under every condition of
real or apparent danger.Enough can hardly De Bald of tie officers and sea¬
men, who, through nearly sixty hours of storm and
tempest, rain, wind, snow and hail, drenched to the
8k iu, bruised and battered, stood manfully to their
duty.not till they were exhausted, but till they had
fairly exhausted the storm.
The surgeon of the Bhip was called upon inces¬

santly. He performed the most onerous dutfes.
Day and night, night and day, ho stood by the
bruised aud mangled victims, kindly serving aud
comforting tliesn. and justly earned for himself tho
gratitude of his patients.
