snbiwtied to the people in April and ratified bv a
very handsome majority of the registered vote,'all
parties taking part in the election. This const It u-
tion, with some inodiiicailon, was adopted by Con¬
gress, aud thu Legislature which convened in July
in.ikiug these inoUillcatlons and otherwise com¬
plying with the requirements of the Recon¬
struction law, the State, together with Alabama
and Florida, wan by act of Congress formally
admitted to representation. There is one point In
regard to the admission of the state of Georgia to
which 1 feel culled upon to make s i-clal allusion,
when the Legislature was convened by the I'mvi-
sional Governor and Governor elect ttie question
arose whether, as military commander, 1 was culled
to inquire into the eligibility of the members, either
undor the United States laws or the constitution of
Georgia. The Convention of Georgia had in its ordi¬
nance culling an election directed that all returns
should be scut to the military commander
of the district, who was requested to is¬
sue tho necessary certificates of election. In
carrying out this request of the Convention
1 deemed it iny duty simply to require that I
should give the member having the greatest
number of votes the ordinary cortiiicate of election
and that It would bJ for each House to decide oil the
eligibility of those members whose seats were on
any grounds contested. While 1 admitted that, as dis¬
trict commander executing the law, I was to seo
that uo one ineligible to otilce under the fourteenth
article of the constitutional amendment should be
allowed to take otilce, i did not see that lit the case
