On the sunexation of Hanover to Prussia,
in 1387, & convenlion Waa agreed upon secHring cer-
tain propertg 10 King George, and a suw of 5,00, 000
tualers and the intorest on 11.000,000, in considern-
tion of King George d livering up 20,000,000
thalers in the 100 of his agents in England.
King George fulfiled bia part of Lue arrangeiient;
bat the Prussian government, early in tle pres n
yoar, showed its inteniion to evals the execution
of the convenlion by coufiscating tue
property of the ex-King., The scquestrution was
uccordingly carried out in March last; awd the whola
of the entailed fumily mprmmw of tha Housy of the
Gaelphs, in violation of the convention with Prussia
last year, 18 thus couverted to the nses and beaeflc of
Prussia. The mouetary conventlon, however, 18 now
submitted to the Prussian Diet for ap to-
gother with the order of eequestration; but, by a
