The public will remember with carious interest the

aliunge atory of the murder ol Cornelius Holmes, a

prominent and eccentric citizen of Kingston, some

time in May last. The murder itself was a bold and
.booking piece ol villainy, and the subsequent de¬
velopments were anch as to give the whole affair an

tatsrest and mystery second to no oilier crime ever

committed in America Mr. Holine*. the unfortunate
Victim, was a wealthy man, but of weak intellect, and
Ms bad for eome reason or other roriued a friendly
Jesting with a Samuel M. Andrews, also a prominent
.ttlaen and a deacon in the Orthodox Chnrch. The
two were very Intimate and together much of the
Alme, and the attachment became so fraternal that
When Mr. Holmes drew up bis will, some time pre¬
vious to his death, he bequeathed to Mr. An¬
drews about one-half of his property, ft was on the
Morning of the 21th of May that the body of Mr.
Holmes was found, shockingly mangled, near the
cemetery in Kingston, and about forty rods from the
.sain street of the village. That the murderer had
accomplished the deed by the use of stones, and per
Paps a hatchet, was a faol not to be denied, for the
¦hull was beaten to atoms and the brains protruded
Sb . manner at once revolting to behold. The
discovery of the body and the atory that
there bad been a murder occasioned the
Wildest excitement among the citizens of the quiet
country town, and the problem of who the perpe¬
trator of the foul deed might tie was quickly tint
¦¦satisfactorily considered by all. The arrest within
. few days of Deacon Andrews and the strange con¬
fession which be made, alleging that Mr. Holmes
attempted to commit an Indecent assault upon btm.
bbd that be killed him in self-defence, are also still
fresh la the public mind. Tne general excellence of
the reputation of the accused, his high standing in
the social and religious community, and the peculiar
friendly relations existing between the accused and
the murdered man. all combined to render the case
.be of unushal Interest and give to it a mystery
wnich the pnbllo will anxiously await to see ex¬
plained.
There was a large crowd of visitors present when

the case was called up this morning, and every cue
was anxiously seeking for a view of the rellg'ons
prisoner. At about noon Chief Justice Chapman
bud associate Justices Poster, Colt and Wells took
tbeir seats upon the bench, and the preliminaries of
the great trial were commenced. A targe number of
the jurors were challenged by the prisoner, but
.nally the requisite number were obtained, and Mien
the clerk of tne court read the indictment, to which
the prisoner promptly and loudly responded "Not
Cullty."

Mr. Edward L. Pierce, the District Attorney, then
opened the case on behalf of the common wealth.
At an early hour on the morning of the
fifth of May, he said. Cornelius Holrnes, a
well known citizen, was found about forty-
one rods from the village o( Kingston,
lying prostrate, with his skull fractured, bis brain
protruding, and weltering in tils blood, of which a

pool was Tying near. There did not appear to have
beenen a struggle between him and ah'assailant of
oqual strength, lie appeared to have been tieaien
down by a pursuing llcnd after some helpless resist¬
ance. He did not appear to have been killed by any
one acting In Belf-defencc; for in that case his head
would not have been so mangled by repealed blows
after all resistance must have ceased. He might in
that case have been left disabled, but it is not likely
that he would have been left tor dead. It seemed to
tic a case of murder of peculiar atrocity, m wj u i.
the murderer meant to make It sure thai
his victim Bhould never live to tell the tale.
Cornelius Holmes was a bachelor, fl'ty-three years
.f age, or secluded habits, living in Kingston. The
prisoner was his mnin companion, and Holmes wan
accustomed to make presents to birn. On the even¬
ing of the 2«th Holmes received a note from the
prisoner asking him to go down to see him, as he
should be ut work in Ins gardeu that night. Holmes
lelt his house about half-past seven. He wa« seen to
.enter the cemetery. He was not seen alive again
after. About eight o'clock a man named Deiuno
saw the prisoner in his garden. Half an hour alter
Mr. Delano and his wife, who lived near, beard a noise
as of groans. The next morning Holmes was missed.
Inquiry was mode for him, ami a neighbor named
Hproulc told Andrews, who wuh nt the mill, thai
Holmes was missing. Afterward Andrews went
Into his own house, raying he was faint, and he lay/
.own. Before the disappearance of Holmes was
generally known his body was discovered tn th<-
Jane by Mr. Andrew Bates. He gave the alarm and
. large number of persons gat hered on the spot.
The pockets were examined and $742, a now or
Andrews for $100 and some other trifles were round
In tbein. The contents of the pockets were given
to the brother of MM deceased and l>r. Blgelow ex¬
amined the body. Suspicion was directed agsmst
Andrews and ho was arrested. It was believed by
muuy that he was Innocent of the cbarge. His

Envious lire had been apparently Innocent. He
ad been an overseer of a factory and an officer

.nd counsellor and assistant of the church. He was
the last person who was known to have spoken to
Holmes. Soon after his arrest evidence accumulated
against him. He did not appear to have heard the
groans, though he alleged he was working in his gar
den near the spot. Blood was lound on some cloth¬
ing of his, which was discovered tn a stream. The
learned counsel then detailed other circunistancos,
wlln which the pnbllo are already familiar. It turned
.at that eleven months before the deceased was killed
fee hud made a will bequeathing one-hail of his pro¬
perty to the prisoner. About the same time that Mi.
Bates discovered the body Andrews deposited this
Will with the solicitor. The prisoner look an active

Kt in the making of the will. Ail these matters
icatcd an unseemly haste on the part of the pri¬

soner to put the will in course of judicial procedure.
He did not wait until the dead was buried. About
Pair-past nine that evening he went to the room or
Mr. Wonnall, the teucljer of toe High School. Mr.
Woman discovered that he had been taking ether
and advised Idm to go home. The next morning at
tbe mill Mr. Bproule talked to the accused about
Holmes being missing. He went tioine, and Mr. Bates
afterwards told iilm mat Holmes' body was found.
Mr. Pierce then reviewed the leading facts of tne tea
kintony.

The cqunsel then commented on the nGtvmitj
.f society protecting Itself against the crime
.f murder, its punishment was not dictated by re
vengo or passion or mere desire tor punishment, but

5 the necessities of human nature for the protortion
the Innocent against evil doers. He concluded by

enlarging on the importance of the question to lie de¬
termined by the jury, and asserted that if they were
satisfied that the prisoner did not kill The decerned
In self-defence, then they must find bun guilty ol the
crime of murder.

I When the District Attorney had concluded Mr.
Davis, the Junior counsel tor the prisoner, suggested
that the witnesses he separated and coniltied in
rooms outside of the court room during the trial,
and the suggestion was favorably considered by the
Court and ths witnesses sepu-atxi acoordiagly.
This having been done Mr. Bradford, a surveyor, ex¬
hibited a plan of tbe scene of tbo murder, which win
be used for reference as the trial pruned*.

Trial «f Tkowiw Burns, Alias "Brickies,"
uuU tleorce VV hittiucton for the .Murder ol
< harles M, JeUerds.Opening of Ike Trial at

White Plains Yesterday.
Tjie t rial of Thomas Hums, alias "Brlckley," and

George Whitungtoii, who stand chanted with the
murder of Charles M. Joiterds. a convict In Sing hlng
Drison, cohdemueU to death for the murder ol his

stepfatner, Walton, ami Johu W. Ifaihews, ahout ten

years ago, hut afterwards respited by the Governor,
commenced yesterday in the Court of Oyer and Ter-
miner at White Plains before Judge Gilbert and
Judge Cochran, two Justices of the County Court,
The peculiar circumstances of the case and the ex¬

ceeding barburlty of the murder, together with the
fact that Jefferda wus one of the vilest characters
that ever disturbed the peace ef the community, leut

great Interest to the trial. The court was crowded
by people from the surrounding country, and con¬

siderable exciieineut prevailed in the town and
neighborhood. The impression prevailed that the
prisoner, Hums, wus guilty, and It wus therefore
dimcult to find a jury without bias aguiust the ac¬

cused.
The history of the cuse Is briefly as follows:.On

the 141 li of last May Charles M. Jett'erds, a couvict in

Mug Hlug Penitentiary, was found at a quarter to

twelve o'clock in the day, while ail the prisoners
were at diuuer, lying in an upper story of a burn
situated within tlic prison walls. He was sitting on
a hale of hay, with a uovel ("Guy Mannering") in his
hand, it was found that he had received three
blows on the head froin behind, evidently with
some sharp instrument, either of which would
have caused death. He was discovered by
a man named Rhodes, also a convict, who on

euteriug the barn saw blood trickling down through
the rafters of the barn to the lioor. He also heard
groans and a movement overhead, which induced
him to go up stalls and caused the discovery of the

bojy of the murdered man. Being greatly excited
he did not stop to examine the body to see who it

was, but rau immediately to Mr. Forrest, the War¬
den, and notified him of what ho saw. Measures
were at once tAUrn to ascertain the extent of the
Injuries Jeffords had sustained, aud it wns found, as

above stated, that they were of a fatal character.
He remained unconscious for two hours alter being
discovered in the barn and then expired. For some
some time after the tragedy there was no evidence
brought forward tending to implicate any one: but
a rumor soon spread that Thomas liurus, the pri¬
soner, and Wlnttington. another prisoner, wtio Is
also indicted as an accessory, were probably the
persona who perpetrated the bloody deed. This
rumor arose at that time from remarks that were
made that, Burns had had a difficulty with Jefferds
and threatened Ins life. It was further remarked
that he had been seen in the burn on
Hie previous day in a sluiiiar position to that the
pri peirator ol the deed must have assumed at the
nine of the murder. On the Coroner's inquest a con¬
vict testified to having seen Burns go into the barn
shortly before the occurrence and seeing liiin standing
hi tno immediate proximity of where Jefferds was
found, with an uplifted axe, cutting, as the witness
supposed, a bale of hay. Another witness Untitled

. to having overheard a conversation between Burns
and WUlttingtou, lu which the latter said, "Why did
.you lilt hiui so hard ?" aud Burns replied, intended
to kill the son of a »" D was also given in tc.sii-
"t«»v at the inquest that Burns was seen crouching
behind Jefferds on the day prior to the murder, in
the hay loll, ami about the same place where the
murder was committed. The above is a summary of
the facts in the case as far as they were developed at
.lie Coroner's Inquest, llow far the testimony of tne
wiin-ssea which is given beiow establishes these
tacts will tie seen by a iierusal of the report.
The principal prisoner, Thontaa Burns, was. on mo¬

tion of his counsel, brought in first ami arra.gued lor
trial, tie is a young man, about eighteen years of age
fair complexion, gray eyes, small and restless, suuare
jaws, without be .ud. He Is over five feet eight inches
in height, strongly built aud very broad m the shoul¬
ders.

Nearly all the witnesses who will be railed arc con¬
victs, who by g special act of the legislature are al¬
lowed to testify in such cases. On the 14! h day of
May last Jefferds was In a barn on the ground of the
Prison, having charge or the stable. About noon
when the convicts were being called to dinner a
convict who had been sent to the barn found the
body of a man whom he supposed had committed
ijpcisle or been wounded by some other Denton, and
immediately commfinicatcd tne faetTo Mr. Forrest,
Hie Warden of the Prtsou, who at once went f8 lhA
barn and found the body of Chaa. M. Jeffords reclin mg
on sonic bundles of hay, with his head split open
and he in a dying comlitlou, although not dead, for
ho lived until nbout three o'clock in the afternoon.

He based
his objection on article 6, section 4, of the constitu¬
tion Of New Yorlt ami of the constitution
ot the t nltcd States. Counsel read the several sec¬
tions hearing on the case, nut the C'onrt overruled
the objection on tha ground that the I egislnture had
altered 'he law of evidence and that ihe evidence
offered by cpnnsei had no relcvancv to the case.
Mr. Townsend then put in as objection that the wit¬
ness Moore had no religious belief, and cited ca«e*
In a'lpport of htn position. This ntau had disavowed
the existence of >lod and was therefore ineligible
as a witness.

There
were i.ve wounds on fiie head, a deep cut over the
eyebrow, two inches long, being flu principal. 'The
cap, wlitcli wow producer! in court In the early part
oftlic proceedings, was shown by tin' witness in ex¬
planation of ihc nature ut the wounds. The wounds
were Tath. to nlc. and all "could have been inflicted
with the axe. which was also produced. The hair
found could nave been severed irom the head of Urn
victim with tue same wcajion. There were unmis¬
takable evidences of blo<«l apun the axe when It was
shown to mi' wit Ives after the nnirder. At the re¬
quest of the Coroner lie had examined It with a
microscope.
Cross-examined by Mr. Townsend.There was a

dispute between the witness and .Dr. Payne at the
wit.'.eas' as to the nature of the weapon with which
the blows were inflicted; it was only a i|uesliou,
however, as to whether the edge of the weapon was
used; by a powerful microscope it is easy to distin¬
guish between human blood and that of cuttle; the
microscope was a very powerful one., counsel asked
if it was not difficult to distinguish between the
blood of chickens and human blood, and was
uuswered in the affirmative; but witness stared that
there would be nodittioulty when a powerful instru¬
ment was used in examining it; witness had made a
number of microscopic tesis of humuu and animal
blood; witness did not say that the spot on the blade
of the axe was human blood; lie was a practising
physician for nineteen years.
The court then adjourned until this morning at

niue o'clock.
