On the 25th thflb, Just after the passenger an<l tins-

gage traia from New lork got. over the road, tho
Chagrr.s -and Obispo rivers commenced swellim.'
rapidly, and in a couple of hoars tbe railroad track
¦was under water. Towards evcuing the road wan

Impassable; Hie river was up twenty feet above its
usual level at Matachln, and in the flat lands bet ween
tho Chagres nver bridge nml Lyon Hill station tnere
was as much as flfteeu feet of water In some places
on the trace, the tlood extending probably fifteen
mllcH along the tine, and Uie laud on each side wan
submerged tor lorty or fifty miles. Communication
could only be kept up by the boats, us the
wirea were down and no tram could be poshed
through until Friday night, when an eugmo
reached Panama after being three days ou the road.
To-day the water continues subsiding, and it is
probable the California passengers who arrived lids
inoruing inav get over early to-morrow. This is the
heaviest freshet experienced lor six or seven years.
It will probably do some damage to the line, hut
not much, as the taud is very llat, and there is no
great rusit of water over ttic track.

1NTEH10R Ob THE KKJ'HUMC.
Previous advices informed you of a revolution in

the capital of the republic, being organized by the
President of the State of CundiiTanmrca against tho
general governuicut. Tbe State President was im¬
prisoned by the national President, and now
we have the decision of tiie Supreme Court
of the nation declaring that Senior Ignacio
4fatiCrrez, Governor of the State of Cundl-
naiuana has violated no law of the consti¬
tution m organizing a revolution in the capital
against ihe general government, lie has conse¬
quently been ordered to be net at liberty by the votes
«>t Seuores Perez, Coiunje and Murillo. Tins decision
has created great excitement among tho liberals,
and I believe the Judges have had to hide tUcmai ivt-s
In order to escape being mobbed, notwithstanding
that their decision ta acknowledged to bo purelyJust, legal and constitutional, bin Hie present ad¬
ministration is determined to put down everything,
throughout tho republic that tenia to l'avor cou-
gcrvatism. Tiic involutional/ movement still con¬
tinues through the States, which arc being placed on
a war footing, uud must of them disapprove of the
course pursued by the President of the . 1.1011 toward
the President or Cundinauiai ca. The 1.cglaiaiure of
»..e btate of Panama passed a vote to-day upholding
the national ruler.

ECUADOR.

Tbe Pacific Open to Spanish Al. r. iiuul Vc»
MlN-lnr'ortaui .ArrnBecmrniN With Chile.

Panama, Nov. 30,1368.
The .vfur and HemlfJ of this city publishes some in¬

telligence received from a reliable source m Chile of
a very important nature for Ecuador, but. which'hail
not been yet made public. It says that Dou Antonio
Fiores, the Minister from Ecuador to Chile has < 0-

tered into an arrangement with the Chilean govern¬
ment to the effect that Spanish vessels, coming to
the Pacific with the object of carrying on trade with
Ecuador, shall in no way be molested by the Chilean
navy, and that in ease of need they shall
have liberty to touch iuto Chilean ports. Suc.u an
arrangement cannot be otherwise man most advan¬
tageous for Ecuador, which has suffered ho much in
her commerce since the breaking out of the Spaufxh
luvuiiion. and it coold nut have been entered into at
. more convenient moment than ttic present, when
bpain herself is struggling lor her liberty, and show-
lug :lie strongest disposition to fraternize w itii the
Elates of South America.

The position of affairs is not changed here. A
blockade is maintalueiI over the closed ports of St.
Mart, Miragoane, aiix Cayes and Jdrcinie, and two
vessels have been captured in coming out of the port
or St. Marc. The Aerolite, Captain Thomas, was

brought here by the lia.yrlen war steamer Salnave,
she having a full freight of produce for lluston on

hoard. She was detained lor eight days, hut was
released i he ittth iu:-i. and sailed Immediately for her
destination.
The steamship City of Port an Prince arrived here

the evening of the 22d, with freight and some pas¬
sengers. Her cargo, which was intended for the
government, was lei ton tue hands of the consignees,
government having abandoned its policy of retail¬
ing provisions to consumers.

President salnave sailed from hero tho 2f-th
insiaut, on board the Hayticn corvette Alexandre
Potion, for Petit Ooave. Miragoane, accompanied by
the Huytieii guuboat Salnave, which latter, return-
inr. this forenoon, took on board reinforcements of
troops and went to sea again. The movements of
the President at that puree are not yet made public,
but ii is Loped and believed they will be decisive.

T1IE OIUO RIVER CATASTROPHE.
NiwKfnprr Account* of the UiMUtrr to the
Straneri (lulled Mateo end America.Staie-
mcuta of OUlcere and Fueeeuiierit.'Thrilliutf
Tnrldenf
From Cincinnati papers ol the etli inst. we obtain

the following additional particulars of the recent
terrible catastrophe on the Ohio river:.

TtlK EXCITEMENT IN THIS CITY.
The flrst intelligence received of the terrible sew*

was about nine o'clock yesterday morning, n was
hut a few momeutH before trie news was whtsnered
lroui ear to ear, iiud the city wan placed in a com
slant state of the highest excitement. The bulletins
on the Owiurntrciul board attracted an immense com
course of people, and our office was thronged all
day with crowds who were anxious to hear
all particulars. At the office of the Western Union
Telegraph Company a busy throng of people
Relit coming and going; hundreds of messages of In¬
quiry were ilaseed across the wires, und many sad
answers were received. Along the levee, fu the
vicinity of theMull wharf boat, the crowd at times
was immense. At nighi a larger crowd collected on
tue wnurf boat, as early as seven o'clock, waiting for
ti « arrivalft! the 0. T. Dumonr, wnu the sanerare
and saved.
Kvery whistle of paasing steamers caused them to

rush out to sco if it was the liutuom. and when they
found that ii \vu: not her tney returned to the wharf
boat, offic in the most depressed spirits. The Du-
tnoiit woa t .tpccted lit-re at |du o'clock, but it was
nearly t'.veive u'ciocu before ahe was discovered to
lie coming. wticn the words "She's coming" were
shouted a frantic crowd rushed to t ie edge of the
wharf boat, pushing and crowding, each one eu-
dcuvormg to get aboard llrst.

ON TDK DL'MONT
a saileight greeted the eyes of itie crowd. Strewed
a'oiv* tne cabin floor, on cots, tlie scalded amiw.j.i£uui wore lying, groaning udder the agom/Tug
pal of their wound;;. Men and women, liut hail
<i i\i covered with shawm, blankets and bed-
ip.rtR, were gathered around the Btovo, shivering
vvilu ilio cold. nations men, with bandaged heads
mil arms, were also there, and the sight thai we
witnessed upon our "ntrance luto the cabin was oue
tha. wc shall never forget.

S1ATSMKNT OK CAPTAIN It. M. WADS. I
Captain K. M. Wade, commander of the united

States makes the following statement:.
It was anout a quurter to half-past eleven o'clock

Friday night wheu the United states anil America
came together, one mile above Warsaw, on the In¬
diana snore. *lbo night was dark, but not foggy.
Hie America went nno the States on the larboard,
abreast or the baggage room, and only cut through
tho guards and a few of the too timbers of the bull.
The names appeared to come Instantaneously wltu
the crash on both boais, shooting up above me lop
of the hurricane rool of tho States, where 1 was
stnrdlng. The wind was blowing hard op
stream. Tho Stales backed Into the Indiana
shore, where her head swung quartering out
luto the stream, going liowu In a few sec-
onds. The America blew two whistles, which were
answered by tne States by one whistle, or it was all
1 could hour, owing u> liie high wind. The States
blo,v again, but we could not hear the America s re¬
ply About half an hour alter the accident the tow-
boat Reindeer, ascending, camo in between Hie
wrecks aud proffered her services, taking a few of
ihe sufferers. Alter remaining au hour the Lady
(trace came alongside, when the Reindeer departed.
We iiail sixty-live passengers booked, among whom
were fourteen ladies.our chambermaid says only
thirteen. Wo lost thirty-live patsengcrs altogether.
Six <>f the ladles were saved.
STATEMENT OF Mil. ANDY llARRIOAV, CLEKK OF THE

UNITED STATES.
Air. Andy lfarrigau, the second clerk of the United

States, gives the following statement:.
The boats collided about a quarter-past eleven

o'clock at Italy's Lauding, about one mile above
Warfi&w.

I was in the barber shop at the time and heard our
whistle blow. After the first whistle our pilot rung

We then backed our boat
very near the America, when a number of our pas¬
sengers were saved bv jumping off of the I nited
States on to the America. Hy actual count there
were seventy-live passengers on the United Slates;
out of this number there were fweniydivo ladles.
There were two bridal parties on tho bout, and s»nie
of ihe passengers thought they would have a little
fun in serenading ihein, which they did, and
some twenty minutes after the serenade the
collision occurred; and I think if It was not for
the serenade the bridal parties would have been
lost, but as they were in iheir state rooms awake,
thev were apprised of the danger In which tliey
were aud got off the United States on to the
America, and as their state rooms were on the same
bine as the America, thej were saved. The scene in
tUo cabin at the tune was indescnbabie. Several
ladles stood, throwing their children overboard anil
c.rviug for assmiance. Upon the guards a number of
ladles stood wringing their hands and crying lor
help but they would not leave the place they were
In and perished In the dames.
previous to the disaster we were enjoying ourselves

in the cabin dauclng. and the passengers nail just en-
icrcd their state rooms.

STATEMENT OF MB. MARTIN BIOOS.
Mr. Martin Hlggs, who was a passenger on the

America, from Louisville, informs us that he was in
the cabin at the time of the disaster. The shock of
the collision aroused htm, and he ran out on the
guards to see what was the matter. He found that
the fetatcs had collided with the America. It was
not over thirty seconds wheu the States caught Are,
the cause of which was the bursting of a number of
barrels of petroleum stowed on the bow of tne
hiates. The America Immediately caught Are, ami
succeeded in making the Indiana shore, where
her crew ran out a stage to allow the passengers to
escape. He was the third man off the boat. He
returned ami assisted the ladles off the boat. Ho
saw a number lump into the river, and two men
were seen grasping the yawl of the America at tne
stern of the Ivoat. The yawl hsd capstsod and tboy
were endeavoring to keep from downing. He as¬
sisted two ladles off the boat who were entirely
naked having lost their ulghtclot.hes wlillo escaping
from the raging flames. Over seventy-live persons
look supper on the America before Hie collision.
He saw about 250 people.passengers and crew.
on the bank af»rr the disaster. Four wagon
loads of ladles were token to private residences
In Floreuce. Right In the heat of the disaster the
towboat Reindeer, ascending, was run In between
the two burning steamers, uud the crew of the Rein¬
deer did all they could to rescue the passengers.
Those rescued on the Reindeer were afterwards
olaced on the Ladv Grace. which steamer also came
to the rescue, and were taken to Madison. One man
he saw clinging to an oil burrel lu the river.
Ue sava it was about a quarter to twelve at night

when the collision occurred, uud both boats wore
burned to the water's edge In less than Ave mutates.
The officers of both the Htntes and America did all
they could to save the lives of the passengers. The
pilot oi the America stood at his post until he was
compelled to desert It, as the Uatucs were singeing
bis clothes.

STATEMENT OF MR. J. A. ROTHIER.
Mr J. A. Rothler, of J. A. Itothler A Co., of Cin¬

cinnati a passenger on the America, says he had re¬
tired and was awakened by the collision, and when
he succeeded in making his way out on the guards
i he United States appeared to be on Are all over.
The America soon landed on the Kentucky shore.
He is or the opinion the Are originated on the I nlted
states. He describes ttie scene us terrible beyond
description. Ho boarded the towtioat Reindeer and
came to Lawrenceburg, where he took the railway
train tor Cincinnati.

ENGLAND.

Particular* of the VViean Colliery Explosion.
On the morning oh the 2tith November, about nino

o'clock, a terrible explosion of lire damp occurred
In the Arley mine of the Hindlcygr.en coliier.es,
about two and a half miles from Leigh ami about
fourteen from Manchester. The works belong to
John Heowcroft A Co. (limited), and at the time of
the accident upwards or aoj men were in the pit.
The mine is about :i20 yards deep, and is worked
w ith an up aad down shaft. Tue works are under
the superintendence of .Mr. Houthworth, managing
director. Mr. Ellis Dreenan, the underground ruun-
ager, was ut the works at the nine of tho explosion,
which occurred Just alter the men hud breakfasted.
In the immediate vicinity id the explosion Itself the
whole of the men and boys were killed or sertousiv
injured. There was at once a rush of those uninjured
to tho pit-eyes, aud large numbers were rescued,
suffering only from tnght. The Injured, about
twenty in number, were brought away and at once
uttcuded to by l)rs. Hraylort and Ortuerod. Tho
task or removing tho bodies of the killed was neces¬
sarily a very slow ami painful one, as the workings
took lire. By two o'clock In the atieriiuon thirty-eight bodies were brought to tue surface, and a
large number, variously estimated at from forty n>
eighty, were missing. The origin of the accident is
unknown, us the ventilation was said to tie excellent.
It is supposed that some workman must have re¬
moved the top from his lamp and that a sudden rush
of gas caused the explosion. The atmosphere was
very heavy at the time. The bodies were In many
cases fearfully disfigured, rendering identification
very difficult.

It Is remarkable that all the men hrougid out were
young men, tiie eldest not being apparently over
thirty years of age.
A portion of the workings were on Are, rendering

it difflcull to get at the wnolo or the bodies. Tne
number of those left in the pit this afternoon was
unknown. FLiy-seven persons. It is tlmugltt, were
kuled ami ten others seriously burned by tne explo¬
sion. At six o'clock in the afternoon the firemen
made an inspection and reported that, all was safe.
Both of the firemeu were klhed. The workings ex¬
tend east aud west, on the east side too men
worked and on the west sixty or seventy. All on
tne east side escaped; nearly all on the west were
killed. Several escaped with burns. A lew pene¬
trated the choke damp and one was restored by ar¬
tificial respiration; but flity-atx were suffocated' and
one Itaa died from bis burns. The extremity of the
workings was not reached until six hours after the
explosion. Fifty-four of the bodies now lie In the
workings near the pit. Mr. Hfgsun. the government
