It was but & few ago that friends, on meeting
at publiec places or goclal gatherings, 'sxchsnged the
intelilgence that Rossinl, Rethschild, Berryer and
Havin were dying. This then struck all us belog a
most startling improbability, an unaccountable coln-
cldence, a8 if Death could not sheave so much talent,
power and fortune togulher in one grasp. Three of
these great men are nevertheless dead—the com-
poser, the milllonnoaire and the editor who has
been the cause of so much detraction and euvy—
while the veleran speaker was rumored as dead
yesterday.

These wen are now golng to be judged by their
friends, emulators and antagonists; but the mounds
are too fresh and tne real truth will only proceed
from thelr works. For once, however, the Parislans
nave learned that there reigns o supreme will,
stronger than their own, to destroy their idols.

Your readers are perhaps not yet aware what were
Rossinl's 1ast words, They were sald before his long
and painful agony comimenced, when at last it was
deemed urgent #o prepare him for another world,
He was asked by the epiritoal adviser called In if he
wus & eincere Clristian, if he belleved. “He who
wrote the ‘Stabat,' " answered Roasinl, “must be 8
believer.!” A few seconds after thii his suffering
wild 80 Intense that though his wife's name was
always on his lps, still these were the last words
connected with the workings of his soul,

The funeral solemnities were magnificent, ana
took place at the new church La Trinité, not at St
Bustache, as it bad been originally settled. The
body was conveyed from the Madelelne to the vaults

Lighiahlps for the Bosphorus—The Porte and
the United Mimtes Americun Trade In the
Black Sen.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Nov, 10, 1568,

Some years slnce the attention of the Porte was
calied by Mr. Hupper, Lloyd's agent here, to the ne-
cesaity of adopting measures for the prevention of
sccidents to vessels secking to enter the Bosphorus
from the Black Sea during stormy and foggy
westher, and for extending aid and protection to
shipwrecked mariners on the ndjacent coasts. Mr,
H. having falled to aceomplish his object, which I be-
lieve was coupled with an offer of lis personal ser-
vices to establish the work, nothing more was
heard of the project for several years, until last sum-
mer the persistont and energetic eforts of Mr, Budt-
ka, Chancelller of Legation of Sweden and Norway,
led to the formation of an nternational comimission,
and set in motion ofMelal infuence which Anally de-
cidled the Porte to invite the varlous legatjons to
unite with it in forming an international commis-
plon, composed of a delegate from each legation,
whose duty it shonld be to consider the best mea-
sures to be adopted for carrying out the humane de-
aign of the commission. A preliminary meeting of
the delegates was held at the imperial arsenal under
the provisional presidency of Admiral Mustafa
Pachis, 6t which but few delegates appeared, Mr,
Pudika, however, explalned to the president and
the members present the general object songht to
be pocomplishied by the commigsion, snd after fome
discussion the commisaton ndjourned antll the 2oth
of August, when It waa fnally orgauized at the Ll-
man Odasel —ofice of caplain of the port—the fol-
fowling delegates belng present:—Turkey, Saall Bey,
resident; Captain Achmet Bey, hlv_v:‘ England,
Jdeutenant H, F. Woods; United  States, Mr. Page;
