A prize light between Fred. Bussy, of Chicago, and
Tboa.

Seventy-
live rounds were fought, In which McAlpine was

down seveuty-four times, lie was terribly whipped
and had to be held up, as he could scarcely stand,
lu the seventy-linn round, while they were} down
on their Knees, Bussy struck a foul blow, and eo lost
the light, although lie was as fresh as when he first
entered the ring.

Prize Fight In Iowa..Hutch Um fMM a Side
Between Teohey and Bernard.Teehey De¬
clared the Winner en n Pent.Forty-three
Bonnde in One Hear and Forty-Bee Hlnnte*.

[From the Dubuque (Iowa) Herald, Dec. 13.J
The prize ring has been established at Dubuque.

The mill announced aotne days ago in the MefaUl
came elf on Saturday, without interference of offi¬
cials and In the presence of a large crowd of people.
Tickets were Issued for tho excursion to the buttle
ground. A special train was chartered at DunleiUi,
of tho Illinois Central Railroad Company, to convey
the excursionists.
The Uaiii ran down to Meuomlnee station and

there took the side track to await the battle. Dur¬
ing the trip the passengers and the champions were
In the best of spirits, and every indication pointed to
a good natured test of strength and skill and good
uatured acqnlescence of all In the result Betting
was not very lively, as most of the party had lost
confidence In Bernard's condition for the fight, and
odds of one hundred to ninety In favor of Toohey
failed to find takers. Bernard, however, maintained
his confident bearing in the presence ol his opponent
and expressed his faith In his ability to whip him
easily.

THE PRELIMINARIES.
A referee was chosen, both parties agreeing upon

William Dally. Umpires were also selected, Bernard
selecting Charley Jones, and Toohey, R. Hosier.
The ring was made to conform to the rules of the
English prize ring, being an enclosure of twenty-
four feet square. The toss tor corners gave Toohey
the northwest and Bernard the southeast. At pre¬
cisely three o clock Mr. McDermott. timekeeper,
called the men. and Bernard responded promptly,
followed by Toohey, who shied his castor Into the
ring.

, TI1E MEN.
Johnny Bernard took his place in the ring on

Saturday, weighing U7 pounds. He was born in
Montreal, and is twenty-two years of age. He has
been matched sixteen times and fought eicveu
batilea, In the majority of which he was a victor.
Two years ago he fought Frank Drew, of Cincinnati,
at St. Joseph, Mo., and threw up the sponge
after having fought 1U6 rounds In two hours aud
twenty minutes. Last year he whipped his man at
Belle Plain, iu this State, since which time he has
been engaged In giving sparring exhibitions. It was
In this line that he visited Dubuque a few weeks ago,
and after some necessary negotiations succeeded In
making the match with Peter Toohey.

Peter Toohey, Bernard's opponent, entered the
ring on Saturday, weighing 184 pounds. He Is
twenty-nine years old, and was born In England of
Irish parents. Unlike Bernard, he had no super¬
fluous fieab, and when stripped for the fight showed
a corresponding lack of muscle. He has had some
experience lu the ring, having fought two good bat¬
tles in England before coming to this country. He is
a boiler maker by trade aud Uvea at Amboy, In Illi-
taois. He confesses to not being in fighting condi¬
tion, something unnecessary after seeing him strip,
and says he has been siok for eighteen months, from
which he has bnt recently recovered. He had a
rough and tumble fight on Thanksgiving Day with a
man weighing 1*9 pounds, and whipped uiin soundly.

. T1ISIR CONWITION.
' As may be inferred from the foregoing neither or
the men was In fighting condition. Bernard has
been induig ng in intemperate habits durtiig the time
of Ills stay in this city, and on Friday night is said to
have been sadly demoralized. His faoe was putted
with fat and bloated to an appearance anything but
hardy. But when he stripped he showed a wonder¬
ful wealth or muscle, and, barring the suspicion of
short wind and swollen cheeks, might saiely be
backed for a hard fight.
Toohey had a hardy look in his face and an ex¬

pression which promised Immense endurance of
punishment and a determination to win. But when
lie stripped the slenderness of his arms and lack of
muscle about the shoulders and breast showed but
little encouragement for his backers. In size he was
overmatched. There remalued the hope of suillcicnt
piuck, science and endurance to make good that de¬
ficiency.

SHAKING IIANTW.
The men were taken to their corners by their

seconds as soon as thoy entered the ring. Bernard's
seconds were Andy ltoutzong and James MeNear,
aud Toohey's were Pat Coyle, of Blooinington, and
Thomas G'oakley, late of Buffalo. Mr. Coyle is fa¬
miliar with the rules and practices of the ring, and

is the trainer of Mike McCoolowill be remembered as
in his fight with Davis, and afterwards as the second
¦elected for McCoole In his Jones fight. Time was
called at three o'clock, and the men and their sec-

! onds advanced to shake hands, after Bernard had
promptly taken a bet of five dollars, offered bb
,Tooiiev. that the battle would not last ball an hour.
Iflnth men were smiling. Bernard wore orange as
wis color, while Toohsy sported the green.

i rets were still oOared with odds on Toohey ami
no taksrz. The spectators were wrought up to the
highest state of excitement. Among tliem wore a
half dozen women from the neighborhood, M
unxlous to witness the sport as anybody. Aitue
call of tints the men responded promptly.' Round 3.The men responded briskly to the call
of time and went to work for the first lime with a
will. Blows were well delivered on both sides,

« Toohey getting in a rattler on the face and Bernard
returning a roaster on the ribs. Then followed a
clinch, Toohey in chancery, but managing to slip
down in tints to avoid puulshment
Round 4..Toobey evidently did not relish Ber¬

nard's hugging. He came up cautiously, making a
feeble pass and receiving a terrible blow on the left
cheek for hit pains, when be went down.
Round 6.-Toohcy's scarlet face told the story of

the lust round. He made a feint and succeeded In
getting u well directed but poorly delivered blow in
on Bernard's lorehead and slipped down.
Round n..This was the best round of the battle.

Hotli delivered their blows well, though Bernard's
had the moat weight. After countering on race and
bodv they clinched, TooIcy railing under, but rolling
over. A claim of foul wus made oy Toohey, alleging
that Bernard was biting, which was not allowed by
the referee.
Round 7..After delivering a feeble blow, Toohey

went down. Bernaid, In being takon to his corner,
was dissatisfied with lus handling, and made a vici¬
ous lunge at one of his seconds. For u moment there
was a speck of war pot recognized by the new rules
or the hpgllsh prize rtur, nut tno affair was forgot¬
ten In the prompt call of time for
Round tfc.Bernard made a handsome pass, which

was as handsomely parried, when Bernard followed
up with a rattler on Toohcy's Jaw, and he went
down.
Round 9..Without a blow Reman! rushed la for

a clinch, which can ted both to Toohoy'a corner, where
he was thrown heavily.
Round in..Alter fruitless passes Toohey went

down, laughing.
Round ll..Bernard had taken his cue and again

made a rush for a c.iuch, throwing Toohey aud fall-
lug heavily upon him.
Round 12..Toohey was now fighting carefully,

his purpose evidently being to avoid as niucli as

possible the pnntshmenr of Bernard's blows and
fxlla. Alter countering the meu clinched and Toohey
went down.
Bound 13..Bernard sent a terrible blow in on

Toohcy's right eye, clinched and Toohey went down
heavily.
Round It..This waa a clinch, lu which Toohey.

as usual, went under, ills second claimed a font
for a blow delivered while he was down, but it was
not allowed.
Round 15..Bernard got a light one m and Toohey

went down without attempting to return tt.
Rut nd la..Bernard made a rush and delivered a

blow that sent Toohey spinning through the ropes.
Hound 17..Toohey bad not reoovered from his

trip through the ropes, and got down as easily as

Round is..Toohey got one In on Rernard's month
and drew the claret, but was forced upon the rones,
whore he again claimed afoul, which was not al¬
lowed.
Huund lit..Toohey tried the olincb, but went un¬

der.
Hound 30..Toohey again clinched and ellpped to

his knees, where Bernard gave him a stinger. Font
was claimed as evldcui to everybody, but again dis¬
allowed.
Round 51.Toohey went down wtthont punish¬

ment, and Bernard got hot over what he termed the
cowardly style of fighting. He wanted him to
"stand up like a man" and receive his pounding.
Round hi .Toohey briskly came up, delivered a

good blow, received an exchange, and in going down
got in a handsome one on Bernard's jaw. Bernard
appeared to like It.
Hound 23..Toohev again led off with a good one

and got down in time to avoid a return.
Round 24..Toohey saw mischief in Bernard's eyt

and dropped Just ui time to bo nm over.
Round »..There was a pleasant exchange and

Toohey again dropped out of reach.
Hound il#..After an exchange both got down.
Round 27..Tooney tmgan to ehow the effects of

tils rreqnent falls, and while coming to time prompt¬
ly was noticeably weak. After a feeble exchange lie
went down.
Round 2h..Rernard rattled Toohey's rlba, took a

smart rap on the head and clinched, both going
down heavily.Round ¦*»..Toohey hail a bad right eye and Ber¬
nard, to make it worse, gave it a frightful blow, cut¬
ting lhe eyebrow am' tapping a lively stream of
claret. Toohey, of cour.w!. went down, having first
* 25 . stinger on Bernard's forehead.
Round 40.-Toohey dashed into Bernard's face and

dropped out of the way Just in time to miss Bernard's

finger
ruf<l R r"uk the post and broke his litMe

Round 41..Bernard nm a heavy one on Toohey's
soro eye. In> ressing the ciarrt stream. Toohey went
.own and Bernard delivered another. At the call
of tool the retrree went over to Bernard's corner and

warned him that another blow after Toohey was
down woald cud the fight in hi* ittvor.
Round 4a.. 1 ooiiey had a sorry looking mug, and

was clearly suffering from the terrible blows on his
body, lieruard's broken linger was making hnn too
hot for an observance of the rules, and, although he
had his man whipped. It was evident he could not
patiently wait lor the spouse. After an exchange
Toohey went down, laughing In Hernard's face.
Bernard's backer was heard to declare that he
wonted Toohey whipped, and that if he dropped
down again advised that he be kicked. lie did not
care for the money.
Hound 4»..Toohey was fighting for a fool. He

gut a stinger in and went down. Bernard, exaspe¬
rated, and probably willing to end the fight by the
advice of his hacker, rushed at lilrn and kicked and
struck like a young savage. The seconds rushed in
to separate the men. and only succeeded after a
rough and tumble light. Foul was claimed and al¬
lowed, the referee declaring Peter Toohey wlqner of
the light ou the forty-third round.
The mill lasted jnst one hour and forty-five min¬

utes. The decision of the referee was by all declared
to be just. Bernard hail his man whipped, but threw
away the substantial fruits of the victory by sheer
folly.

TIIK RETT*!*.
But a few moments were required to remove the

ring appurtenances and get on board the cars for
the return. At Dnnleitb it was ascertained that the
officers were on the lookout for the principals of the
mill, and they were accordingly smuggled out of the
crowd and taken by the nearest route across the Wis¬
consin line.

ANOTHER HIUj.
We understand that arrangemsnts were made in

the evening for another match for Bernard, at $500 a
side. Both Bernard and Toohey fought with pluck,
and both displayed science, but Hcrnurd Is an over¬
match for Toohey in weight and strength.

MEXICO.

A Trip to PaeM«.Becvirn.The Hotels.
Description #. the <1ry.The Cathedral.
Hulphur ttprtnge.Cholala.An Attack from
Robbers*

PfRRI.A, Oct. 14, 1868.
A residence in the capital of Mexico during the

rainy season, which has just passed, possesses many
objections, for the reason, among others, of the
miasmatic poisons and their resultant diseases,
which are occasioned by tho collection of vast sur¬
faces ofatagnailt water, which furnish pestilential
vapors for the nostrils, lungs and stomach or all
classes. The comparatively pure and invigorating
air of this city of churches and of pranunciaiiilenUts
places It, In point of health and comfort. In very
much the same relation to Mexico as many towns
in Northern New Hampshire or Vermont
bear to New York city. Here we are, a small party
of six.three Englishmen, one German and two
Americans, one a general of the American army.
You hear much at Vera Cruz and In Mexico of Apt-
zaco, the eastern terminus of the Mexico city
end of the railroad, and before arriving you prepare
yourself to encounter a city or town of size and Im¬
portance, and perhaps vex yourself with a mental
discussion an to which particular hotel It would be
better to patronize, or where to enjoy the meal
which an increased appetite or a famished na¬
ture urges you to become the proprietor of.
It Is usually necessary to be Informed that
the cars have arrived at Apizaco, otherwise
you would not Imagine that such is the
name given to that open Held, distinguished
by a railroad track, a small station house and an in¬
considerable number of small huts, whoso inhabi¬
tants are mostly kept within doors live days out of
seven. Hotels for a night's lodging are here so
abundant that they cannot be readily found, and
Mrs. Mann, an Englishwoman, who has a shanty by
the roadside, Is known as the most reliable authority
for the protection and support of the inner man.
As before, so on this occasion, Mrs. Mann was dis¬
covered to be our best frioud, and wc needed none
other at I his bleak railroad terminus. An American
or English cooked breakfast or dinner In this Itidlo-
Spanlsn couutry is not au sifalr to be spoken lightly
or ludlsoreetly of, for fear of givlug ofTenco to
one's stomach ami Its pronouncing against us
should we fortunately ever return to either of
the above "homes of the free and lands ol
the brave." On this occasion, without fear ol seem¬
ing, "the feed" was declared to be "Jubi the thing,"
Slain but well fitting: and we praised God that lie
ad put it into the heart of the Anglo-Saxon race to

distribute Itself so over the four quarters of the
globe (bat there scarcely remains a crevice wherein
Its dialect and Its culinary may not be met. It Is some¬
what historical In this country that six well armed
Anglo-Saxons, although frequently compelled to
travel by stage coach, are not Inclined to become,
willingly, the victims of the cahaUrrns known as
robbers. Our companions wero three Mexicans, and
we filled the coach. One was a general of some dis¬
tinction and some note during the late struggle,
who, liearlng that six well armed foreigners were
down for stage number two, seciueil glad
to have the opportunity of having friends uponwhom he might califor advice In case his noble fellow
citizens might call upon him for the contcnuf pock¬
ets and the loan of nis military clothlug. K would
be undignified to enter I'uebla with nothingon but
a shirt, titagc number one happened to have among
Its passeugers three ladles pertaining to the family
of a general who resides lu Tlascala, and the laiier
Joined us on the way, with a strong escort, which,
added to the small one already with us, made our
cavalcade a somewhat Imposing one. It is, perhaps,
only advisable to say that we reached lmebla in
safety. At the station where we stopped to change
horses we were only moderately Importuned for our
money by a small army of beggars.naked, halt ami
bllud. That the lattct defect Is too often owing to
parents Intentionally putting out their eyes when
children, in order to increase their stock in begging
capital, 1 do not wish to believe, although a friend Is
very angry with me because 1 w 111 not Immediately
assent to It.
Our arrival at Puebla was not made Joyous by any

demonstrations of music or nags .we were travel¬
ling f'icofu under the names ofltrown, Jones, bmlilt
and friends. The arrival of the Mexican general
had not been foreshadowed, although be repaired
immediately to bis official friends, who expressed
their kind feelings for htm so trequeutty auil fer¬
vently, that. retiring to the bed he was to oocapy
in the saiuo room with us In tho "wee sma'
hours," be gave such evidences of regret as
are often seen In individuals at two A. M. who have
.lined heavily at Dclmonlco's. Tho terms at the
Dillgi'uce Hotel at I'uebla are two dollars, gold, per
day, bed, room snd meals, often eight persons In a
room: oue. possibly two, washbowls, two or three
towels, a mixture of nationalities and habits, one
imttie of water, Ac., Ac., resulting In a purgatory or
abedlain. If your teeth arc poor. If you nave pa¬
tronized a poor dentist or none at all It will lie found
difficult to masticate such food as will l>e set before
von, or rather thrown before you. Should you
choose to take your meals at a seuil-French rest in¬
fant, Just under the Governor's palace, you mar feel
yourself at liberty to do so, provklad you pay for tho
same at the hotel. This enlightened privilege ts ac¬
corded to ad travellers who are compelled to remain
In Puebla. Mnle meat, toughened by long service lu
the stage line vast aud wist of this city, will gene¬
rally compel a disgraceful surrender.
I'uebla Is cleaner than Mexico. It is better situated

for drainage ami ita sMg fathers apparently liavo tti»
street, oommMonera' work better done. Its atrceta
run at right angles, the longer of which are one and
a half to two miles long. Its houses are usually two
stories high, built of atone or adobe, painted brick
or straw color or covered with fanclfnlly painted
tiles. The nlr of Puebla is delightful, its sulphur
baths are mure so. uud the views of Popocatepetl,
lxtarthuatl, Maimchc and Orizaba Peak are magni¬
ficently glorious. The buildings along the streets
down which Porflrl© Diaz poure 1 Ills troops when
Marqucz threatened his rear last year, and when he
captured the city from tts Anstrlau and Mexican
occupants, still bear the evidences of the extent of
the artillery and musketry firing. The commercial
interests of the place have not sufficiently revived to
enable the owners of properly to repair their bat¬
tered and crumbling houses. Sot having a sufficient
force with which to deploy I have not becu able to
learn the exact number of churches and convents
now standing in Puebla, which is inoeli less than
previous to the conilscatlou of the Church projierty
and during the time of Mtrainon. If I should now
say zoo. at a ventnre, It would perhaps be no exagge¬
ration. The population may possibly be (<0.ooo. of the
churches the cathedral situated on the grand central
plaza la perhaps ihe fluent edifice In Mexico. Although
not so large as (hat of Mexico city, yet lu Interior
appointments, and even Its arciilteetnre are by far su¬
perior. The former fumlsho* a most complete exhibi¬
tion of the various kinds of marble which are to be
found in the Mate ol Pueblo, and also the strength
of the arch, In all Ita variety. Here are stored Gone-
iin tapestry, purchased an.l sent to Mexico by
Charles V., a portrait of Hint distinguished Indl-
vlduai, as well as of all or most of the bishops since
the year 1M0, besides many well attested copies of
Rafael's best from the Vatican.

It would appear that the power of the Church lu
Mexico Is not wholly prostrate as yet.

Rubbling up in the outskirts of Poebln are very-
many sulpnur springs, the principal of which la on
the western side and near the now park. Prevlons
to the year l*et there existed n large establishment
for the accommodation of such of the public as p'eu-
snre or disease might induce to resort to Its waters,
tuning the siege of 1WW the bnlldlnga were more or
less destroved. but are now bemg slowly rebuilt as
the purse of the proprietor will permit. These baths
(Ojo de Santiago) are reeorted toby invalids suffering

The baths are visited doily, at early morning, and

to the latter many hours have lieen devoted.
Cholula lies to the westward, at two easy horse¬

back hours' distance, and, though possessing, per¬
haps, leas than a tenth of the number of Inhabitants
which occupied It when Conez dared to conquer the
Cholulans and make them tributary to himself, yet
boasts of Its mounds and of the ruins of the church
constructed bv the order and the funds of Charles
V. of Spain. Upon the top of the mound, whose
base is double that of any of Cheops, the church is
being completed which two years since was destroyed
by an earthquake. curiosity verniers are,
perhaps, as numerous now as at any time
since the year 1625, and of course favored
the visitors with an opportunity to pur¬
chase at an exorbitant price "relics of antiquity"
mauuractu red a day or two since in the village. Our
genuine relics were perhaps bits of obsidian taken
personally from the earth from one of the two
smaller mounds sttll further to the east of the grand
mound. All three of these wonders arc built up of

Bleces of adobe, four times the size of an ordinary
nek house In the United stab's, and must have re¬

quired mauy thousands of laborers and many years
for their completion, and were used lor religious wor¬
ship, for defence and on lookouts. The larger mound
is a quadrilateral, having a bastion upon each angle,
from which rises a monnd or pyramid of lesser base
which Is quadrilateral, the apex of which is cut off,
leaving a plain surface, upon which rests the chureh.
The smaller mound has the appearance of haviug
been constructed in distluot walls six feel in thick¬
ness.

Visiting the hill of San Juan to the westward of
the city there is to be seen only the remains of earth¬
works, which were constructed by the French, and
probably used by them as well as by General Diaz In
his last siege of Pncbla. The hill gives a command¬
ing view of the country, city aud valley. The forti¬
fication of Loreto lies io the northward of the city
and has at present only one gun In position. It is a
fortification of earth and mason work, quadrilateral
in shape, surrounded by a uiout and bus bastions at
each angle. Southward of It the reservoirs for the
collection and retention of water to l>e used iu filling
the moat at the moment required. This work
is lu bad repair, and has been nearly
stripped of Its armament, in order to avoid Its
being taken bv anv partv pronouncing, especially as
it commands the city. The fortified position called
Guadeloupe lies still further to the eastward and
commands Loreto. This place was attacked m rear
by the French, who found much difficulty In ap¬
proaching. In consequence of a deep gully which
prevented thetr advance. Turning the right and
westward they encountered the troops of General
Juan Mendez, which were the Indians from the
northern part of this State, and who were successful
lu checking their advance. On the northwest side
of the fortification another column of French ap¬
proached, to which General Porfirio Diaz was op-

8used, but not successfully at first. Kventually the
rench retired at thetr leisure to Orizaba.
This morning one of our party being called to

Mexico by business took his departure at four
o'clock, not without some mlsglvlngH as to his pos¬
sible fato on the road. At eight o clock In the morn¬
ing we had the satisfaction of being Informed that
twoleagueB distant our late travelling companion
liad realized his fears. The stages were attacked by
a party of about twenty robliera, who fired a single
shot over the head of the driver, at the *ame time
calling upon him to stop bis animals, which he Im¬
mediately did, tho guard of which stages, number¬
ing four, surrendered their arms and horns at once,
bno of the guard came iu on foot and toid the story.
Our English friend got off tolerably lucky by not
lieing kidnapped, as the hwlromw osnM not have
known his commercial position at tho capital, which
1r such as would have made him a most valuable prize.
He lost watch and chain, valued very highly, revolver,
money and clothing, amounting to several hundred
dollars. All Of his stage companions suffered a
similar fate. Two were curried off, but subsequently
were suffered to return, mounted on one of the
horses taken from one of the soldiers, and- have ar¬
rived here this evening.
Wo Just learn that our late oompanfon has reached

Mexico and his family, having lost the it hove
property, and having gained some additional
experience. The query natuialiy arises what
is to be the fate of the remainder or tiie party, tour
of whom, including General K., remain si ill in
Puebla. Quiin .-abe ? The fifth member left us
this morning for San Juan de Los Llanos by stage.
Ills fate is not yet known.
The army, which numbers some 20,000, Is comfort¬

ably quartered for the most part in the principal
cities of the republic, drawing their puy fifteen days
in advance, while the principal road to anil from the
capital continues to be unsafe for the traveller.

Kxecutton of Jchi Haas at WaIkortoo« Cm*
ada.Ilia Liut Words and Confrwloa.A
Had Warning to Vast Yauklsa.."scenes at
the Hraflnld.

pvalkerton (Dec. 15) correspondence of tho Toronto
Telegraph.}

John Hoag. the murderer of Stephen Nen'teckcr,
waa executed Uere for the crime thin morning. At
an early liotir the village was astir, and it was cvl-
dent that something uousual was going to take
place. Sleighs loaded with inon, women and chil¬
dren were to be seen coming In from all parts of
the country and from ull the neighboring towns and
village*. Hundreds of persons came many in Ilea to
witness the execution, aud thtrebj satisfy that
spirit of ntorhld curiosity always displayed on such
occasions. Many seemed eager to witness
II, as was shown by the haste with
which they repaired to the jail ami look un
positions near It. Although the execution was not
to take place until ten or eleven o'clock, at scvcu
inanv were on the ground, and by eight there were
several hundred prescut. standing kueo deep In Hie
snow lmm< dlately opposite the scaffold, where they
hoped lo gut u goud view of all that took place. The
crowd gradually increased until tea o'clock, by
which time th"re were several thousand present, a
large proportion of whom were Hermans, who took
a special interest Hi the evocation because of the
fact that the murdered man waa a countryman of
theirs. Among the crowd wrc many women and
children, and it waa patrifW to witness their anxiety
to sec the unhappy criminal executed. The presence
of meu was bad enough, but to And so many women
among lhem, and respectable women, too, was la¬
mentable in the extreme. The crowd w aded long
and patiently for the appearance of the unfortunate
men. They conducted themselves belter than such
crowds usually do. The scaffold was In front of
them on the jn 11 wall, and to It all eyes were turned,
especially when any false cry was raise I that the
culprit was coming.

At about a quarter after ten o'clock the procession
left the j ill and ascended the scaffold. It was com¬

posed oi the Sheriff an t other oitMals, Hong and
his spiritual advisers.the Kev. Father Smith ami
the Kov. Father Keflv.boMi of whom have bcon
most attentive to htm during his imprisonment.
They assisted htm in his last devotions on the gal¬
lows. The s< affotd was about eighteen feet In height
and reached by a ladder, up Whieh the prisoner
walked as frmljr as say of those who *. companion
him. As he appeared a most deathlike atillness fell
npon the crowd, and the prisoner looked down upon
a sea of uptnrued faces, until ail was calm, still and
noiseless as the grave. On the gallows, besides tie
culprit and the clergymen, there were Fhcrlff Sutton,
Deputy Sheriff Krtcl, Dr. I sher, Dr. McCarthy, Dr.
Carskfv, Dr. Sinclair ami a few others. The prisoner
was one of the most composed of t hose present. He
waa pale and n little nervous, yet not nearly «omueh
so as were sonm of the othit**. The hangman wore
a musk, so thai it was Impossible to recognize Itiin.
After coming on the gallows lloag took part with
the clergyman In religious devotions, answering the
responses in a clear, Arm votce. He also addressed
the crowd In these words:.

Much sympathy was felt for Hoag, thangh slli

acknowledge thai he Justly deserved ills fate. He
was pitied, however, on account of his friends and
his own youth. He was little more than a boy,-being then twenty-one yean* old.
Neubecker, tho murdered man, was a farmer, re¬

turning from market with the proceeds of his load,
between Wroxeter and Helium e. in the middle of the
night of the 22d of February last. After conviction
the prisoner said there was an unknown man with
hnn who struck the blow.
Hoag was not quite twenty-one. At fonrteen he

ran uwoy front his parents and enlisted in one of the
worst city regiments of tho American army, where
he spent nearly six years. lie had more than ordi¬
nary mental powers. Wnen pleased ho looked mild
and amiable, and never had the appearance of a
great criminal such as he confessed himself.
