BUENOS AYRES.

New Line of Defence in Paraguay=The Di-
plomatic Question=Inauguration of Presl-
dent Sarmieuto—FPence In the Argentine

BUEN0OS AYRES, Oct. 26, 1808,

Already we have Enropean newspapers that are
filled with rejoicing over the closing of the Para-
guayan war—an event predicted as implied and near
by the taking of Fort Humaita, But Lere we gee no
signs of its close, elther in the epirit of the parties
or the location of the forces, It 18 true Humaita
has been abandoned, not taken, and the line of de-
fence 18 removed perhaps flity leagues farther in,
caplial wards, but at Angostura Pass, on the niver
Paraguay. Lopez has been employing hundreds of
workmen to bulld for him a palace, as if to defy
both labor and prophecy, At the river, in sight of
his riging palace, there 18 a battery of twenty-lour
guns of sixty-eight pounds, well located, where tne
river 18 parrow. The forces of Lopen are estimated
variously at 12,000 to 16,000 men. The latter figure
8 probably true,

Field Marshal Caxlas, Commander-in-Chief of the
allled forces, Is now sending a force of 20,000 men
across the river, below this defence of Lopes, who
will march by the right bank of the Paraguay riyver
up to Asunclon, the capital, It is his intention to es-
tablish there his headguarters snd so outtani Lopez,
and it is belleved that the latter has not forces at
conunand to distodge him,

1t is predicted thut Lopez will burn Asuncion, if
compelied to loave it; but this is not history yot, and
may not be, From Angostura to Asancion is only
seven leagued, It is sald that the iron-clads can
pass withont difflculty and can thus provent actual
WAt among the ariny of eccupntion after 1t reaches
Asuncion, At the capital there is only one regiment
with ten pieces of cannon.

The ground on the left of the Paraguayan de-
fenced Is of tho mosL wretched Kind, being a combi-
nation of thick jungles and deep morassed.  Position
18 al present Lighly favorable to the Paraguayans,
but forces are far superior among the allies, poth of
men and ships,

1t Is reported that Lopez has now only two chlefl
officers, Resquin and Caballero, the rest having been

It 18 also said that
hie has put in prison, on suspleion of disaection,
Mra, Barrios, wife of a late general, and his own
bishop. His army has hardly any provision for war
axcept implements of aeath, fresh beef without
#alt being the staple food.

The sum of
about 14,000,000, which was appropriated for the
ordinary expenses of ihe department of the army
during the ourrent fimancial year, has been exhausted
before @ third of it has passed, and consequently the
Emperor has just signed a decree granting the de-
partment a further extraordinary credit of 22,725
8584035 for s estimated outlay during this first half
of the current inancial year—numely, from July 1 to
December 21, 1868,

The sum already expended by the Army Depart-
ment 18 stated In the oflcial exposé to be
14.406,2011305, Adding this te tbe amount of the
extraordinary credit just granted they give a total of
87,181,060(326 for the sum which the chief of the dé-
partment beileves will be required for the half year's
coat of the army. Estimating the outiay of the Navy
Department to be about haif of that of tae army—
which 18 below the proportion—the total expendi-
ture upon war 8 at the rate of nearly 10,000,000
milreis & month, or §80,000,000 & year.

The means at the command of the Minister of Fi-
nance musi be exhausted about the end of the year,
counting the 40,000,000 issue of paper, the 27,000,000(
procured by the sale of gold bonds and 1,820,000] re-
celved for a sale of ordinary bonds at a lowered
rate. Every one is anxious to know what he will
adopt to raise the future large sums required, as,
although a foreign loan was semi-oMcially staled to
be the next move, no notice of any negotiations for
it have been recelved from London.

General Webb's letter responding to the acensa-
tlons made by the Brazillan pressa against Minlster
Washburn was translated and entered into the semi-
offloial jeurnal, the Correio Mereantil, evidently for
the purpose of being commented on by some mem-
her of the Cabinet. Two articles immediately fol-
lowed the insertion, written, it is believed on good
authority, by Poranhos, Minister of Foreign Affalrs,
with whom the General had the sparring watch over
the resuscitation of the Caroline elaim.

The tone of those replies s cutting und bitter. The
writer repuidiates the service rendered by Minister
Washburn when Lopez stayed the Brazillan Manister
al Asunclon and reluctantly itted B steamer to
take him to Buenos Ayres. He relterates the cha
that Washburn was devoted to Lopez, and hostile
deed and word to Brazil, and denying the right ol
the United States gunbout to pass up through the
blockading squadron, he quotes the oase of the
blockade of Charleston a8 o precedent, establishing
vhe right of the Brazilians to refuse.  With regard to
the allusions In Washburn's and Webb's lettera to
the slowness of the allles, he sarcastically reminds
General Webb of the long delay afier the battle of
Bull Bun, and of the ill success of McClellan on the
Peninsuli, To these ecuts u response from General
Webb has been expected by the publie, bt hitherto
the General, who I3 up coollng himsell in the moun-
tulns of Petropolis, Las made no rejoinder, although
a week has elapsed.

C'axias has at length come out with a denial of hi3a
having any knowledge of any wmpl.m:f i Para-
guay. Although many of us despaiches have been
published at varions times, reporting the Para-
guayans to have been almost unanimons in their de-
aire to get rid of Lopez and to have been in a conal-
tion of virtnal conspiracy against lim, he now says
that he refrained from stirring up insurréctions
against Lopes for the sole reason that he found it im-
pussible to effect any.

The news of the Spanish revolution has caused
much excitement, especially ammong the large Portu-
guese populition, whom the report that Spain
wanted to annex Purmgnl had stirred up to the
length of raiging large subseriptions in ald of fortl-
fying and armin nst any atiempt upon
its autonomy, The resolution is generally favored
by the Brazillana, and of course the liberal news-
papers hold up the fate of Isabeila of Spain and of
the Bourbons generally in terrorem to Pedro 1l of
HBraganza, lest, i he do not change his policy, he be
tbe lust Gonzaga and the last Eigperor of Brazil.

The news (rom Spain in regafd to the proposed
emancipation of the sia in the colontes, and re-
ported Intention of Cuba and Porto Rico to annex
themselves to the United States, {a felt here to strike
home at flavery in Brazil, and as likely to precipi-
tate emancipation much earller than was antlel-
pated by the most oters of freedom to
the slaves. But the biow would at onge annihilate
here the sugar, coffée and cotton ex tion, wideh
depand entirely on slave Jabor. As for emigration 1o
Brazil, it 18 not likely to soften the catastrophe, as It
it not progressing. Hven Irish and English immi-

ratlon, which a short time ago was looking prom-

lngly, 18 proving to be a fallure, as the government
has not fulfilied s promises. Those that went to the
government colonies are lsaving at every chance,
and parties who arrived in steamers proceeded tn
the river Plate on hearing from the previous comers
how they had been decelved. No experlence, no
teaching and no example of United States methods
and sucerss n popn wilds seem to have the

MORE CORRUPTION IN WASIINGTON,

Extraordinary Charges of Froud Agninst the
FPost OfMce Department—ITow Coptracts Are
M d and the People Bwindled.

A Washington correspondent of the Boston
Traveller makes the following remarkable dis-
closures in regard to certaln alleged operations in
the Post Office Department at the seat of govern-
ment:—

Mr. Bonuer, of the New York Ledger, has me! with
4 serlous losd In the death of the “‘Auburn horse,”
who died on Wedneaday evening last of spasmodie
cholle, & disease to which he had been subject for
the lust year or two. This is the only valuable horse
that Mr. Bonner has lost during the last ten years.
It was the opinion of the late Hiram Woodrufl, when
the Auburn horse was In training under his im.
mediate supervision, that he was decidedly the fast-
est horse in the country—in fact, the fastest thal
he ever pulled s reln over. So confldent was he of
the powers of this horse that he intended to verify
his oplnion by an exhibition of speed in the presence
of the owner of the horse superior to anything that
had ever been seon on the turf, and that too with the
knowledge that Dexter had trotted & mile under the
saddle in 2:18 8.5 a short time previously. Untoward
circumstances, however, prevented the fulfilment
of hla promise—bad weather or s bad track
having prevented 1. It is a remarkabié fact
in the history of tuis horse that his powers
8 A trotter were nover developed until he became
aged, and then only accidentally.
