About a oratory ago there nourished a nabob of

Oude, who, desirous or annexing a uetgfctioring pro¬
vince and having no soldiers to do it with, hin d a

British contingent of Warren Hastings for *400,000.
After considerable bloodshed the coveted province
was annexed. For his share in this Iniquitous
transaction in real estate Warren Hastings was im¬

peached for high treason. His peers acquitted him,
the Kant India Company pensioned blm, the teamed
bodies gave him degrees, Ac.; he waa made n member
of the King's Privy Council, and at the mature age
of eight.v-iwo Warren Hastings died In peace and was
burled in Westminster Abitey with full honors.
Lord Macau Icy defended Hastings on the ground
thai his crimes were not committed with seitlsh
views, inn for the glory of England. Is there, then,
a different uioni! code for the crimes of nations and
the crimes of individualst \'o. As politicians or
statesmen we have uo right to do tilings atwliicti
we should blush men. Was It right for the United

I States to force Texas from Mexico? Some years
ago <>nc of our fellow citizens plotted to steal Cuba,
nnd he was elected to ibe Presidency. Buchanan
did not misjudge America any more titan 1 tastings
misjudged .Euvlund.

Ulchard Turpm and other uoto' lous democrats as
frightful examples Mr. Curtis announced himself as
a stanch republican, and in conclusion tuore than
insinuated that if auv particle of political morality
yet lingered within Hie boundaries of this great and
glorious republic he knew where the Inestimable
treasure was to l»e found.

Beside ihe parties at whose special request the
lecture was repeated not more than u hundred per¬
sons were present.a fact which goes far lo prove
thai '-political molality'' wont pay.
