What the liber-
ality and far-sighted policy of individnal citizens can
aceomplish 18 being gradually achieved.

Justly within the province of our national authori-
tles, Others again, of equal and almost supreme
necessity, are, owing to our form of government, the
duty of our municlpal corporation to provide, Among
these last (5 a system of plers aud wharves, at ouce
a help to commmerce and an adornent to the city.

THE IMPORTANCE OF THE WORK.

To clear the approaches to New York harbor by
wuy of Long Island Sound from all obstructions, so
that vessels of all grades may pass without danger,
18 1n more than one sense a work of national impor-
tance. New York is the centre of our international
commercs, The whole couniry is equally interested
with our own lmmediate population in the easy ac-
oesslbility of the port of New York for the ships of
the world, But even leaving out of view for the
pressut this more extended general asneot, all
will concedo that navigation of the Sound 14
intimately connected with the ceasiing trade of all
the New England States. A few anthentic facts sul-
fice to prove this. From the Ist of Augmst to the
18t day of December there have passed ihrough Well
tiate no jess than 10,4058 vessels, of all classes.

AUSTRIA.

Political Condition of the Dunublan Princls
palitics=Haron Beust on Eastorn Aumexu-
tion—Spoeech of the King of Hungary—~Army
and Novy Estimptow—Orgnuized Emigration
to the United States.

VieNNA, Deo, 2, 1808,

The Danubian Principalities are one of the inflam-
matory and imneendiary spots on the European Contl-
nent. Their politieal condition is w source of per-
petual anxiety to the stateamen of the Ausiro-Hun-
garian empire, The resignation of the Bratiano
minlstry and the formation of & conservative and
peace loving Cabloet give some sutisfaction here,
becanse the change 18 universally attributed to Prus-
sian infuence, and It 18 seen with pleasure here that
Prussia has begun to pursue on the lower Danube a
policy which Ls favorable to lettlng things remain as
they are in the Turkish empire and in harmony with
the policy pursued in common by Austria, Hungary,
France and Great Britain, But the satisfaction felt

here at the miniaterial erislain Bucharest ia qualified
h]y the ¢onsideration that bratiano has still on his
side a majority In both houses of the Legisiature and
tne popniny feeling, and inasmuch as Frinee Chuarles
will not digsoive the Chaubers (and I he did it is
probable that the same members would be returned)
the purty of pence aud conserveulsm are as yel by
no wedand *out of e wood. "

A jolnt Interpellation, slgned by several of the
mem: of the I au delegation, was on the
24th ult, addressed to Baron Beust In reference
to the imperial government's relatlons with thoe Hou-
mian ﬂlveu: ment, and the suswer was dellvered
by the Minstorss Hungarian mouthplece (Baron
Orezy) on the 26th. ‘The guestion ran as tollows:

“Whereas the government of the Danublan Prinei-
palities, pretex ting that the Austro-Hungarlan mon-
archy 18 cherlshing plans of anoexation as re
the east of Burope, is constanily vollecting and
at the same time, In s oMlcial newspapers anil
through ita organs generaliy, is doing 13 best to lo-
spire o feeling of hatred agalust our monarehy, we
respectfully ask the Mimster for Forelen Adairg
whother any and what steps have been taken to
make the minence of our State feit with a desire to
restraln those excesses and movements which
threalen the exlsting peace and are doubly incon-
gistent with the positlon of the Danubian Principali-
tics a8 guarcnteed by Lreaties, amd what attitade
generally dovs the Mulster intend to lake up in cer-
tain poasible eventuntities ¢

The answer of Baron Beust to this question was in
these words:—

“As regerds the position which the Minlster for
Foreign Aalrs takes up towards the Dunubluy Prin-
cipulicles 1t ought to suillee to say that the mimstry
in this a8 i other questions has remained noalter-
Lly true to s lew pringiple of maintgnmg
triendly relntions with its neighbors, Tae mimstry
1s contident (hat, looking to the true interests of the
State and cver outspoken principie of neatrality, it
has given proofs of the greatest lmpartiality on the
oevasion of all the agltations which have made thems-
selves manilest of late in the Danublan Prineipali-
ties; yen, more—it wug even accused of supporung
the armamaents of the Duanblan Priacipalities whea
1t permitted arms 0 be Imported there through the
territory of the monarchy, From this fact it s fm-
auss:‘.;le on any pretext to pretend that the Austro-

ungarisn wonarchy cherishes the design  of oceu-
pying or annexing the said  principalities, 1t
must empiutieally declare in the name of the
minlstry that no wden les furcher from their thoaghis
than that of conquering the Daunbian Princlpzlties,
The Austro-Hungarlan monareny ounly demdids of
these countries that they respeot tuose troaties
whieh form the basis of thelr exisbency as o Siote,

AS regards the armaments and thor conse-
quences 1o cannot be denled that they have eroaied
4 situstion which has endaugered the pence and

ulel of Eorope, aud 1t also cannot be galosaid that
the comduet of the Inhabitanta of those countrics
does not corie=pond with those conditions on which
peace can be madntained.
