A VISIT T0 THE TOMBS.

An Interview with the Prisouers Committed
for Murder—What They Say mnd Thinke
Drisk and Bad Compasy the Pathway te
the Gallows—=The Pistel, Knife and Stiletze
Freely Used.

The Tombs of New York has become as familiar
10 the people of America as the Bastiie of Paris te
the peopls of France. There the contrast ends,
Onee in the living tomb of the Bastile the victim
might exclaim with Sterne's Starling, **I can't get ous,
Iecan't get out;” for the grave was the only releuse
to the poar victim of some petty tyrant's hate whom
& lettre de cachet swept from his path.

How different in the Tombs! Though human laws
and the good of society demand the punishment of
criminals, it 8 aivine to temper justice with mercy
ana kindness, and this, It 18 believed, is done there.
The prisoners are treated kindly, aliowed to partake
of the sympathy of thelr friends, and even of more
substanth) favors.

The exterlor of the Tombs is massive, gloomy and
imposing. Its interior, *hough watered with bitter
tears of remorse and regret, 18 clean, orderly and
well kept. At present it contains about 230 inmates,
charged with various crimes, from slmple drunken-
ness up to the high crime of murder.

THE MEXN'S FRISON.

The keya turned harshly in the bolt and an iron
door swung slowly back on the hinges, admitting to
the men's prison. The gates of Dante's Inferno never
grated mote harshly upon Its victim's cars than thease
have upon many a hardened eriminal’s, They wers
the barriers that closed them in from the frenzled

| excitement of rude enjoyments and bacchanallam

allurements.

This wing of the prison is divided Into three tiera,
rising above each other. A night of metal stairs
leads to the second tler, where the prilsoners -for
munrder are confined.
