S THE AMERICAN STEAMS'!,P HAVANA A PERUVIAN VESSEL'
New York, Dec. 22, 1868.

To THE KblTOR OF TtTK HERALD:.
I notice in your issue of to-day that the Secretary

of the Treasury has forbidden the seizure of the
steamship Havana, giving as a reason that she la
covered by the Peruvian flag. The Havana has no
more right to that (lag than the Frankilu, or any of
our vessels, and the most superficial Inquiry into
this matter reveals the fact that our laws have been
glaringly and arbitrarily violated In licr ease. The
above announcement, therefore, ercates not a little
surprise. The Havana left this port under the
American dag. To change tlio same she would be
obliged to enter port, discharge li«r crow, pay the
extra wages and hospital dues provided for by law
In such cases and cancel lier ivpister. The transfer
of a vessel can only lake place before regularly con¬
stituted Custom House and port authorities, and
a ehauge of flag at sea is In direct contravention of
onr laws as well as international law. In failing to
punish these proceedings and Justifying them we
have set a dangerous example to other nations and
have stultified ourselves in go!ng back oil a prin¬
ciple for which we so strenuously contended in the
Alabama case.
