Executive and his Secretary of War, General Mejia,
that no opportunity shall be afforded aspiring revo¬
lutionists to upset the present administration.

Yesterday morning there transpired oue of those
occurrences which happen only tour or lire times
each year. The night previous there had been col¬
lected In the public square, in front of the national
palaoe, a large number of immensely strong four-
wheeled wagons, laden with allver and gold, dos-
tlned for Vera Cruz, on their way to Europe and the
United States, l'lie amount of treasure Is said to
be about $3,000,000, and was strougly guarded dur¬
ing the night by the favorite troops of the President.
Y'esterday at early morning they took up their wind¬
ing way for Vera Cruz under the protection of a
strong force of infantry nnd cavalry, which were
believed to be loyal to the present administration.
It is admitted that if this money should fall into the
hands of any party or faction, however small, a
leader would soon foe found who would make
such funds ample for the overthrow of President
Juarez. Consequently the quarterly departure of the
money coiutueta Is an event in which everybody Is
?ltally Interested, the government as well as the
actual owners of the treasure. It Is probable that
tho above amount will be swollen to a half million
more before it leaves Puebla and Orizaba; and it is
expected to reach Vera Cruz in ample tlm9 for the
English steamer which will leave that port ahoul
tho 1st of January, 1339. I am Informed by promi¬
nent merchants that fully one-hair of this sum is
unemployed capital going abroad for investment,
owing to tho state of commerce buing so low here,
and there being so few indications of sufficient
wisdom in the present Congress to enable that body
to Inaugurate measures At to encourage and protect
capital.
General Itosecrans arrived In Vera Cruz by the

last American steamer and has been tarrying there
. few days. He is expected at this capital in the
latter part of next week, lie has taken rooms, br
telegraph, at the Hotel Iturbtde. Mr. 1'lumb, who
for nearly a year and a half past has laboriously
Ailed the post of Charge d'Affaires, will leave for the
United Mates after the arrival here of Ueneral Kose-
craus, and may reach New York early in January.The governiuout does not appear to have seriouslytaken into consideration the appoiutment of a min¬
isterial representative at Washington, there beingnothing new upon this subject since the reoenl ru¬
mor that Mr. Romero was likely to be returned
upon that mission. Ueneral Diaz has no knowledge
or the English language, and might, not accept the
mission il it had been oilered to him. The presentadministration might be glad to have him accept the
appoiutment. Mr. Mala, former.y Mluistor a Wash¬
ington, is too valuable a man in Congress, tielng one
of a few, and perhaps can hardly be spared, being a
sort of leaven In that body. Mr. Monies, althoughlie has lived in France, has not honored himself and
the Anglo-Saxon race by residence among them, or
a study of their language, and might therefore And
himself in his own way at Washington. It is diffi¬
cult, just now. to see who cau bo selected for this
mission. The Oon IUhc.io iuI of November 27 quotes

Tha I.ate SletMrle Display.Its (hoarse and
Duration.Tbe Event Confirms Astronomical
Calculations.How the People Were Im¬
pressed.Htrange and Superstitious Beliefs.

Mazatlan, Nov. 25, 1868.
One of those sublimely beautiful phenomena

which periodically hold high carnival between this
terrestrial panel and the world of lnmloous planets
above us occurred in these latitudes during the night
of the 13th Inst., continuing the following night and
Anally resting from Its revelries about tbe dawning
hours of the 15th. The fact ol meteoric showers of
great power and brilliancy having fallen here on the
above dates has been already forwarded the Hbrald
by special telegram, and It now remains to throw
what further light we can upon a subject not only
deeply Interesting to the astronomer, but to all in¬
quiring minds that dwell upon the beauty, singular¬
ity and vastness of the slderial system. The writer,
arter patient and persistent inquiry, has been unable
to find a single Individual who took notos of tbe
great meteoric showers. These people, like the
ancients who lived before the Alexandrian school,
view such celestial exhibitions of grandeur entirely
through the eye, and deduct the causes and conse¬
quences according to tbe sensations such heavenly
splendors Impress upon the senses and the heart,
like the ancients, too, they are astrologers or be¬
lievers in astrology rattier than astronomy. The
cryptography of tho heavens, as written in meteoric
symbols, is to them a deviation from the ordinary
taws of nature and classed among tho miracles.
Neither Ptolemv, Copernicus, Tyco Hrahe, (iallleo.
Sir Isaac Newton or Professor Loomis, of Tale Col¬
lege, could convert these descendants of tho Aztecs
Into the belief that such fantastic tricks beneath
high heaven can be accounted for on astronomical
principles. The Investigations and labors of Ptolemy
and the profound philosophers who have followed
blm are unknown to nine-tenths of the Mexican
people and the remaining tenth, having knowledge
of the Investigations, lo >k upon thein as the reflex
of disordered imaginations controlled by a mad am¬
bition and vain enough to suppose they have solved
mysteries belonging alone to the know¬
ledge of the Almighty Architect. Under such
circumstances no scientific account of these
meteoric displays, as witnessed here, can be cxoecrcd.
Their appearance however, confirms the theory of
astrnnoinists regarding what ts known as the
"November nieieors," and which have been com¬
puted to occur about evcrv third of a century or
thirty-three and a quarter years. Also the theory that
they occur generally on the 13tli of November, com¬
mencing between ten and eleven o'clock In the
evening and attaining their greatest brilliancy at or
about four o'clock lu tbe morning. The other
theories of astronouiists, that meteoric bodies may
fall a few years oefore the November meteors. Is held
good for on the 14th of November, 1*07, a meteoric
display of magnificent brilliancy was witnessed
in the United States, which reached Its greatest
splendor at half-past four o'clock in the morning.
I hasi>ecn farther nsematnod that the recurrence
of November meteors happens at a later period than
the preceding ones. Tho great display of 1698 took
place on the 9th of November, that of 1799 on tbe
12th of tue same month, that of 1832 on the 1.1th of
November, lb it or 1S07. as we have said, on the 14th,
and the present display, although It commenced on
the lath, at aiiont eleven o'clock. Its continuance
lasted until the morning of tho 15th, ending
tietween three and four o'clock A. M. The
writer onlv saw the first meteoric shower that fell
on the night or the 13th, but is Informed by
a reliable gentleman, that the shower on the morn¬
ing or the 15th was sttll more brilliant and of greater
duration. That observed by ourselves flash'-d upon
the earth with wonderful brll'lancy and lasted nearly
fifty seconds. At the time the sky was clouded, but
not darkly so. as the moon wanted onlv a day or IU
fulness; yet It was obscured. The shower fell from
east to west, inclining towards the south. Tn the
part of the city thro >gh which we were walking at
the time the flood of light was so clear and brilliant
that we might have easily read print. At first there
was an Impression that a great fire had broken out.
but finding no toneh of bent It seemed as If tho moon
had suddenly burst through the light fanciful clouds,
the mind instantaneously seeking a cause for the re¬
sult presented to it. Ihit the moon was still shaded.
I/s>klng towards the cas* we observed the meteors
falling and In a moment knew it to l>e tbe event pre-
dlc'ed by astronomical calculators. There was no
detonation or sound like thnt of musketry which
rhsrscierl/es the falling of holld-s and tho fact
t;ia' no solid nias-e* su h as form a rolltes have
l«een found teaVc* the late display simply among the
1 IhI o( tailing stars, or, as Ihey are sometimes called,
slued ing stars.
This bust display of November meteors was v-1t-

nes*« d along tin* coast for a distance of 2,000 inlles,
the shower on 'lie night of the 13th having attracted
genernl attention at Wan Kranclwn. The name shower
vraa witnessed by passengers on board the sU'au.atiip
Merra Nevada. otT ('ape St. Lucas, and by partita on
board the steamer California, lying In the pert of
Acapuloo.
The effect of tlie metcorl* displays wm very

marked upon the masses of the people here: Iait thin
ivam to lie expected, since the man o love auytlilrig
inlraculoua. marvebous or ix.traordln.nw In nature.
I bey arc very superstitious and naturally have the

Doings iu (be livid Fields.

Blnee the despatch of the last mail several new

the past year. A party of miners who have been
located for some time In the neighborhood of 9*.
Arnaud have made a very fortunate discovery
within the last few days. Thay were prospecting
a quarts reef, about a mile from the Hell Block
claim, when they came upon a mass of quartzami g ild, or rather gold and quartz, weighing about
600 ounces, and estimated to contain only about
seventy ounces or stone. They also obtained speci¬
mens weighing about 400 ounces uiore. These speci¬
mens wore obtained witliin twenty feet of the
suitace. A rush has taken place in the neighbor¬hood of Steigllt/.. A hole bottomed In l.ong dully
gave a prospect of six ponnywciglits of gold to the
tin dish. This caused a rush, ami on Monday the
gully was pegged out fully a mile above and below
the prospectors' claim, which Is In what Is called
Fowler's dullr, leading from the Long (lullv to the
top of the dlvidiug range, between B'eiglltz and
Auakle, the depth of sinking being ubout eighteenfeet.
A correspondent saw two tin dishes washed from

the prospectors' claim that contained at least
three pennyweights of nice rough gold, one
piece aioue weighing hair a pennyweight.Other holes have been bottomed containing gold,and It was expected several more would be bottomed
In a few days. A splendid discovery was recentlymade by the New Victoria Quartz Mining Compan v,
Amherst. They had opened out from tho new main
shall at a depth or 100 feet, ami penetrated a dis¬
tance of sixty feet, when they tapjied the reef, from
which stone was taken the uppeurunce of which far
surpassed unviiung previously met with in thai lo¬

A Review or the T-abor Market.
[From the M°lbonrne Argus, Oct. 12.)

After a short Interval of unusual dnlnoss in the
Victorian labor market matters are beginning to Im¬
prove, nnd the demand for service of all kinds has
been brisker during the last week than for somo
time past. Still further improvement may be looked
for with each successive week; tor the busy season
is just opening, and soon there will be but few, if
any, spare hands. Shearing has commenced In somo
districts nnii hi another week or so will be going on
throughout the country. Flockmastera are
looking up shearers, for whom there will
now be plenty of work. Wages are siartod ut
about fourteen shillings per hundred, with
rations. In this field of labor a great change
lias taken place within the last few yours. Formerly
numbers of men, known locally as '.swagmon/'
wandered about the country Idling away their time
from ouc shearing to unotltcr, working only during
the clipping season, and living on the settlers in the

ervaL Tit 'Interval. These have become so few as to occasion
remark.in another year or two they will doubtless
have died out, aud left the work to be done by
steadier and more reliable hands. The demand lor
farm servants, both male and female, Is beginnlug
to revive, while the prospects of all other laborers
are brightening in view of the extensive gov¬
ernment works about to bo undertaken. Other
circumstances have also tended to Improve
matters -as the construction of Tiismanlati rail¬
ways. the emigration to Feejee and the discovery of
gold fields In Queensland. In town work the develop¬
ment of native Industries will ere long work ousid-
erabie change. The wine trede Is making tec wine
cooper an institution here, and Uie preservation of
meat will give occupation to a small community of
Iron and tin workers. These, however, are gradual
changes, hardly noticeable in their progress, but
vastly beneficial to the laboring classes ot the coun¬
try. Aliogcther matters present a very hopeful os-

Kct, and it Is not unlikely that before long tlie desire
r Increased Immigration will extend to quarters in

¦on the one hand, nnd when a population depend¬
ing for Its Increment upon natnral Increase only
wilt not otter to lilui, on the other, that expanding
market for his produce which Is so essential to sus¬
tain Its valuo and to promote tils prosperity and
that of his class.

sumes in Kurop .. That contingency, however, Is so
remote that Its discussion would be altogether pre¬mature for another century or two.

liOVERNNKYl' AID TO RAILROADS.

Washington, April 20,1868.
To thk Editor or thk IIkkai.d:.
One of the moat absorbing subjects now agitated

In or out of Congress is that or I'acitlc railroads, a
subject woll worthy tUo attention of the people in-
terested in tho development of our national re¬
sources, and particularly the development of the im¬
mense mineral regions of the Kooky Mountains, the
great repository of the noble metals. Mexico,
poor and disordered though she be, has always ex¬
erted a great Influence on commerce through her
great mineral resources and her coinage, which
reached to nearly every commercial port of the world
ami was a basis of moneyed value everywhere, lint
poor, anarchical Mexico is fast losing her long boasted
supremacy, aud Iter wealth Is decllumg as ours
is increasing, and our wealth is enhanced as we in¬
crease arid multiply the facilities for getting uud dis¬
tributing the nobler metals to the great commercial
centres of the world. And while individual enter¬
prises should be conducted with individual means,
yet there are enterprises so gigantic lu their propor¬
tions as to be beyond the abilities or means of pri¬
vate or corporute individuals. These enterprises may
be classified ,is to their general cliaraotera. For in¬
stance, mining companies, whoso principal objects
are to get sudden wealth by delving fur gold or silver
or copper ami abandon the exhausted and unpro¬
ductive places, leaving them to neglect and relapse.

Experience does not show that this class of outer-
prises brings about any pormaueut beuellt or lot*
provemenl of those sections wherein they have ope.
rated that outlast the enterprises themselves, except
perhaps in a very small degree, aud they are ooiism
quentiy of interest only to those whose means are
engaged therein. Many of the great placers of Cali¬
fornia, once tccuUug with industrial life, ara now
abandoned and non-produclug. Now, these 9ecttoni
of country producing gold, silver or copper (lopend
but tu a small degree upon favorable conditions of
transportation to market, because the protlt of work¬
ing those minerals Is so great that extraordinary
cost of transportation cun be boruo without reducing
the profits to the average per ceuts of Interest on lent
capital. Hot auothcr class of enterprises, engaged
in getting out to the country for tU every day uses,
the baser metals aud minerals, as iron, lead, tin, coal,
petroleum, building stones and valuable clays, and
useful aud valuable woods, Ac., cannot Incur high
rates of freightage, because cost of froighiage Is a

greater per cent of the final value of those products
than of the nobler met vis; and they are so dig-
iriouicu in tne country an to iio witnin mo
reach of all, by means of existent lines
of transportation: nor Is It retriun rntlvo to
undertake the development of newly found
depositories of these substance*, except there be
transportation established therefor, while the con¬
trary condition Is applicable to the noble niuiuls.
Now, to secure such uevelopernent as w ill uisuie re-
liiunerauve Investment ol eaplial and peraUMent
employment of labor, by which any section of conn-
try Is lo Iw (le\e!ope.l and made to contribute regu-
nirly and continuously to the wealtli and progress of
the nation, it third class ol enterprises arc to bo de¬
pended on, ami must lie Invited ami aided and fos¬
tered, mm tnm.»r dependent. I mean roads.
"Iho veins and arteries ol the nation, along which
are carried Its products, lis life-blood, and upon the
sufficiency of their number, their propriety of di¬
rection ami freedom from obstruction depend tho
esse and rapidity with which the more disiunt parts
of the nation receive the nulrlmeut that will pro¬
mote life, health and vigor, without w Inch supply
they will languish MM die."

It Is certainly one of the priuclpal dm le« of a gov¬
ernment to foster and aid those Individual enter¬
prises that promote sectional intercourse, enhance
commerce and develop the agricultural resources
and mineral wealth of the newer sections of the
national domain. We know that those governments
which have promoted commercial Intercourse by
public means have risen to the highest s.ag. a of
prosperity, and that their continued prosperity has
Im'cu the result of the security and conhdeuoe arming
from the stability of governmental utd and pro¬
tection.
Our government has been slow to give material

aid lo Internal Improvements, for the sole purpose
of increasing the national wealth, biuburute sur¬
veys have been ordered witlt a View to iiiumrurate
extensive Improvements to reclaim Inundated bot¬
tom lands, but the resulting operations are so limited
as to leave some doubt as lo whether there was an
Intent Ion to carry the Indicated works to comple¬
tion, aud cmiv illicitly the vast bottoms ol the
Mississippi river valley are scarcely ut u better con¬
dition now thun they wore a quarter of a century
ago.
The national turnpike was about tho first step

taken by our Congress towards facilitating internal
intercourse, ami was for a long time the only means
of fxfusing tin- Allcgnanv mountain range.the only
means of well established intercourse between the
then Western Territories and the Kaslern markets.
The next important material aid grunted toward lha
promotion of commercial Intercourse and the de¬
velopment of auncuitural wealth was the land grant
to the State of Illinois In aid of her railroad system,
which lias acceleiated the settlement ol that State by
enterprising, thrifty farmers beyond any like
development of other Stales or Territories, without
cost to the nation, ami resulted In bringing lite re¬
maining lands into the market and rcall/aug their
value at a much earlier period. Afternic goal re¬
sults attending thai grant had become apparent the
government lias scarcely hesitated to grunt lauds In
aid of public or private enterprises of bko charac¬
ter. Although the suhjuct of internal lines ol com¬
munication lias been discussed for near half a cen-
tury, we are but Just now on the event of realising
th" great enterprise of a nattoual interoceanic rail¬
way route by the aid of the national credit.the
greatest enterprise of any kind ever undertaken.

In 'hetr lay the llaliiiuore and Ohio, Peuusylva-
uia Ooutral and Now York Krie railroads were the
greatest enterprises known, either as to length, of
cliara'icr, of o'.Mtnclus to lie overcome; yet the
three romls together arc but a little more than half
the It-tigi h of the I'acdlc Itan road, with lar loan
n iturnl obs'tch's to be overcome and without a tithe
ol the universe circumstances of construction.

If any other reasons or arguments are needed to
de(» n the wi-dom of the sulntldles granted by Con-
gl ess III Hid of till! I'll idle ItUIToad Ulan tllOSC of
deyelopniept of tha public lands ami the mid-
srnl deposits of the itoexy Mountains, wlrl» a
view to bring them Into market, and enrich
the publh treasury and to foster International hod
latereceMUo intercourse ami general commercial
relations, thev nro to be drawn from the re mits of
the government anl grunted by fhiglarid ami France
to ruiiiosd enterprise, and may b - consldere I in tho
light of dividend returns on Investments made.

In Fnginnd the Increase in the commerce bus i»een
really wond rfdU In Hd4 and lias the amounts of
passengers and go >ds carried were six times greater
than before the Introduction of the railway system.
It has Us'ti estimated that the saving in carriage
alone by railways in 1*06, as compared with the for¬
mer cost by roads and canals, was slxtr-six per
cent, or *72,000.000.greater than the annual taxa¬
tion of the United Kingdom. And yci all this wua
an iu< reuse of commerce, for the roads and tanas
were doing their former work, with m MM ieoee.
I'oiumctvc has Increased In the proportion of the in-
crease of railways.
Franco had but an Indifferent system of rallwayc

la iHiii, ami in lsai she had alMiut 2,wo miius of rail¬
ways. About this time the Kmpervr look ihe rail¬
way system In hand, and in ls&7 there were
4,500 miles nearly of railways, sod tho
exports and Imports had Increased more than
loo per cent In about S 'ven years. In t803 France
had 8,l0o miles of railways. M. Flachal estimates
the saving to the national commerce of France br
railway* at 1200,000,000 per anumi. In lilo the ox-
ports and imports were $50,0Jo per milo of railroads
open, while In ISO.', tliey were |i»2,50t) per mile of
roads oitc.u, und the enthe Increase won about
11,000,000,000, caused almost entirely by the Intro¬
duction or (lie railway system. Aud these results
were produced in densely populated countries, whero
commerce w as supposed to lie thoroughly established
and agriculture, manufactures aud trade had been
established in every corner of thoso countries, and
every available natural source of wealth called Into
action.

In conaeqncnco of the Increase of the national com¬
merce and wealth of tho United Kingdom attributa¬
ble to the system ot railways. the British government
has granted subsidies to the amount of |i-k'.ooo,000
to aid in the constructiou of railways In tho cotton
districts of India.
W hy Should not iho raited Str.t u government
