roof. ‘ibe windward cabin walls, however, #til
ylelded partial shelter, and agninat it, seated side by
side, uLalf leaning buckwards, with feet braced
upon the long table, they awalted what next should
cowe, At first, Nino (Margaret’s little boy), alarmed
8L the uproar, the darkness and the roshing waler,
while siuvering with the wet, cried passlonately
(ust as your child or mine at that age mizht have
done); but soon his mother, wrapping him in such
gariments a8 were at hand, and folding him to her
bosom, sang him to aleep.’ The lady who copled the
above added:—3uch was the testimony ol the sur-
vivora. Inpever read it without tears in my heart,
BOinetlnes in my eyed.  That livtle Incident is a proof
that strength, of brain does not render a womnan less
womguly, nor does it decrease the motherly nature
I woman.
