The Cpening of the Reformed Parlinment. o
g Loxnpox, Deo. 12, 1868,

The pew reformed Farliament assembled on Thurs-
dsy ut Westiuinster Paince, and when I went in to
#ee e members 1 found 4 number of very portly,
comforisble, cunservative looking gentlemen, in-
atead of the collection of roughs and revolutionisis
whose election was predicted at the time of the  pas-
sage of the Reform bill. A few gentlemen in cocked
hats and flaming scariet robes, and the new Lord
Chencellor, 8ir Page Wood, in his judge's dress—for
he has not yet recelved his new title of Lord Hath-
eriey oMelally—aoted a8 o commission on the part of
royalty and declared the Parllament open.  Mr. Pen-
nison, & liberal, was forthwith elected speaker nuan-
imously, the new Lord Advocats proposing him on
the part of the liberals, and Mr, Walpole, formerly
Huine Eecretary, scconding hun on the part of the
conservatives. None of the members of the new
Minlstry were present, having lost their seals by
accepting oMee, Mr. Disraelt headed hts collengues
on the opposition benches. There was a crowd of
people outslde and considerable cheering for Glad-
stone and groana for the tories,

Yesterday the proceedings were
Birek Rod appeared In the COommons  and
summoned the Bpeaker and the members W
the bar of the House of Lordd.
